Club to Bishop of Niagara’s
Treatment of Suffragettes.

When Arthur Hawkes took up the
cudgels on behalf of the under dog in
politics at the Empire Club vesterday,
there threatened for a moment or two
to be a scene. President Castell Hop-
kins sat tight, however, and the privi-
lege of free speech was insisted upon

by the majority, and Mr. Hawkes had .

his say. He is one of the cleverest and
most entertaining speakers in Cunada’:
and his -subject “‘On Going. ’'Ome,

aroused epeculation. The event proved
that he had heard the speech of the
Bishop of Niagara last week, and his
strictures on the remarks of his lord-
ship of Niagara developed some tension.
F. B. Fetherstonhaugh gave express-
ion to this by rising to a point of
order, but the chairman ruled that it
was a.matter for the speaker’s taste.
Mr. Hawkes did not transgress the
courtesies of debate in anything he
sald, and Mr. Hopkins said at the close
that.the club was for the purpose of
hearing both sides of important ques-
tions. The members afterwards engag-
ed in conversation had evidently no
idea that only one side of a subject
should be presented to them, and Mr.
Hawkes' address was the occasion of
,much complimentary remark.

Mr. Hawkes began by illustrating
the progress made by the English im-
migrant after he assimilates the free-
dom of Canadian Iinstitutions. Those
who return to England generally come
back, because .they find their second
home better than their first. It was
the man who had only visited England,
and who only knew it superficially who
Wwas generally most opinionated about
the country.

Men who
wanted to suceeed in Canada must
adapt themselves to the conditions
they found.

“Do not accept partisan statements.
Investigate for yourself. The sign in-
fallible of the Briton who has be-
come a true Canadian is a curious but
wonderful detachment from the politi-
cal connetions and the party cries of
thie old land.”
