WASHINGTON, June 26.—A persistent and perhaps day by day
effort, beginning to-morrow, to advance the Canadian reciprocity bill
in the senate by getting unanimous consent to fix a definite time for
a vote on it, and, on separate dates, on the house, wool and free list
bills as well, will be made by Chairman Penrose of the senate finance
He does not count upon immediate success for his efforts,

With the Root amendment to the wood pulp and print paper
schedule of the bill disposed of to his satisfaction, Mr. Penrose, after
a canvass of the senate, announced that his plan had met with more
encouragement than he had anticipated.

Penrose hopes to overcome iu time, and if his first request to-morrow

MONTREAL, June 26.—The organi-
zation of the Banque Internationale
du Canada was completed to-day anl
the new institution wil shortly begin
business. The first annual Rgeneral
.meeting of the shareholders was hold
and directors were elected at g meet-
ing of the directors to-day. Rodolphe
Forget, M.P., to whose energetic of-
forts in interesting French capital in
Canada the organization of the new
bank is due. was elected president. and
Rohert Bickerdike. M.P., vice-president.

The directors chosen were: Rodolphe
Forget, M.P.; Robhert Bickerdike, M.P.-
Sir George Garneau, Hon. L. O. Tail-
lon and J. N. Greenshields, K.C., re-
presenting the Canadian stockholders,
while those selected to represent the
French and other European holders are
Chomerau Lamothe, governor of the
Bank of France; Raoul Saulter, com-
missioner of the Bank of Paris and
Pays Ras; George Martin, president of
controlling commission of the
Comptoir National dEscompte de Paris,
and S. Badel, banker, of the French
capital,

It was announced that out of a capi-
tal of $10,000,000, the French group had
subscribed $7,675,000, while the Cana-
dian holders had furnished the
sum of 2,325,000, ten per cent. of
which had bheen already paid in. Re-
prezentatives of the bank will proceed
to Ottawa to-morrow and ask a license
from the treasury board. and as soosn
as these formalities are completed the
bank will he open for bhusiness.

Those privileged to be within the
great auditorium will long remember
the gorgeous, scintillating picture, the
fragrance of 100,000 perfect rose blooms,
the noble company of men and women
representing the royalty of the world,
and all the most distinguished in Bpi-
tish official and social 1ife, who filled
every box and every stall.

The King and Queen drove from
Buckingham Palace in a state coach,
escorted by Life Guards. On their gr-
rival their majesties were received by
the chief state officers and escorted to
the royal box, while the brilliant au-
dience rose. - :

The royval bex consisted of ten boxes
in the centre. grand tier thrown {into
one, providing 190 seats, nearl'y all of
which were occupied by guests of royal
rank.

IMPERIAL SPELLING REFORM,

Spelling  reform received the «n-
dorsement of the Imperial Educationa]
Ccnference during its recent session in
London. The meetings were held un-
der the chairmanship of Mr. Walter
Runcimén. president of the board of

After a very interesting debate the
conference agreed that to simplify
spelling was a matter of urgent educa-
tional Importance and recommended
the adoption of the new method as
fast as is bracticable, and the publi-
cation of the newly
the board of education every five vears,
In the opinion of the conference the
Position called for such practical steps
in every country as might appear
most conducive to the ultimate attain-
ment of the end in view—the creation
in' connection with the subject of an
enlightened public opinion and the di-
rection of it to the malintenance, in its
purity and simplicity among all Eng-
lish-speaking People, of the common
English tongue,

Hardly a month Passes without add-
ing to the list of eminent education-
alists who have been compelled to ad-
mit that the worst obstacle in learn-
ing the English language, whether to
children or foreigners, is the existing
lack of syatem in the speaking of its
words. The spoken words in many
cases afford no clue—often a false clue
—to the letters of which they are com-
Posed. As a necessary result the na-
tural logical faculty which the normal
child possesses and which prompts the
spelling of words of similar sound in
the same way, instead of being foster-
ed, s weakened and impaired at the
very time when the impairment is most
harmful. Finding that reason or ana-
logy is not a true guide, the child, as
Dr. Maxwell, city superintendent of the
New York schools, observed, becomes
timorous about reasoning in arithmetic,
geography, history and grammar, Sim-
*plified spelling would save much time
in schools now deévoted to memo.‘zing
the spelling of words which ought to
spell themselves.

The Leondcn, England, Bookseller, has
the following from an Ontaric corre-
Spondent : The principal topic of
conversation among ths book trade in
the Province of Ontario has been tha
action of the Police in the City of
Toronto in exercising a censorship
over: ihe gale of what they ecall im-
proper literature.

A year or so ago, there was a firm
trading under the title of Antiquar-
ian Book Company, which sent out
cireulars advertising books
dealt with unpleasant and indeed what
seemed tc most of us, Ineluding the
court, ohecene toples. It is said that
the attention of the Canadian authori-
ties was drawn to the circulation of
this perricicus literature by the postal
authorities of the U.S.A. It was a
clear (case, and the men pleaded guilty
and were sent to Pprison.

reputable bookseller was inflicted for

arrest, fine, possibly imprisonment, but
certainly loss of money and prestige
in the community.

Ide explained that one of our
police magi had given his opin-
jon: that Whitman was not fit to he
cn the shelves of a bookshop. Were I

The city and
a large number of residents in the
neighborhood of these avenues make
common cause in opposing the ap-
| proval of the company's plan showing
}19\'91 crossings over these streets. It
,was contended that the company had
no right to leave the present location
of their railway on Yonge-street and
to build and operate on a private
right-of-way.
