MISERABLE LOTTIE WHITE. V
Such interfer- The Adelalde-Street Procuress Seat Down 

for 18 Months,
A very serious case came up before 

Police Magistrate Denison yesterday 
morning. Lottie White, 70 Adelalde- 
street east, was convicted of attempt­
ing to procure a woman named Mrs. 
Julia Ellery for the purposes of -pros­
titution. The Magistrate considered 
the case clearly proven and sentenced 
the*White woman to 18 months in the 
Mercer Reformatory. The complainant, 
who ls a handsome young woman, 
said that she had answered an ad- 
vei tisement for a domestic at the ad­
dress on Adelalde-street and when shfe 
was admitted, the defendant told her 
that she had very little house work to 
do, but that the xvttness was wanted 
for other purposes and that both of 
them could make plenty of money. 
Mrs. Ellery demanded to be allowed to 
go, but the prisoner kept the door 

be- shut and some men at the head of the 
stairs yelled : “Don’t let her out.” 
It was only after considerable trouble 
that Mrs. Ellery xvas able to leave the 
house.

The police gave the Lottie White 
place a bad name. The prisoner" put 
In a defence to the effect that the com­
plainant’s story was wholly untrue; 
but the Magistrate had no doubt that 
the woman attempted to procure the 
girl for Immoral purposes. “It is one of 
the most horrible kind of offences I 
know of,” said the Magistrate, “in fact 
the idea of such a; thing is wholly .‘repu l­
sive. .When a woman tries to make an 
honest living by going out at service 
such traps are laid for her and when 
she blindly goes to such a house the 
mistress tries to induce her to lead a 
life of shame which would ruin her 
body and soul. Nothing can be more 
heartless.”

When the prisoner was sentenced she 
burst into tears. After being 
her shrieks and screams for 
time disturbed the court room.

The people sent the village reeve 
equipped in the same manner as his 
opponent, but he either misunderstood 
his business or else, as Is the general 
belief, he was placed under hypnotic 
influences Immediately upon losing 
sight of the village limits ; at any rate 
he lost the use of his vocal 
all he did was listen.
