For one
dollar that’fs subscribed by rallway pro-
moters to campaign funds ten dollars has
been given these promoters by the Govern-
ment from the people’s heritage. The peo-
ple not only have to suffer the  econse
quences of this political debanchery but
they have to pay the shot as well, The
people’s own money is used to corrupt
themselves, and to degrade their country,
The politiciahs themselves don't put up &
cent, .
. The existence of a campaign fund pre-
supposes the istence of a committee to
handle' it, This committee Is under the
personal direction of the leaders of the
party. In provincial politics the leaders of
the party are virtually the members of the
Government. The Hardy Govermment not
only knew of the existence of Preston's
machine but it supplied the funds for keep-
ing the machine at work in the different
constituencies, The men who operate the
machine are the mere tools of the men who
dizpense the funds by which the machine Is
kept working. The man who with malice
aforethought premeditates a erime 1s more
gullty than the hireling whom he en.
#ages to do the job, As for the people at
large, they have no hand whatever In the
bribery and corruption that is rampant
throughont Ontarfo. In West Elgin a dozen
of eriminals imported into the constituensy
did the whole business. The election wag
won by the Libergls not so much through
bribery as by means of ballot-stuffing and
other eriminal tricks practised by the ma-
chine operators, In ballot-stuffing the peo-
ple are mpot consulted at all, The
imported ecriminal who had a pen-
cll under his finger nall does pot
necessarily co-operate with any resl-
dent in the constituency, The ma-
chine operators went Into the constituency
to steal the election, Incidentally they
bribed some of the weak-minded electors,
but the election was virtually stolen by
outsiders without reference to the electors
at all, The people of West Eigin were the
vietims of a conspiracy. 1t Is absurd for
The Globe to throw the odium of the West
Elgin scandal upon the people,

The final analysis discloses the fact that
It Is the Hardy Government which Is the
source and fountain of the corruption that
has prevalled at the bye-elections., Inel-
dentally rallway promoters and machine
operators are guilty along with the mem-
bers of the Government, but it Is the 'at-
ter who are the arch eriminals. They are
gulity in the first instance of allenating the
heritage of the people without recelving
due consideration therefor, They are
gullty of accepting bribes from promoters
and contractors, Finally they are crimin-
ally guilty of employing agents to use
this money to corrupt the people and
