EX-PREMIER HARDY DIED LAST NIGH
FROM THE EFFECTS OF AN OPERATION

Hovered Be.tween‘ Life and
Death Since Sunday—
End Cameat 10.10.

Ex-Premier Hardy dled at 10.10 o'clock
last night in the Toronto General Hospital
the removal of the vermiform appendix
which was performed in that Institution
Sunday morning by Drs. Cameron, Prim-
rose and Starr.

Deceased had been attending to his dutles
as Surrogate Court Registrar until a week
ago last Friday, when he was stricken and
compelled to go home. His [liness seemed
to be a bilious attack, and was of rather
a mild nature until Saturday, when the
presence of appendicitis was noticed. Ow-
ing to the generally weak condition of the
patient, the disease was of a particularly
virulent character,and the cox;sumng physi-
Drs. Cameron and McPhedran, de-
that an operation was necessary.,
Accordingly, Mr. Hardy was removed in
the night to the General Hospital, where
he underwent an operation., The operation
was successful from a surgical point of
view, but the patient was too weak to re-
cover from the shock, and sank gradually
until death ensued at 10.10 o’clock last
night. The members of deceased’s family
were present at the bedside when the end
came.

Born in a Memorable Year.
Hon. Arthur Sturgis Hardy, K. C,, was|
born Dec. 14, 1837, at Mount Pleasant, |

Ont. He received his education at the|
Mount Pleasant school and the Rockwood |
Academy, and studied Jaw with his uncie,
H. A. Hardy, and the late Chief Justice
Harrisom in Toronto. Called to the bar in
1865, he began the practice of his profes-
sion in Brantford, where he was very suc-
cessful, and was at one time Corporation
Solicitor, He was appointed Queen’s
Counsel in 1876 by the Ontario Govern-
ment, and elected a bencher of the Law
Society the same year.
In Polities in 1873.

In 1873, Mr. Hardy entered political life,
being elected in the Interest -of the Liberal
party, to fill the vacancy caused by the
election of the representative of South
Brant, the late Hon. E. B. Wood, to the
Houge of Commons. In 1877, he entered
the Mowat Administration as | Provincial
Secretary and Registrar, and, in 1889, suc-
ceeded the late Mr.Pardee as Commissioner
of Crown Lands in the same administra-
tion. During the absence of 8ir Oliver
Mowat In Europe in May, 1805, Mr. Hardy
was chosen to serve as Acting Premler
aud, on Sir Oliver
joining the *“‘Laurier, Mowat and Victory”

e

combination, In 1896, Mr. Hardy succeeded
to the important post of Premier of On-
tario, by choice of his cclleagues, In the
same year, he was appointed a Cemmis-
sloner for the revision of the Ontario
statutes.
Father of Many Measures.

Mr. Hardy always maintained a firm hold
on the affections of his constituents, being
returned at each recurring election by
largely increased majorities. During his
long term as member of the Legislature,
he introduced about 150 public and pri-
vate bills,nearly every one of which passed.
In his second session, he introduced -an
important bill respecting railway traffic,
which placed the relations of the raillways
towards shippers andgpublic on an entirely
different footing, by preventing a railway
from setting up notice of a condition
protecting itself against a suit for dam-
ages, where negligence could be estab-
lished. He introduced several bills enlarg-
ing the jurisdiction of the Division Courts,
carried thru an act to reduce the number
of grand jurors to 13, and reconstructed
the Jurors’ Act, reducing the number of
jurors, whenever the County Judge found
it necessary, and stipulating that, in elvil
cases, ten furors might give 'a verdict. In
1882, Mr. Hardy ecarried thru the aect
establishing the Provinecial Board of
Health and appointing Dr. Bryce as sec-
retary,

Re Administration of Justice.

He simplified theé acts relating to the ad-
ministration of justive and was responsible
for the Crooks Act and several other tem-
perance enactments. As Commissioner of
Crown Lands, he introduced bills giving
representation to the Rainy River and
Niplssing districts, and had largely to do
with the Crown domain, free grants to
settlers, the public timber and nublie parks,
gnd the mmicipal and drampige laws. In
fact, the enactments introduced and carried

thru by Mr. Hardy cover a wide range of
legislation.
Surrogate Registrar.

Owing to rapidly falling health, Mr.
Hardy was compelled to relax somewhat
the strenuous and arduous duties he had
been performing, and, much to the regret
of his party friends, gave up the post of
Premier and Attorney-General in 1809. He
was given the office of Surrogate Registrar
of Ontario, at a salary of $3500, which of-
fice he contlpued to fill until his death.

