Law Times approving of the pmlﬂong
taken by Mr, J. 8. Ewart, nC. o

Winnipeg, in regard to the indepen-
dence of judges. Like Mr., Ewart, he
s “opposed to judges sitting on com-
missions, accepting extra judicial em-
ployment, or using railway passes. He
thinks it idle to say that a judge will
not be unconsciously affected by the
possibility of adding from $1000
$3000 to his inadequate salary. It
should be said of every judge, as it
was of Hall, that he constantly shun-
ned, not only corruption, “but every<
thing which had any appearance or
might afford the least suspicion of ir.”
On the question of railway passes bhe

says that it is generally believed theyi

are accepted by judges, but he will not
make %0 grave an accusation against
any judge without evidence.

There are judges I know who
have persistently refused them and
returned them to the senders. And
steamship passes are, of course, in
the same category as railway
passes, and. of these latter I am -in, -
