Instead of the present system of
classification by clerkships the service
iz to be ‘reorganized into divisions and
sub-divisions.

Dr. Sproule Speaks in /I rmict
Strain at Opening of Sovereign
Grand Lodge Annual Meeting.

MIDLAND, May 27.—(Special.)—The
78th  aennual - meeting of the L.O.L.

is now in session here, with:-Dr. Sproule,
M.P., Sovereigh Grand Master, pre-
siding. e

In his address, the grand master, af-
ter referMng to the prosperity of the
order with three organizers constantly
employed, sald: .

“Rome, the great disturbing factor
in national life, ‘has been steadily los-
ing ground and losing control over the
pcwers that be in her anclent strong-
holds—TItaly, France, Spain, Portugal
and Germany, where for centuries she
held sway and dictated terms. Her
tyranny and encroachments upon the
rights of the state and the liberties
of the people made it .necessary to
curtail her power and restrict her op-
erations. But while she “has been
steadily losing in the east, she has been
correspondingly gaining in the west. In
the British Isles and om the Continent
of America she has been distinctly
adding to ‘her strength and displaying
her arrogance. Her attacks upon the
safeguards enacted centuries ago to
ensure in perpetuity the occupancy of
the British throne by Protestant kings
and queens are persistent and vigor-
ous. Her constant assaults upomn the
educational system of the country,
whic she is gradually but surely
b ng’ down, her obstruction of the
administration of justice in Ireland,
and the-agrarian crimes of her people
make both life and ‘property insecure
in that country. . ; 3
: Inroads .in Canada,

“Coming nearer home, We have many
instances which indicate the inroads
she is constantly making on the rights
of the people, The arrogance she dis-
plays in her disregard of law and au-
thority is evidenced in the refusal of
her clergy to obey the command of ‘the
courts to appear and give evidemce as
witnesses in civil and criminal suif®.
This shows the high-handed authority
that she exercises. Her justification
for such refusal, viz., that be‘longg;g
to a higher and ecclesiasticgl court, ghe
is under no obligation to obey the man-
date of the lower one, seems to be ar-
rogant in the extreme.

“The regrettable feature of it is that
even the judges on the Lench, under
such circumstances, seem to be afraid
or reluctant to compel obedience to the
law, or punish for contempt of court.””

walk down stairs as he was afrald
of falling off the stretcher. TPhe task
was all that he could accomplish and
he gladly accepted assistance beyond
that point.

As yet the prisoner has made no
statement as to what he did in the
interval between the: time which he
stated that he committed the deed and
when he called to the people outside.
Several citizens now state that he
was seen by them down town at var-
fous hours ranging from an hour af-
ter the tragedy was enacted until late
in the forenoon. He says that he was
in the house in the afternoon when the
door bell rang, -but. was too sick to
answer the call.

In addition there were 1091
on the cradle roll, making a grand
total] of 10,356 in all départments. There.
were 11,064 books in the libraries. The
total collections amounted to $10,449,
out of which $56145 was paid in expenses
and $4894 was subscribed to missions,
leaving a balance of $410.

Baptisms from the Sabbath schools
to the churches aggregated 232.

One of the problems of the new ex-
ecutive is to discover why it is that
out of 15 schools the are only 936
boys, as against 1233 girls.

SHIPMENTS. ARE . INCREASING

Elght,Col'falt Shippers Make Another

Record Week.

COBALT, May 27.—(From the Man On
the Spot.)—~Watch the increase in Cobalt
ore shipments?!

The week before last twelve mines ship-

ped nearly 900,000 pounds of ore to the
smelters, and last week eight of Cobalt’s
twenty-six shipping mines shipped over
900,000 pounds of ore. This was a record-
breaker.

The LaRose shipmeénts went to Denver
and the Silver Leaf sent its ore to that
smelter.

The Trethewey ship-
ped two cars to Carnegie and one to Den-
ver, while the Coniagas continues to make
experimental, shipments of concentrates

Right-of-Way and Bpffalo made ship-
ments of rich ore to Copper CIliff, and
the McKinley sent a car of second-grade
to Carnegle, Pa.

The new customs concentrator, known
as the Muggley, and using the wet pro-
cess, the same as -at- the Cobalt Central
and Buffalo, will be in operation very
soon. The ‘promoter, Mr. Muggley, it
appears, did not instal the machinery
within the estimates, and'as a result he
has dropped out of any active connection
with the company. This company has
contracts with several of the mines for
tréeatment of the low-grade _ores on
dumps.

The Temiskaming will soon make an-
other shipment of enormously rich ore.
It was in tlhie drift on the main vein, or
Veln No. 1, that Vein No. 2 was encoun-
tered. Drifting on Vein No. 2 has been
done for a distance of 160 feet, and at the
end of this drift the vein widened to
about three feet of solid metal, and to-
day 18 one of the most wonderful show-
ings at depth known to mining men.

A crosscut is being run from the main
ghaft at the 260-foot level to tap this vein;
and provo‘its value at that depth. Super-
intendent Thompson has' 66 men and five
drills: working double-shift.

The Man-on-the-Spot has seen samples
of the rich »ein found a few days ago on
tlie Red Rock, The vein has a width of
between two and three inches, and is a
mass of native silver, which will probably
average over 2000 ounces of silver to the
ton. _These values were got at a depth of
100 féet, and the discovery is very encour-
aging to Buperinterident Thompson.
