London correspondent cables:

The political atmosphere is heavy 
with rumors of a compromise. A story 
Is making the rounds of the clubs that 
the lords will' evade decisive action on 
the veto resolution, on the ground that 
the reform of their house must be 
dertaken before the relations of the 

/two chambers can be determined. There 
are Intimations that Lord Rosebery’s 
scheme and the veto proposals will be 
referred to committee and discussed 
In. detail until a compromise on all 
outstanding constitutional questions 
has been effected. These rumors are 
rounded out with forecasts that there 
will not be a general election this year.

Nobody in touch with the government 
affects to show faith in these methods 
of conciliation, and the lords themselves 

amused by the credulity of the ru­
mor mongers. The reports emanate 
from the Unionist side and -Indicate 
the depression of spirits prevailing 
there. The Unionists are more anxious 
than the Radicals to defer the elec­
tions until next year. They admit that 
the position of the government has Im­
proved, and that the chancellor's 
planations of the condition of the 
treasury are more favorable that either 
friend or foe could have expected. They 
dread the result of & premature elec­
tion held on the direct Issue of the veto 
bill as a basis of settlement. They are 
^hoping that the King will succeed In 
promoting an adjustment of some 
kind when he returns from Biarritz, 
and that an appeal to the country will 
be avoided until the coalition shows 
Signs of breaking up.

Moreover, a 
compromise cannot be arranged with­
out a prolonged, leisurely discussion of 
various expedients of checks and bal­

Must Pay Up Back Taxes.
According to The New York Sun’s 

London • correspondent, now that the 
budget has been introduced in the 
house. of commons with the guillotine 
guarantee that it will pass its third 
reading on April 27, Englisrmen are 
confronted with the necessity for rais­
ing the wind to pay their income taxes, 
which payment has been held up since 
Jan. 1 by the squabble between the 
house of lords and the house of com­
mons. The excise authorities have Is­
sued intimations this week that the 
tax must be paid within a fortnight.

Of the total amount of the tax $65,- 
000,000 has been voluntarily paid, while 
$115,000,000 remains to be collected 
within a fortnight. No grace will be 
allowed to dilatory Englishmen and 
Americans subject to the tax. Tlie 
excise authorities threaten to use sum­
mary processes to expedite the col­
lection. They intimate that they will 
distrain the property of delinquents 
within a month or issue summonses 
of arrest.

The political situation outside the 
budget is unchanged. There is vague 
talk of a compromise on the lords 
veto question, but it is without sub­
stance. Efforts are now being made 
to ascertain whether there is a basis 
for compromise and these will be con­
tinued with the good will of the, King, 
but no basis has yet been discovered. 
The gulf dividing the Liberals and 
Unionists is too wide to be bridged.

The Chief Question.
The chief question in politics now 

is the' date of the general election. 
Premier Asquith will not give a hint, 
but it is probable that the election 
will not take place until the autumn. 
It is known th£t the King objects to 
the dissolution of parliament eàrly in 
the summer because it would spoil 
the social season and ruin the fash­
ionable retail trade. The King is- a 
power even with- the radical cabinet 
and it is probable that it will defer to 
his wishes.

In addition to the income tax the 
treasury will receive a huge sum thru 
the collection of death duties on the 
estates of millionaires who have dlen 
since the' budget debate ^tied up Eng­
lish finances. During the last fiscal 
year fifty-three Englishmen who liave 
died have left estates valued at $210,- 
000,000. Under the new budget the 
death duties on these estates vary 
from 8 to 16 per cent. Six English­
men died leaving over $5.600,000 each. 
One, Charles Moiasison. a capitalist, 
left $34,000,000. Sir Frederick Wills, 
the tobacconist, left $15,000,000. and Si» 
Donald Currie, the shipbuilder, $12,- 
000,000. It is notable that the aver­
age age of the fifty-three millionaires 
was 73 years.

■tarlo Legislature,' will be Able to 
ferm some Idea of the efforts that 
were made, and to roughly estimate 
the amount of money which 
pended.

"It was said a few days ago by one 
of the most bitter enemies of the leg­
islation, ‘If we are not much misin­
formed, there was a very strong feel­
ing In the cabinet in favor of disal­
lowance.’ Possibly this was said from 
knowledge; at any rate, the newspaper 
apparently desired to be so under­
stood, and the assertion, perhaps, 
caused no surprise to those who have 
been watching the progress of Mr. 
Conmee- s and similar enterprise*. 
However that may be, there can be no 
doubt of the attitude of the minister 
of justice in the matter. His views 
are and have been well-known; they 
were a tower of strength to the pro­
vincial contention, and his report on 
the application for disallowance is 
lucid and unanswerable.

No Vested Right Injured.
"Our people understand the facts. 

No vested right, or right of, or to, pro­
perty of any kind was affected by the 
legislation. The question in each case 
was whether a municipal corporation 
should be prevented from entering into 
a contract under a bylaw which had 
bben submitted to the ratepayers, anl 
at ■ the late session of the legislature 
an amendment was added allowing 
each plaintiff in the two actions which 
had been commenced, to continue h's 
action for the recovery of any per­
sonal damages.

