Prescott, Ont,, Sept. 13.—By Cana-

New York, Sept. 13.—Governor
E€mith announced tonight, after con-
ferences with representatives of strik-
ing Brooklyn Rapid Transit Compang
employes and with Federal Judge
Mayer, legal custodian, of the com-
pany; that his efforts to bring about
a settlement of the strike had failed.

FACTORIES IN ITALY

ARE LIKE SMALL FORTS

MEN ARE WELL ARMED

Transport Workers Allow No
Movement of Troops—So-
cialist and Anarchist Flags
Flecat Side by Side—Gov-
ernment Appears to Be
Helpless.

Paris, Sept. 13.—Travelers arriving
today from Italy describe the seizure
metal works by workmen as
possessing odd features. Flagstaffs on
the principal plant bear two flags—
red for the Socialists and black for
the anarchists. Many private houses
display red flags. especially in Milan,
according to the reports.

Government troops guard the banks,
but do net interfere with the occupa-
tion of the works. Transport workers
no movement of government
troops from one part of Italy to an-
other. The ministry of war at Rome
recently endeavored to send some
regiments to northern Italy, but the
trainmen refused to move them.

The Ttalian government has in-
formed the Manufacturers Assoc.ation
tlat it does not wish to employ troops
in clearing the factories, but that a
far better course is for the employers
to negotiate a compromise with the
workmen’s committee. The employ-
ers have agreed for the pgesent not
to go near their own works, so as not
to expose themselves to forcible ex-
clusion.

Shop; committees at first required
the workingmen to be on duty sixteen
hours a day—eight hours for work
and eight hours for guard duty, Ow-
ing to protests, however, they have

daily. Workingmen in all factories
are obliged to give a certain amount
of time to military drill They ‘are
also well suppled with small arms and
some have machine guns.

Making Machine Guns.

One factory in the possession of the
workmen is turning out a .regular
daily product of machine guns for dis-*
tribution. The works now running
are using up raw materials on hand,

ANTHRACITE MINERS
TORETURN TO WORK

Will Renew Request to Wil-
son to Reopen the Wage
Award.

Hazleton, Penna., Sept. 13.—The “va-
cation” strike in the anthracite coal
region will be brought to an end with-
in the next few days by the adoption
ot a policy providing for the ordering
back to work of the miners, and a re-
newal of the reqiuest upon President
Wilson for the reopening of.the award
of the presidential wage commission,
officials of the mine workers’ union
predicted here tonight. They declared
that this action could ,be taken with-
out affecting the *“dignity and honor”
of the mine workers’ organization.

The proposal will be placed before
the policy committee for final action 1
when it resumes its meeting here to-
morrow, and conservative union lead-
ers declared they have sufficient votes
to adopt the proposition, despite the
opposition of the insurgent elements.

The committee, at its meeting, it was
learned, discussed at length President
Wilson’s reply to the request of the
anthracite workers for reopening of
the award. 5

“There can be no question;about our

desire or intention of ‘having - Lord
Mayor MasSwiney recede from the
tragic- stand he has taken,” declared
an official at the Loondon headquarters
of the Irish Nationalist organization.
“If he is not released voluntarily by
the government, he will most certainly
go down. in history as the first Irish
hunger striker to perish in an English
prison,”

In dealing with the MacSwiney case,
the home office; which gontrols the
prison commission, has all along strict-
ly adhered to its policy of divulging
nothing about the prisoners. But it
became known toddy that some of its
reports [rom the bedside.of the hunger
striker have been surprising. Ten days
ago the officials believed that a new
Irish crisis was imminent when the
prison physicians reported that the
lord mayor could not live more than
36 holirs. Since ¢hen the doctors have
declined to prediet, but have confined
thémselves to what they believed 'to
be the actual comdition of the prisoner.
They contend that: the case baffles
medical -sciene@s—that in' such a case
one man might have been dead days
ago.

The doctors disagree with the re-
ports of the Irish Self-Determination
League, which are evidently obtained
from relatives of the prisoner, who are
allowed at his bedside, that the mayor
is in great pain.

