But it 
became known today that some of its 
reports from the bedside of the hunger 
striker have been surprising. Ten days 
ago the officials believed that a new 
Irish crisis was imminent when the 
prison physicians reported that the 
lord mayor could not live more than 
36 hotirs. Since then the doctors have 
declined to prédit*, but have confined 
themselves to what they bettered to 
be the actual condition t»f the prisoner. 
They contend tost the case baffles 
medical • setenefr-that in such a case 
one man might have been dead days 
ago. while another' might live many 
weeks, no one being able to judge the 
resistance of any individual under such 
circumstances.

The doctors disagree with the re­
ports of the Irish Self-Determination 
League, which are evidently obtained 
from relatives of the prisoner, who are 
allowed at his bedside, that the mayor 
is in great pain.

Montreal, Sept. 13. — (By Canadian 
Press.)—After being firmly embedded 
in the clay bank of the St. Lawrence 
river channel, near Contrecoeur, 25 
miles below Montreal, for nearly 40 
hours, the Canacjian Pacific Ocean 
Service liner Metagama was released 
tonight under pressure from the unit­
ed efforts of the wrecker Lord Strath- 
cona, assisted by a group of tugs of 
the Sincennes-Macnaughton line. She 
was able to proceed to Montreal under 
her own steam, and within three hours 
was berthed at the Vickers dock, where 
she will be overhauled for repairs.

Bishop Farthing of Montreal, who was 
a passenger on the ship, stated in con­
nection with the stranding of the ves­
sel, that it occurred abbut 2 o'clock 
Sunday morning, and that the night was 
misty. The Canada Steamship Lines 
freighter Wisley was anchored tn the 
channel and had swunb abreast of It with 
the drift of the tide.

No Shock Was Felt.
The Metagama went astern of tills 

vessel gmd in consequence dived into a 
bank. No shock was felt on board. 
When daylight came various efforts were 
made to clear the ship, and the co­
operation of the passengers was sought 
by having them promenade certain parts 
of the ship, but to no purpose. Later 
in the day tugs came and tried to pull 
her off.

After the accident there was a gather­
ing of the 500 passengers still on the

Their principles were summarized In 
1881 at the first convention cf the 
federation of organized labor of the 
United States and Canada, which met 
m Pittsbprg in that year. They were 
stated aS ollows:

“ 'Legal incorporation, prohibition 
of child labor under H years, uniform 
apprentice laws, a national eight-hour 
law, prison labor reform, abolition of 
the truck system, mechanics' Hen 
abolition of conspiracy laws.as applied 
to labor organizations, a national 
bureau of labor statistics, a protective 
tariff, an anti-contract immigration 
law, all trades and labor organizations 
to secure proper representation lp all 
law-making bodies by means of! the 
ballot.’

Secret of Labor’s Power.
“The consistency of purpose with 

which organized labor has adhered to 
almost all these subjects is one of the 
secrets of its power. When Samuel 
Gompers was first elected president 
of the A.F. of L. In 1886, that body 
had about 150,000 members. He is 
president still and its membership is 
over 3,000,000. t

“To put the central purposes of 
these organizations Jn a word," It is 
this—to raise the status of the work­
ers. That the status of the worker 
has been ir. "these years improved is, 
I think, no doubt his means of edu­
cation, his chance Of recreation, the 
safety ^>f his craft, the regularity of 
his employment, the general standard 
of his living, all these things are bet­
ter, tho there is much yet to be done. 
In this work, qhe labor organizations 
of the world have undoubtedly played 
their part.

What Government Has Done.
“You ask me now what has the gov­

It has 
taken from the ranks of organized 
labor a vice-president of one of its 
largest organizations and has given 
Him cabinet rank. Never has a labor 
minister in Caftada been accorded a 
more generous confidence from 
colleagues and a freer hand in the 
administration of the labor problems 
than has Senator Gideon Robertson.

Robertson’s Policy.
"Senator Robertson’s policy has been 

to work In co-operation with respon­
sible labor organizations, and with or­
ganizations of employers as well. The 
government, on his advice, ha* had 
labor definitely represented on no less 
than sixteen boards or commissions 
performing public service. This was 
done at the request of organized la >or,' 
and, on the whole, it has produced 
good results. Growing out of a con­
ference with employes and employers 
in 1918, a scheme of Technical educa­
tion was evolved, and $10,000,000 was 
applied.

