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Five young men, having completed the usual term of probation 
have been duly ordained and set apart for the exercise of our 
holy office ; nineteen remain on trial ; while bight have been 
accepted as probationers. Happily, our ranks have not been 
broken during the year, by death, which fact we attribute to a 
gracious Providence. Our Church membership amounts to five 
thousand and eighty six, with one thousand one hundred and 
hlty six on trial ; being an increase upon the year of six hundred 
and ninety seven accredited members. It is impossible, as you 
wi 1 easily understand, to tabulate the results of our ministry • 
yet le these statistics be calmly considered, together with thé 
numbers that have been translated from our communion to the 
Church triumphant, and it will be seen that we have abundant 
reason to thank God and take courage.” We are fully aware 
however, that our success is merely partial, since there are* 
thousands attending upon our ministry still strangers to “ tlm 
power of godliness,” though familiar with its “ form.” You will 
therefore, join with us in humiliation and prayer, while we con­
secrate ourselves anew, and to more vigorous effort for their 
ealvatmn. Our Sabbath Schools are flourishing. Wo have 
eighty turee Schools, six hundred and thirty eight 
Teachers and Officers, and five thousand and fifty Schol­
ars. Some of these Schools are furnished with excellent 
Libraries, and we earnestly recommend the establishment of a 
Library m connection with every School. Impressed as we are. 
with the importance of an extensive and effieien Sabbath 
School system, in order to the stability and o-i
and also to the good of the children themselves, we solicit thé 
continued co-operation of both parents and teachers as essential 
to the prosperity of this department of our work. In closing 
this review, might we not exclaim : « What hath God wrought ?” 
The echo soon responds: “This is the Lord’s doing: it is mar­
vellous in our eyes. ’ The exulting utterance of our dying 
Founder is ours to-day : “ The best of all is, God is with us.” 8

And now we nerve ourselves afresh for the work that lies 
before us. Pausing on the threshold of the future, we gather 
inspiration from the past. “ The friends of all and the enemies 

Vs motto of our fathers, while their mission was, 
To spread spiritual holiness throughout the land,” and we, 

their children, are resolved “ to walk by the same rule, to mind 
the same thing. And the weapons of our warfare are the 
same. Holding to the vital and energetic doctrines of the 
gospel, with no desire to formulate our own faith, or to refine 
upon the old fashioned method of proclaiming saving truth, “ we

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9. PARSONAGE AID SOCIETY.
Whereas in" the judgment of this Conference it is highly de­

sirable that every Circuit should be provided with a comfort­
able dwelling house for the Minister and his family and that 
every such dwelling house should, if possible, be free from debt. 
The Conference! resolves that a Society be formed to aid in 
carrying out this object on the following constitution.

1. The Society shall be called “ The Parsonage Aid Society of 
the Newfoundland_Conference.”

2. The management of the Society shall be vested in a Com­
mittee of Ministers and Lay men, with a Secretary and Treasurer, 
appointed annually.

3. The capital stock of the Society shall for the present con­
sist of the grant of $1000.00 given by the Conference of 
Eastern British America, together with all moneys which from 
time to time may be available, including subscriptions and 
donations, either annual or special.

4. Applications for grants must be accompanied by a 
written statement setting forth the amount in labour or sub­
scriptions which may be relied on from the Circuit.

Members of the Methodist Church of Canada.
Very Dear Brethren,—
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Church in the world, adapting itself to all diversities of nations 
and conditions of society, and by the renewing power and gifts 
of the Iloly Spirit has, as in ancient days, converted the idolater 
of every type, and reformed the vicious of every degree, and 
raised up multitudes who, as living epistles of piety, virtue and 
benevolence, are read and known of all men.

3. The conclusions of the lengthened deliberations of the 
recent General Conference are embodied in a Book of Doctrines 
and Discipline which should, next to the Bible and our Hymn 
Book, be in every Methodist family, and in which you will find 
the great principles and rules of government and practice 
received from our forefathers, specially adapted to the circum­
stances and wants of our country, and the Circuit and Missionary 
operations of our Church.

4. One leading object of these carefully matured disciplinary 
arrangements is to give the unity and strength of our whole 
Church to the work of its every department—that the Mission­
ary, the Sabbath School, the Educational, and various other 
works of the Church should emanate from a common authority, 
should have the stamp of a common character, should he bound
