Copenhagen, July 20—Dr. Michaelis,
the new imperial German chancellor, in
his adgpess to the Reichstag on Thurs-
day afternoon declared his adhesion to
Germany’s submarine campaign, assert-
ing it to be a lawful measure justifi-
ably adopted and adapted for shortening
the war.

Dr. Michaelis opened his speech with
8¢ hearty tribute to Dr. Von Bethmann-
Hlollweg, the retiring imperial chancel-
lor, whose work he said history would
appreciate.

Repeats Fablel

The chancellor declared that the war
was forced upon unwilling Germany by
. the Russian mobilization and that the
submarine war was also forced. upon
Germany by Great Britain’s illegal
blockade starvation war,

The faint hope that America, at the
head of the neutrals, would check Great
Britain’s illegality, he said, was vain,
Germany’s final attempt to avoid the ex-
tremity by a peace offer failed and the
the submarine campaign was adopted.
The submarines, he continued, had done
all and more than had been expected
and the false prophets who had pre-
dicted the end of the war at a definite
time had done a disservice to the father-
land.

As To Peace,

. *In regard to peace Chancellor Mich-
aelis said: “The burning question in our
hearts, however, is how much longer the
war is to last. With this I come to a
matter which stands in the centre of
all our interest and all our proceedings
today. Germany did not desire the war
in order to make violent conquests and,
therefore, will not continue the war a
day longer merely for the sake of such
conquests, if it could obtain an honor-
able peace.

“The Germans,” he said, “wish to
conclude peace as combatants who have
successfully accomplished their purpose
and proved themselves invincible. A
first condition of peace is the inviola-
bility of Germany’s territory. No parley
is possible with the enemy demanding
the ,:eSQion of German soil. We must
yu@ means of understanding and in a
spirit of give and take, guarantee con-
ditions of the existence of the German
empire upon the continent and over-
seas.”

(Dr. Michaelis’ words on this point re-
quire a careful reading and are capable
of various interpretations other than a
surface one. His German indicates a
willingness to make peace only as vic-
tors and in his use of the words “un-
derstanding” and “give and take” (the
German words are “verstaendigung und
auegleich”) he revives the Bethmannic
ideas of readjustment of the frontiers
and colonial possessions by bargaining
rather than the restoration of the status
quo.)

«peace” he said. “must offer the
foundation of a lasting reconciliation of
nations. (T.oud cheers) Tt must,” he
continued, “as expressed in your resolu-
tion prevent nations from being plunged
into further enmity through economic
blockades and provide a safeguard that
the league in arms of our opponents does
not develop into an economic offensive
alliance against us. These aims may
be attained within the limits of your res-
olution as I interpret it. (Cheers.)

Speaks of “Holding Out”

«We cannot again offer peace. We
have loyally stretched out our hands

once. It met no response but with the
entire nation and with Germany, the
army and its leaders in accord with this
declaration the government feels that if
our enemies abandon their lust for con-
quest and their aims at subjugation and
wish to enter into negotiations we shall
listen honestly and readily for peace to
what they have to say to us. Until
then we must hold out calmly and pa-
tiently.

“The present time is, in regard to
food conditions,” the chancellor remark-
ed, “‘the most severe we have experi-
énced and in the month of July has
been the worst. Drought has delayed'
and want exists in many cases, but I|
can declare with glad confidence that'!
relief will shortly set in and the popula-
tion can then be supplied more ade-
quately.

“Nothing can yet be said about the
harvest but the fact is already establish-
ed that the harvest of potatoes will be
better than is believed. Straw is in-
deed short but the development of the
kernels i§ excellent and we shall, as in
1915, reckon upon an average harvest.
In wide regions of the empire rain has
fallen and everywhere in time enough
to bring potatoes. “We hope for a
good potato crop and if we utilize the
increase from Roumania and other oc-
cupied territories carefully the shortage
of fodder with which we should other-
wise be confronted will be overcome. It
has proved in these three war years,
even in the case of a bad harvest as in
1916, that Germany cannot be starved
out at all. With rigid appropriation,
limited rationing and an adequate supply
it gives us an agvantage over England.

