FOOD CONFERENCE
WAS HELD IN BERLIN

London, Jan. 19.—Premier Clam-
Martinic of Austria and General Hofer,
head of the Austrian war feeding de-

Won Military Cross

Among the officers on board was
Major W. E. L. Coleman of Toronto,
whese conspicuous gallantry in  action
against the Huns won for him the ad-
miration of his superior officers and re-
sulted in his being awarded a military
cross and bar. Major Coleman left Can-
ada with the 4th C. M. R's. At Ypres
he held a section of a trench which the
Germans scemed determined to take, and
despite their terrific bombardments and
atlacks, he was able to hold them off
vntil succor arrived. Out of 596 men
and twenly-three officers, seventy-six
men znd two officers were all that re-
mained to return to the billets.

On another occasion when the Cana-
dians were charging the enemy at the
Somme, Major Coleman broke through
their ranks at the head of his men and
was instrumental in winning the disput-
ed territory. That day the Canadians
carried two lines of trenches and, in ad-
dition to capturing a large number of
prisoners, sccured many guns and a large
amount of ammunition. On October 24,
1915, Major Coleman was wounded, and
again on June 2, 1916, he was injured in
the leg.

Captain H. S. Hodge, of Campbellford,
Ont., was another officer on the steamer
who was awarded a Military Cross for
his achicvements on the battlifield. He
left Canada with the 1st Contingent at-
tached to the 2nd Battalion. Later he
was placed in command of the machine
gun section of the 12th Brigade in the
1th division.

Ottawa, Jan. 19.—Following the pre-
liminary proceedings yesterday parlia-
ment was formally opened this after-
toon with an added interest, from the
fact that-it was the first occasion for
the Duke of Devonshire to officiate as
governor,general.

His excellency proceeded to the sen-
ate chamber accompanied by the Duch-
ess of Devonshire, L.ady Maud and Lady
Blanche Cavendish and the smaller
children and attended by Col. Hender-
son, military secretary; Capt. Bulkeley
Johnson, Captain MclIntosh and Capt.
Kenyon Slaney, A.D.C.S.

The speech from the throne was brief,
referring to the war, to the appropria-
tions connected with it, to national pros-
perity and forecasting legislation fur-
ther extending the term of parliament.

His Excellency referred to the honor
conferred upon him in the appointment
as governor-general and said he esteem-
ed it a high privilege to become closely
identified with Canada at the time when
she was taking so splendid a part in the
world-wide struggle, and he looked for-
ward to her ability and capacity to ex-
ercise an ever-increasing influence in
bringing the war to a victorious eon-
| clusion,
| “When peace is again happily re-
stored,” he said, “I am confident that the
vast resources of the dominion will con-
tinue to be developed for the lasting
benefit of the empire and in the best in-
terests of liberty and humanity.

“Although nearly two and a half years
have elapsed since the outbreak of war,
yet that period bas not been more than
sufficient for the enormous preparation
necessary to enable our empire to throw
i its full strength into the struggle.

“The events that have transpired since
prorogation give convincing testimony
of the efficiency of the medsures thus
taken and bear splendid tribute to the
valor and heroism of His Majesty’s
forces in every theatre of war. With
breparation already so ample and still
increasing, we may confidently anticipate
that the not distant future will bring
such success ‘to the allied arms as will
assure the full maintenance of the pur-
poses and ideals for which we have en-
gaged in this war.

As to extension of the terf, he said:

“The life of the present parliament
will expire in October next, and under
| existing legislation a dissolution and
election would be necessary in the early
future. My advisers, however, are of
opinion that the wishes of the Canadian
people and the urgent requirements of
the war would be best met by avoiding
the distraction and confusion consequent
upon a general election at so critical a
time.

“That purpose can only be effected
through the medium of legislation by
the parliament of the United Kingdom.
A resolution authorizing and reqL g, ng
' the enactment of such legislation as will
furiher extend the life of this parliament
will be presented to you.

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THE KAISER’S LETTER

" The Kaiser’s letter to Von Bethmann-

Hollweg, which preceded the German
peace note, will rank as one of the curi-
osities of literature. He wrote:

“My Dear Betthmann: I have since
been turning over our conversation
thoroughly in my mind. It is clear that
the peoples in the enemy countries, who
are kept in hard endurance of the war
by lies and frauds and deluded by
fighting and hatred, possess no men who
are able or who have the moral cour-
age to speak the word which will bring
relief—to- propose peace. 'What is
wanted is a moral deed to free the
world, including neutrals, from the pres-
sure which weighs upon all. For such
a deed it is necessary to find a ruler
who has a conscience, who feels that he
is responsible to God, who has a heart
for his own people and for those who
are his enemies, who is indifferent to
any possible wilful misinterpretation of
his act, and possesscs the will to free
the world from its sufferings. I have
the courage. Trusting in God, I sha]l
dare to take this step. Please draft
notes on these lines and submit them
to me, and make all necessary arrange-
ments without delay.”

