LONDON, Sept. 4—The tragedy of
a lonely old man who had never been
seen speaking to.anyone for more than
20 years, and who lay dead In a rbom
for five days before he was discovered,
was revealed at an inquest at Hastings
on George William Sims.

The only clue to the man’s age was
an old photograph found in his room,
on the back of which was written,
“Born August, 1857.”

“A lonely old man; one of the lone-
liest old men I have ever heard of,”
said the coroner in recording a verdict
of “suicide during temporary insanity.”

Thomas Henry Yarbold, a waiter, of
Waldegrave street, said that Tims had
occupied a furnished room in his house
for the past five years. He cooked for

himself, did his own shopping, and |

Jooked after himself.

Mr, Yarbold added that he had not
been iIn Sims’ room for the past twelve
menths.  One day it was noticed that
newspapers left on the stairs had not
been taken in, and, going up to the
room, he saw the old man in a kneel-
ing position. A rope was around his
neck, but it had snapped. One end of
the rope was attached to a trapdoor
in the ceiling.

The police surgeon sald that the man
wlhen found had been dead probably
five days.

beings tell thelr own story. Often
they give mute evidence as a clue to
the assassin because the weapon used
can be identified from them. No two
bullets are alike after they are fired;
each has its characterists.

These are assertions of Merton A.
Robinson, firearm’s expert and ballistic
engineer of the Winchester Repeating
Arms companhy who examined the bul-
lets that figured in the slaying of Don
R. Maellett, Canton, Ohio, publisher.

A common idea that bullets after be-
ing discharyed are shapeless bits of
metal is inéorrect, he sald. Unless
disintegrated, the missile may tell its
source and career by the markings

upon it. In the case of the Canton
bullets brought to Mr. Robinson by
Coroner T. C. McQuate, the opinion

was given that the guns were ordinary’

revolvers and not automatic pistols,

Each of the three bullets, one taken

Identification of bullets as well as
recognition of missles in other murder
cases ‘submitted to him from time to
time is‘a part of the ballistic engineer’s
laboratory work. Mr. Robinson sald
bullets carry the peculiar character-
istics’ of the gun from which they are
fired, and no two guns are alike. Bach
has certain individual characteristics
which edan be found out by the ex-

pert.

The ballistic engheer first tries to
determine the diameter of the bore of
the gun, the number of grooves in the

SHIPS AND PLANES.

Admiral Ratye of the French navy,
in the course of an article in- the Paris
Figaro, ventures to prophesy that in
_the future admirals will direct thelr
fleets from aeroplanes high in the air.
He says:

Dominating the whole theatre of
operations, as yesterday a general
‘dominated -his narrow field of
battle from some little hill, the ad-
miral-in-chief will fly above the
liquid plain upon which his squad-
rons meke their manoeuvres. He
“will cover with a glance of his own
eye the whole immense area of
combat, and yet remain constantly
in touch by wireless with all the
forces for whose movement he is °
responsible. ;
The desirability of direct vision is,

of course, incontestible, but every of-
fensive invention produces its defensive
counterpart and the destruction of visj-
bility by smoke screens, camouflage and
other devices is already practiced. With
both fleets manoeuvring in a pall of
smoke, the admirals might, one would
Imagine, just as well remain in their
flagships instead of taking to the air in
flagpianes. Furthermore, the conduct of
the ‘modern operations has resolved it~
pelf largely into the application of “nor-
mal methods,” by which is meant a
number of fixed rules of conduct under
varying conditions which supreme com-
mianders’ know will be carried out by
pubordinates, and from which deviation
Is permissible only under exceptional
circumstances. Commanders issue gen-
eral and special ideas and attend to
ndministrative details of strategy.
Thereafter, once an attack is launched,
there is but little opportunity to
change the course of events.

The Toronto Mail and Empire, in
pommenting on Admiral Ratye’s ar-
Hecle, says:

Admiral Ratye, further, warns
France of the great difficulty of
protecting ships at anchor or in
dock from airplane attack. As
France has a considerable superior-
fty of Great Britain in air craft
it may be taken as a warning of
what might happen to British har-
bors and ships in port if was ever.

FATHER CARES FOR CHILDREN

ATHER always takes entire care of

the children in the sea-horses.

In the true sea-horses the eggs are
placed in a sack on the under side of
the tail of the male in which they are
hatched.

