The
violent and scurrilous attacks to
which Mr. Wilson had been ex-
posed in the French press, and
which affected him cruelly, ceas-
ed as if by magic.”

Play Up Details,

Going on At Ottawa Today in
Supreme Court of
Canada.

Ottawa, Feb. 8. — Two Maritime
Province cases were before the Supreme
Court of Canada yesterday. The first
of the two, Kinney vs. Fisher, has
already been .tried three times. It is
a claim for damages for libel by the
plaintiff, Fisher. Judgment was re-
served.

The case of Smith vs. Nevins was
next heard. The appellant is the bene-
ficiary under the will of Chas. Nevins,
and on her asking probate, relatives
of .the testator attacked the execution
of the will, alleging that the testator’s
signature was a.forgery. The probate
judge held thaf the evidence had left
him in 8 state of doubt and that the
proponent of the will had failed to
satisfy him. On appeal, the appeal
division held that the probate judge
had followed a rule which did net
exist, but his ruling was sustained.
The " appellant’s counsel held that a
prima facie case had been made out in
favor of the will, and the burden was
on the respondents to prove forgery.

He wore
no collar when he emerged from the
stirgery and his shoulder was in ban-
dages, but he was still’ smiling.

LIQUOR EXPORTER
SHOOTS HIMSELF

Sir John Stewart, of London,
Kills Self Following Losses in
Booze Trade.

London, Feb. 8—Sir John Stewart,
head of the firm of Aiten Milrose,
Limited, liquor exporters, shot and
killed himself yesterday at his home,
Fingask Castle at Edinburgh, as a re-
sult of losses experienced by his firm
in smuggling whisky into the United
States. His losses during the last year
and a half amount to about one mil-
lion and half dollars.

The whisky was shipped to boot-
leggers, who seized it, sold it and re-
fused to pay a nickel.

Nationalist “Mahatma,” Mohandas
Ghandhi, has written to the President
of the National Congress, expressing
regret -that the Bombay government
released him from prison owing to ill-
ness, because he does not regard the
illness of a prisoner as affording
grounds for liberation.
_ He says his release has not brought
him relief because he is overwhelined
with a sense of the responsibility which
he is now not fit to discharge.

Three people got to shore
safely, but the others were cut off by
a quickly widening channel of water.
People on shore advised® them not to
try and jump and shouted that the ice
would float ashore upstream. This was
what actually happened, though not
till they had experienced a trying time.

Caprices of Tide.

Mr. Couture said:

“All evening we were governed by
the caprices of the tide and must have
crossed the river twenty times. I'used
my flashlight to signal and others
lighted matches. We called for help
and could hear the people on the shore
inquiring but after a while we decided
to keep our voices for later on if any
craft came in the vicinity. ‘We had
a ray of hope when a large boat, which
I thought was the Plessis, belonging to
the Levis Ferry Co. passed at about
twenty feet from us. We called but
apparently were not heard. Qur an-
guish increased as we realized that we
had only little hope. Kneeling down
we prayed and asked Almighty God to
save us. It was our only hope now
while. we could hear the ice cracking
all around and the world on which we
were breaking little by little.  The
night was not too cold but the suspense
was awful and we began to think we
had been given up as dead.

“I had bought a dozen of eggs and
one of the party said humorously, we
were sure that we would not die of
hunger anyway.

THE KINDRED
‘OF BONAR LAW:

