At a large and representative meeting 
of the congregation or St. Andrew's Pres­
byterian church, last evening, the resig­
nation of Rev. David Lang, M.A., B.D., 
pastor for the last seven and one-half 
years, was accepted, the members decid­
ing to place n^ obstacle in the way of the 
Presbytery accepting the call to Mr. Lang. 
The Presbytery will meet on Tuesday 
next, and Mr. Lang will leave for To­
ronto to become assistant to Rev. Dr. 
Wallace in the Bloor street Presbyterian 
church early in December. At the same 
meeting the congregation decided to ac- j 
cede to the request of the choir t<T provide 
gowns for all members, and also voted to 
refer the question of individual communion 
cups to ballot by the congregation.

Church union was discussed, but the 
ballot will not be taken until the congre­
gation has fully digested the basis of union 
as prepared by the general committee of 
the Presbyterian, Methodist and Congre­
gational churches in Canada. Judge 
Forbes, a member of the committee, gave 
a brief and very interesting summary of 
the work accomplished by the committee 
and the arguments in favor of union. % |

Rev. Mr. Lang, as moderator, presided 
and Mr. Magee was secretary. Rev. Mr. { 
Lang presented his resignation in the form ! 
of a letter, in which he dwelt on the im­
portance of the work in Bloor street 
church, and his reasons for feeling that 
he was called to undertake it. k

Hon. J. G. Forbes moved that no ob­
stacles be placed in the way of his ac­
ceptance and after the expression -of re­
gret at their loss by several of the con­
gregation, the motion carried. Ur. P. R. 
Inches, E. R. Reid, D. R. Jack and George 
Robertson were appointed to wait on the 
presbytery.

It was decided to accede to the petition 
of the choir asking that silk '?uv/as and 
mortar-board caps be provided for the 
members.

The advantages of individual r ommun­
ion cups were presented by B. !.. Mac­
aulay, who moved that they be adopted 
by the church. The amendment of Robert 
Magee that the matter be deferred until 
the next annual meeting was earned.

Mr. Lang introduced the subject of 
church union and asked that a vote be 
taken at an early date, so that the mat­
ter might be settled before the armai of 
their new pastor. Judge Forbes «poke at 
length on the subject, outlining the plahs 
for the union of the denominations ar.d 
advocating ;ts approval by St. Andrew’s 
church. No action was taken.

of something over 200 instruments of a 
quality which we will call “fair” in order 
to let our honorable forebears down as 
gently as possible. But in those days the 
manufacture of pianos in Canada meant 
practically the assemblying of imported 
parts.

A peculiar feature of the piano busi­
ness in Canada at that time was that an 
instrument could be purchased in New 
York for American paper currency called 
‘greenbacks”, brought here, 15 per cent. 

Canadian duty added, paid for in United 
States or English gold, and could be sold 
here for actually less than it cost. This 
was during the American Civil War, when 
gold was gold, and “greenbacks” but the 
promise to pay of a Government whose 
credit was not Al.

Well, as stipulated in the advertisement, 
Mr. Gourlay was engaged as a bookkeeper, 
but by reason of circumstances he Was 
rather a piano salesman who kept books, 
and also, by the way, made frequent ex­
cursions out on the road, punctuated by 
quick dashes back to the office to straight- 
tin out said books.

Mr. Gourlay’s father was a Scotsman, 
who had a furniture manufactory in To­
ronto. He had old-fashidned ideas on the 
value of practical knowledge, and his 
in conformity therewith, must spend two 
years “at the bench.”

For some time after this the firm had a 
live and profitable agency in Waterloo 
County., Enter in January, 1882, Mr. 
F. W. Winter, in the capacity of sales­
man, which event, while it deprived Wa­
terloo County of a highly respected and 
efficient teacher, seems appropriate, for 
Mr. Winter belonged to a musical family. 
He continued to demonstrate his selling 
ability in the tangible form of orders, 
and as a result was quickly raised to head 
travelling salesman, which position he oc­
cupied for five years.

Some time after this Mr. Thos. Leem­
ing joined the staff in the capacity of con­
fidential assistant to the manager. This 
position he continued to occupy until 1890, 
twenty:one years ago, and when

how some, more interested in his defeat 
than success, viewed this sign with satis­
faction, judging it to be a suicidal admis­
sion.

However, by dint of much inconveni­
ence to workmen and considerable ingenu­
ity of management, the output of this in­
sufficient factory together with additional 
buildings scattered. . about town, was j 
brought up to nearly 1,000 instruments a j 
year.

Then the inevitable happened.
In the east end. of Toronto, on Logan 

avenue, is the new factory. It has been 
occupied now for over a year. It stands 
four square, and the windows are so wide 
and deep that 150 workmen have all the 
light and air and sunshine that ever a 
man could need.
