| project and in an autograph letiter to the

donor expressed his deepest interest in the
benefaction.

London, Deec. 31—Scotland is to haye the
honor of making the carpets which will
cover the floor of Westminster Abl for
the coronation next June, and ‘the looms
of a great carpet factory in Glasgow: will
soon be busily engaged upon the import-
ant task. The floor-covering has from ear-
liest ‘times been a specific feature in the
preparations for the stately. ceremony, and
in the Liber Regalis prepared for Richard
II. a copy of which is in the safekeeping
of the Deans of Westminster, there is a
definite order as to the “Ray cloth or Bur-
rell” to be placed under the “king’s feet
as he goeth.” X

At all the later coromations the carpet
has been of 4 rich and beautiful charde-
ter, with as lustrous a surface as possible,
and from the quantities needed in the more
recent times it is one of the first require-
ments to be set in hand. . it :

The mew .carpet : will follow very closély
upon ‘the lines of that ordered for King
Edward’s crowning. Then, as now, the col-
or was a singularly soft, rich blue. The
design. wus symbolical jan? -—h-diad the
badge and ‘motto of the: Order of the Gar-
ter and the Tudor rose, with the.thistle.}
shamrock and lotus connected with fes-
toons of bay ledves and ribbons. These
were effectively shown in a rather-lighter
shade of color and the, whele formed an
admirable background to the magnificcnce
of the state robes, the ecclesiastical vest-
ments, the crimson of the peeresses’ dress-
es, and the military and diplomatic uni-
forms. i : .
