"The Eddys,”—William and Horatio, brother*,— 
have, for some time, been celebrated foYthe “ spirit 
materializations ” carried on under their auspices. 
Their home is at Chittenden, a country settlement, 
seven miles from Rutland, Vt., and thither thous­
ands of spiritualists and sceptics, from the States, 
Canada and Europe, have wended their way, to be 
astonished at the “ material ” manner in which the 
spirits presented themselves, at “seances ” superin­
tended by those rustic, brothers. Here the spirits 
came in the body, talking, walking, dancing, jump­
ing, in gay apparel, in old and tattered garments, 
in the clothing of childhood, in pale faces, black 
faces and “ copper colored,*’ in ringlets and braids 
and the grey hairs of advanced years. One of the 
most remarkable exhibitions of the Eddys occurred 
quite recently and is fully described in the Press by 
an eye witness. There were about a dozen present 
in “ the circle room,” mostly believers, one evening. 
The room itself, on a second story, is a long, plain 
affair, with six windows, hung with green curtains. 
The only light is that afforded by a kerosene lamp 
which is placed at a distance from the point at 
which “ the spirits” appear. “ At the further erid of 
the room is a narrow platform, about two feet high, 

nfcg entirely across the room, with a railing 
surmounting it. The platform i« built against an 
old-fashioned spacious chimney, which comes up 
from the kitchen below. At one side of the chimney 
is a long, narrow closet, built in the niche which 
the chimney makes. This is the cabinet from which 
the spirit forms appear. The other side of the 
chimney is open, and .contains a table and a chair 
or two. Over the closet or cabinet door han|p a 
thick, woollen army blanket. A few. feet from the 
platform are long benches, used for seating the 
guçsts.” Horatio Eddy and Mr. and Mrs. 
Brown of the family were among the guests. 
W’illiam Eddy took his seat in the cabinet, and 
another party look a position near at hand and 
commenced to play on a violin, an amusement 
which he kept up whenever there was a pause in 
the “spirit” exhibition. The first “materialized 
spirit ” that lifted the blanket and stepped from the 
cabinet was a “ short, old woman, dressed in white,” 
with an old" fashioned mob cap on her head, “from 
which escaped fringes of white hair.”

The business went on, gradually 
extending and improving, under the management 
of the Directors and Secretary.

On the 29th of October, 1847, Mr. Jarvis resigned 
the Presidency of the Company, and Joseph Fair- 
weather, Esq., was appointed in his place.

Weighing Salt. — Mr. W. W. Turnbull,
South Market Wharf, in out in a very 
strong letter in opposition to a recent salt 
inspection ordinance of the Common Coun­
cil. A few days ago Mr. Turnbull imported 
3,000 bags of salt, and received a bill from the 
measurer of salt for $30, or a cent per bag, without 
himself or the public receiving any benefit for that 
amount of money. The salt was simply landed, we 
understand, and the consignees were called on for 
the $30,—and that yras about all there was of the 
transaction. Formerly salt was measured, bushel 
by bushel, and some protection was afforded both 
buyer and seller. It does not appear that anybody 
gains under the new system, except those who di­
vide the $30 and other sums paid for what is called 
inspection. Mr. Turnbull writes to the Press 

The law reeds as follows “All salt in bags shall 
when delivered be weighed under the superintend- 

if à measurer of salt who shall actually weigh 
at least five bags in every hundred, or any greater 
number, as he may see fit.”

Without stopping to ask our clever law makers, 
what is the difference between a thin 
“weighed” and “ac&ally" weighed, and if mey are 
able to decide (for no one else can) from the words
i5*55 "°rd —•
UmI five bags in every hundred,’" I proceed lo show 
that the law is a complete farce ; that it protects no­
body and benefits nobody, except the Superintend­
ent and the measurer of salt, ana benefits the... 
by defrauding the owners and consumers of 
under cover of law.

First, then, there is no law to define what weight 
or what quality of Salt shall constitute a bag.

Second.—No law to prevent Salt being imported 
and sold in bags of any weight the importer may 
choose, whether 10, 11,12 or more bags to go to the

Third.—When the Salt is weighed there is no 
law requiring that the weight shall be marked 
npon the bag, and consequently no person is the 
wiser by virtue of the inspection, as to the quantity 
or weight the bag contains.

In the minds of some there might be a pretext for 
an inspection or weight, if there was a law defining 
what weight or what quality of salt should consti- 
tute a bag, and prohibiting the importation or sole 
of salt in bags differing therefrom, but as it is, in­
genuity itself cannot devise a pretext—save that 
which will suggest itself to the minds of the people.

Doubtless, the ordinance is wholly inoperative 
and useless, and as no one seems to be the gainer, ex­
cept the inspectors, it will probably be abolished 
or something practical suggested in its stead.
