At the session at which the election 
was to be held to fill the vacancy, the Grand Patriarch decided that all 1 ast 
Chief Patriarchs were entitled to vote, and that the ballot was not confined to 
the Representatives, which decision was sustained by the Grand Encampmen . 
The Constitution reads, “ Should any Grand Officer-elect fail to present himself 
at the time of installation, the Representatives shall immediately proceed to an 
election to fill the office.”
