Discreditable Tactics.

The session of the Legislature,
which ended on Wednesday of last
week will not soon be forgotten by
those of our people who take more
than a passing interest in the politics
of the province. It was expected
that the new house would be the
arena of a trial of strength between
the in and outs, but it was not at all
anticipated that the opposition would
have constantly displayed the spite
and bitterness, and have adopted the
obstructive tactics which character-
ised them from the beginuning to the
end of the session. It required
great forbearance on the part of
members of the government, as well
a8 their supporters, to avoid scenes
which would have reflected no credit
on the Legislature, for the policy of
Messrs. Hanington, Stockton, Phin-
ney and other oppositionists seemed
to be to preserve an attitude of in-
solent defiance, assuming that they
represented all the political virtues,
while their hated rivals on the gov-
ernment side were, of course, of the
opposite stamp. Their readiness to
make all kinds of damaging state-
ments, without regard to their truth-
fulness, simply in order to give their
too willing press in different parts of
the province texts for more extended
misrepresentation of the government
and its followers, was one of the
worst features of their conduct,
while their utter abandonment of
any disposition to help the legitimate
werk of the session along when there
was the least opportunity to delay it
by factious opposision, was 8o mani-
fest as to disgust those who witness-
ed their eftorts in that respect.

The attack upon the integrity of
our public men and the honor of the
province involved in the charge
formulated by Mr. Atkinson of Car-
leton County, was quite consistent
with the opposition’s ideas of a
proper discharge of their functions.
In the old days, when our public
men were entirely self-respecting and
felt a pride in maintaining the good
name of the province—the days when
men of the Atkinson stamp were
kept outside of the legislature—such
a charge as that brought against
premier Blair would only have been
made on substantial evidence,
for public opinion would drive mep
who would make such an attack ma-
liciously from public life. Buat, with-
in a month, we have had the spectacle
of men who ought to be gentlemen,
endeavoring to sully the fair name of
the province, through - its leading
public man, by insisting on having
him pronounced guilsy of corrupt
and disgrazeful acts, when the sworn
testimony distinctly proved him en-
tirely innocent. If these men had
been actuated by other than im-
proper motives they would have
washed their hands of Mr. Atkinson
and his charges and openly express-
ed their satisfaction that the latter
were without any foundation what-
ever. They were, however, so warp-
ed oy their prejudices, and so deeply
seated was their hatred of Mr.
Blair, because he and his friends
held the offices they coveted, that
they shamelessly adhered to Atkin-
son and his slanders when tﬁey
might have challenged public confi-
dence and honest men’s respect by
admitting that they had been misled.

It is to be hoped that before the
time for another session comes
around these gentlemen will be
brought to a better sense of the pur-
poses for which they have been
elected. It is not improper for them
to endeavor to oust the government
and get themselves into office, but
their efforts in that direction should
be within the lines of honor and due
regard for the right of the people to
have their business properly and ex-
peditiously transacted. These men
have no right to cause thousands of
dollars to be expended in keeping a
legislature in session while they push
legitimate business aside in order
that they may do their best to bring
the province and its public men to
disgrace. Mr. Hanington and his
followers have indulged themselves,
to the fullest extent, in this congenial
work since the 13th March, and if
they show a disposition to do the
same thing next session, it is so be
hoped that premier Blair will call
upon his majority to compel them to
follow a more reasonable and re-
spectable lice of conduct.

Departed Ice.

A erroneous impresrion seems to ex-
ist in reference to the difference be-
tween the time when the ice runs out
of the 8t. John and Miramichi, respec-
tively. We observe that a country
weekly published in one of the south-
ern counties informs its readers that a
May-pole is to be erected this yearin
pid-channel on the ice of the Mirami-
chi. That would mean that the event
was to take place to-day. Such state-
ments are of a piece with those which
were the fashion in England until re-
cently in regard to Canada generally,
and out of which the idea was evolved
in the English mind that Canada was
only an exaggerated Iceland, peopled
by Indians, picturesque in all the
pagan possibilities of fur, and prolific
in the pastimes of prismatic ice and
perrennial snow. As a cold fact the
ice ‘‘shoved” in the St. John river at
Fredericton on Monday of last week,
and it went throygh the same process
in the Miramichi at Chatham on Thurs-
day—just three days later—and there
was open water at the two places, re-
’apectively, on Tuesday and Friday.

