+ “For several years the city of Clever
Land tqughst smallpox ‘with ‘vaccine
‘points and quarmtlne regulations, and
failed to oonquer the disease. There
were 1,200 cages 'fn ‘the city between
January and September  of this year,
but since September no new scase has
originated in Cleveland. .

'“The health officer appointed last
July by Mayor Tom Johnson stopped
the ineffective waccination -crusade,
chiefly . because it produced  several
cases of lockjaw, and made a cam-
paign directly. against the smallpox
germ in its lair of dirt. He armed his
forces "with formaldehyde  and  fire,
and sent them out to disinfect the
city, clean up the alleys, yards and
‘cellars and burn up the garbage. In=
stead of acting on the defensive and
trying +to fortify the human system
against attagcks by the germ, he took
the offensive and destroyed’ the enemy
in detail. When a case of smallpox ap-
peared the -health officer’s little army
of forty’ germicides swooped down on'
the district and disinfected thoroughly
every bullding ‘in the- neig‘hborhood.
and never ‘another case appeared 'in
that district. In a little more- tham
three months Cleveland was cleared
of the pest, and during that time no
man had to bare his arm to the vac-
Yicine point.

“The result justiﬁes Dr. Fredeﬁchs.
the. health officer of Cleveland, in his |
assertion that ‘cleanliness’ and disin- |
‘fection' are' more = effective ' against|
smallpox and all other contagious dis-
aeses than anything else known.” Yet
he is not an anti-vaccinationist, for
he says vaccination 1s all’ pight. when:
the virus is pure. It is dmpossible, |
however, to insure the purity of virus
taken from cows kept in unclean
places, like stables, where the tetanus
germ thrives, and for that reason Dr.
Frederichs = stopped vaccination and
resorted. to disinfection.
