lano. a well known young man in the 
employ of the Edw. Sinclair Lumber 
Company sustained such severe In­
juries In the mill early this morning 
that he passed away about one o’clock 
today. Following so closely after the 
fatality causing the death of Charles 
W. Anslow whose body has been 
brought to Newcastle for Interment 
the accident hae cast a gloom over the 
community. The death of Delano 
marked the first fatality in Sinclair’s 
mill. Deceased was working at the 
slacker at the time and had placed 
the peavy machiner)’ In position when 
the hook rebounded striking him vio­
lently on the head. The frontal bone 
was fractured and he received serious 
brain injuries. Drs. Desmond and 
Pedvlln were eummoned from New­
castle but could do nothing for the 
dying man. Delano leaves a wife and 
three small children. Last evening 
he had been to Newcastle on busi­
ness.

They say that the action of Mr. 
Hawn’s relatives in refusing the aid o( 
the Chicago detective department to 
search for the alleged murderer Is 
suspicious.

They declare that there exists a lack 
of convincing evidence that an Intru­
der had actually been In the Rawn 
residence.

Mrs. Rawn. widow of the dead man, 
H.G.Corburn his son-in-law, Mrs. Cor* 
burn and two children and three maids 
were In the house when the tragedy 
occurred.

London, July 20.—Scotland Yard has 
offered a reward of £260 for Inftyma- 
tion which will lead to the arrest of 
Dr. Crlppen, the alleged murderer of 
his wife, Belle Elmore, and Bhtel 
Clare Le Neve, the doctor’s compan­
ion In his flight.

Definite trace of Dr. Crlppen has 
been secured. Word has been receiv­
ed by Scotland Yard that he and Mias 
I«e Neve, his stenographer, arrived 
at Dieppe, July 12, and left for Paris. 
The identity of the couple Is said to 
have been established beyond dispute. 
Because of this discovery the police 
lu every city and town In France have 
been notified to exercise the greatest 
vigilance In looking for them. The 
Paris police say that If he Is In that 
city they will probably get him and 
Miss Le Neve before nightfall.

If Dr. Crlppen Is in Paris and in­
tend to leave the police are certain 
today that he will try to do so, dis­
guised as a woman, and posing M the 
mother of Miss Le Neve. Th 
sert that it would be extremely easy 
for Dr. Crlppen to pass as a woman. 
He Is said to possess mannerisms of 
speech and voice which would materi­
ally aid him In assuming the guise 
of a woman.

Experiments carried on under the direction of Sir 
Oliver Lodge, principal of the University of Birmingham, 
for the purpose of ascertaining the influence of electricity 
as a stimulant of plant life, have proved highly success­
ful and electrical farming is now in operation, not only 
in England, but in several European countries, 
results have not been uniform, but ou the average it 
has been found that in the case of ordinary farm crops 
an increased yield of from 50 to 70 per cent, is obtained 
and slightly less in the case of seeds and fruit.

On the experimental farms careful comparison has 
been made between the growth under ordinary condi­
tions and that under electrical stimulus and it showed 
that an application of the current for 164 hours pro­
duced very marked improvement and further scientific 
investigation favored the employment of a constant cur­
rent as against a variable current.

It was also found that humidity assisted the action

GOVERNMENT BY COMMISSION.

EMPIRE RICHMONDof the current, while strong sunlight retarded and even 
reversed it. The future course of the inquiry will, it is 
believed, disclose the proper method of applying elec­
tricity.

The movement towards civic government by com­
mission or board of control continues to make headway. 
Amoug the latest recruits is Port Huron. Michigan, which 
has obtained a new charter abolishing the office of 
aldermen and placing the government of the city in 
the hands of four commissioners, a mayor and three 
others. The mayor will receive $2,000 a year, and 
the other commissioners $1,200 each. All the boards 
are to be abolished except the board of education, which 
is reduced in numbers from fourteen to four. The 
public library commission is the only body remaining 
unchanged.

