Washington, Dec. 31—H. N. Bryan, 
Norwegian minister here, called today 
upon Secretary Houston of the de­
partment of agriculture, and Assistant- 
Secretary Hamlin of the treasury de­
partment* to urge that potatoes from 
Norway be placed on the free list

Norway is in the peculiar position, 
the minister explained, of charging 
duty ou potatoes imported into that 
portion of the country which raises its 
own potatoes, while levying no duty 
in other sections where foreign pota­
toes are needed. The minister argued 
that this virtually amounted to no 
duty and that under the new Ameri­
can tariff law hie country's potatoes 
should be on the free list, although 
the law provides a countervailing duty 
where other countries tax potatoes 
from the United States.

The minister said he hoped to have 
the embargo due to foreign potato 
diseases removed from his country, as 
he knew of no reason why it should 
apply to Norway.

The twenty-second of September was the New Year’s day In the 
French revolutionary calendar.

The Mohammedan New Year is not fixed, but retrogrades through 
the different seasons of the solar year, the last observance having been 
on November 30, which marked the beginning of the year 1332.

In Scotland, New Year’s day and the day before are called “daft” 
or “crazy” days, when everybody is privileged to drtok a wee drap more 
than is good for them.

Up till a oentùry ago, it was the privilege of the men in Scotch 
towns to kiss every girl caught on the streets on the first day of the 
year, but the custom is now tabooed. •

The ancient Persians exchanged eggs on New Year’s Day, Septem­
ber 22, but that was long before eggs become so valuable.

Washington, Dec. 31.—Del a van’s 
comet, the latest stranger in the sky 
to come within the range of the tele­
scopes of expert star gazers, may be 
visible to the naked eye soon. The 
faintly illumined, betailed object ap­
parently is drawing nearer the earth 
although up to last night it was not 
to be seen by a less powerful glass 
than the five Inch finder of the great 
telescope at the naval observatory 
here.

Scientists here are keenly interest­
ed In the comet, which was discovered 
by Professor Paul T. Delavan of the 
Argentine naval observatory at La 
Plata.

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HISTORIC PAYS IN CANADA

Sir Frederick PMlllpw Robinson, 
who was commander-in-chief of the 
troops or Upper Canada during the 
war of 1812, and Governor of the Up­
per Province in 1815-1816, died at 
Brighton, England, sixty-two years ago 
today.

Sir John Morison Gibson was born 
in Peel County, Ont., seventy-one 
years ago today. At the University of 
Toronto he won several medals. He 
was an expert shot, and won the 
Prince of Wales' prize in 1879, and 
was captain of the Wimbledon team 
In 1881. For fourteen years he was 
president of the Dominion Rifle Asso­
ciation, as well as an officer of several 
regiments. He became Lieutenant-Gov­
ernor of Ontario in 1908, and was 
knighted a few years later.

January 1 is the birthday of Thom­
as Wilson Crothers, barrister and Min­
ister of Labour in the Borden cabinet, 
1850; Stephen Vincent Ryan, Catholic 
churchman and bishop of Buffalo, near 
Almonte, Upper Canada, 1826; Dr. J. 
D. Reid, Minister of Customs In the 
Borden government, 1859; Sir John 
Christian Schultz, Manitoba pioneer 
and lieutenant-governor, at Amherst- 
burg. Ont, 1840; Philip Dansken Ross, 
founder and editor of Ottawa Journal. 
1858; and Arthur Deagon, actor, at 
Seaforth, Ont., 1873.

Roy W. Howard, manager and chair­
man of th-et board of directors of the 
United Press Association, will cele­
brate his thirtieth birthday today.

In connection with the InaUtutlon that 
I think would be of interest, not only 
to those present tonight, but to the 
public generally. At the present time 
we axe caring for six hundred Insane 
people in our provincial hospital. Dur­
ing recent years the buildings have 

generally improved and made 
t, cheerful and sanitary. The 

best food is provided and everything 
done for the comfort of the unfortu­
nates who are confined there. This 
institution Is both economically and ef­
ficiently managed. When I tell you 
that the cost per capita during the 
past year is less than any year since 
1905, you will be convinced that great 
care must be exercised and careful 
management prevail, for we all know 
of the increased cost of food, clothing 
and labor, which we have to provide 
in caring for so large a number of 
people. The farm, which Is operated 
in connection with the institution, dur­
ing 1912, was made to produce almost 
$14,000.00 worth of products, the cost 
to the province being several thous­
and dollars less than that amount. 
Just to give you an idea what It costs 
to take care of six hundred people and 
what it costs, let me say that in the 
past year our bread bill was over $7,- 
000.00, meat nearly $7,000.00, butter 
almost $5,000.00 and other items in 
proportion.

As chairman of the hospital com­
missioners, I would not be doing Jus­
tice, if I did not extend the utmost 
mead of praise to the present super­
intendent, Dr. Anglin, who occupies 
both the position of medical superint­
endent and business manager, and who 
splendidly meets the requirements of 
his dual position.

