AFTER ABDICATION(Undated war lead by The Associated Press).

American troops standing at Vaux, northwest of Cha­
teau Thierry, have completely smashed repeated and deter­
mined counter-attacks by the Germans, who sought to oust 
the Americans from their new positions. That the Germans 
have tried desperately to reverse the decision in the battle is 
an indication that the occupation of Vaux is viewed as im­
portant by the enemy commanders.

Over the lines held by General Pershing s 
has been bursting a storm of steel from the German can­
non, high explosive and gas shells being intermingled in the 
projectiles hurled by the foe. The Americans, however, 
have not yielded a foot of ground, and when the enemy has 
attacked he has been permitted to approach close to the Am­
erican lines before a storm of bullets has cut through his ranks 
and broke his attack.

As the results of these assault the Germans have lost 
very heavily, the ground being covered with their dead and 
wounded.

Ottawa, July 3—A joint conference will be held here 
tomorrow, with a view to avoiding, if possible, a general 
strike on all the railways in Canada.

of purpose. Germany has a very defi­
nite scheme aa to what constitutes the 
reconstuction of her wounded. It is 
accepted by all the institutions work­
ing to this end, it Is put in practice, 
and It to said that In ninety per cent, 
of the cases the desired results are

The first civilian function in the 
care of the war handicapped to voca­
tional advice. The care committee 
usually appoints vocational advisers, 
whoee appointments must be sanc­
tioned by the local military authori­
ties, controlling the visits made to the 
men at the hospitals. As soon as a 
man Is well enough to be visited, the 
committee sends to him its represen­
tative to get full facts on his experi­
ence and his physical condition and 
then advise him as to re-education or 
immediate work. It Is Insisted that a 
man must; if humanly possible, go 
back to his old trade, or failing that, 
to one like it

In most instances, there are no 
workshops maintained at the hospitals. 
The local care committee may utilise 
the local trade schools. There are 
excellent facilities for this, since 
every town has at least one trade 
school. Some representative of the 
educational authorities generally ser­
ves on the local care committee and 
the schools are eager, in any case, to 
offer free instruction.

German magasines are full of ad­
vertisements of free courses for sol­
diers, offered by schools of the most 
varied kind, public and private, from 
agricultural and commercial schools to 
professional schools and universities. 
On the other hand, in a large town, 
with a large number of hospitals, the 
committee may create a school of its 
own. Thus, in Dusseldorf, for in 
stance, where there are fifty hospitals, 
the committee has taken possession of 
a school building equipped with shops 
and tools and given twenty courses 
open to men from all the hospitals.

Great Variety of Tradea.
The instruction offered and the 

trades taught present a great variety. 
It Is planned that none of the courses 
shall take fnore than six months, the 
maximum time for hospital care. These 
short courses are intended for men of 
i xmr’pnrr who need further nractico 
!n their old trade or in an allied one. 
If a man needs further training after 
tills siiurt course, ne becomes me 
charge of the local care committee, 
which supports him while he attends 
a technical school or pays the premium 
for apprenticing him to a master 
workman.

A special effort is being made to re­
turn to the land all who have any con­
nection with It, such, as farmers, farm 
laborers and even hand-workers of 
country birth. All the hospitals which 
have any land give courses in farm­
ing and gardening for their inmates. 
It is estimated that there are several 
hundred such hospital farms, small or 
large, run by the wounded. In addi­
tion to this, there are definite summer 
farm courses at agricultural schools 
and universities, which are tree to 
cripples. There are in the empire 
tne regular agricultural schools for 
war wounded.

There is no uniform machinery for 
the placement of war disabled. The 
principle is universally recognized that 
a “man must go back to his former 
trade and, if possible, to his former 
position." The care committees, while 
interviewing the man in the hospital, 
get also in touch with his former em­
ploye. Sometimes a position is thus 
secured even before the man has 
started his training, and the latter Is 
then adapted to the requirements of 
that particular position. It is, how­
ever, not always possible to place a 
man with his old employer. Some of 
the larger care committees run em­
ployment bureaus of their own. Oth­
ers turn over the man who cannot be 
taken back to his old position to an­
other agency.

Employers' and workmen's asocia- 
tions are of considerable. assistance in 
the placement of war cripples, espec­
ially the Federation of German Em­
ployers' Association, which has been 
recently formed for this particular 
purpose, and the many master guilds 
of hand workers. There are also a 
number ef agencies due to charitable 
or private» initiative.