It was well known that, in the stress of
politics, Mr. Hardy had neglected to pro-
vide for old age and retirement, and, on
the occasion of his withdrawing from the
government, some of his personal friends
interested themselves in collgeting a purse
which would epsure the former Premier
comfort and plenty in his retirement., The
sum of $18,000 was subscribed in a short
time and given to Mr. Hardy as a testi-
monial of the regard in which he was held
by his party friends.

Mr. Hardy, tho out of the government,
contiftued to take a warm interest in its
welfare, and maintained the most cordial
relations with his former colleagues.

i Was an Anglican.

Mr. Hardy was a vice-president of the
British Assoclation for the Advancement
of Science in 1897. and. in the same year,
received the honorary degree of LIL. D.
from Toronto University. He was a mem-
her of the Anglican Church. He took a
deep Interest in the proposed Viectoria Or-
gan Memorial. and presided at sevetal
meetings of the committee having the mat-
ter in hand.

In January, 1870, Mr. Hardy married
Mary, daughter of the late Mr. Justice Mor-
rison, who, with a family of three sons
and one daughter, survive him. They are:
Arthur E. Hardy, a lawyver of Brantford:
Dr. E. A. Hardy of Toronto and Joseph
Hardy of Australia, and Miss Gladys
Hardy.

Our best butter, that 1s
the goods which bring the best prices here
in Montreal, goes chiefly to the London
market, the Scotch demand running large-
Iy to a cheaper article. 'The statements of
gsome of the correspondents in regard to
the merite of cold storage satisfy me that
little weight need be attached to a lot

RELIGION IN SCHOOLS.

Anglican Synod of Manitoba Resol-
ves in Favor of More Bible
Teaching.

Winnipeg, June 13.—(Special.)—The fol-
lowing principles have been drawn up and
adopted in toto by the Anglican Synod and
will be submitted to an association which
has been formed to deal with the matter of

religious education in the schools.

1. That more adequate provision
should be made for religious fnstruc-
tion in the Public Schools than at pre-
gsent exists.

2. That the trustees should provide
for religious -instruction  in the Pub-
lic Schools, except when they decide to
the contrary by a special resolution of

the board at its first annual meeting.

3. That ~ such religious Instruction
ghould be given during the first half
hour of the school session, unless other-
wise ordered by the trustees.

4. That no child should be compelled
to attend religlous instruction against
the expressed wish of his parents or
guardians,

5. That it is advisable that this In-
struction should, as a general rule, be
impartéd by the teachers of the school.

6. That this instructien should consist
of the teaching of selected portions
of Scripture, special reference being
had to the great facts of Bible history
and the lives of Christ and the great
characters of the Old andl New Testa-
ments, as is now done in the board (or
common schools) of Great Britain.

Had a Felicitous Message ;Froﬁl the
German Emperor By Way of
Washington

AND SENT A FITTING. RESPONSE.

«Father” Clark of the Christian
Endeavorers Received an
Ovation.

Boston, June 13.—There was great en-
thusiasm at the World's Y.M.C.A. con-
vention this morning, this being “Jubllee
Day.” Four speclal meetings took place,
and between the first and second Governor
Crane held a reception at the State House.

The German ambassador at Washington
sent the following message, which he had
received from Emperor William: i

“I ask you to transmit to the Brother-
hood of Young Men’s Christian Associa-
tions of America, assémbled for the jubliee
ccnvention, my hearty congratulations.

With pride the brotherhood may lodk back {”

on its past life, which promises further
to flourish and increase. May this expecta-
tion be fullilled in a rich measure. With
satisfaction I see that the German asso-
c'ations active in the same endeavor take
part fraternally In this solemn gathering.
May the American assoclations also in the
future train for their great Fatherland
citizens who are sound in body and soul
and of earnest convictions of life, standing
on the only immovable foundation of the
name of Christ, whose name is above every
name. (Signed)

‘“Wilhelm I. R. (Imperator Rex.)”

The Convention’s Reply.

Theé convention, in reply, sent a message
to the Emperor, expressing thgnks ‘and
saying -that the delegates were deeply
touched by the reference to the fraternal
relations existing between the young men
of the German Fatherland and America.
‘ May our alliance, founded en Christ, for-
ever bind the kindly sentiments which now
exist betwcen the two lands;” was the
concluding sentiment of the convention's
message.