Fruit Crops in Several States 
Are Ruined By Drop in 

Temperature, it is 
Expected.

CHICAGO, April 24.—Total loss of 
the entire fruit crop of the central 
lake region, extending westward to 
the foothills of the Rocky Mountains
and southward into Kentucky and 
Tennessee, was adjudged a certainty 
last night by Prof. Henry J. Cox, wea- - 
ther forecaster for the United States 
Government in Chicago.

After observing the progress of the 
Wintry storm, with its biting frost, 
which projected itself ^against and 
obliterated the unseasonable warmth 
of the last few weeks, the forecaster 
said he could see no hope for peaches, 
pears, plums, cherries, strawberries, 
apples, and other small fruits which 
usually are so plentiful and cheap in 
the summer months.

The monetary loss may reach nine 
or ten millions of dollars, and in view 
of the high cost of living, will have . 
a far reaching. Influence. Inasmuch as I 
it will increase the prices of canned 
goods, because there will be no 1910 
crop of fruit to can.

Before a congregation which taxed 
the capacity of St. James' Cathedral, 
Canon Plumtre preached an eloquent 
sermon In commemoration of St. 
George’s Day yesterday evening.

The members of the society attend­
ed In a body, and In honor of the 
occasion the ensign of St. George— 
“the blood red cross on a field of 
white"—which has cheered many a 
doughty paladin on to further deeds 
of valor, rested against the pulpit. 
To the right of the chancel a large 
Union Jack made a splash of vivid 
coloring against the white background 
of the surpllced choir.

“Men who make their wealth by the 
employment of labor should realize 
that their responsibility towards their 
employes does not end at the cease of 
the day’s work," said Canon Plumtre. 
Basing his sermon on the 4th chapter 
of Mlcah, the speaker stated that the 
prophet in spite of wars and the ru­
mors of ware with which the atmos­
phere at that time was permeated saw 
ahead the time when the brotherhood 
of man should come about, and the 
weapons of war be turned Into imple­
ments of agricultural use.

This golden age of which the pro­
phet dreamed pointed to a common 
worship to knit nations together, for 
only In the united worship of one 
Lord will the brotherhood of man be 
realized.

There are some broadminded people, 
the speaker continued, who indulge in 
no such vision. They are quite con­
tent to leave the religious map of the 
world a patchwork of colors. . But that 
View was bad political economy.

The golden age also meant universal 
peace when war would be abolished 
and armaments cease. For 18 cen­
turies the church had prayed for this 
consummation, but the day of uni­
versal peace was still some distance 
off. But changes had been wrought 
in private life,' for where In former 
years the duel had settled differences 
between man and man, recourse was 
now had to the courts of law. Fur­
ther, arbitration treaties had come 
about between several nations, and 
many . disputes had been settled by 
peace tribunals.

“God grant tliaj. here In Canada it 
will never be necessary to spend large 
sums in the upkeep of armaments," 
said Canon Ffiumtre.

In touching on the work of the so­
ciety he stated that for 75 years It 
had done good work in relieving dis­
tress, and from the fact that only 211 
cases were relieved last year he drew 
the conclusion that a much better 
class of Immigrant was coming to the 
country.

A home, and every man contented 
in his home had been the climax of the 
prophet’s vision, said the speaker, tho 
to many of his hearers living In mis­
erable houses, paying high rents and 
receiving low wages, such a climax 
might seem far off.

In conclusion he eulogized the C.M.A. 
In their undertaking to provide a home 
for working girls.

TO-DAY IN TORONTO.
Will Be Greeted by a Large Audience 

at Massey .Hall.

Unlike a great many who have 
claimed the patronage of Torontonians 
in public lectures, Lieut. Sir Ernest 
Shackleton, who arrives to-morrow, 
has no mercenary object in view, nor is 
he seeking to turn his successes In con­
nection with Antarctic exploration to 
pecuniary account for his own person­
al benefit.

Those who will hear the dlstlngulsh- 
i ed young English officer in Massey 
Hall on Wednesday evening will be In­
terested in knowing that when he un­
dertook his last voyage of exploration 
he had to bear the entire brunt of rais­
ing the necessary money, amounting to 
about 3300,000. Of this $100,000 was fur­
nished outright by himself and Lady 
Shackleton (who is related to several 
prominent social families in Toronto) 
and by wealthy friends In Scotland 
and London. The remainder was ad­
vanced by London banks on the guar­
antee of friends, who had confidence in 
his star.

When he returned after having 
reached the south magnetic pole, and 
having obtained a point 100 miles dis­
tant from the geographical south pole, 
the British government, In token of its 
admiration, authorized a grant from 
the treasury of $100,000. This left him 
with nearly $100,000 to repay. Part of 
this sum he has already raised by lec­
tures in the United Kingdom and on 
the Continent of Europe. It is with 
the object of raising the remainder, 
some $30,000, that he is now lecturing 
In Canada and the United States. With 
Toronto’s generous support the bal­
ance will be easily cleared away.