Carrol L. Beedy, Repub-
lican, was elected to congress from
the fourth district, where Congress-
man Louis B, Goodell was not a can-
d:date for re-election,

The large increase in the total vote
was attributed chiefly to the fact that
women voted today for the first time
and came out in large numbers, in
spite of a heavy rain thruout the state
in the afternoon.

Tt!e state campaign was fought out
almost wholly on national lines. Both
parties sent into the state many of
their leaders, including the two candi-
dates for vice-president, Governor Cal-
vin Coolidge for the Republicans and
Franklin D. Roosevelt for the Demo-
crats.

The chief issue which all these
speakers emphasized was the league
of nations, the Republicans urging re-
jection of the league covenant, unless
accompanied by strong reservations,
and the Democrats advocating ratifi-
cation without reservations which
would change its terms.

Secret of Laboer's Power.

‘“The consistency of purpése with
which organized labor has adhered to
almost all these subjects is one of the
secrets of its power. When Samuel
Gompers was first elected president
of the A.F. of L. in 1886, that body
had about 150,000 members.. He is
president still and its membership is
over 3,000,000. q

“To put the central purpgses of
these organizations ih a word, it is
this—to raise the status of the work-
ers. That the status of the worker
has been i *tliese yedrs improved is,
I think, no doutt. hi§ means of edu-
cation, his chance of recreation, the
‘safety Bf hig craft, the regularity. ot
his employment, the geneéral standard
of his living, all these things are bet-
ter, tho thére is much yet to be donhe.
In this work, sthe labor organizations
of the world have undoubtediy played
their part.

Palestine will be as a baby. in need
of nourishment to the Jews of the
world for the next century at least.”

He urged that the synagog services
be, made attractive to the young.
“Better a few changes and living, than
meticulously orthodox and dead.”
Many of our synagogs at present are
mortuary chapels. I was almost go-
ing to let young folks dance in them,”
Rabbi Brickner said.

Rabbis in other synagogs outlined
the Zionist movement and appealed
for response to the urgent need of
some thousand Jewish orphans who
were shortly to be brought t{o this
country, 200 at a time, from the
Ukraine, where their parentg were in-
discriminately n massacred by the
forces of Denekine and the Bolsheviki
alike.

Edward R. Heytance, of tlHe Mon-
tieth Pulp & Paper Co., proved an in-
terest‘ng witness at the Riddell-Latch-
ford timber probe yesterday. He testi.
fied that four members of the legis-

lature—two Grits and two Tories, were
interested in his company. Their names
were: Thompson, East Peterboro;
Benneweiss, South Perth; Richardson,
East Wellington, and Wigle, South Es-
sex. The first two are Conservatives,
and the other two Liberals. The wit-
ness said the company had a paid-up
capital of $46,000, and explained that
about six weeks before the last gen-
eral elections they secured a permit
from former minister of lands, for-
ests and mines, Howard Ferguson, to
cut timber in Sheridan-township. The
area had not been advertised.

To Judge Riddell, Mr. Heytance said
the government dues on the lumber cut
were, in his opinion, too high. How-
ever, they had been $paid.

George H. Rapsay, an official
of the game and fisheries depart-
ment, admitted having negotiated
in 1917 with the government for fish-
ing rights on Lake'Nipigon. He was
then in .partnership with Col. J. A.
Little, and when later the government
engaged in the fish business the part-
He then .en-
tered the government service as super-
intendent of the department of game
and fisheries.

Rapsay admitted that he took out
nine mining licenses on the Black bay
peninsula and three quarry claims. He
gaid that he, with W. H. Russell,
Alonzo Nuttal, and Capt. W. F. Nut-
tal, were to have quarter ints-ests in
these quarries from which gravel was
to be taken. Russell and Rapsay fin-
anced the deal, witness having put up
$7000 or $8000. :

Rapsay: "I knew he was in the busi-
pess, but ours was a gravel proposi-
tisn. The story probably is that Rus-
sell took out other claims in other
people’s names, of which I knew no-
thing, and was not a party to it. I
was not interested in pulpwood. None
was taken off our claims.”