"As a further result of this confer­
ence, the government decided in 1918 
that the time had come when the 
system of private employment agen­
cies should give place to a govern­
ment system, operating on a much 
wider Interprovincial scale.

“Between, the first of March. 1919. 
and the first of August, 1920, 551,817 
men and women were placed ln em­
ployment thru the government offices 
and all without charge to themselves.

As has already been noted, the band 

of which Creatore is the guiding hand 
Is essentially southern in its fashion­
ing and ideal. It lacks the quality of 
poise and purity which characterize 
the British school of band music; on 
the other hand it excels in those won­
derfully touching fashipnlngs of art­
istry which give peculiar and charm­
ing vividness to the color tones. Add­
ed to this fact is another, the quality 
of instrument. There is a 
In the British instrument which 
not be surpassed anywhere in the 
world, but with the instruments of 
the Italian or Russian bands there is 
a quality, a richness of tone which 
is indefinable and wondrously sweet. 
In a word, as has been pointed out 
before, with the British band and with 
the British instrument there is a qual­
ity of which purity Is the touchstone, 
but with the Italian 
bands and instruments there is a tone 
and quality-which is elusive and full 
of fire and verve. Poise and purity 
on the one hand: sweetness and fire 
on the other, with an elusive quality 
in the latter school which is compell­
ing in Its artistry and wistffilness. 

Leaders in Contrast.
But, when we touch the two lead­

ers of the baton, Signor Creatore and 
Monsieur Thaviu, a different problem 
confronts us. Here we find two 
ter minds, each brimming with 
thuslasm, and each a genius, but 
a genius in the more limited 
the other a genius in its broadest 
■sense, the one actually living with his 
masterpieces, the other living, too. 
with his audience, the one full of fire 
but also gifted with the 
polling a sweet response, the other full 
of fury at one moment, and at an­
other full of wistful sadness, repel­
ling rather than compelling, 
rather than genial, and full of 
nerisms which repel.

Monsieur Thaviu has with him that 
winning, compelling personality which 
gains at once the good feeling of his 
audience. He is a dynamo which spits 
fire at every turn, every movement a 
rhythm of poetic laughter, ever smil­
ing, ever buoyant. He has the helpful 
faculty of gathering to himself artists 
of strength and understanding. Ofte 
would not say that the pieces 
prising his band are as good as those 
comprising that of the master mind, 
Creatore, but they are very fine. 
Rhythm is not always present in their 
renderings dissonance occasionally feav 
tures their play, but they are good. 
The instruments of the two bands dif­
fer in essentials, and opinion differs 
as to which is the superior. But, in 
the matter of specially selected art­
ists the Thaviu Band has perhaps the 
advantage over the Creatore aggrega­
tion. By this we do not for a mo­
ment desire to convey the impression 
that the soloists provided for the 
Creatore Band were under-calibre 
either in tone or quality; it is true, 
however, that they were surpassed in 
the opinion of those who heard the 
two bands and that the Thaviu Band 
surpassed in its special soloists those 
of any other band heaqd in Toronto.

Pioneer Cattle Exporter.-Passed Away

that The Herald's announcement that 
it had in its possession the soviet 
gold had entirely altered the situation 
and that until it was explained it 
would be impossible to deal with 
any other subjects in view of the un­
dertaking given some time ago that 
while the mission was in this country 
no propaganda should be attempted.

In the course of the interview, which 
lasted for three hours, Krassin as­
sured the premier that he and Kam­
eneff were entirely ignorant of the 
Bolshevik offer to The Herald, and 
Kameneff said he was returning on 
Saturday to Moscow, where he would 
immediately consult his " colleagues 
concerning the offer. Meantime, says 
The Times, the activity of the soviet 
mission has been completely sus­
pended.

Besides, milling demand 
was reported good at all domestic 
centres. Selling appeared to consist 
chiefly of profit-taking and of hedg­
ing for the northwest. The sole bear­
ish factor was weakness of sterling 
exchange.

Corn rose with wheat, notwith­
standing Increased country offerings. 
September delivery was in special 
demand to close spreads. Oats were 
dull, and held within narrçw limits.

Provisions averaged higher, reflect­
ing an advance in the hog market.