Home Troubles

“A painful experience in wide areas
has shown that on account of war eon-
ditions relations between the town and
country populations become a source of
trouble. Enlightenment here is an abso-
lute necessity. The successful experi-
ment of transferring hundreds of
thousands of city children to the country
may perhaps build the bridge, but we
must take pains-in every way to see
that this conflict of views is moderated.”
Chancellor Michaelis declined, owing
to his short time in office, to state ex-
haustively his position on internal ques-
tions, accepted the imperial manifesto
of July 7 upon the Prussian franchise.
He believed in closer relations of the
government with the big parties in par-
liament. He said he was willing to call
men possessing the confidence of parlia-
ment to executive posts but not in any
way -to surrender control of the govern-
ment.

The peace resolution of the majority
block in the Reichstag states ‘that “As
on August 4, 1914, so on the threshold
of the fourth year of the war the Ger-
man people stands upen the assurance
of the speech from the throne—“We are
driven by no lust of conquest’ Germany
took up arms in defense of its liberty
and independence and for the integ-
rity of its territories. Only an economic
peace can prepare the ground for the
friendly association of the peoples.

“The Reichstag will energetically pro-
mote the creation of internation juris-
dical organizations. So long, however,
as the enemy governments do not ac-
cept such a peace, so long as they
threaten Germany and her allies with
conquest and violation, the German
people will stand together as one man,
hold out unshaken and fight until the
rights of itself and its allies to life and
development are secured.”

ADVANCE OF Th
FRENCH GREAT
PIECE OF WORK

Germans Caught Waile Troops
Were Being Shifted

ATTACK WAS A SURPRISE

Further Account of Brilliant Achi-
evement— Enemy Thrown Into
Confusion by Unexpected Infan-

-try ChargeWhich Carried Force
Far Beyond Objective

London, July 20, via Reuter’s Ot-
tawa Agency.—The correspondent of
Reuter’s at French headquarters sends
the first description of the French suc-
cess of July 17, between. Hill 804 and
Avocourt wood, on the right bank of
the Meuse. He says:

“It was a brilliant example of a per-
fcetly staged infantry operation in which
every possibility was provided for, and
its success was due not only to the
metriculous preparations but to exact
knowledge of the position and value of
every piece of the enemy’s game.

“The French objective was the recov-
ery of the flat topped saddle between
Hill 208 and the heights of Avocourt
Wood, which were captured by the Ger-
mans on June 28 after a short hurri-
cane of bombardment in which 500 guns
were suddenly turned on to a mile and
a half of front trenches.

“Ag usual the value of Colde Pon-
merieu, as the saddle is called, lies in
the fact that it enables its possessors to
owerlook the enemy’s positions below.
The -Frefth: toolt ‘their' time' gver their
revenge. - They kept Colde Ponmerieu
and the Geérmén communications under
a heavy and minutely accurate bom-
bardment under which the German bat-
talions melted away, when it was judg-
ed that the position was ripe for at-
tack. The operation, however, was three
times postponed because the weather was
unfavorable for artillery, with the result
that the German commander, thinking
that the attack was not coming at all,
and that the French were merely trying
to hammer him out of his position with
artillery, judged the moment opportune
to relieve the exhausted troeps holding
this sector.

“It is significant of the manner in
which the Germans were forced to hus-
band their good divisions, that the Ger-
man commander had no division fit to re-
place the tenth reserve on such dangerous
ground. The 29th division which was
“resting” in a quiet sector at Tahuer,
was sent for to replace the 10th. It was
at the moment when the relief was be-

launched their attack.

“Prisoners of all three German divi-
sions have given graphic accounts of
the state of confusion into which they
were thrown by the sudden lightning-
like dash of the French infantry. No re-
sistance was made. Every officéer and man
of the French assaulting troops had been
carefully rehearsed in the part he had
to play.