For pure bombast and flaming insin-
cerity this letter stands alone, The
Kaiser knows that he has been found
out. Over against his deed of “moral
eourage” in sending the peace note stand
all the hideous crimes perpetrated with
Lis approval since his armies violated
Belgium two and a half years ago. Mr.
Balfour rightly says:

“So long as Germany remains the
Germany which, without a shadow of
Justification, overran and barbarously
ill-treated a cuuntry it was pledged to
defend, no state can regard its rights as
secure if they have no better protection
than a solemn treaty.”

The neutral nations know that this
is true, and by no species of sophistry
c¢an Germany escape the verdict of hu-
manity. The Kaiser could not bluff the
Entente Allies by his policy of fright-
‘fulness, nor can he now persuade any-
body that he deserves any consideration
as an exponent of moral courage.

DR. CABOT’S ADDRESS.

~ =&~ Wy~ (Cuhot is an American citizen who

is under no illusions regarding the true
@haracter of the Hun., Citizen of a great
democracy, Dr. Cabot knows that de-
mocracy is at this moment in imminent
danger, and that the war now waging is
a war of ideals which cannot be recon-
ciled. If right is to triumph, wrong
must be overthrown. That which Prus-
gian militarism represents would make
the individual exist for the state, where-
as the state should exist for the bene-
fit of all the individuals of whom it is
cvmposed. Democracy ' or autocracy—|
that is the issue; and if Germany won
the war the people of the United States
would be the next to feel the iron hand,
of Prussianism; for Germany would be |
wntent with nothing short of world- !
dominion.. Dr. Cabot does not hesitate];
to criticise President Wilson, or to as-
sert that the president has not given cx-
pression to the feelings of the best-think-
ing peéople of the United States. We
all believe this is true, for the most in-
fluential newspapers of the republic
have been consistently pro-Ally from the
very beginning of the war. Canadians
are grateful for the tribute Dr. Cabot
pays to the soldiers of Canada, whom he
"has seen at the front, and has compared
with the best of the other soldiers of the
Empire. He is convinced Germany will
be beaten ,and that after the war Can-
‘ada will enjoy a rapid development
within the Empire, of which it may in.
time become the most important part.
To Dr. Cabot Canadians are also very
grateful for the personal part he has
taken and the work done by American |

surgeons and nuurses under his direction.
Many among us have wondered how the
American people as a whole could fail
to see what Dr. Cabot sees in this war,
and its results, and why they failed to
rally to the cause of democracy. He
suggests to us that it is for Canada to
bring the Americans to an understand-
ing of what democracy really is. There
is food for much earnest thought in that
remark.

' “SEE THE COMMITTEE”

Sergt. Joshua Solomon, a returned sol-
dier, applied to the man in charge of the
civic military information bureau in
Toronto for a job. He already had a
job of some sort, but wanted a better
one. The official himself tells the story,
after some reference to the case in one
of the papers, and what he says is very
interesting. We quote:

“Sergt. Solomon came to me with a
letter of introduction from Ald, Rob-
bins. He was working for the Toronto
Railway Co., and wan:ed an easier po-
siti.n. He told me he wawuld like a
government job, to get into the post-
office, or something like that. I told him
that I had nothing to do with those
jobs, and he had better see some of
the Ward Two men and put in his ap-
plication through the patronage com-
mittee. It is no secret that the gov-
ernment jobs are handled largely by the
patronage committee. This man was
already in a position. It was a differ-
ent case to that of a returned soldier

| strength,”

who had no job at all. Any such man
who comes to me is not asked about
bis politics. I don’t care whether he’s a
Grit or Tory—if he has worn the uni-
form, I try'to do what I can for him.
In Sergt. Solomon’s case I was merely
putting him on the right track to bet-
ter his position if he could.”

To put him on the right track it was
necessary to send him to the patronage
committee. It is true he did not have
to run the gauntlet of that committee
when he enlisted to fight for Canada,
but getting a job on his return that
some good tory, even a slacker, might
fill was quite another matter. Do we
need a national government?

“JAIL REFORM

Remarking that the ordinary jail be-
comes a feeder of the penitentiary, the
Toronto Star quotes with approval a
former president of the American Prison
) Association, who, speaking of the whole
;L‘nitcd States, says: “We seem to have
| devoted one institution in every county
to the propaganda of idleness, vicious-
ness, and crime.” And the Star adds:

“This is the good old plan, to which
fossils, both in the United States and in
Canada, would have us revert. The new
plan is to reform the prisoner, for his
sake and for the sake of society, Clean-
liness and sanitation are necessary parts
of education and reform. Degradation
is worse even than kindness carried to
sentimental extremes. What is called
coddling is, of course, foolish. Prisoners
should be made to work, and subjected
to rdiscipline. But they must also be
kept in clean and healthy surroundings,
cducated and encouraged to do better.
Punishment must not be carried so far
48 to make the prisoner regard society
us his implacable enemy. The inevit-
able result of this method is to make
bim the implacable cnemy' of society.
And society, even from the most sel-
fish point of view, is vitally interested
in the kind of man who comes out of a
prison and resumes his place among us.”