In other sea-horses the eggs are em-
bedded in the soft and thickened skin
of the under side either of the body
or of the tail.

Few fishes are more curfous and in-
teresting than the sea-horses. They
are “found abundantly in suitable lo-
calities in al warm seas, and with us
reach as far northward as southern
Massachusetts, though they are not
common beyond New York.

They are common in the Mediter-
ranean, which agcounts for the fre-
quent references to them by the Greeks
and Romans.

There are about 50 kinds of sea-
horses, most of which are rather small,
from two Inches ‘to about a foot in
length but in the eastermn Pacific from
China to Australia there are some
nearly two feet long. These, however,
resemble pipe-fishes rather than sea-
horses.

Some sea-horses are more or less or-
namented with skinny flaps and fila-|
ments which in some Australian kinds'
are 8o developed that they look more
like bunches of sea-weeds than like
fishes.

‘ MONT REAL, Sept. 3—The following is a verbatim report of the

evidence given Wednesday by Sir Henry Thornton, president
and chairman of the Canadian National Railways before the
Royal Commission headed by Sir Andrew Rae Duncan, chairman,

and inquiring into the disabilities

Confederation as embodied in the Act of British North America.

The Chairman: “You are president
of the Canadian National Rallways,
Sir Henry?”

A. “Yes sir, I am.”

Q. “You know generally the object
of our Commission holding these ses-
sions, and I think probably it would be
convenient if you would tell us exactly
what you think about it.” :

A. “That opens a very large field.
Your committee has been as I under-
stand investigating conditions in the
' Maritimes with a view to diagnosing
the character of the .malady as an ini-

¢ (l]ial step towards providing some reme-
¥.

“Mr. Dalrymple and other officers of
the company who have appeared befora
you have dealt with certain detail
questions relating to rates and services
and so on, and I take it I need not go
into those.

PURPOSE OF EVIDENCE.

“All of the evidence, a good deal of
which I have had the advantage of fol-
lowing, which has been presented to
this committee, has been as I see it
wore for the purpose of illuminating,
explaining the situation, and if it has
any value its value is in what general
.deductions can be drawn therefrom.

j “I think I am right in saying that
all of the evidence which has beeén
produced before your committee cor-
roborates the general thought that 1
have had in my own mind, and 'a
gencral feeling ever since I have known
anything of the Maritime Provinces in
my present capacity; namely, that
there is distinctly a problem in the
Maritimes, that there is dissatigfaction,
and to some degree, unrest; that the
people of the Maritimes have the feel-

« ing that they have not been able to
participate in such prosperity as the
rest of Canada may have enjoyed;
that they find themselves, in examijn-
ing their geographical position, isolat-
ed, and that that isolation has not
been met by the present transporta-
tion facilities.

TO FIND OUT MALADY.-

“Now whether that feeling be well
founded or not to my mind is relative-
ly unimpartant. After all it is not
so important to find out how one con-
tracted a disease as it is to find what
the malady is and to apply a remedy.
"T'he facts that 1 have outlined I think
cannot be controverted.

“We of the Canadian National Rall-
way have labored with this gquestion.
It has been a source.of great angiety
tu me both officially and personally.
It is a disastrous thing if in any nation
a considerable section of -that nation
becomes dissatisfied and afflicted. with
unrest. That is so obvious that it
needs no corroboration.

“Unfortunately as far as the Cana-
dian National Railway itself is con-
cerned there have been distinct limita-
tions with respect to the assistance
which - we might provide. Whether 1
am right or wrong others must -say,
but I have in sincerity conceived that
the mandate, which I think Mr. Dal-
rymple touched upon, to .the adminis-
tration of the Canadian Nationg], Rail-
ways was to endeavor to operats that
»/! pystem in such fashion as ‘would as

rapidly as possible reduce the financial
burden on the people of Canada te
supportable proportions, with the ulti-
mate object in the near future of re-
moving that burden altogethér. It
seemed to me that if the deficits which
existed in years gone by on the Cana-
dian National Railway contimue in
their past proportions it might well
become a menace to the financial in-
tegrity of the Dominion.