The father of the late Bonar Law
was the Rev. James Law, who was
bhorn at Maddybenney, near Coleraine,
Ireland. He died at Maddybenney in
October, 1882, at the age of 65. He
was educated for the Presbyterian
ministry at Glasgow, and the only pas
torate he ever held was at Kingston,
New Brunswick (name of village was
changed to Rexton in 1901). "He lived
in New Brunswick about half of his
lifetime, /1846 to 1878, and, because of
ill-health, returned to Ireland, four
years before his death.: His first wife
was Eliza Kidston of Glasgow; his
second, Sophia Wood of Richibucte.
I'here were five children in the first
‘amily—Robert, John, Willlam, Bonar
ind Minnie. Robert, the only one wha
remained in Canada, was a storekeeper
for some time in Kingston (died on
his farm there, Jan., 1902, aged 49)
Robert’s five sons were: James, died in
Rexton, Sept., 1901; Johnston, now of
Athens, Pa.; Bonar, Jr., in Winnipeg
since serving in the world war; Wil-
liam Percy, died in Kingston, Aug.
1894 ; Frederick, killed in action in the
great war. Their only sister, Allce, a
in Victoria Hospital,
Montreal, is now living in Southern
Californla. No descendants of Rev.
James Law now live in New Bruns
wick., John was a teaplanter in Cey-
lon for some time, and was subse-
quently interested, as was his brother,
Bonar, in the firm of Willlam Jacks &
Co., Glasgow. William Kidston, M.D.
(McGill College, 1877) has, since soon
after his graduation, been practising
medicine in Coleraine, Ireland, where
he lives.

JUDGMENT 1S
FOR COMPANY

J. F. Quigley, Though, Gets
Credit for Automobile
Returned.

A judgment which will be of general
interest to the business people of the
province was given this morning in
the Circuit Court by Chief Justice H.
A. McKeown in the case of the Nova
Sules Co., against John F. Quigley for
$640.70, an amount due on the pur-
chase price of a car. A verdict for the
full claim was returned by the judge,
but he also allowed the defendant $450
on his counter claim for the value of
the automobile returned to the vendor.

In his judgment the chief justice
established a principle to the effect
that, while under a purposely worded
contract a conditional seller may pur-
sue an action for balance due, he must
first either realize on his sccurity and
give credit for the amount so received
or else he must be prepared to have
the security valued by the court.

In this case the defendant returned
the car to the plaintiff but its value
was not taken into account when the
suit for $640 was commenced. Ac-
cording to the verdict, the defendant
will receive $450 credit for the return-
ed car. Evidence as to the present
value of the car was-taken from ex-
perts during the hearing of the case.

VACCINATION BY
MOUTH IS DISCUSSED

London Bacteriologist Addresses
Society of Pasteur Institute
In London.

London, Feb. 8—What the vaccinator
is always fighting against is the psychic
effect of the needle. Convince people
that vaccines taken by the mouth as
pellets are as effective as those injected
subcutaneously by the needle, and they
will swallow glassfuls. But we shall
require a great deal more evidence be-
fecre we can put our trust in vaccina-
tion by the mouth.”

This comment was made recently by
an eminent London bacteriologist on a
lecture on vaccines before the Royal
Society of Tropical Medicine and Hy-
glene by Professor Besredka, of the
Pasteur Institute.

The professor says that protection
against disease afforded by vaccina-
tions is due not to the presence of
“antidotes” in the blood—the accepted
idea—but to the fact that special tis-
sues, such as the skin, are armed with
their own defensive mechanism, and
that vaccination should in all cases be
directed to the special tissues.

He therefore, in cases of typhoid and
dysentery, administers his vaccines by
the mouth. In cases of boils, and so
on, he vaccinates the skin by the ap-
plication of dressings soaked In bac-
terial cultures.

“I do not believe that the vaccina-
tion of one special tissue is as effective
as if you take the whole body,” con-
tinued the bacteriologist.

“In typhoid the organism is multiply-
ing for days in the blood before finally
locating itself. If you have ‘anti-
bodies’ floating about in your blood
and a germ gets into it there is more
likelihood of their being killed by
ordinary methods of vaccination than
if you have a big barrier in some part
of the body where the germ is eventu-
ally going to settle down.”