Steamers were plying at Chatham, and
many miles above it, before they were
at Fredericton. That, however, was
not so much due to climatic conditions
as the superior enterprise of the Mira-
michi citizen, for although our river
ranks only second to the St. John
amongst those of New Brunswick, yet
Chatham, Newcastle, Derby or
Douglastown have each a better show-
ing than Fredericton of steamers. In-
deed, we are under the impression that
the Miramichi steam squadron out-
numbers the whole St. John river
fleet, even counting in that of the com-
mercial capital with its up-river con-
tingent. Those, therefore, who en-
deavor to make people abroad believe
that the Miramichi allows itself to have
May-poles in mid-channel or to be left
in the cold in any respect, are much
more inclined to fancy than fact. It is
true, we are told, that a venturesome
Englishman once planted a may-pole in
ice on the Miramichi, but he had to
reach the ice over planks, as some of
us do in going into our ice-houses in
August. The river-ice here takes its
leave invariably in April—that is in
modern times-—although, in the misty
past, when people are reported to have
walked across the river on the backs of
salmon, it is said * the ice used to re-
main until May.

,Our Fire Service.

The representatives of fire insurance
companies doing business in Chatham
have presented a paper to the .Street
and Fire Commissioners, expressing
their opinion that the town fire service
is not as efficient as it ought to be.
There is something to be said in sup-
port of the position these gentlemen
take and, yet, we think, it would not
be easy to find a town of its size any-
where that yields such handsome pro-
fits as Chatham does to the Insurance
companies. The principal drawback
to the efficiency of our fire organization
is want of system and proper disci-
pline. There is no recognised, indivi-
dual controlling head and, therefore,
no one directly responsible for the
management of what is a far more im-
portant interest than generally
recognised—especially by those most
concerned. We have excellent fire
appliances in the way of engines, hose,
etc., and volunteer firemen, who,
although they have to be both master
and man at fires, always manage to do
most telling work. What we want is a
properly constructed central engine
house, with stable attached, horses
owned by the town and kept under the
management of a resident driver and
caretaker in the constant employ of
the town. The old board of firewards
was abolished and the present Board of
Street and Fire Commissioners estab-
lished by a special act of the Legisla-
ture for the purpose of having some
such improved system as this, but the
gentlemen who have formed the Board
from year to year have not changed
the old condition of things in the least.
There is considerable waste of money
under the existing mode of administra-
tion, and much greater
might be secured both the
Fire and Street services if the
gentlemen of the Board would take
hold and, witha firm hand, give the
town what it so urgently and manifest-
ly requires. Chatham has long enjoy-
ed immunity from big fires, but we
may not always be so fortunate should
we neglect the duty of perfecting our
fire service.
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Whew !

The Advocate is on the war path
against the local government quite as
savagely as it was in Januvary and
February lust. It is so crazy over the
subject that it heads its Fredericton
legislative report with the words
“Dominion Parliament” and its edi-
torial on the close of the session is as
‘‘sputtery” as a Hanington maledicton,
though far less dignified, which is say-
g a good deal for its degraded tona.
Whoever was editor this week appears
to have been so thoroughly savage that
he could only *‘spit ink.”

About “Temparance.”

“Brother Foster”—as ths people
who according to their own claims, are
reforming the earth, used to delight in
calling him—seems to belisve in in-
creasing the waxes of consumers of pork,
beef and other necessaries of life, while
he considerately allows the whiskey-
manufacturer to carry on his business
at the old rates. He performed the
operation very adroitly by an amead-
ment to his own tariff bill. When
¢Brother Foster” submitted his resolu-
tion for the protection of the Caradian
whiskey-maker to the House of Com-
mons, Sir Richard Cartwright observed
that it altered the whole systemm of
levying duties on spirits, as he under-
stood Mr, Foster proposed raising the
duty on all spirits except brandy $1 75
to $2.00 a gallon, whilst on all alco-
holic liquors less than fifteen degrees of
strength below proof, no reduction was
to ba allowed.. How much, he asked,
did the Government expect to raise ad-
ditional from this?