With the object of consolidation and saving in ex­
penditures the offices of the water board and city treasur­
er are amalgamated and the city clerk is made the 
purchasing agent under the direction of the commis­
sion. Everything required by the city Is to be bought 
for cash and advantage taken of the discounts which, 
it is believed, will amount to thousands of dollars a 

The personal responsibility of every man con­
nected with the government of the city is one of the 
keynotes of the system.

The new process is now under test on a plot of 
two acres, part of a farm at East Xorthport, near New 
York, and the method employed is that used in Ger­
many with remarkable effect. kegular rows of iron 
poles have been erected crossed by a series of wires 
high enough to permit the free movement of workers 
and farm wagons.

The electricity is developed by means of windmills 
and by storing the surplus current it is possible to se­
cure a steady supply of electricity for use both by day 
and night. More current is used than the wires can 
carry and in this way there is a continuous discharge 
from them to the ground.

The stimulating effect is reported to be greater than 
that of powerful nitrates, but even better results have 
been obtained when the electric current is used after 
the application of nitrates. In the English experiments, 
not only was the yield substantially higher, but the 
electrically treated crops were ready for harvesting sev­
eral days before the regular crop.

THE GEORGIAN BAY CANAL.
comparatively new 

method of civic government is the best yet devised. 
In a volume on municipal government by commission 
Just published, the author, Mr. John J. Hamilton, ex­
presses the opinion that the movement in the United 
States is taking on the proportions of a civic revolu­
tion.

While the premier Is busy in the West telling of 
the canals he proposes to build that will provide a water­
way from the foothills of the Rockies to the Atlantic 
Ocean, the Ottawa Free Press publishes a story that 
the height of water in the Ottawa River has fallen five 
feet three inches in four weeks, threatening to Interrupt 
navigation altogether.

The Ottawa River Is the Important stream in the 
Georgian Bay Canal undertaking. It covers practically 
four-fifths of the distance of the proposed waterway. 
Ottawa is near the mouth of the stream, and iu the 
vicinity of the capital the depth of water Is now only 
nine feet nine inches. A canal that would be worthy of 
the name must have a depth as great as that proposed 
for the Welland Canal, namely, some 20 or 25 feet. This 
is necessary for the accommodation of the heavy grain- 
carrying vessels.

It would be Interesting to know if Sir Wilfrid's es­
timate of one hundred millions of dollars for the Geor­
gian Bay Canal takes account of the fact that the Ot­
tawa River is subject to a drop of five feet three inches 
in one month. Or Is the country to be plunged into a 
i *jpetition of what has occurred in the building of the 
National Transcontinental Railway? Are we to have 
a canal that will cost perhaps $250,000.000 to compel* 
with the National Transcontinental and the waterways we 
already possess? The fall In the height of water in the 
Ottawa River presents a dangerous prospect.

A number of other cities, Including Buffalo, Pittsburg and 
San Francisco, have Its adoption under consideration.

The record of work accomplished In several cities 
that were among the first to try the new system is very 
gratifying.

He was born in Dublin, 
ire., on May 21, 1821, and his life was 
a Buccession of stirring events. He 
left Ireland at the age of 20, just In 
time to take part In the Charter riots 
These Were quelled and as the partici­
pants began to be arrested Wilson 
went to Poland, where he Immediately 
enlisted In the army. He was mad«- 
a colonel at Rrahow and stayed with 
the army about three months. He was 
In a skirmish with the Russian forces 
and captured two guns himself. The 
Russians returned In force the next 
night, but Wilson escaped by swim­
ming a river.

Drifting to Turkey, he efilteted In 
the army there and served about a 
year. He was made drill master to 
ward the end of the Crimea War. Col 
uttel Wilson, tired of this, gut his dIS 
charge and returned to England,where 
he enlisted with the Third Light Dra 
goons. He serve4 with this regiment 
for some years and then finally came 
the call to the Crimea.