Extending Agricultural Work.

And now a word or two in regard to 
our Agricultural Department where 
perhaps the greatest development 
and growth has taken place during 
the last five or six years, 
there was in the Agricultural Depart­
ment In this city a Deputy Commis­
sioner and his stenographer and the 

ialry superintendents as an out­
side service. Today we have the sec­
retary of the department, two dairy 
superintendents, two assistant super 
lntendents, a horticulturist, two assis­
tant horticulturists, supervisor of Wo­
men's Institutes, two stenographers, 
poultry superintendent, one superin­
tendent of Agricultural Societies and 
a large number of extra help found 
necessary In order to care for the 
work from month to month. I am told 
by the Secretary of the Department 
that omettmes as high as thirty peo­
ple are employed by the department 
I cannot imagine a gathering in New 
Brunswick where public matters are 
being considered at all that the great 
activity in our Agricultural Depart­
ment ought not to be referred to 
and commented upon favorably. More 
and better exhibitions are being held 
throughout the province, poultry 
shows are held each year In different 
centres. Drainage of farm lands Is 
being attended to the province having 
purchased a ditching machine early 
this year which was busily engaged 
operating In different parts of the pro­
vince during the summer. The devel­
opment of alfalfa is being undertaken 
by the department a property having 
been purchased for that purpose re­
cently.

If it were not for the likelihood of 
wearying you I could refer to these 
matters at greater length but I can­
not close my remarks without mak­
ing reference to the Important work 
In connection with our school books 
being carried on by Mr. Thomas, who 
in carrying out the policy of the gov- 
ernment is making It possible for the 
people of the province to secure their 
books for the school children at low 
prices as compared to former years.

I must also say a word about the 
Clerk of the Executive Council, who 
perhaps has the most onerous duties 
of any to perform, that of keeping the 
government straight

advancing the Interests of their coun­
try, prominent Colombians in New 
Yqrk will next Saturday organize the 
Colombian Commercial Club. The ob­
jects of the organization will be out­
lined at a meeting In the Seville Ho­
tel, Madison avenue and Twenty-ninth 
street, tomorrow evening.

According to F. O. A1 linger, an im­
porter, of No. 1,183 Broadway, who is­
sued the call for the meeting, the pri­
mary purpose of the organization will 
be to bring into closer touch the cit­
izens of Colombia resident In New 
York with the American Investing pub­
lic so that attention may be directed 
to business opportunities In Colombia.

“We purpose to establish club head­
quarters,” said Mr. Atlinger, “for the 
double purpose of entertaining our fel­
low citizens and to provide a place 
where all persons who are looking for 
Investment opportunities in Colombia 
may go for reliable Information. To 
this end a well equipped library of 
books, magazines and current publi­
cation devoted to the advancement of 
Latin America will be provided. In 
addition to this It is designed to make 
a complete exhibition of Colombian 
products of every description.”

Mr. A1 linger further said that even­
ings each week would be devoted to 
the teaching of English and Spanish 
In the club, this instruction to be free 
for all. There will be illustrated lec­
tures given from time to time by well 
Informed travellers. These lectures 
will be largely devoted to the exploi­
tation of Colombia, but other Latin- 
American countries also will receive 
attention.

Auburn, N. Y., Dec. 31.—The con­
victs of Auburn prison have adopted 
a New Year's resolution pledging 
themselves to good conduct.

To make the resolution effective, 
they have organized a Good Conduct 
League by means of which they will 
have a Mhare in maintaining prison 
discipline. Convict public opinion is 
the weapon by which it is expected 
'that good discipline will be enforced.

The organization of the league was 
perfected, it was announced tonigh*. 
by a committee of fifty convicts, elect, 
ed by ballot, which met Sunday in 
the prison chapel and adopted the 
resolution. The scheme, which is an 
experimental one, was suggested by 
Thomas Mott Osborne, chairman of 
the state commission for prison re­
form, who was recently a voluntary 
Inmate of Auburn, and Instituted by 
John B. Riley, state superintendent 
of prisons.

Bophie of Sweden, who died yesterday 
In her seventy-eighth year suffered ac­
utely (or several days and succumbed 
to an "attack of inflammation of the 
lungs.

wife of Field Marshall Bernadotte’s 
grandson, King Oscar II., the fourth 
sovereign of his line who ruled over 
Sweden and Norway, the latter nation 
obtaining its independence in bis 
reign.

Princess Sophie was born on July 9, 
1886. Her betrothal with Prince Oscar 
of Sweden took place when she was 
twenty years of age and the engage­
ment was the result of pure affection 
and they were in sympathy in all their 
views of life. Prince Oscar, who was 
the second son of King Oscar I., had 
no thoughts of becoming King of Swe­
den and Norway, as his elder brother 
was living and was still a young man. 
The marriage took place at Blebrich 
on June 6, 1857.