Finally, there are open to war dis­
abled a very large number of posi­
tions in government service. The Im­
perial government has promised that 
all former employes of the railways, 
post office, and civil service will be 
re-employed, it not in their old capaci­
ty, in a kindred position. These men 
are to be paid without consideration of 
their pensions. The post office depart­
ment has decided to give all future 
agencies and sub-agencies in the rural 
districts to ex-soldiers, provided they

At the outbreak of the war, Ger­
many of all other countries had laid 
the most solid foundation for the cere 
of her wounded. Immediately all the 
resources accumulated in peace time 
for the rehabilitation of cripples were 
mobilised—almost simultaneously with 
the military mobilisation.

One week after the beginning of hos­
tilities, the Katserln, at the suggestion 
of Dr. Blesalski, Germany’s leading 
orthopedist and secretary of the Got 
man Federation for the Fare of Crip­
ples. sent a telegram to the members 
of the Federation, asking that tho 
fifty-four German cripple homes 
throw open their doors to war dis­
abled roldlers. To this, all the homes 
immediately consented. Dr. Blesalski 
made a tour of Germany under the 
auspices of the Red Cross, in which 
he visited the principal cities, urg­
ing the formation of voluntary com­
mittees. The Immediate result was 
the initiation of work in all parts of 
the empire under various ausploes 
and with various plans.

There are four stages In the treat­
ment of the disabled soldier: (1) med­
ical treatment; (2) provision of arti­
ficial limbs and functional restoration; 
(3) vocational advice and re-educa­
tion, and (4) placement. These activi­
ties are cut sharply in half, the first 
two being, as a rule, controlled by the 
imperial military authorities, and tho 
last two by private and state agen-

Dr. Blesalski cays further that from 
ninety per cent.| to ninety-five per 
cent, of all the war wounded treated 
are returned to industrial life.

Two Hundred Orthopedic Homes.
There is a fairly complete network 

of orthopedic homes distributed all 
over the empire, about two hundred In 
number, and all under military discip­
line. The time of treatment for a man 
in the orthopedic hospital to from twi 
to six months. Men are kept here un­
til they are ready to go back to the 
army or are pronounced definitely un­
fit for service. Even if they are so 
unfit, the war department does not 
discharge them until they are pro­
nounced by the physician physically 
fit to go back to civil life.

More and more emphasis is being 
placed on physical exercise as a 
means of bringing the physical condi­
tion back to the standard. The plan 
Is that a man shall begin very simple 
but systematic physical exert es even 
before he is out of bed. n :ese are 
gradually increased until flna.ly he has 
two or three hours a day under a reg 
ular gymnasium inttruct.or. Games 
and out-door sports are found to have 
an immense therapeutic value, both 
phychologfcal and physical, as com­
pared with medico-mechanical treat­
ment. Though the hospitals do not 
attempt to train a man to a trade 
many of them have workshops attach­
ed for purposes of functional re-educa­
tion. There to great stress placed on 
the fact that even ibis occupational 
therapy should be really useful and 
should lead the patient direct to some 
practical ocupatlon.
General Interest In Artificial Limbe.

All artificial limbs are furnished and 
kept in repair by the government The 
government has prescribed maximum 
prices for the different types. Other­
wise there is no official supervision; 
no standard pattern is prescribed, and 
the matter Is left to the doctors and 
engineers of the coutnry.

The result la an immense stimula­
tion of activity. The magazines are 
full of descriptions of new appliances 
recommended by doctors and manual 
training teachers from all parts of the 
country. At an exhibition of artificial 
limbs, held at Charlottenburg, there 

shown thirty kinds of artificial 
arms and fifty legs In actual use. The 
German Orthopedic Society haa devot­
ed much discussion to the matter and 
there has been wide education and pub­
licity.

The principle now thoroughly ac­
cepted 1s that the appliance should re­
produce not the lost limb but the lost 
function. It should not be an Imitation 
arm or leg, but a tool. The standard 
of merit to the number of activities it 
makes possible. The so-called Bonn- 
tagsarm (Sunday arm) is never sup­
plied except on request to clerical 
workers.
Re-Education With Medical Treatment

Re-education In Germany goes on at 
the same time as the medical treat­
ment. This has two causes: First, 
there is the strong conviction that re­
sults can be obtained only by getting 
hold of a patient at the earliest pos­
sible moment of convalescence, and 
second, the fact that, since the im­
perial government does not pay any­
th Ig towards re-education, It is more 
econ -mical for the care committees 
to attend to It While the men are In 
the hospitals and thus save them­
selves the expense of maintenance.