The Later Proceedings.

The second speaker of the morning was
President W. H. P. Faunce, .DI), of
Ifrown University, who sald that the
Y.M.C.A. had enabled the church to ex-
press marvelous Christian unity.

At the regular session of the eonvention,
which followed, James Stokes of New York
presided. The first speaker wasg Cephas
Brainerd of New York, whose topic was
‘““The Fundamental Principles of the
Y.M.C.A.” Mr. Brainerd dealt almost ex-
clusively in statistics and 4 review ot
the growth of the Y.M.C.A.

Ovation to “Father” Clark.

Rev. F. E. Clark, president of the Unit-
ed Society of Christian Endeavor, the
next speaker, was given an ovation. It
was some minutes before he could pro-
ceed with his address.

The event of the afternoon was the
reception to Governor Crane, more than
1500 persons attending.

The exercises in the old South meeting
house began at 2.30, nearly all the dele-
gates coming directly from the State
house. Hon. Franklin W. Smith of Wash-
ington presided, while the commemorative
sermon was delivered by Rev. Alexander |
McKenzie, D.D., of Cambridge, Mass., a
charter member of the Boston association.

The Jubilee celebration in commemoration
of the 50th anniversary of the Young Men's
Christian Association, now being held in
Boston, is a notable event Vln the religious
world. The letters “Y.M.C.A." have be-
come household words in almost every
Christian country thruout the’world. The
association, during the 5O years of its ex-
istence, has developed Into ome of the
great religious forces of the world. In
1851 there were but two associations in
North America, with a membership of less
than 100. These two associations have
grown to 1439, with a combined member-
ship of more than a quarter of a million.

sociation includes “assoclates,” being com-
posed of young men. who are not distinet-
1§ enrolled In church fellowship. These
number more than apother quarter million.
It is estimated that those whom associa-
tion influence reaches number quite 20
millions. The assoclation was 18 years old
before the first gymnasium was established
in 1869. In that year also the first distinct-
1y assoclation building in a great clty was
established. In the North American .
soclation there are mow 360 such bulld-
ings, and the value of them, as realty, is
over $21,000,000. The detall of the work
has increased with its magnitude. At first
the members were mainly clerks In busi-
ness houses. They now comprise students,
railroad men, miners, lumbermen, factory
men, soldiers, sailors and representatives
of the industrial classes generally, as wel
as boys on their way to manhood. The
federation of the movement has been as
notable as its spread and its detail. The
associations are a federation or a con-
federacy with common objects, interchange-
able forces, concerted energies, and thelr
field is the world. In half/a century the
expenditures have greatly increased, In
1861 the expenditure was about $100,000
a year. It is now over $3,000,000 a year,
and the association in North America owns
property of all sorts valued at over $30,-
000,000,

The 1439 North American associations are
less than oue guarter of the number (o
the world, but they enroll more than one-
half of the membership of the assocliation
on the earth, hold more than three-quarters
of Its personal property, and employ more
than four-fifths of the persons devoting
their entire time fo the work. In the
association building movement, outside of
Europe and America, are twenty-nine build-
ings, In the aggregate valued at less than
$1,000,000. In PEurope proper, outside of
Great Britain, there are 126 Christian asso-
clation buildings, valued at less than $2,-
€00,000. In the British Isles there are also
just 126 association builldings, but they are
valued at $3,000,000.

TROLLEY RIGHT OF WAY TAXABLE
AS REAL ESTATH,

The New Jersey Supreme Court has just
handed down a decigion that may have'a
bearing on our law as well as that of the
United States. The decision I8 to the ef-
fect that a trolley rallroad using a pub-
lic highway has acquired a permanent
holding of land from which it cannot be
ousted, and therefore possesses a taxable
real estate interest in the soil.

In the case upon which the judgment
is based the local assessors of Newark,
in estimating the value for taxation of
the North Jersey Traction Company’s
property, had included the roadbed -as
real estate. The State Board of Taxation
reduced the assessment over 25 per cent.,
on the ground that the trolley company
had no greater rights In the highways
than had the vehicles of other companies
or individuals, and could be taxed only
on its tangible personal property. in
appealing to the Supreme Court the us-
sessors contended that a trolley company’s
occupation of a highway created & con-
dition which debarred rivals from enter-
ing the same field, and that this exclu-
sive possession constituted practical
ownership, with consequent liability to
taxation as real estate.