NEW YORK, April 24.—The Times 
to-day publishes a London cable un­
der a flare head, “Edward Fears For 
the Throne^" and saying:

"King Edward will return to Eng­
land from Biarritz next Wednesday, 
and there is keen anxiety on the part 
of those who know the alarming re­
ports which have been current about 
his health to see for themselves whe­
ther his continental sojourn appears 
to have done him much good or not.

"Strange and almost Incredible as 
the statement may seem, I am able to 
declare that the King is haunted by 
the fear that he may be the last king 
of England to sit securely upon the 
throne.

“In the course of time when the pre­
sent Prince of Wales succeeds lijin, 
there are. In, the opinion of his father, 
likely to be events and complications 
that may undermine the British mon­
archy. King Edward has a proper 
sense of his own tact and ability to 
preserve with dignity the attitude of a 
constitutional sovereign, and, altho It 
is well-known amoiy; his Immediate 
entourage that his political sympa­
thies are with the Radicals, he 1ms 
never departed by a hair's breadth 
from the strict Impartiality by which, 
as a constitutional monarch, set above 
parties, he has been guided in all his 
public acts.

"This correct attitude will in a mea­
sure safeguard the crown In the event 
of It being dragged Into the prospec­
tive fight between the English politi­
cal parties. Altho each side Is even 
now seeking to create the impression 
that the King will stand with it In the 
future battle, neither can point to any 
public act of the King to Justify such 
an assertion. Nor can either point to 
what might be termed an Indiscretion 
on the part of King Edward.

"In the case of the Prince of Wales, 
the boot is very much on the other 
leg He Is strongly Tory, and makes 
no concealment of the fact, notwith­
standing his father's frequent objur­
gations. There are countless instances 
of the prince expressing In mixed poli­
tical circles views which could be 
pleasing only to one section of his 
hearers.

“London at the present moment Is 
buzzing with the story of an incident 
which occurred a couple of Saturdays 
ago, when the prince attended a uni­
versity football match at the Queen’s 
Club. During an Interval in the gamo 
he was noticed to be talking some­
what emphatically and excitedly on 
some subject. What^hat subject was 
speedily became apparent, for the 
prince, in the heat of discussion, rais­
ed his voice to such a pitch that It 

heard by scores of persons In his 
neighborhood. He was roundly de­
nouncing David Lloyd-George and ‘Ills 
gutter" budget.’ ”

MONTREAL, April 24.—(Special.)—

ber of the house of commons has ad­
vocated the formation of a French par­
ty In this province on the same grounds 
as the Irish members In the British 
house of commons.

William Lloyd ' Garrison, the poor 
youth, diving, on . bread and water In a 
dingy squatted room, who shook in 
ruins to its foundation the colossal^ 
system of slavery In America; George 
Whitfield, once a porter In a hotel 
at Gloucester; Dr. Marehman, a mes­
senger boy In London, who began the 
evangelization of India by translat­
ing the Bible Into many tongues; Edi­
son, the wizard of the electrical know­
ledge of the world, selling papers on 
a Grand Trunk Railway train. Dr. 
Bell, who gave to this generation the 
telephone—a poor Brantford boy; 
Samuel L. Clemens (Mark Twain), 
Just laid to rest, who made the whole 
world laugh and laugh again—a pilot 
of the Mississippi; Sir Gilbert Park­
er, now In the British house of com­
mons, the author of books read world 
wide, full of the romance of Canada, 
once work-isg on a Toronto newspap­
er.

"And so I might. go on and I ven­
ture to say that if the rolls were call­
ed of the doers of the daring deeds of 
.the world. It would be found that the 
.majority of the big things, were the. 
’result of the struggles of men or 
humble origin with no particular ad­
vantages at the beginning of' life."

Those ho Go Wrong.
Mr. Robinette told of the boys who 

go wrong, A boy, at the age of 16, 
held probably cost his parents $2000 to 
keep. He referred to a boy of 12 who 
some years ago, In Toronto, shot and 
killed his father, and who was sent to 
the reformatory. The cost to the 
country for the trial and for the main­
tenance of the boy during those years 
easily equaled what it cost to bring 
him to that period of twelve years, 
saying nothing of the loss of life of a 
Icving father snatched from the sup­
port of a family, the pain and suffer­
ing entailed upon the boy himself, 
the shock to the community and Its 
evil influence Upon others.

“The greatest influ­
ence on live hog and provision values 
has been the near-by consumptive de­
mand for all kinds of hog product, 
especially lard, 
pound of lard sold is a short sale, 
so' far as available product la con­
cerned. Of course it Is fair to pre­
sume that there are some hogs back 
in the country that will come In May 
and June and these will help to fill 
these sales, but it is beginning to look 
as If packing operations for the rest of 
the season will be of retail charac­
ter. As speculation has been, and 
Is still of wholesale nature, a read­
justment of open commitments in the 
market will necessarily mean higher 
prices than the present level unless 
there is more curtailment In consump­
tion than is apparent at present.” The