Justice Riddell: “You were either
made a tool or were a cold conspira-
tor.”

“That’'s the whole story,” said Rap-
say,

_ Asked whether he had éxpected to
find a market, the witness replied in
the affirmative. Russell had paid for
the claims of Rapsay and also those
of Rapsay’s wife, who was in the
gravel syndicate.

SPLENDID MUSIC
 FEATURE OF FAIR

Interesting Contrast in Styles
of Russian and Italian
Conductors.

Toronto is to be congratulated upons
an exposition which instructs and
interests the Dominion in all phases
of its national life, But specially are
the genil of the C. N, E. ‘to be coa-
gratulated upon their jnspiration with
respect to the finer arts, that of music
having been accorded its due need of
attention. Manufactures and agricul-
tural exhibits are always full of in-
terest, and one may be sure to witness
a display in either of these depart-
' ménts worthy of note, but a lso, be it
remembered, the C. N. E. has givea
Toronto and the oDminion the oppor-
tunity to be entertained gratis to the
finest types of musical concert,

The C. N. E. in Toronto has this
year been favored with two bands of
the same type and of outstanding
merit gover:ied by bandmasters of two
different schools and two distinet
types. One of them, Signor Creatore,
is an Italian, a musician, ae genius,
will always remain an Italian in his
sympathies, and will always remain a
master mind among those who wield
the -baton. Thaviu, the presiding
genius of the band under his name, is
by birth a Russian, by training also
a Russian, but by choice an American,

considering the, personnel of the two
bands,
Points of Difference,

As has already teen noted, the band
of which Creatore is the guiding hand
is essentially southern in its fashion-
ing and ideal. It lacks the quality of
poise and purity which characterize
the British school of band music; on
the other hand it excels in those won-
derfully touching fashignings of art-
istry which give peculiar and charm-
ing vividness to the color tones. Add-
ed to this fact is another, the quality
of instrument. There is a resonance
in the British instrument which can-
not -be surpassed anywhere in the
world, but with the instruments of
the Italian or Russian bands there is
a quality, a richness of tone which
is indefinable and wondrously sweet.
In a word, as has been pointed out
before, with the British band and with
the British instrument there is a qual-
ity of which purity is the touchstone,
but with the Italian and Russian
bands and instruments there is a tone
and quality-which is elusive and full
of fire and verve. Poise and purity
on the one hand; sweetness and fire
on the other, with an elusive quality
in the latter school which js ‘compell-
ing in its artistry and wistfilness,

Leaders in Contrast.

But, {hen we touch the two lead-
ers of the katon, Signor Creatore and
Monsieur Thaviu, a different problem
confronts us. Here we find two mas-
ter minds, each brimming with en-
thusiasm, and each a genius, but one
a genius in the more limited sease,
the other a genius in its broadest
‘sense, the one actually living with his
masterpieces, the other living, too,
with his audience, the one full of fire
but also gifted with the art of com-
pelling g sweet response, the other full
of fury at one moment, and at an-
other full of wistful sadness, repel-
ling rather than compelling, dour
rather than genial, and full of man-
nerisms which repel.

Monsieur Thaviu has with him that
winning, compelling personality which
gains at once the good feeling of his
audience. He is a dynamo which spits
fire at every turn, every movement a
rhythm of poetic laughter, ever smil-
ing, ever buoyant. He has the helpful
faculty of gathering to himself artists
of strength and understanding. One
would not say that the pieces com-
prising his band are as good as those
comprising that of the master minad,
Creatore, but they are wvery fiae.
Rhythm is not always present in their
renderings dissonance occasionally feax
tures their play, but they are good.
The instruments of the two bands dif-
fer in essentials, and opinion differs
as to which is the superior. But, in
the matter of specially selected art-
ists the Thaviu Band has perhaps the
advantage over the Creatore aggrega-
tion. By this we do not for a mo-
ment desire to convey the impression
that the soloists provid®d for the
Creatore Band were under-calitre
either in tone or quality; it is true,
however, that they were surpassed in
the opinion of those who heard the
two bands and that the Thaviu Band
surpassed in its special soloists those
of any other band heapd in Toronto.
Such treats as greeted the thousands
-at the main band stand on the occa-
sion of the rendering of the vocal
selection from Rigoletto on Friday
afternoon, and the rendering of oper-
atic selections by Signor Geccone will
long be remembered by Toroato Ex-
hibition audiences.