The German trenches and works were
smashed to pieces by the bombardment
and there was practically nothing to
check the rush of the French, who with-
out pause passed their objective, which
was their old trench line on the crest,
establishing themselves 800 yards down
' the northern slope of ground which was
German before June 28.

The letter cites present events as
having caused doubt in the minds of
the writers as to whether the govern-
ment is following the development in
Germany with proper regard for the
facts. They urge that it is a mistake to
suppose* that the Germans were unwil-
lingly driven to war by the emperor and
Prussian militarist and that any demo-
cratic movement in Germany is likely
to sw’«lg out militarism from the coun-
try. e German people as a whole,
the letter says, are in entire sympathy
with the government and there is no
rellable sign that the German social

structure will not stand the strain of
war to the end.

It is therefore urged that Great Bri-
tain, in consultation with its Allies,
adopt practical decision and act there-
upon with a view to carrying out the
resolutions of the Paris economic con-
ference and the British imperial war
conference. The writers fear otherwise
that Germany will be at a great advan-
tage when peace negotiations begin and
will be able to introduce discord among
the allies.

The chancellor later received members
of the committee privately, and, accord-
ing to press reports, gave empftatic as-
surances regarding the post war policy,
detailing steps already taken. :

BIG BATTLE OF IDEAS 1S
GOING ON NOW N RUSSI

One Element WantsVictory Before De-

mocracy, Anether Waats Peace Be-

. fore Democracy, and Anether Wants
Democracy Before Peace

The meaning of the conflict of com-
peting ideas which has led to a collis-
jon between the bourgeoisic and prole-
tariat in Russia (the two forces fthat
made the revolution) is lucidly set out
in the following way in the New Eur-

ope:

It had long been inevitable that such
a conflict would arise as soon as the
question of war aims came to be dis-
cussed; the question was, what form
the- conflict would take.

Mr. Mitjukov declares that the future
of democracy depends upon decisive vic-
tory, while Mr. Lenin maintains that
peace is the necessary condition of de-
mocracy. Between these two extremes
stand the Radicals and the Moderate
Socialists, who demand the formulation
of democratic war aims, so as to pre-
pare the way for peace. For Mr. Mil-
jukov the motto ‘is victory first, then
democracy.

For Mr. Lenin, peace first, then de-
mocracy.

For Mr. Kerenski,
and then peace.

In the present crisis it is the last idea
that has prevailed. The Council of La-
bor Deputies, by the small majority of
thirty-five, has decided to support the
provisional government on the basis of
imperialism. This means the continu-
ation of the war, accompanied by a
clear statement as to what Russia and
her allies are fighting for.

What Mr. Kerenski demands is, that
Russia and her allies should fight, not
for the sake of victory, but for the sake
of democracy. If we can convince the
Russian people that our objects do not
differ erom theirs, the battle of ideas in
Russia will not have been fought in
vain.

The difficulties raised by the new
Russia are not mere Jjuggling with
words; they are fundamental. Since
the Revolution Russians look at the
problems of Europe with new eyes and

democracy first,

we who are the allies of Russia must

try to see Europe through Russian eyes.
The party in Russia that desired a

separate peace were swept away in thcl

first few days of the March revolution;
the party that is now agitating for
peace is demanding, not so much peace;
between Germany and Russia, as peace
between all nations. We oppose them
not for their motives but for their tac-
tics, for we are convinced—and the vast
majority of the Russian pecple are con-
vinced—that there can be no peace as
yet with autocratic Germany. Lenin
and his party are pacifists of the most
extreme, and—in our opinion—unprac-
tical and dangerous type, but they are
not traltors.

OBSERVANCE OF

Plans For Local Church Services
and Banquet to Returned
Soldiers and Wives and Wid-

ows

Plans for a fitting observance of the
third anniversary of the declaration of
war by Great Britain, were discussed
this morning at a meeting held in the
mayor’s office.

The original suggestion of making the
day one of special honor to the soldiers
who have returned after seeing active
service, was approved and committees
were appointed to work out the details.