Until such time as the people of St.
John ‘wake up and demand reform, we
shall have a permanent jailj populationg
of about fifty persoms, living in idle-
ness at public expense. Possibly the
number will be reduced after we get
prohibition, but that will depend upon
the vigor with which the law is enforc-
ed, and there will always be delinquents
and vagrants and other minor offenders
who should be given a course of healthy
vxercise on an industrial farm.

Both men and women are wearing the
new luminous hats, warned thereto by
the terrible rise in the number of strect
accidents since precautionary measures
against Zeppelins compelled the blacken-
ing of the street lamps. Thesc accidents,
most of them occurring after dark, to-
talled 34,575 during the first nine
months of 1916. Of these 577 were mor-
tal. Recently a coroner suggested that
women should wear white hats at night.
A tradesman took the hint and inveni-

ed the luminous hat.

* “'he difficulty, of course, was to
{indYa suitable substance. Phosphorus
is tov dangerous—it is inflammable, It
sinells and would probably damage the
hat. I discovered a firm who are em-
ploying a mixture of sulphides made
into a liquid. It does not damage the
material, it does not smell, it lasts a
long time, is invisible by day, and
gives off a striking bluish light at night.
Moreover, the more it is exposed to
daylight or artificial light—the more it
shines. The firm have used it success-
fully on the surface of paper, and lum-
inous paper is now made in large sheets
and is, I undcrstand, already being ex-
tensively employed. ;

The last I saw of this little af-
fair was a vision of one of my machine
gunners, who was a bit of an amateur
hairdresser in civil life, cutting the un-
naturally long hair of a docile Boche,
who was patiently kneeling on the
ground while the automatic clippers
crept up the back of his neck.

Marching to Canadian’s Relief

The story of the marck of Bairns-
father’s brigade to the relief of the Can-
adians at Ypres is a piece of graphic de-
scription. At night they slept in a
church at Loecre, “a weird scene.” Off
at six through a cheerless barren arid
waste.

I wondered why the Belgians hadn’t
given it away long ago and thus end
any further dispute. . . . We ticked off
the miles at a good steady marching
pace, and in course of time turned out
of our long dusty winding lane on to a
wide cobbled main road leading evident-
ly into the town of Ypres itself now
about two miles ahead. It was a fine
sight looking back down the winding
column. A long line of sturdy bronzed
men in dust-covered khaki tramping over
the grey cobbled road singing and
whistling.

Next day they all faced death itself.
That night they watched the flames lick
up Ypres. The colonel finally sent for
his company commanders, major, ad-
Jjutant and Bairnsfather, M.G.0. “We
shall attack at 4 a.m, tomorrow,” he
was saying. This was the moment at
which I got my “fragment” idea. “The
push by one who’s been pushed.” “We
shall attack at dawn.”

In pouring rain and blackness they
marched on that night. What 4 march.
Down a muddy mangled road. midst
dead horses and horrible  debris with
shells crashing all around and the burn-
ing city behind.

A . Cincinnati reader has forwarded ;
clippings from the Times-Star and
Commercial Tribune of that city describ-!

the purpose of protesting against the
forcible deportation of Belgians by Ger-
many. Those who suppose Cincinnati |
to be practically a German city may be
astonished to learn that a great hall in
that city could be filled by some of the
leading citizens and a "strongly-worded
resolution passed in condemnation of
the Kaiser and his works. It is true
that the resolution was not passed with-
out disturbance, and that police had to
be called on to kuep order, but the pro-
Ally element in the gathering was in a
vowerful majority, ‘and the interrupt-
ers and disturbers were easily handled.
A letter which appeared in the Tribune
a day or two after the assembly con-
demning those who wished to support
Belgium, admitted with sorrow that the
leaders at the meeting were regarded as
the “city’s most intellectual men.” Those
citizens who dared to stand up publicly
in such a hot-bed of Germanism as Cin-

jnnati, and boldly denounce Germany
4#d her works, had the old American
«pirit. Canadians may well salute them.

The Resolution /

The following is the resolutiod:

“Whereas, The people of our free re-
public always have felt a jealous and
watchful interest in every struggle of
mankind for its rights to life, liberty
and the pursuit of happiness; and es-
pecially in every encroachment’ upon
such rights, in any land whatsoever;
and have been accustomed in any crisis
of human progress to assemble for the
public expression of their sympathy or
indignation, thus showing that they who
have inherited as a birthright the preci-
ous possession of civil liberty, are eager
ond determined to share its blessings
with the rest of the world;

“Whereas, A recent order of the Ger-
man military governor of Belgium, which
now is being carried into effect, will
transport from their homes against their
wills and with indescribable cruelty to
the victims and their families, many

thousands of able-bodied Belgian me-
chanics and other efficient laborers, !
taken in considerable part from the|
shops and mines in which they are now
employed, to portions of Germany
where, by their enforced Jabor they may |
release for the front of war a corres-|

This question led
to a trerrendous outburst of cheering on
the part the great majority of the
audience, ..d Dr. Reed said that the
Entente Allies were fighting for the
things that the United States stands for.
After Dr. Reed concluded the chairman
invited those who desired to interrupt to
leave the hall, and about twenty per-
sons did so, although this by no means
put an’end to the disorder, which broke
out several times.

BUSY  TIME IN
POLICE. GOURT