“Therefore the fundamental neces-
sity, looking at it purely from a na-
tional and patriotic point of view, was
to reduce that burden to what I call
supportable proportions. * r

“In doing that we have tried to
avold ° discrimination and undue pre-
judice either for or against any com-
munity, and to ‘be fair and just in all
our dealings; at the same time to pro-
mote if possible improved efficiency of
operation, which in the last analysis
translates itself into terms of reduced
expense,

LIMITATIONS CURB HELP.

“Mr. Dalrymple and others have
given you in some detail the things
that we have tried to do for the Mari-
time Provinces, but the limitations
which I felt were imposed upon us
did not enable the National Railway
to embark upon any policy of large
rate reductions or things of that sort
which ultimately affect the financial
position of the country. As a matter
of fact I feel that it is not only in-the
g’uterests of the country as a whole,

yt it is also in the interests of the
Maritime Provinces themselves that
the Canadian National Railway should
be operated as nearly as may be on
a business-like basis, and as any
other self-respecting business enterprise
would be carried on.

FEDERAL ASSISTANCE.

“If that theory does not afford that
measure of relief which the Maritime
Provinces should have and which 1
personally feel they should have, then
the burden should not rest exclusively
on the National Railway system, but
should be met by some form of assist-
ance, presumably Federal assistance,
which will be in an equitable way dis-
tributed over the whole of Canada. To
pursue any other course would ulti-
mately seriously endanger the operat-~
ing efficiency of the National Railway
systém.

SYMPATHY WATH EAST.

“I would like to say, and I hope
that the people of the Maritime Prov-
inces will believe that this statement
is made sincerely and with honesty
of purpose, that insofar as the adminis-
tration of this railway is concerned,
and insofar as I am concerned per-
saonally, I have the very greatest sym-
pathy with what are called the Mari-
time problems. I have a most ardent.
desire to assist in the solution of these
problems, and am perfectly willing to
undertake any amount of work and
trouble or anxiety which will afford
that solution.

- SUGGESTION RECALLED.

“Some time ago I suggested, I think
it was at Saint John, that the Mari-
time Provinces select a committee of

n who would represent various
orms of industrial activity, such as
manufacturing, agriculture, banking,
anhd of course labor, and that that com-
mittee meet with me in an effort to
find out what the problem of the Mari-
times was, and see if by co-operating
together we might not find a solution.

iy

of the Maritime Provinces under

I refrained from suggesting precisely
how that committee should be formed,
because I personally felt that would
be an 1mpertlnence, and that the Mari-
time Provinces themselves could best
select their own way of forming such
a committee. But I did assure my
andience at that time of the fullest co-

operation of the National Railway sys-
tem in examining Maritime problems
sympathetically and working for their!
solution.

MORE EFFECTIVE BODY.

“This suggestion was nat acted upon,
probably for good and sufficient rea-
sons, but I can say that I am very
happy to know that a more effective
committee has been brought about pre-
sided over by yourself, Sir Andrew,
and which I am quite certain has, be-
cause g its character, opportunities
and facilities of securing information
which a committee such as I suggested
might not have. But I venture to re-
mind this committee of my suggestion
in regard to a previous committee
merely as an evidence of my desire
to assist in every possible way toward
finding a solution of these difficulties.

“Now if we admit—and I myself am

‘| prepared to admit it and I have felt it

for a long time—that in the interests
of the Maritimes, and in the interest
of the Dominion as a whole, something
must be done, and done speedily, to
give the Maritime Provinces an oppor-
tunity to_participate in the growing
prospcrlﬂ of our Dominion—if we are
all p;cpared to admit that then our
problem is to find out by what avenue
that objective can be reached.

IMPORTANT FACTOR.

“I should like to interpose at. this
juncture another factor which, I think,
creates a responsibility which rests on
the rest of the Dominion of Canada.
The Maritime - Provinces possess the
only all-round year ports on the At-
ports I mean ports that are freely open
to_navigation the twelve months of the
year. That, in my judgment, is an
extremely important factor. It is a
factor which, having regard for nation-
al and industrial security cannot be
ignored. It is inconceivable to my mind
tﬁt the people of the rest of Canada
could contemplate fsolation from the
Atlantic seaboard during the winter
time. If that is the case then it cer-
tainly is the obligation of every patri-
otlc Canadian citizen—an obligation
which rests upon all the people of
Canada—to see to it in whatever way
may be most efficient to maintain these
ports in their shipping - supremacy.
Now, the ports are not at the moment
enjoying the traffic which their stra-
tegic importance justifies, and that is
due to a variety of reasons, some of
which have been previously set forth
on the statements of witnesses. 3

DEVELOPMENT OF TIME.