%qmc years ago the press of Canada
published much interesting matter
. gbout the Peace River country and its
_ wonderful possibilities. It was “the last
west,” the great granary of the future,
+and a country of rich and varied re-
sources. The territory lies partly in Al-
berta and partly in British Columbia.
Settlers moved into it until a few
years ago there were some thirty thou-
sand of them. It is said the numnier
now is probably not more than twenty
thousand. Were the settlers deceived
ad to the nature and resources of the
c(:{mtry? The Victoria Colonlst says
not. We quote:—
®They found in the land everything
that had been claimed for it. They
féund productivity greater than any-
where throughout the prairies; they
fouind an exccllent summer cli-
m;lte and ideal conditions in every
r:apect for settlement and develop-
ment. What they failed to find was the
tftnspcrtutiun facility for reaping the
bencfit of the produce of their lands.
'lﬁxey have waited, on the strength of
promises that such facilities would be
pg_ovided, but many have been unable
to stand the strain and have had to
ndon their holdings.”

OBREGON WINS

There will be general satisfaction
'among the real friends of Mexico that
|the ill-advised rebellion has pretty
{nearly run its course. President Obre-
"gon has proved himself a better ruler
| than most Mexican Presidents, and ap-
pears to have the real welfare of his
country deeply at heart. The evacua-
tion of Vera Cruz by Adolfo de la
Huerta, leader of the rebels, is the
beginning of the end. He and his fol-
{lowers cleared out after their forces
"had been defeated at Esparanza and
_the federal forces marched on Vera
'Cruz. The rebel leader was a former
Secretary of the Treasury, and it was
in Vera Cruz he began the rebellion on
Dec. 12 last. The reason given was
that Obregon was attempting to name
his own successor as President, in the
person of General Calles. The out-
‘break at Vera Cruz was followed by
lothers in other parts of the country,
“and the rebels for a time appeared to
}he gaining grm'md.. Obregon, however,
lis a good soldier, and took prompt
measures to meet the emergency. The
| tide was turned everywhere, many
[ rebels went over to the Government
side, and with the fall ‘of Vera Cruz
the case of de la Huerta would
seem to be hopeless. It is very easy for
rebel bands to sustain themselves in
the rough country of Mexlico, and there
may be a continuance of banditry in
varlous sections; but the Government
is evidenily safe. There will be relief
in English and American circles, for
the interests of both are in danger
when Mexico is in a turmoil.

OTTAWA HYDRO

A gross surplus of $91,818.34 and a
net surplus of $45,092.34 for 1923 is
shown in the annual report of the
Ottawa Hydro Electric Commission,
whieh, says the Citizen, is generally
regarded in civic circles as a ver_;,'
gratifying reflection of the success of
Ottawa’s publicly-owned utility.

The surplus, except for $45,092.34,
has been carried to capital account
for ~ depreciations, renewals and ex-
tensions. The total operating rev-
enue for the year was $420,614.85, as
compared with $373,615.68 in 1922.
The net surplus for 1923 is $45,092.34,
as compared with a net surplus  of
$48,979.71 in 1922.

The increase in revenue is $47,314.85,
due to the growth in the business of
domestic and commercial lighting and
power service.

Need of More Power.

“In view of this rapid increase in
business,” . it is stated, “investigations
are being made regarding the power
situation, as the present contract for
20,000 horse power will probably be
fully required within the next three
years. The attention of the Ontario
'Electric Power Commission has been
called to the seriousness of the
matter.

“The shortage of power caused by

the low water of the Ottawa rlvei-,"_‘
it is stated, “has compelled the com- |
mission to restrict the installation of |
large consuming electrical devices such |
as stoves, heaters, etc., until such time |
as assurance can be given by the |
power company that additional power
s dvailable.”

“It is gratifying to notice,” the re-
port comments, “that with the erection

and operation of the new sub-station

No. 2, the revenue of the year has

been sufficient to meet the additional |

demands of interest and sinking fun
and operating expense and have a
surplus of $45,092.84 on this year’s
business.”

FROST-BITE.

During the past five years a great
change has taken place in the matter
of winter clothing and footwear. 'I'he
old style of bundling one’s self up until
yvou hardly move, slowing down cir-
culation on account of slow movements
and inactivity, has greatly changed.

Thousands of men and women now
make it a practice to wear low shoes
and comparatively light stockings dur-
ing cold weather. It is exceptional
for anyone to suffer today from frost-
bitten toes.