"Mr. Foater estimated $120,000 would
be the increase all round. 5

Sir Richard Cartwright considered
that the amount would be nearer $200,-
000 or $250,000.

Mr. Mitchell read a letter expressing
dissatisfaction with the proposed
changes. :

Sir Richard Cartwright noted that
the excise duty of $1.30 on whiskey re-
mained as it was. Was Mr. Féster,
he asked, going tu specislly protect
whiskey made in Ounada, or dic he
propose to add to the excise duty on
homemade whiskey a sum making it
equal to the duty about to bs levied on
imported whiskey?’

Mr. Foster then entered
elaborate apology for and defence of
the whiskey trade, and said he did not
propose to add to the excise duty be-
cause the regulation required mang-
facturers to keep their liquors for two
years in order to gange them properly
and eliminate from them deleterious
olements. This system entailed a large
expense and it really necessitated the
keeping in stock of a thres years’
manufacture With this consideration
the home whiskey had very little ad-

into an

efficiency |

agreeable to all and had the merit of
bringing an addition to the revenue.

Sir Richard Cartwright replied that a
great deal might be said asto leaving
the excise duty alone. He had not ex-
pected, however, to find Mc. Foster in
the guise of a full blown protectionis:
of the industry of manufacturing whis-
key. Ia this country instead of whis-
key in bond being an injury to the
manufacturer it had really been an en-
ormous protection to distillers,
means of that they had practically
given an entrenched monopoly to the
four or five great houses who alone
manufacture whiskey in Canada. The
department also gave them a consider-
able reduction for the aging referred to
by Mr. Foster, and everybody knew
whiskey increased in value by age, and
probable the quality was better. He
did not think the distiilers of Canada
were eutitled to be exceoted from an
increase in excise by reason of the
bonding system of two years, and,
therefore, that argument failed. He
did not think the industry one deserv-
ing any special protection at their
hands. *‘Our duty,” said Sir Richard,
“‘js that while reducing the taxes on
the necessaries of life, we should get
all we can out of the whiskey duties.”
Continuing, he commentad severely on
Mr. Foster’s curions policy which in.
creased tho taxes on pork, flour, fruits
and a great variety of the . necessaries
of life, leaving the duty on whiskey
untouched, and wondered how Mr.
Foster’s temperance friends reconciled
themselves to supporting increases in
the tariff, all of which might be avoided
by increasing the duty on whiskey
manufactured in Canada. It was an
extraordinary policy to abstain from
increasing the duty on whiskey made
in this country and at the ®same time
2o on increasing the duty on articles of
necessity. (Hear, hear.)

Mr. Jones pointed out the Minister
of Finance, who had been known as
the apostle of a great cause, was now
protecting the liquor industry in the
country.

Mr. Mills theught he could not'con-
gratulate the gentlemen who sat on the
other side of the House, and who had
favored prohibition in some years past,
on their changed attitude on this ques-
tion, especially the representatives of
Lanark (Jamieson), and of Queens, (N.
S.) (Freeman.) They were now the
supporters of a tariff that at once raised
the price of the food of the poor and
protected the traffic in strong drink.
Their old fullowers in the prohibition
cause would know now how to value
the.r pretensions.

Mr. Foster replied that while he be-
lieved the question of temperance was
closely allied to the cousumption of
alcoholic spirits, he did not think that
it had much to do with the manufac-
ture of spirits.

Sir Richard Cartwright continued,
stating that while not a fanatical pro-
hibitionist, he was strongly oppesed to
increasing the wealth and powei‘ of
liquor manufacturers.

What a lesson may be learned from
“Brother Foster’s” record! When
singing; dancing and lecturing in the
interest of the great canse, paid him to
the tune of five to ten dollars a night,
he was as devout and blatant a reformer
as a salvationist, but now, when the
salary of a practical ministerial Tory is
involved, he doesn’t indulge in any of
the dancing-parties, tea-fights, or musi-
cal and literary efforts by which, ex-
clusively and alone, the great temper-
ance movement is, in the minds of its
gymnastic, musical and gastronomic
promoters, carrying everything before
it. Great is the whiskey trade and
great also is **Brother Foster’s” faith in
the prohibition petitions he used to
carry around for signatures, when he
was well paid for the service. He now
says ‘“‘the victory will be all the great-
er by-and-by.” That's what they all
say, and they persecute everybody
who is not either sufficiently silly or
hypocritical to say the same thing.