In 1872, when the death of his broth­
er called Prince Oscar to the thronè, 
he was crowned King of Sweden and 
Norway as Oscar. II. Queen Sophie, 
sorry as she was to leave her quiet 
life, was quite ready to perform the 
duties of Queen Consort, and the feet 
that she entirely gained the love and 
respect of her husband’s people made 
her task comparatively easy.

As sovereigns go, Oscar II. 
poor man. Hla civil list of $675,626 
covered a very small portion of his 
expenses, and the balance had to come 
from his wife’s pocket

Queen Sophie was very rich. Her 
father and brother owned the gambl­
ing taffies at Wiesbaden and amassed 
e vast fortune, most of which went 
to her.

Since her serious illness of 1887, al­
though unable to take a conspicuous 
part in court affairs or public func­
tions, she found strength to devote 
to philanthropy. She kept ap unfail­
ing Interest to the last ln the Sophie 
Home ln Stockholm, endowed by her, 
a model hospital in all its depart 
mente. She aided the Warm Shelter, 
which is a club room for the poor lq 
the same city.

Her expansion 
Is limited, in large part by the amount 
she can borrow abroad, and she can 
only borrow advantageously at a time 
when money is plentiful and interest 
raitee low. On the other hand, being 
a new country, with many opportuni­
ties, she Is constantly attracting at­
tention from the older countries.

Alfred J. LIU, Jr., la 
now the president of the A.A.U., hav­
ing been elected that that position at 
the last convention, when Mr. Sulli­
van was again chosen secretary with­
out opposition.

The Amateur Athletic Union, the 
governing body of amateur sport in 
the United States and the 
the Canadian Union, will cel 
twenty-sixth birthday today. It was 
on Jan. 1, 1883, that the Amateur Ath­
letic Union was launched, with a 
membership of fifteen clubs and a 
board of governors composed of fif­
teen representatives from various 
parts of the country, prior to the or­
ganization of the A. A. U. there was a 
body known as the National Associa­
tion of Amateur Athletics of Athletes 
of America, but it was controlled ab­
solutely by New Yorkers and this na- 

aUy proved the athletes of Chicago, 
San TVancisco, Buffalo, St. Louis, Phil­
adelphia and other cities, who demand 
ed a say in the organization that gov: 
erned them. The A.A.U. held Its 
first American amateur championship 
meet in Detroit in 1888, while the 
older body held a championship meet 
in New York.

Dear Sir,—I have read in the Daily 

Telegraph of Dec 27 an article plead­
ing for the removal of taxation on 
goods imported into this country. 

. Would it not be well if the writer re­
sponsible for this effort first studied 
the effects of duties before he makes 
hi «attempts to pass judgment on fis­
cal matters?

Surely he must own to the fact that 
If an article costs $1 he la unable to 
purchase that article if he does not 
possess a $1?

Again, If he is the happy possessor 
of several dollars he will not mind 
paying $1 for the article in question.

Now, if you open the markets of the 
country hy removing protective duties 
the effect Is for those markets to be 
flooded with the cheaper products of 
foreign markets, which can be sold 
cheaper than the home-made article. 
I have no doubt the Telegraph will 

_ answer that by saying it would be 
beneficial to the people and lower the 
coat of living. I entirely agree it 
would, if that were the one and only 
effect. There is, however, another ef­
fect that le bound to follow the first 
and no power on earth can stop It It 
Is this, as soon as your markets are 
flooded In this way by cheap foreign 
goods the home factories cannot com­
pete, and at the same time, continue 
the éaipe standard of wages as are 
possible under protection. Result 
wages decrease and the worker has 
ndt the money to buy the necessities 
of life, no matter how cheap they are.

There is a form of cheapness that 
is In reality very, very expensive and 
it is when a country opens its mar­
kets for the sake of articles being 
bought cheap.

Cobden. the greatest authority who 
ever tackled this perplexing question 
of tariff, said that free trade, to be a 
success, must esentially be universal 
the world over, and that Is the one 
and only way for It to be a success.

A further advantage to a duty on 
importations is the fact that firms who 
find the duty too high to enable them 
to ente? a country’s markets are forc­
ed tq start to manufacture their ar­
ticles In the protected country, if they 
wish to compete there. The result of 
this is Increased employment and In­
vestment of money in. the country and 
these are two things vitally essential 
to the development and well being of 
any country, and surely the Telegraph 
is as anxious as everybody else to see 
Canada forge ahead and develop Into 
the great country that we all believe 
her to be?

The clear and direct answer that 
the Telegraph desires is this: The 
duties, as at present fixed, do not make 
the articles produced In the home mar­
ket rise In 
vancement 
prosperity of the country which cau­
ses a greater demand and people have 
got the money to pay. If you take 
away' the duties ÿou may cheapen the