Rome, July 3—Italian forces along the lower Piave de­
livered a number of hard strokes at the Austrian defences 
'yesterday, fighting their way Forward against desperate ene­
my resistance, the war office mnounced today. The advance 
was over the difficult terrain, near the river’s mouth, which is 
partially flooded.

French troops were active yesterday on the Italian 
front, carrying out brilliant raids from their positions on the 
Asiago Plateau as the result of which prisoners were taken, 
the statement adds.

The Italians captured approximately 1,900 Austrians, 
together with trench gyns, machine guns and war material.

More Prisoners
The Italians successfully withstood 

an Austrian counter-attack at the head 
of the San Lorenzo Valley, in the 
Grappa region, where they had taken 
important positions in the fighting 
of the day previous. The new posit­
ions have been consolidated.

The number of prisoners taken here 
has readied 621. while 22 machine 
guns and quantities of war material 
also were captured.

The text of the statement reads:
"On the Lower Piave we carried out 

yesterday a series of energetic thrusts, 
gaining ground in spite of the obstin­
ate resistance of the enemy, who at­
tempted to take every advantage of 
the difficult zone, which was partially 
flooded. We took about 1900 prison­
ers, including 46 officers, together with 
machine guns, small trench guns and 
various material.

What Public Opinion Hi. Don.
As in every country, there was in 

Germany the usual outburst of charity, 
misguided by the traditional attitude 
towards the war cripples which was a 
combination of hero worship with pity 
for an aaeumedly helpless member of 
society. The newspapers were loud in 
their demands for Heldenheime (old 
soldiers' homes), where all cripples 
could be maintained in Idleness for the 
rest of their lives. Public sympathy 
towards the veterans was in danger of 
being absorbed In the undesirable 
forms of charity, to the total disre­
gard of constructive forms of assist­
ance.

Immediately, however, an education, 
al campaign was started to divert pub­
lic opinion to an Interest in the work 
of rehabilitation and re-education. 
This public education on the subject 
of proper treatment for war disabled 
has been very efficient and effective. 
At the present time, German public 
opinion has fully assimilated the idea 
that the real public duty towards tho 
handicapped soldier is to restore him 
to work and to an active participation 
in the economic life of the country, 
and that this Is a patriotic duty.

The faith in the possibility of the 
rehabilitation has become a part of 
ths patriotic faith. The principle that 
no one need be a cripple unless he 
himself wishes it, and that "the wound­
ed man must sink back Into the mass 
of the people as though nothing has 
happened." is accepted as a creed.

The United States budget calls for 
the expenditure of $24,00,000,000 for 
war purposes during the coming year, 
of which It Is proposed to raise $16,- 
000,000,000 In loans on the open 
ket and $8.000,000,000 by taxation. The 
problem of devising a proper basis 
of taxation to raise the latter amount 
is confronting the Treasury Depart­
ment at Washington. Mr. McAdoo. 
Secretary of the Treasury, has given 
to the Ways and Means Committee of 
the House of Representatives, certain 
recommendations. A number of sug­
gestions have been submitted to the 
committee. Of these the most practical 
was that presented by Dr. M. W. 
Sprague, professor of Banking at Har­
vard University.

The three main sources of revenues 
in the warring nations are customs, 
excesfe war profits and incomes. Dr. 
Sprague’s scheme comprehends all 
three The United States authorities 
have recognized that the principle of 
cutting selling prices of products too 
closely would "kill the goose that lays 
the'golden egg.” It would result in an 
impairment of production. In his tax 
proposals Dr. Sprague has borrowed 
from both Great Britain and Canada. 
He proposes that the excess war pro­
fits tax should follow that prevailing 
in Great Britain, namely, an 80 per 
cent. Impost, based on a comparison 
of present gains with the profits of a 
normal year before the war.