This contention, which has been af-
firmatively indorsed by the New Jersey
Supreme Court, affects and Includes all
other corporations using the soil, such
as gas, water and electric companies and
transportation companies other than
trolley lines. As to the latter, the opin-
fon of the Court pointed out that they nad
exclusive right to occupancy of part of
the public estate, with the permanency of
poles and tracks and the lack of any
civie authority to remove them, A grant
has thus been made, said the court, for
permanent and exclusive uge; and this
is an Interest In real estate. Further-
more, ‘“‘the assertion that the right to
the soil of the highway acquired and
used by the trolley company Is no.great-
er than that enjoyed by the public In
general is not only In conflict with the
evidence of the genses, but is at variance
with the adjudged cases on the subject.”

inches and the longest runmning 28 feet. |

If the trotting horse could only lengthen
bis stride he would get below the 2-min-
ute mark. The runner makes 220 strides
to a mile, and the trotter 264, and what is
remarkable is that the time of the stride
of each Is exactly alike, the deécimal .45454
of a second representing both. The great
superiority of the runner Is that he makes
a longer stride In exactly the same time.
What makes the trotting horse men hope-
ful for a 2-minute record is that the well-
known horse Abbot has had no trouble in
doing the guarter in 29 geconds. If he
can keep up thig gait he will have four
sdconds less than two minutes to a mile.
But we do not see any mention of this in-
teresting subject at the ministerial confer-
ences now being held thruout the country.

MAKE THEM READ THE BIBLE.

The World takes jmuch store in the
statement of Dr. Parkin of Upper Canada
College, who told the Synod of the Church
of England, now in session hére, that the
average Canadlan boy was grossly ignorant
of the simplest Bible facts. The headmas-
ter of Upper Canada believed that parents
were inclined to shift the duty of teach-
ing ‘the Bible to their children. over to
the Sunday school, and that in many Sun-
day schools this work is badly done.

The World thinks there is a great deal
of truth in what Dr. Parkin says. The ris-
4ng generatlon 1s not grounded as it ought
to be grounded in the Bible. It is fhe
best book of all books, it Is a book of in-
struction, it is a cloak of protection to
the young, and the frail, it is a book of
guldance, most of all, it is more than any
other or any collection of books the rule
of life, which, being observed to the great-
est extent, is sure ‘to be productive of
the best good to the individual and to the
race. As a vehicle of teaching our chil-
dren the English language, as teaching
them how to read, as teaching them more
or less how to master and use the lan-
guage, there is no book equal to it./ It is
full of 'wisdom, and any man without that
grounding in the Bible which our fathers
had is badly equipped for the civilization
in which he finds himself to-day. The
Bible, tho as old as the hills, is ever up-to-
date, and every father, and every mother,
and every guardian, and every school teach-
er, ought not only to read and study the
Bible themselves, but should train the
children in their charge to read it, study
it and be guided by its principles. Not
everyone can leave their chjldren money
or property, but there is no n or woman
too poor or too busy who cannot find some
way of bringing up their children in more
or less knowledge of.the Book of Books.
But there is only one sure way of start:
ing children to read and love the Bible,and
that is by straight, old-fashioned discipline.
There is no more royal road to Bible-ken
than there Is to arithmetie.

THE VANDERBILTS AND THE FAST
ATLANTIC SERVICE.
The latest news in regard to the fast

Atlantic service ig that \Mr. Whitney is
to build the fleet and that the Vander-
bilt interests are to furnish the necessary
rallway conmection between Sydney and
New York. Whether this news is correet
or not we do not know, but the story is
not at all improbable. It shows us, at
any rate, that the great possibilities of
Sydney, as an ocean port, have been nols-
ed abroad, and we can confidently hope
that it will not be long In any event un-
til capitalists come forward and take ad-
vantage of ifs wunique natural facilities.
Sydney is indeed a much-favored place.
It is a seupor;7 possessing am excellent and
capacious harbor. It is about 1000 miles
nearer Southampton than is New York.
It is open for practically the whole year
round, #nd it has no dangerous approaches.
In addition to beilng a seaport, Sydney
{s destined to become a great manu-
facturing city. It is the centre of a big
coal industry. Its Iron and steel plant
has already gained 'a world-wide reputa-
tion. We have this remarkable combina-
tion of advantages at Sydney : the ships
necessary for the fast Atlantic service
can be built there; they can be supplied by
the Sydney coal mines with all the fuel re-
quired while crossing the ocean; finally,
Sydney is by long odds the nearegt Amerl-
can port to Europe. No other seaport on
the continent possesses such exceptional
advantages. Thesé advantages have &aC
last been brought to the attention of
United States capitalists, and we iay rest
assured that if Mr. Whitnmey and the
Vanderbilts have not declded to exploit
the fast Atlantic project it will fiot be
long till other big railway mmagnates and

capitalists do so.