Commands Loyalty.

Signor Creatore has no winning
smile with which to divert an impres-
sionable audience; he has no taking
ways. He has in place of these lov-
able qualities the faculty of living
with his soul in all that he does. He
rhythms fire and Frimstone at one
moment only at the next to suddenly
change to ineffable sweetness and
wistfulness, His artistry is perfect.
his instruments in the opinion of
many could not be excelled for color
tone, and the rendering of his reper-
toire could not be excelled for its
absolute precision, and for the delicate
touches imparted thruout the series,
technique being perfect, this perfec-
tion being augmented by interpreta-
tive expression equally perfect. Tran-
sitions are made from kep to key
with gliding smoothness which is
soothing to the ear, trained or un-
trained. It is a notable fact that
many of Creatore’s sgoloists, such as
Di Mitri, Rossi, Cenci and many of the
bandsmen have remained with him
thru all the vicissitudes of his re-
markable career. Not only were they
with him when he was at the zenith
of his power as conductor of one of
the most famous tands in the world,
the Royal Italian Band, of Rome, but
they returned to him when after sev-
eral years spent in retirement he once
again took up his life work as master
of the baton. Time was when he lost
self control almost, and became as it
were possessed by some demon of the
muses. On such occasions he remain-
ed a source of amusement to the gen-
eral public and quite a source of
éinbarrassment, not to say terror, to
his bandsmen. But, today, he is no
longer. the Creatore of yesterday. The
passing years have mellowed the
burning fire of genius, and a quieter
albeit fiery spirit has superseded the
volcano of yesterday.

Toronto has, then, we may te sure,

stead of waiting until next January?

Giving the Clock Another Twist.

The net result would probably be an
Rour’s more sleep- The man who usu-
elly grows sleepy at 10 o'clock would
still grow sleepy at that hour, even
tho the unveracious clock said it was
only 9. The long winter evening,
whlch is a nightmare to most people,
would, if anything, be curtailed. At
any rate, some of the horror of get-
ting up in the cold and the dark would
be eliminated.

Old-fashioned people might object to
this tinkering with the clock. They
Pprotested against the clock being
&peeded up in the summer time for

the benefit of the golf-players, and
they will probably object to it being
slowed down in winter for the benefit
of those who toil. They forget that the
sun can be trusted to measure the
nights and days in the same old WY,
The clock is quite a modern affair, in-
vented for man’s convenience, and it
should not stand in the way of his
comfort. Besides, it is the rarest thing
to find the clock in any home in the
€ity or country exactly right. The
ehildren have mno faith in it, and are
usually off to school half an hour
®head of time. As for the women, O.
Henry says they are the born enemies
of clocks.

OF SOVIET MISSION

Heralds 'Admissic‘m of Bolshe-
vik Gold Must First
Be Explained.

London, Sept. 13.—The Times this
morning says the Russian soviet gov-
ernment’s placing of £75,000 of Boil-
shevik gold in the hands of The Her-
ald, the labor organ, temporarily has
wrecked the work of the Bolshevik
commercial mission in London at a
moment when Racnid Krassin and Leo
Kameneff, the commissioners, had
high hopes of immediate results.

Krassin and Xameneff, says The
Times, had an appointment with Mr,
Lloyd George Friday afternoon with
the purpose of notifying him of the
progress of certain trade negotiations
and the prospects of establishing
trad lations, But on arriving at
Do g street, the premier's official
residenice, they were politely informed
that The Herald's announcement that
it had in its possession the soviet
gold had entirely altered the situation
and that until it was ‘explained it
would be impossible to deal with
any other subjects in view of the un-
dertaking given some time ago that
while thé mission was in this country
no propaganda should be attempted.