The general plan for the day, which
will be proclaimed as a city holiday, will
incdude intercessory services in all the
city churches, at noon time, if this meets
the approval of the church authorities,
and in the evening a banquet for the
returned soldiers. It was suggested that
the wives of the returned men and the
widows of those who have fallen, should
also be invited to the banguet. A par-
ade was suggested but it was decided
that it would be unfair to ask the vet-
erans to parade through the streets again,
| especially if they parade to church in
! the morning.
¢ 'Details of the observance will be ar-
ranged by the committees during the
next 'fortnight and an effort will be
made to secure the co-operation of the
citizens in the plan to mark the day in
a manner befitting its importance.
When the meeting was called to order
this morning, Mayor Hayes asked for

plans for church services and the ban-
quet had been approved it was decided
to present to each returned soldier or
to the widows of those who have fallen,
a certificate signed by the mayor and
common clerk and bearing the corpora-
tion seal, setting forth the record of the
soldier’s services to his country.

After the general discussion of the
plans, the mayor, C. B. Allan and R. E.
Armstrong were gppointed a nominating
committee. They submitted a list of
‘committecs, which was approved by the
meeting, as follows:

Spectacular Fighting in Last Few
Days—One Brtisher Attacks

15 Germans

British Headquarters in France, July
20—(By the Associated Press)—Not
since the war began has such severe air
fighting ‘been witnessed on the British
front as recently. Great squadrons
opposing aircraft have clashed. From
the outset the British airmen maintained
the upper hand and today it may be said
still hold the ascendancy.

Since July 12 the British have brought
down at least forty-one German ma-
chines, have driven down thirty-seven
others out of control and have carried
out innumerable successful bombing
raids. The British have had twenty-
eight machines listed as missing.
Many thrilling stories are being re-
lated. One British machine, carrying
the pilot and an observer, sighted five
enemy machines together. The British
airmen dashed to the attack. Swooping
in and about their opponents they sent
one Fokker crashing to earth and drove
another out of control. The British
pilot was killed at this stage of the fight
but the observer brought the machine
home, carrying the body of his com-
rade with him.

Another British aviator tackled, single
handed, a squadron of fifteen Germans.
He was soon joined by brother pilots
but he alone accounted for two German
machines after repeatedly facing what
seemed sure destruction.

roads run down, the people should give
the new government a reasonable time
to improve conditions, and not press de-
mands for temporary work on a large
scale; since that policy woula result in
perpetual bad roads.

The government has four years in
whieh to carry out a practical road pol-
icy. If at the end of that period it has
made a real improvement in the roads,
the complaints of today will all be for-
gotten. Hon. Mr. eniot will be well
advised if he bears this fact constantly
in mind. He could easily waste his
whole appropriation every year if he
proceeded without definite aims and
yielded to every demand made upon
him. By all means let the worst places
in the roads be improved, but_let the
bulk of the work done be of lasting
value, If the people do not approve
now,theywdllwbmthzyneemen-
sult a few years hence.

But what are the people themselves
doing? We are all familiar with the
man who refuses to lift a stone out of
the road in front of his house because
he regards that as the work of some-
body else; but is that the right spirit?
The Times was told recently of a stream
of water running down the middle of
& plece of road, washing it out and do-
ing constant damage, simply because no-
body thought it worth while to spend
a few minutes with a hoe or spade open-
ing up a choked drain. If the people
who use the roads had the right idea
they would regard a little work of this
kind as a public service which” would
do them no harm, and do the general
public much good. In time we shall
have good roads and a patrol system,
but in the meantime why should not
every man feel himself obligated to save
the province money by making quick re-
pairs where the need is obvious and the
task easy? It is the people’s money the
government spends on the roads, and
therefore every taxpayer has a personal
interest in keeping that expenditure as
small as possible. Failure to make re-
pairs, that at the outset would call for
only a very little effort on the part of
users of the road, results in an aggre-
gate later expenditure by the depart-
ment of a great deal of money—which
the people must provide. Why are we
all so short-sighted in these matters?