“I-do not think that any one individ-
ual, or any one interest, 'carries all of
the burden for that condition. It is
something which has developed in the
course of time unhappily, and it will
only be allowed by all of the various
interests recognizing the importance of
the problem:and contributing towards
its solution their proper preparation.
< “The freight rate situation, in other
words: the transportation position, is
one which is generally regarded by
many - people in the Maritime Prov-
inces as having wrapped within it a
good many of their difficulties, and®it
is also thought to have wrapped up
In it the possibility of the removal
of these difficulties. That means, pre-
sumably, réduction in freight rates, or
something which 1is .the cquivalent
thereof. Let me briefly, if I may,
outline the difficulties which we shall
have to overcome if any such solution
s .to become effective. And in out-
lining these’ difficulties please under-
stand, Sir Andrew and gentlemen, that
I am not putting these di(Gculties for-
‘ward for the purpose of preventing a
solution of the problem, but it is just
as necessary to know what your diffi-
culties are as it is to know what are
the advantages, and any man who is
going to jump a hurdle and expects
to get over it has got to examine that
hurdle to see how high he has to jump.

' RAISED IN PROPER SPIRIT.

The Chalrman—*“We appreciate that
these points are raised in the proper
spirit. "We want to see both sides of
the picture.”

A.—“Now, quite apart from any
written or moral obligation, any reduc-
tion in ‘freight rates would probably
result in two things. In the first place,
and . immediately, it would raise a

clamor which.would be difficult to ar-
rest .for similar assiztance elsewhere.
Naturally, the immediate answer to
this is, well, we were merely restor-
Ing freight rates to what they were
some time ago. Maritime freight rates
have been raised, or freight rates which
affected the Maritimes have been rais-
ed out of proportion to the rates en-
joyed by other parts of the Dominion,
therefore, why fear or shrink from
the righting of a wrong and any con-
sequence that may go therewith?
That argument is more theoretical than
practical, because it will not, in any
sense, dampen the ardor of other com-
munities that might seek similar treat-
ment, and that ardor at times becomes
of an almost explosive character.

DANGER POINTED OUT.

“In the second place, it might well
serfously affect, and perhaps disrupt
not only the freight rate structure o{
Canada, but the freight rate structure
of the North American continent,
because the freight rate structure of
Canada to some extent, is necessarily,
for economic reasons, involved with
that of the railways of the United
States. That might, in its last analy-
sis, create a condition which would
be highly detrimental to the welfare
of the Dominifon and involve large
financial burdens. Certainly and con-
siderable reduction in freight rates
would involve Immediate reductions
elsewhere to meet that competition.
In other words, we would be more or
less back as we were. That seems to
be the difficulty involved in any re-
duction in freight rates. It may even-
tually be that we will have to face up
to it.

SUBSIDY PROPOSITION.

“The other way of meeting the situ-
ation is in some form of subsidy, pre-
sumably a Federal subsidy, leaving the
freight rates intact. It has the same
effect as reducing freight rates, but it

wraps it-up In a-somewhat pleasanter

package from some points of view, and
might guide.us over \the difficulties
that I have just outlined with respect
to general freight rate reductions.
Its practical application would be prob-
ably involved in difficulty. It would,
however, spread the burden of fulfill-
ing the responsibility of Canada to the
Maritime Provinces over the rest of
€anada. How the rest of Canada
would feel about it remains to be seen,
but it is a remedy which has been sug-

gested, and 'in the last annual report
of the Canadian National Railway 1
ventured to touch upon it.

LIKE FREE LUNCH COUNTER.

“Now, these are the two methods
which have, thus far, been suggested.
Neither-of them are, by any means,
satisfactory, and the average business
man, with respect to a subsidy, would
say that it is an unsound thing to
establish in principle. A free lunch
counter once established immediately
becomes unpleasantly popular. Every-
one steps up and wants a free lunch,
and whether the subsidy should be lim-
ited eventually to the immediate needs
of the Maritime Provinces may be
problematic. That represents the diffi-
mtl‘lty which I see in meeting the situ-
ation.

CLOSER CONTACT.