The feet are a long way from the
central blood pumping slation and are
so built that they are subjected to
more cold, according to their area,
than any other part of the body. Fre-
quent bathing of the feet in cold
weather will be found of value, as the
rubbing will increase circulation.

The advisability of freeing the lower
extremities from any undue pressure in
cold weather is advocated. This allows
a much freer blood circulation and

consequently warmer feet. Tight gar-
ters, tight hose, tight shoes or any
bands or close-fitting articles of apparel
should be taboo in extremely cold
weather.

If you live in the country or have to
e out in very cold weather be care-
ful that your fingers, ears, nose or toes
do not become white and numb. The
time for the sensible treatment of
frost-bite is before it happens. Should
Jack Frost pinch you avoid entering a
warm room. Seek a cool place and
apply cold cloths and cold water ‘or
snow. Rub gently until the feeling in
the frost-bitten parts becomes normal

If the frost-bite 1Is severe blisters
may form over the parts frozen. In
such a case a physican must be called
at once as mortification may set in.

pact” story, printing at length the
statements of former Premier Lloyd
George and others, cabled reports from
the U. S. and France and s multiplicity
of details.

Concern was admitted yesterday in
government quarters, attributed to
deep anxlety lest the improving rela-
tions between Great Britain and France
receive a setback, but this anxiety was
not universally shared.

The Times, for instance, says today:

“Somebody has bungled—that’s all.
The world will shrug its shoulders and
pass on. We cannot see that the inci-
dent need have any effect on our
policy. What Lloyd George thinks or
thought on the Rhineland matters
little now.”

A Slap at Lloyd George.

Some of the other papers regret that
“so much has been made out of so
little,” and Lloyd George’s hostile
critics bid Premier MacDonald to cease
worrying, assuring him that Premier
Poincgre of France- knows Lloyd
George and furthermore knows that
his influence now “is absolutely nil.”

That the story was launched coincl-
dentally with the death of former
President Wilson is deplored, but that
the incident was deliberately staged to
coincide therewith, it is contended, can
only be suggested by malice or mad-
ness.

Sympathy for MacDonald.

Sympathy is offered Premier Mac-
Donald for being dragged into an un-
pleasant occurrence over which he had
no control, and it is made clear that
the French ambassador’s request for
publication of the Paris conference
documents was made on January 8,
while sending them to Lloyd George
was an act of courtesy by permanent
officials on January 22, during the tran-
siton from the old to the new govern-
ments, when there was actually no
political head of the British foreign
office.

Meanwhile Harold Spender, whose
version of Lloyd George’s remarks, in

The new association was organized
for the sake of co-operation and econo-
my among the producers, on the prin-
ciple that co-operation is necessary for
the success of every industry.

A new system of loaning will keep
all film players busy, and producers
will refrain from bidding high for an
actor’s service, as it will be a rule that
the producer first approaching the

player will' have prior- claim to his |

services, \

Then as a concentrated effort to re-
duce production cost, elaborate and
expensive sets used by one producer
for one picture, will -be placed at the
disposal of all members of the organiz-
ation.

Savage of the International Skating
Union,. the International Indoor Skat-
ing Championships will be held in St.
John on February 25, 26 and 27 under
‘the auspices of the newly formed St.
John Skating Association. A meeting
of the association was held yesterday
afternoon at which “chairmen of the
committees necessary to conduct the
meet were appointed. These chairmen
will select their own committees from
the citizens and from now on will be
i busily engaged in preparations for the
big meet.

The object of the Skating Associa-
tion is to promote an interest in speed
skating in the city especially amongst
the younger boys and, it is the inten-
tion to be so organized to handle skat-
ing meets for the boys in the different
sections of the city throughout the
season with an occasional meet for
the highest point winners from the
various communities.

Owing to the uncertninty of dates
for the championships this year the
association has not been organized as
to membership, but in a wery: short
time it is expected a meeting of citi-
zens interested in sport will be called
at which it is hoped to enroll many
new members.