The majority of our people know
that notwithstandiog the peculiar tem-
perance advocates of the *Brother
Foster” type, who make a paying pro-
fession of temperance a stepping-stone
to either social or political distinction
or notoriety—the latter being, in the
greater number of cases confounded
with the former—everybody is realising
that moderation, in the use of stimu-
lants 13 making substantial progress.
It is, doubtlest true that prohibitionists
in the temperance ranks believe they
have an especial snd dominant in-
fluence in these matters, just as itis
equally reasonable to infer that the
salvationists are under the impression
that they are the particular and pecu-
liar salc of the earth in promoting
christianity. The educated, tolerant
and intelligent world, however, knows
all abont it, and is satisfiad that even
snch mistakes and pretensicns do'not
materially hinder the progrzss of trae
temperange or genuine christianity. It
is a proof of the great fact of a compen-
sating providence that prejudice and
persecution, which generally accom-
pany emergence from error and ignor-
ance, are invariably overcome by the
patience and charity which are taught
by experiences of human weaknesses
on the part of those who are best fitted
to exemplify the higher attrihutes of
the race. If ‘‘Brother Foster” wonid
candidly tell his former associates what
he honestly thinks of the mistakes of
their programme, instead of chanting
ahout the ““victory” tHat “‘will be all
the greater by-aud-by,” level-headed
people would have more respect for
him and also some reason to hope that
true temperance interests would be
suhstantially promoted.

FrEDERICTON, 23:d April.

tions under the coutrol of the govern-
ment and the furnishing of ali supplies,
and fuel be let by tender ;

Fire oroke out about half past eleven
on Satarday night in the forward cabin
of the Steamer Miramich:, as she stood in
her winter berth on Ritchie’s wharf be.
side the steamer Nelson. The flames
made a good deal of headway befors
water was got on, the upper woodwork
of the Nelson on the starboard side, for-
ward, having also taken fire, and fora
few minutes it was feared that both
steamers might be destroyed. To make
matters worse, whoever screwed the suc-
tion hose of the steam fire engine to-
gether allowed the rubber packing ring of
the coupling to get twisted and so much
off its seat that air entered with every
stroke of the pump and the stream
was both weak and light. Fortunately,
however, it was sufficient to deaden the
flames, which, being done, the fault was
rectified, all y water obtained and
the fire completely subdued. The Nei-
son’s damage is cootined to a portion of
the exterior sheathing of the forward
cabin only, whilst that of the Miramichi
does not affect either planking or timbers,
being merely a pretty bad scorching of
the forward, or dining cabin, below the
deck, the partial burning of the portion
of the deck above it and of the upper for-
ward cabin and freight room. Thke flames
did not reach the engiae or boiler. Many
of the stockholders were surprised to learn
that there was no insurance on either of
the steamers, and that although they
were being made ready for the opening
season’s work, there was no watchman on
board.

- Scldom
have the citizens of that city listened to
as fine a lecture on the Temperance ques-
tion as the stirring address delivered by
the reverend gentlemin in Sk James’
church, Mountreal, on Sunday evening
last. The French press is unanimous in
pronouncing his discourse, on this oc-
casion, a masterpiece of pulpit eloquence.
Not only was his reasoning solid and con-
vincing; not only was he apeaking soberly
aod in earnest, but his remarks must have
been a crushing blow to political cor-
ruptionists, whom he charged with hav
ing saturated the province with ram, snd
to be themselves the great hindrance to
the rising of the moral standing of the
masses. After referring to the preeent
Temperance movement as not only a
christian one, but also a most patriotic
one, and in fact the most important that
could be imagiced, the reverend gentle-
man, in the course of his remarks, said
.that the holy banmer of Terhperance
wonld have long ago floated over the
whole province of Quebec but for the
apathy and want of zeal of the people,
who had failed to send the proper men to
represent them in municipal councils ad
housss of parlisment. They must not
forget the .representatives of the people
held their seats because the people choose
to have them there, and with the people
lay the power to impose their conditions
on their representatives. As it was, the
country lay in the clutches of the demon
of Intemperance, who had in his service
numberless agents, who, under the hypo-
critical guise of patriotism, were the
enemies of their own race. These held
in bondage citizeos of all classes and con-
ditions, from the bench down to the com-
mon laborer. In the face of such a state
of things, were they to despairand give
up the struggle? Not in the least; but
they must, on the contrary, take up the
struggle with rerewed vigor and energy,
fully determined to conquer, What is
being done all over the world at this hour
to crush ths demon of Intemperance
should stir up Canadians to renewed
energy to crush him in Quebec also.