The second feature of his tax scheme 
has for its objective every person in 
the nation. He proposes to levy a spe­
cial tax on necessaries of life, as well 
as luxuries. The proposal to tax ne­
cessaries Is an Innovation. He argues 
that the laboring class represents 10 
per cent, of the entire population, and 
that it is prospering as a result of 
war activities. The salaried class is 
the only one that Is in a worse finan­
cial position now than in the pre-war 
period. The reason he offers for high 
taxation of luxuries Is that it would 
tend to curtail consumption, and there­
by free labor and plants for utilization 
In the manufacture of war materials. 
Dr. Sprague refers to the system of 
taxation of luxuries prevailing in Cana­
da, and recommends a similar scheme 
for the United States.

The German people have ample 

reason now to appreciate the national 
disaster of nearly 30 years ago, when 
the young Kaiser dismissed Bismarck 
and undertook the direction of the 
nation’s foreign relations. Bismarck 
had a poor opinion of Austria and plac­
ed no reliance upon It. He took great 
pains to maintain good relations with 
Russia. William flouted Russia and 
sought intimate relations with Austria 
because that lay between Germany 
and the Balkans, beyond which was 
Turkey, through which lay the road 
to Suez and the road toward India.

This disastrous war would never 
have occurred If the Bismarck policy 
had been followed anti Austria had 
been of no use to Germany. It has 
not pulled its own weight. It has not 
beaten Russians, Italians or even 
Serbians. It has a smaller population 
and a larger area than Germany, and 
yet cannot do as much toward feeding 
Itself.

Bismarck had no opinion of British 
military capacity. When he was ask­
ed what he would do if Great Britain 
should land an army on the German 
coast he replied that he would notify 
the police and have it arrested. But 
he never underestimated British naval 
preponderance or Its commercial ad­
vantages and resources. He was 
anxious to maintain the best (possible 
relations with Great Britain. Bis­
marck’s policy was mere civility with 
Austria and cordial friendship with

Americans Retain Every Foot of Ground Won in 

Their Attack on Monday Night—Germans At­
tack After Heavily Bombarding Vaux and Bois 
de Là Roche—Many Huns Will Never Fight 
Again—Quentin Roosevelt in Air Battle.

ÎE m Washington, July 3.-nSenator Ben- 
pamln R. TiUman, of South Carolina, 
died this morning. Senator Tillman 
suffered a cerebral hemorrhage last 
Thursday and had been In an uncon­
scious condition since that tine.

Benjamin Ryan Tillman was born 
In Sduth Carolina in 1847, He was 
Governor of the State In 1890 and 
1892. He was In the United States 
Senate from 1896 to hie death. Sena­
tor Tillman was one of the most prom­
inent Democratic leaders In the South.

Senator Tillman won a wide repu­
tation through the country for Iplaln- 

and bluntness of speech, which, 
combined with his apparent rough ex­
terior and somewhat careless manner 
of dress, made him a unique figure In 
congress. He was frequently called 
“Pitchfork Ben,” a sobriquet he did 
not dislike. He was a violent anti- 
Cleveland Democrat during the life- 
tlem of Grover Cleveland and made 
many bitter attacks on the (Buffalo 
statesman.

Senator Tillman figured In many 
personal encounters both In his own 
state and In congress. He was a 
strong supporter of William J. Bryan 
and free silver.

=With the American Army in France, July 3—(By The 

Associated Press)—A heavy German counter-attack against 
the American positions at Vaux, launched at 
this morning was repulsed, the enemy losing very heavily. 
Not a foot of ground won by the Americans in their attack 
Monday was lost. The counter-attack developed after the 
Germans had heavily bombarded Vaux and Bois De La 
Roche. When the German infantry leaped from the enemy 
trenches, the troops came over in close formation. In' some 

whole companies were allowed to approach close to the 
American line, then the American gunners frôm their hidden 
nests let loose a perfect hoil of bullets, mowing down thé en­
emy ranks and piling the dead all over the ground where the 

Germans were trying to advance.
Artillery Aids

The American artillery lent efficient 
aid in completely breaking up the en­
emy attack, whldi was launched with 
fresh regiments of storm troops.

The number of prisoners taken by 
the Americans In the operations near 
Chateau Thierry was increased today 
without the American infantry operat­
ing except as skirmishers.

German shells have been raining on 
the new American positions and the 
enemy tire has been answered by 
the American guns.

The American line was the target 
of projectiles of all calibres, gas shells 
being mixed with high explosive mis­
siles. The shells have been falling 
heavily In the areas behind the battle 
line. The enemy fire, particularly on 
the right flank of the new positions 
at Vaux was most Intense for hours.