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AN AWFUL FAILURE.

The afternoon meeting of the Council
was entirely takén up by the Sheppard
case, which resulted In Dr. Shepherd's
name being ordered stricken from the
register. It came before the Council in
the report of the Discipline Committee
pregented by Dr. Moore. The report stat-
ed that a charge had been made to the
committee that Dr. Herbert E. Shepherd
of Toronto had been gullty of infamous
and disgraceful conduct from a profes-
sional point of view, and that having in-
vestigated the charge the committee found
that it was true.

After the report had been recelved the
accused, Dr. Shepherd, apologized to the
Council, submitted himself to them for
such action as they deemed necessary,
and asked for a chance to prove his re-
pentance genuine.

Dr. Sangster said that for the Council
to take sction without hearing the evi-
dence would be to take a leap in the
dark.

Mr. Curry, K.C,, for the Discipline Com-
mittee, laid the particulars before the
Counell. The- charge was in connection
with the alleged application by Dr. Shep-
herd and Peter Byers, of a violent oint-
ment, called the celebrated Byers' cancer
care, upon a Mr. Grant, whose death,
according to a coroner’s jury, was acceler-
ated and sufferings intensified by this
treatment. Dr. Shepherd and Peter Byers
were sent to the grand jury on a charge
of manslaughter, but a no-bill was re-
turned. Dr. Shepherd’s advertisements
which proclaimed him as holding a number
of degrees, which he had not obtained,
also figured in the case before the Disci-
pline Committee.

Mr. 'T. C. Robinette made a plea for
leniency.

Dr. Gelkie and Dr. Sulllvan favored al-
lowing Dr. Shepherd to go on suspended
sentence, but a majority of the council,
using strong, terms, insisted on his ex-
pulsion. i

from the register. The vote was yeas 24,
nays 6. z

Fund is at a Low Ebb.

Rev. C.tL. Ingles moved that, owing to
the insufficiency of the funds at the dis-
posal of the Superannuation Kund to meet
its requirements, the interest on
the Invested capital be imade avallable
for superannuation payments. Mr. lngles
asked the synod to remember that there
would be three gquarterly payments to be
made before a single cent came in trom
any regular source,

Rev. Mr. Jones sald that, In such emer-
gencies, the cominittee were accustomed
to borrow from the bank sufficient to tide
them over till the usual ofterings came in,
Mr. Ingles’ resolution was lost.

I*. E. Hodgins introduced the important
question of the appointment of a trust
company to manage the funds of the synod.
He asked the synod to confirm their re-
solution of last year, empowering the Ex-
ecutive Committee to appoint such a com-
pany.

It was evident that the delegates’ were
far from unapimous upon this question,
and an exciting debate was commencing
when Rev. J. Gillespie quashed the whole
matter by proving the Mlegality of last
years’ resolution, because it had not been
made in accordance with certain technical
formalities. Mr. Hodgins then withdrew
his resolution, and the matter will have to
be left over until the next synod.

The next business was an innocent-l00k-
ing report of the Toronto Kectory Surplns
Committee, which led to unexpected de-
velopments. The report showed receipts
of $22,002.56 for the year from rents and
interest on investments. Iin reference to
a request of the synod for information re-
specting ‘‘properties of tenants who still
claim an interest in its buildings,” the
committee stated that pno such claims had
been made, 3

A Claim on the Synod,

Hereupon Mr. Beverley Jones rose and
asserted loudly that one claim had been
made thru him, and that no satisfaction
could be obtained from tne committee. A
Miss O’Neill had gppealed to him for In-
formation as to the terms upon which she
could recover her property, whi¢ch had
been confiscated by .the conimittee for de-
faults In rent.