In the course of the interview, which
lasted for three hours, Krassin as-
sured the premier that he and Kam-
eneff were entirely ignorant of the
Bolshewik offer to The Herald, and
Kameneff said he was returning on
Saturday to Moscow, where he would
immediately consult his ° colleagues
concerning the offer. Meantime, says
The Times, the activity of the soviet
mission has been completely sus-
pended.

The Herald’s Account.

According to The Merald’s version
of the interview between the soviet

wommissioners and Mr., Lloyd George,
the premier “fiercely attacked Kam-
eneff for alleged breaches of faith re-
garding implied obligations. not to in-
terfere in British internal policies.”
Mr. Lloyd George, the newspaper adds,
charged Kameneff with disposing qt
Russian precious stones in Great Bri-
tain; of teing instrumental in giving
The Herald £75.,0007 of having rela-
tions with the council of action, and
of deliberately misrepresenting to the
British government the Russian terms
for an armistice with Poland.

Mr. Lloyd George, according. to The
Herald, expressly dissociated Krassin
with these charges,” but maintained
that Kameneff could not be trusted
and also that if Kameneff had not
been returning to Russia on his own
initiative he would have been asked to
leave the country. Kameneff took
a very dignified stand, and positive-
ly denied every charge made against
him.

The Herald adds that the premier
regards the political- negotiations as
definitely interrupted until he is con-
vinced that Moscow is not interfering
in British domestic policies, but says
the trade negotiations will be allowed
to continue.

Some of the morning newspapers
assert that Kameneff will not be al-
lowed to return to England.

Many New Dwellings and
Stores Erected—Success-
ful Fall Fair.

The urgenf need of a civic hospital
east of the river Don, was the prin-
cipal subject of discussion at the re-
gular meetirg of Torbay Lodge, No.

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LONG PREPARED FOR
GENERAL ELECTION

Flynn Does Not Believe Army
and Navy Veterans' Views
Are General. ,

J. Harry Flynn, general organizer for

“Sinbad,” With Al Jolson, is Drﬁwiné Cardat the Rbyal Alexandra —
The Moffats Score at Princess—-Vaudeville and High-Class
Pictures at Other Houses-—Large Crowds Attracted.

“Sinbad” at Royal Alexandra.

A monster audience at the Royal
Alexandia welcomed “Sinbad, the
Sailor,”.. to Toronto last night. The
production is described as a musical
extravaganza, but it might also be call-
ed a spectacle play.

Miss
Clemens. who is a niece of Mark
Twagn, in introducing her company
told of one who could speak seven-
teen different languages and was
also one of the only two women on
the islands who can play the steel
guitar. Every member in the same
way had some specialty. The per-
formers sang together and at times
introduced solos which were support-
ed by chorus. The voices were for
the most part soft and musical with
a peculiar quality that made them
convey sentiments of pathos almost
devotional. Kahaia Pah soprano
soloist, had rich low ton and re-
markably clear high tones. All the
numbers were received with appreci-
ative applause.. Ane Hila in native
costume gave an exhibition of won-
derful dancing in which all parts of
the body had play—hands and arms
being graceful accompaniment to
fe€t, the exhibition being flawless.

One suit, to restrain the To-
rontp & Niagara Co. from assuming
the jrights of the T.E.L., wohuld dis-
appear if Sir Adam bought the prop-
erties, but ,the other is to recover
from the T.E.L. about $100,000 for re-
pairs made by the city when 1he T.E.L.
conduits were installed and poles mov-
ed. These items go back eight years.
The city expects to' recover the outlay,

whether the property changes hands
or not.

A recommendation is being made by
Parks Commissioner Chambers, that
a fee of 25 per cent. of the gate re-
ceipts be charged by the city for the
use of Rosedale athletic grounds, after
the grounds have been equipped wit
a fence and seating accommodation.