"Wtiter Says Science and the Bible Both
Opposed Superstitions Re Crop Sow-
ing. i
(Newark Evening News)
One of the most persistent beliefs is
that which attributes some sort of in-
explicable influence to the moon. Early
last spring a newspaper devoting chh
of its space to agricultural affairs said:
“The time to plant winter potatoes is
in the old of the moon in the month -of
May.” And there are farmers and gar-
deners who would no more think of
planting at any other phase of the moon
than they would of sowing oats in mid-
winter. - Now that the time for late
crop planting has arrived, the same sort
‘of lunar advice is being disseminated.
“The time in which to cut bushes,”
wrote Dr. Jared Eliot, an authority in
vears gone by, “is in the old of the moon
in the month of August.” Beans, it is
said, should be planted only when the
moon is bright. Timber should be cut

“when the moon is right,” and some
have gone so far as to believe that babies
should not be weaned until the moon
presents a certain phase; just what is
this favorable phase the records at hand
do not say.

Sailors believe that sleeping in the
moonlight induces insanity. In some
localities the farmers think that if the
horns of the new moon will hold water

the water will-run out the month will
be rainy. In other places just the re-
verse view is held.

Just at this time, when many men,
women and children are engaging in
farming and gardening who never did so
before, these “old of the moon” and re-
lated beliefs are of interest to large
numbers of people. There’s really no-
thing in them, but they still persist.
Years of scientific research and tens of
thousands of careful observations have
clearly demonstrated that for all prac-
tical purposes the moon has no influ-
ence upon the weather or the growth of
crops, but the man who wants to holl
on to his moon superstitions will say:

Harris Death Cauged

Coroner'’s Jury Brings in Verdict But Does
Not Attempt to Name Perpetrators of
Crime — New Evidence Introduced at
Last Session

Following the most sensational and most interesting session ‘of -the hearing
and a direct and cleaz-cut address by the coroner, Dr, F, L. Kenaey, the jury
last night brought in a ‘verdict in the Robert Hareis murder ‘inquest. The
court was crowded during the session and the intensity of the interest was dem-
onstrated in the fact that the vast majority remained one hour. and twenty
minutes until a verdict was brought in. -
Finally, the jury at 33 o’clock returned the following verdict:

“We, the undersigned jury empanelled to inquire into the death of the late
Robert Harris find that he came to his death on June 22, 1917, at the St. John
Infirmary from fracture of the skull, complicated with hemorrhage and menin-
gitis, The said fracture of the skull was due to being struck on the head with
some instrument on June 34, near the Haley house, Rockland Road, at the hand
ot hands of some person or persons unknown, which person or persons did
feloniously and wilfully, and of his-or their malice aforethought, cause such said
injuries against the peace of our fand, the King, his crown and dignity.”

The new features brought out were to
further establish that Carland and
O’Brien were together before 10 o’clock
in the morning, on June 15, as they
stated.

On the morn-
ing of June 15, following the night
Harris was assaulted, he stated that he
met Carland and O’Brien about 9 o’clock
at the union hall. They went to Car-
land’s home, where Carland, he thought,
produced a bottle of gin. Then they
came back to the hall, when Carland and
O’Brien were arrested.

In the afternoon, in company with the
two O’Brien’s, he went to Carland’s
house again and more gin was brought
to the cellar. Dunn came and warned
them that someone was watching across
the street and then the party left and
went down Long wharf. Later they
went to Joe O’Brien’s workshgp where
the witness stayed until . 5. o’clock.
About that time he saw Joe O’Brien
talking to two women at the mouth of
the alléy. One of the women said—'He
must be in there’ Joe replied—If you
think so you can go in and look.’ She
said ‘something about his not being
home.