“N ow, let me add this, that again I
recognize something has got to be done.
My problem has been—and happily it
has been transferred to your shoulders
—to find some way in which I could,
with the limitations imposed upon the
administration of the National Rail-
ways, find a way out. I have thought
about the whole thing long and anx-
Iot_lsly. It has occurred to me that one
thing which might afford some relief—
and cqrtainly I can see some advan-
tages in it and no disadvantages—
would be to see established between
tpe administration of the Canadian N a-
tional Railways, the Maritime Prov-
lnces. themselves, responsible bodies
therein, and the shipping public, a
closer and more ready contest than
exists today. “At any rate, the worst
that can be said of this proposal is that
lg can do no harm, and after consulta-
tion with our officers I propose to im-
mediately establish an office of my own
at Moncton and spend a certain amount
of time, as much as can be spared, each
month, at that office, and in the Mari-
times, first, as I say, to establish a
closer contact, secondly, to see whether
by more living with the people of the
Mar!times we cannot get a better ap-
preciation of each other’s problems, or
5t ”least I may get—and when I say

I,. I mean the administration of the
railway—a better appreciation of their
problems. And Wt of that contact 1
am hopeful that there may grow some-
thing of a distinctly tangible character

looking towards a solution of our dif- | §

ficulties.

“I think that is all I dan say, Sir
Andrew, in a general way. If there
are any questions that you would like
to ask me I should be most happy to
answer them.”

PROMISES ABOUT I G, R,

‘The chairman—“Thank you, Sir
Henry, there are one or two. I gather
from what you said, Sir Henry, that
in: the ordingry course of administra-
tion ‘you find it difficult to give any ef-
fect to the kind of promise that was
made at the time of Confederation and
prior to the construction of the Inter-
colonial as a government concern. In
the course of your travels you have
heard Plenty about those promises?”

— Qf course, the promises seem to
be specific in respect to certain things
and pretty general with respect to
others, and when you try to draw up
a list of what the pledges really are it
becomes a somewhat difficult problem.
If one could find out, or could put
those promises into language, it is easy
enough to say Yes or No.”

NOT QUESTION OF COST

Q.—“One of the promises to which
our attention is very definitely drawn
by the Maritimes—it is a little more
than a promise, it is an expression of
purpose in connection with the Inter-
colonial, and it was repeatedly said to
the Maritime Provinces that this rail-
way was not to be looked upon as a
commercial proposition. It had to be
lookéd upon as a link which would af-
fect a ready access to a market of four
millions for the Maritime people, and
rates would be fixed, so the promise
implies, which would permit the goods
of the Maritimes to enter on a reason-
ably competitive basis with the goods
of manufacturers nearer the markets.
Now, as I understand it, your mandate
in the administration of the railway is
to take account of questions of cost
and to take account of commercial
questions?”

A—“Well, when I say a mandate, it
fs my conception of what I understand
is.expected from-the administration of
the Canadian National Railways. I do
not, in any sense, delegate to myself
or to the administration of the Na-
tional Railways both the assumption
and the execution of a mandate, but
we have felt that there rested upon us
the responsibility of operating the Na-
tional Railway System and all of its
parts on as nearly a self-sustaining and
a business basis as it is possible to
achieve. I think there can be but lit-
tle doubt that the people of the Mari-
times, perhaps in the form of written
documents, or perhaps in the form of
spoken word by responsible political
leaders of that time were assured of
transportation services which in cost
and character would enable them to
market their products to the rest of
Canada and garry on thelr industrial
activities.

LINE OF DEMARKATION

“Now, I think we may admit that
to be the case, because it is inconceiv-
able to my mind that the people of
the Maritimes would at the time of
Confederation have entered Confeder-
ation had they not that idea in their
head, but my point is, that to accom-
plish that I think it ought to be in the
form of some assistance which does not
uffect the efficiency and endanger the
financial position of the Canadian Na-
tional Railways. In other words, 1
think that there comes a point, a line
of demarkation where our responsibil-
ity ends, and if there is further respon-
sibility then that must come ahout
through some other agency beyond us.