The French Canadian race had a mission
to fulfil on this continent of America,
but it could not be fulfiel with Intem-
perance.
The question was one of vital import-
ance for the nation, and he trusted that
the people would take the matter up, and
carry the cause through to ultimate suc-
cess.
We leave our readers to make their
own comments on thisadmirable discourse
of L’abbe Filiatrault, fully sonvinced that
it embodies a principle of too vital an im-
portance for the country to admit of such
patriotic sentimeants being viewed any
longer through the darck lenses of religious
or national prejudices. Let no petty dif-
ferences overshadow the great principle
involved in this Temperance mivement,
which is not a question of creed, or race,
but one which requires for its settlement
the cumbined action of all Tempsrance
men all over the country. *‘In union
there is streagth.”

The Sailors’ Home, for which the citi-
zens of St. John have to thank Miss Hut-
chison, was formally opened last eveniug
when each and everyone of the hundreds
who passed into the inviting building said
somethiog complimentary about it. All
the rooms on the first floor were thrown
open and everything was in perfect order.
Reading and writing room, library, dor-
mitories, kitchen, office, lecture room and
corridors all displayed a neatness which
was marked by all the visitors and in all
parts of the building the arrangements
were of & most comfortable character,

Miss Hutchison stood just inside the
spacious entrance and welcomed the
visitors by a cordial shake of the hand.
The invitations had been many, and soon
the building was thronged. Prominent
among those present were lientenant gov-
ernor and Lady Tilley, many of the city
clergy, Mayor Lockhart and many of the
alderman, and a host of private citizens,
their wives and daughters. After 8
c’clock not & room in the building was
empty, 80 many curious inspectors of the
. arrangemeants for Jack's comfort were
there. And Jack was there, too, several

Shortly after 8 o’clock the company, or
all who were able, assembled in the
‘ spacious lecture room. Sir Leonard Tilley
presided. Misses Hancock and Gardner
did poble duty at the piano, and all
united in the grand hymn, Rescue the
Perishing, which was followed by prayer
by Rev. Mr. Spencer. Another hymn,
Brightly Beams Our Father’s Mercy, fol-
lowed, after which Rev. J. deSoyres was
called upon. The reverend gentleman
said that if covetousness were at all per-
missible he would feel called to covet the
part taken in the good work of the Sailors
Home by Rev. Mr, Spencer, whom he
called its rector, and by Miss Hutchison
whom he might call its bishop, using the
word in the sense of caretaker. He in-
tended to offer no compliments concern.
ing the work which God had enabled her
to do. He spoke of the danger and hard
work to which seamen were subjecced,
noted the perils of a winter voyage and
then pointed out the terrible moral dan-
ger to which sailors were’ exposed when
coming ashore after a long voyage. They
had to struggle with their pecnt up pas.
sions and appetites, aud something was
needed to stand between them and the
inevitable result of excesses in which they
were prone to indulge. In the Home
they would be brought under the healing
intluence of the gospe!, but the building’s
library and its smoking room, gave evi.
dence of a truly catholic’ mind which
grasped the necessity of dealing with men
as they are and being as St. Paul had said
all things to all men, The result would
be profit to body and salvation of soul.

Hymn No, 154, Repeat the Story O'er
and O’er was then rendered, after whieh
Mre, Philip Palwer and Mrs. Charles
Palmer sang Consider the Lillies in ex-
cellent taste,

It was then announced that a telegram
had beeu received from Capt. Smith, R.