Mr. Jones, amidst loud laughter, referred
to a letter which he had written to the
committee last December, receiving a
prompt reply the following June. He had
by persistent applications been able to
obtain a partial statement from the com-
mittee, from which it appeared that, after
paying all expenses, the synod was only
$350 out of pocket, for which they had
received Miss O’Neill’s bulldings, which
were now assessed at $7000. Miss O’Neill
for 14 years had been paying the synod
$9 a foot rent for the land on which her
property was built. When she could no
longer pay, she had been ejected, ane
property really belonged to Miss O'Nelll,
and Mr. Jones thought that she should re-|
celve it back on reasonable terms or be
paid some q@ndemnity. seqifg thay the
synod were in possession of a $7000 pro-
perty, which only cost them $350.

BOTH SIDES ARE DETERMINED.

Ample Funds Will Be Provlqlel to
Wage Relentless War Between
Machinist and Employer.

The trouble between the striking machin-
ists of America and their employers has
grown more acute since the meeting of
the National Metal Trades Association, held
in New York this week, and tbose who

have been keeping In close touch with the
situation express the bellef that things
have not been progressing satisfactorily
for the men in ‘the last few days. Before
President O’'Connell left the city he stated
to a World reporter that, outside of a few
instances, there were no reports of new
settlements being made between employ-
ers and employes, but this was doubtless
'owing to the desire of the firms to wait
till the National Metal Trades Association
had taken definite action and got thru with
thelr labors. The determination of the
manufacturers to fight the men is be-
lieved to be the beginning of a relentless
war, for. which both sides clafm to be pre-

pared.

This is intimated in this press despatch;

“Samuel Gompers,president of the Ameri-
can Feedration of Labor, has made this
announcement to the Washington corre-
spondent of The Herald:

“ ‘The Americin Federation of Labor will
ald the International Association of Mach-
inists in every way within its power In
its contest for the nine-hour day.’ '’

Asked as to the use of the employers’|

fund, W. J. Chalmers, chairman of the
Press Committee, said: “I suppose we
will use it as the strikers do, to support
their fellows, pay pickets and meet other
general expenses. We used $166,000 in the
Cleveland strike, where we paid some
men a bonus of $4 a day. There are mil-
licns more if they are needed. We have
just received a telegram from the Pacifie
coast, pledging 114 out of 135 firms to mem-
bership. We have delegates from Sau
Francisco, Seattle and Portland, and the
extreme west is with us.”

President O’Connell said, with regard to
the despatch, ‘that the manufacturers are
simply making a grandstand play, hoping
to scare the men back to work. The Na-
tional Metal Trades Assoclation had adopt-
ed a resolution in favor of the treatment
of the question locally, that Is, each Tanu-
facturer to make his own settlement, in-
stead of having gne arbitration to cover
the question nationally, as the machinists
desire. 1If they were going to bind the
firms not to settle, why should they pass
such a resolution? Every indication, said
Mr. O'Connell, is that the trouble will be
adjusted.

The action of the American Federation
of Labor will have the effect, Mr. O’Con-
nell thinks, of strengthening the machin-
Ists in their determination to fight.

COAL CONSUMPTION ENORMOUS,

London, June 13.—The Naval and Mil-
tary Record, commenting on the three
weekg' trial of the British turbine tor-
pedo boat destroyer Viper, which was
conducted under regular service condi-
tions, during which she developed a speed
of 30% knots and was pronounced capable
of 31, says her coal consumption was
enormous at top speed, which, the paper
adds, militates against the plan which
the Dover-Calals Company is now matur-
ing, to build two turbine channel steam-
ers and reduce the time of crogsing De-
tween England and France to 35 minutes.
The Viper's trial was pronounced to be
completely- satisfactory. Altho she was
handled by an Inexperienced crew, she
showed a remarkable Immunity from
breaking down. The Viper was steady in
all weathers.

Bonds for Indemnity.

New York, June 18.—A speclal to The
Herald from Pekin says that at a meet-
ing of the diplomatic corps held yester-
day a reduction of the claims was de-
finitely rejected. It is now apparent that
the powers will group themselves togeth-
er for the purpose of issuing bonds for
the Indemnity. A definite settlement of
the Indemnity question will be made on
Saturday, when the ministers next meet.

the Pennsylvania, namely, to insure the
cheap production of its steel rail supply.

Inasmuch as no action has yet been tak
en towards placing the Missourli Pacific
stock on a dividend basis, this exchange
of 5 per cent. bonds for the stock has
caused surprise and considerable conjecture
in Wall-street. In some quarters it is in-
terpreted as an indication that the Rocke-
feller interest desires to strengthen Iits
stock holdings for voting -purposes.