The next night, the witness contin-
ued, that is, the night after Harris was
assaulted, the night of Crawford’s fire,
he was in Crawford’s store in Union

Crawford when O’Brien came in and
took him out. “He appeared to be vexed
and -told me I had no business in there.”
From there the witness and O’Brien
went up the street to Keller's where
they had a drink of beer. After leaving
there O’Brien still seemed vexed and
said, “What the hell’s the matter with
you, Harris has got the pill. Why can’t
you give Farrell the needle.” o
Asked concerning the next occasion he
met O’Brien, witness replied that one
evening he was working on a job in

In being cross-examined by Dr. Bax-
ter the witness stated that he believed he |
read the first news about Harris in The
Times.

Dr. Baxter
produced a cap, which, Lambert stated,
resembled very much the one O’Brien
wore. When the witness met O’Brien on
the fifteenth he still had on his working
clothes but a dark, round cap.

The coroner continued to point out
what was required in the jury’s verdict,
admonishing them to state, if possible,
by whom the act was committed. Ie
reveiwed the evidence, pointing to the
outstanding 'features of the case, laying
stress upon the description' of the men
seer. crouching in the alley close to the
scene of the tragedy and the similarity
with the description of two other men
on the same night, also upon the fact
that while both Carland and O’Brien
both swore they were home in bed at 7
o’clock the next morning, Mr. Lenihan
stated that he saw them both together
in Mill street at that hour.

The jury retired at 9.40 and returned
at 11 o’clock. The court was thronged
during the proceedings and many re-
mained until the verdict was submitted.

Suggestion That His Royal High-

ness Marry an American

Thorne Democratic—And Would Not
Suffer in Respect Because of Marriage
With Commoner

A writer in Tit-Bits urges that the
Prince of Wales should marry an Am-
erican bride. He says:

In the vital interest of the people of
Great Britain, the marriage of our heir-
apparent with a daughter of America
would be universally approved. It
would more closely weld the two great
English-speaking nations. Even the
most extreme of our democrats would
be in sympathy with the symbolic
union of royalism and republicanism.
Both countries shduld benefit by this
seal of a cordial understanding.

Quar Prince is approaching the import-
ant hour when he will enter the great
kingdom of home and family life. It
is generally understood that King
George holds pronounced views upon
the marriage question, and if any op-
position arises against the project of
the choice of a bride from America, it
will not come from the king. There
may be objectors who will discuss pre-
cedent, and affirm that historic rule
cannot be broken. But this is a ques-
tion for King George and his states-
men.

Nothing can be more unthinkable than
a repetition of royal matrimonial al-
liances with Germany. The monarchic
status in this country could scarcely sur-
vive such a disaster. Whither shall we
look for a worthy consort for our fu-
ture sovereign but to free America? The
possibility is strictly practical, and the
suggestion is onme of great dynastic
weight. This alliance would stimulate
the progress of sane democracy through-
out the world. It is only blind pre-
judice that can pretend to minimize the
immense spread of democratic senti-
ment, which has been widened by events
of th: past three years.

Democracy Growing.

We are democratizing every ancient
and revered institution. The throne it-
self is democratic. Kings and princes
stand for the people, and not merely for
the privileged classes. King Albert of
Belgium shares the dangers and priva-
tion of the fleld, and is literally drag-
ged out of hot corners by his solicitous
comrades. Our prince has thrown him-
self, with true British euergy, into the
combat: with that effete form:of mon-
archy that the humanity of the world
utterly discredits. This is a democratic
struggle against royal oppression and
tyranny, and royal soldiers are fighting
with the. crusading allies to crush this
barbaric despotism. The.ascendancy of
democracy is undoubted. What could be
more fitting and opportune than the
union of England and America through
the marriage of the Prince of - Wales
with a daughter, of our kinsmen in the
west? The proposal 'j8 & ‘practical
scheme of world-politics, and no dream
of the mere sentimentalist.

Thexé. is .ongsdndisputable . plea for
the marriage of '€ ‘member of a royal
family with a ‘bride ‘of the democratic
caste. Every scientific investigator of
heredity knows_the physical, mental, and
moral dapgers of -constant intermarriage.