“If on the other hand I am wrong’|
in my conception of what the nsi-
bility of our administration is, and 1
am told so by the government and re-
lieved of the responsibility which 1
think now rests upon me, certainly no-
body will be happier than myself, but
if our administration has certain re-
sponsibilities it cannot shirk those re-
sponsibilities without relief from some-
body, presumably the fovernment, who
Is entitled to so state.

f

Q—“I take it, Sir Henry, you are
suggesting that public policy, and par-
ticularly puolic trade policy, if I may

put it in that way, should not be con-
fused with rallway administration??

FATAL ALTERNATIVE

A —“Well, to put it perhaps a little
differently, or rather to simplify what
you have said, Sir Andrew, I think it
would be fatal to the Dominion Gov-
ernment if the National Railway. Sys-
tem were operated without at least
reasonable regard for its deficits and
its financial position, unless, of course,
the government wants to turn the rail-
way over to purely civil service, to be
operated by distinct offices of the gov-
ernment. But I can revert to what 1
sald a moment ago, that in my Jjudg-
ment If the deficits which existed in

years gone by, and which amounted to [

some tens of millions of dollars, con-
tinued on the National Railway Sys-
tem, I think it would have imposed a
very serious burden on the finances of
Canada.

GUIDANCE SOUGHT
Q—“I think I follow the distinction

which you are drawing, Sir Henry, or

what you are seeking to draw, between
where your responsibility ends and
where some other person’s responsibil-
ity begins, but I would like to get from
you a little guidance on where your
responsibility does end, ‘and ‘I would
like to do that by putting -two ques-
tions which you can answer at the same
time. First, do you regard it as part
of the function of a person holding the
responsible, position which you do as
head of a great national transcontinen-
tal system to make a survey, as it were,
of the natural products of the country,
the basic products of the country, and
to try to see if Your rate structure is
so framed as to give the country the
fullest chance of developing to the best
advantage ,all the natural ~products
xhcrever placed? That is the first ques-
on.

SURVEY OF INDUSTRY.

)

The second question is, do you re-
gard it as part of your function, in
your position aleo, to take a survey
of the industrial possibilities of the
country as a whole, and to see that
industries which may be ‘attempting
to establish themselves in far out

places get a reasonable chance of
reaching a central market, if it dis
only in the centre that there is a
full market, at,rates which will give
them not too great a handicap aris-
ing from geographical position? That
is, in other words, I ask you what
your view is as to the responsibility
of thé administration with regard to
making a trade survey.

CHANCES EXAMINED.

ﬁ,—“Certain]y we have that re-
sponsibility, and we carry it out. We
are constantly examining the oppor-
tunities for improved industrial ac-
tivity all over the Dominion of Can-
ada, and particularly in the Maritime
Provinces. Our Industrial Commis-
sioner, Mr. Phillips, has spent a great
deal of time in the Maritimes. When
be was appointed I particularly told
bhim that I wanted him to devote as
much time as he could to the de
velopment of industry in-the Mari-
times, "that I thought perhaps, al-
though the operation might be slow,
thdat has afforded one way of solving
what is called the Maritimes’ prob-
lems. We assist industries- wherever
we can within reason. ‘Within rea-

Q. The Maritimes, Sir Henry; I
think you feel put their case so high
that it must be regarded as something
more than purely railway administra-
tion. That is the feeling you have, as
I understand it?

A. “Yes, that is quite true, Sir An-
drew. Although in answering your
question in the afirmative I do not in
any sense minimize or attempt to
minimize the stress which our friends
of the Maritimes hdve laid on their
transportation problem.

I. C. R. DIFFERENT

Q. “No, I appreciate thatgvery ful-
ly, Sir Henry. But are there any fea-
tures about their railway transporta-
tion system that are different from
the rest of the national system? They
make the point for instance very
strongly that this railway is not the
railway that would have been con-
structed for ordinary business and
commercial purposes, but that strate-
gic considerations really determined
the course of the railway to a degree
that of itself takes it in part out of
the category of purely commercial con-
siderations.’

A. ‘Well undoubtedly the Interco-
lonial ' Railway I think must be re-
garded as a strategic railway; strate-
gic first from the point of view of na-
tional defense, and secondly from the

commercial point of view. Happily it

is*not likely that the necessity for a
strategic railway from a military point
of view will ever arise. But when that
railway was built the Dominion of
Canada felt less secure in its relations
with the United States from a military
point of view than today, and it was
throught wise, and was- wise at that

time, to build a railway  connecting

the Maritime Provinces and ports with
the rest of Canada which would, be
sufficiently removed from the frontier
of the United States reasonably to

secure safety in time of war. That wag'

a sane and sensible thing to do but
that is not so great a factor at the
present time.