Superintendent Potter, of the Halifax
Seamen’s Home, was the next speaker.
He expressed his hearty approval of the
work, and in menticning the various in-
stitutions for sailors with which he was
acquainted he spoke in' the most compli-
mentary fashion ot the building in which
he was speaking. Ten and a half years
ago, he weut on, there was not a sailors’

there was only one 1eading room for the
exclnsive use of seamen. Then Montreal
built a home, then Halifax, thea St
Johu's, Newfoundland, and now he was
proud to say St. John had followed suit.
Work of this kind was going on rapidly.
He was happy to have an cpportunity of
pleading for the sailors of St. John, Me

spoke of seamen’s boarding houses and
their influences. The literature to be en-
countered by the sailors was usually noth-
ing more than a pack of cards and the
more efficient the men becams in playing
cards the greater was the dredit given to
the boarding house keeper. Frown these
boarding houses the tars were very apt to
go to the bar-rooms and squander their
hard earned money in drink. The insti-
tutions like that in which they stood
gave the sailors a real home where th:y
might be given the comforts of life and
have an opportunity to rise abuve the
level common to svilors who were left to
bad influences only.

Iu order that the institution' might be
most powerful for good it was necessary
that it should "have the aid of the com-
munity. In Halifax during the past ten
years 7,800 men had been given homes,
and from what he had seen of St. John
he thought this port had a greater num
ber of foreign visitors by sea and aceori-
ingly the opportunities for work were ex-
cellent. Oue thing was sure, if the sailor
once came to this home he would come
again. Miss Hutchison and her assist-
auts would send the seumen home to
their families without allowing them to
squander their money in drink. Prayer
and preaching were, after all, but half the
work, and the sailors had to be made at
home and given all the benetits possible,
He hoped the masters of vessels and mer-
chants would give the home a chance, and
he thought it would be greatly to their
benetit. The sailor’s life, though hazard-
ous at sea, was perhaps worse on shore.
for there he encountered numberless dan-
gers from sharks and land lubbers, who
were constantly on the watch for an op-
portunity to defrand him of his pay.
Men huog about sailors with all the in-
ducements of the evil one in order to get
his dollars. He prayed that the ladies
would have the support of the christian
public in Br. Johp. In Halifax there
were nine young men who gave their ser.
vices to the home, and besides these were
a number of young ladies who collected
money for the institution in various ways.
He instanced the power of kindness and
good teaching upon sailors, telling of sea-
men in St- John who had received letters
from Miss Tilley atthe home in Cardiff,
and who, vn having these letters read to
them were greatly affected and profited
by them. If then, Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick sailors received such kind
treatment across the water it was byt
proper that arrangemeats should be made
to exert the same good influence upon
sailors from abroad who reached the
provincial ports.

After dedicating prayer, Sir Leonard
Tilley, was called upon. He expressed
the gratitude which Lady Tilley felt at
having heen called upon by Miss Hutzhi-
son to formally open the Sailors’ Home
and Lady Tilley had wished him to say
that she had felt a deep interest in the
work for 18 months past. She had  visit-
ed the Rest and felt an ever increasing
interest in the work here. She found
that the attendance increasad at each
meeting and that instead of coming out
of curiosity the men came there with a
deep interest in the good work, Many
sailors had derived not comfort alone
but had received much spiritual benefit
and many were able to attest to this fact.
& knowledge of the good done had deep-
ened the interest of Lady Tilley and as-
sured her of the good accomplished by
such institutions wherever established.
Proceeding Sir I.eonard spoke of how
much was owing to Miss Hutchison and
her father, and said that all who had in-
spected the building must have been
struck by the completeness of the ar-
rangements. All the gomforts of a mod.
ern hotel or dwelling were present, and
all must feel with Lady Tilley that the
establishment of the Home was one of the
greatest boons which could have been
offered, and must doubt if any similiar
event in the city’s history could approach
it in importance. (Applause.) How
could the merchants do otherwise than
support it and take an interest in it if
they felt an interest in the port’s welfare.