Q. “Was this railway of any spe-
cial service during the late war?”

SERVICE IN LATE WAR

A. ‘Oh, I think it wundoubtedly
was, in the movement of troops, be-
cause there is another question. Be-
fore the' United States entered the war
of course Canadian troops and muni-

through neutral territory, and neces-
sarily had to move by an all-Canadian
route to our seaports, and in that way
it was a very large and ‘important
factor.”

Q. “The Maritimes make the plea

Q. ‘You' were going bn to a second
point. Are the operating costs on this
part of the rallway higher?”

A. ‘T think there was some other
point in connection with that. Oh, yes,
‘this point, that the construction of the
Intercolonial Railway to meet the
strategic requirements necessitated as
you have just pointed out, a longer
railway than would otherwise Yave
been the case. That means a longer
haul and more transportation cost in
moving traffic to and from the Mafi-
time ports.

GRADES PRETTY SEVERE

“The grades on our railway iu the
Maritime Provinces are in some cases
pretty severe. The curvature in some
cases is also severe, on the average
more so than the rest of the National
Railway system in Canada, and we do
as everyone knows have a great deal
of difficulty, and are put to much ex-
pense during the winter time in the
removal of snow and ice. That involves
not only the removal of the snow it~
self, but consequent delay to traffic
and expense. That is nobody’s fault,
but still it is something that has to be
met.

“But I do not regard any of these
difficulties to which we have referred
a8 fundamentally affecting the prob-
lem. That is, the fact that we have a
longer haul and a somewhat higher
icost of operation merely accentuates
tHe necessity, or at least the economic
reasonableness, of not passing that
on to the people of the Maritimes. It
is not our fault, it is simply condi-

tions. The construction of such a
strategic railway as the Intercolonial
Railway to give an all-Canadian route
to all your Atlantic ports is just as
much an advantage to the whole of
Canada as it is to the people of the
Maritimes.” >

VIEW IN MARITIMES

"Q. "“That is the-view expressed by
the people of the Maritimes. They say
this railway was not constructed for
our special advantage, indeed Upper
and Lower Canada were even more
anxious for the railway than we were,
although it is true that prior to Con-
federation we had been pressing -for
an Inter-colonial Railway. That is how
they put it. It therefore is a matter
for all Canada, why should we as far
as our rallway rates are concerned, and

[it-is bound to be so, if this distance

i counted Into our haul, why should
we. hive to bear the burden alone?
And particularly since we had pledges
and promises made at the time of the
construction of the railway that it was
recognized that commercially the rail-
way should not be regarded as a bur-
den that fell upon.them.

“Now as I understand it you say
there is the longer haul, there is the
strategic position, it is true 'that from
the nature of the railway the operating
costs are heavier per mile than the
average, and even capital mainten-
ance,— Is capital maintenance heavier
also?”

NO TAL MAINTENANCE

A.  “There is no capital . mainten-
ance.” . :

Q. “Operating maintenance?”

A. “Operating maintenance.”

FORM OF RELIEF.

Q.—“Which normally one would call
capital maintenance, 'and these plysi-
cal conditions, more snow and ice than
in other parts of the .country; there
are all these expenses attaching. Bit
you say, as I undetstand, if relief is

of these considerations®or any others;
it should not be given im & fonm that
confuses it with ordinary railway ad-
ministration ?”

As 1
understood from - Mr. Dalrymple yes-

terday the Railway Commission did

not have jurisdiction until 1928.”

Archives Tell of Saint John

With the close of the year 1820
trade had increased so fast that as
vessels
could be counted in the Saint John
Harbor. This was partly due, no
doubt, to the establishment of the Bank
of New Brunswick on March 20 of the
same year. Many honored and well-
known men were stockholders of the
company, and at the first meeting in
1821 the following gentlemen were
present: Henry Gilbert, Hon. John
Robinson, Nehemiah Merritt, William
Black, Ezekiel Barlow, Thomas Mil-
lidge, Ward Chipman, Jr., Zalmon

In those early days Saint John had
a very curious custom with regard to
fishing in certain localities.

The per-
son who drew No. 1 had first choice,
