London, Jan. 7.—A published review of
Operations in South Africa during the
Past year, based upon: official reports, gives
an interesting comparison of Boer and
British losses. The review says that ¢he
total reduction of the Boer forces, in
killed, wounded, taken prisoner and sur-
repdered, amounts to 18,320 men. Out of
}!ns total only 7,995 rifiés were secured.
The captures of Boer ammunition amount
o 2,300,000 cartridges- British columns
@re supposed to have secured all the Boer
artillery, amounting to 27 guns exclusive
of the two captured by General De Wet
4t Zeefontein, The captures of Boer
stock have been enormous, considering the
great hauls made during the earlier years
of the war. During the last year a total
of 29,882 horses’ were captured, while of
other stock, such as cattle, oxen and

1eep, 366,821 head were captured.

1ig amount to only half of those sustain-
1 by the Boers, namely 9,113 men, of

A great crowe, heedless of the snow
which swirled through the street, gath-
ered about the tunnel entrance and shafts
and watched the rescue work. Most of
the watchers were sympathetic and or-
derly, but despite the horror of the acei-
dent and the vigilance of the police, there
was some looting. ' Cornelius Vanderbilt,
whose family control the New York Cen-
tral, was among those who came to the
tunnel but the police denied him admis-
sion.

Blame is Placed Upon Engineer by Road

Superintendent.

Superintendent * Franklin made -the fol-
lowing statement as to the accident:

“Jrain No. 223, known as the South
Norwaik local of the New Haven road,
was due at the 42nd street station at 8.15
a. m. The New Haven train halted by
oignalg at 59th street .ad at 72nd street
to aliow the Croton local to pass from
track No. 1 ahead oi the New Haven
train to track No. 2. The Croton local
was due at the Grand Central station at
8.15. The signais at 59th street were
obeyed by the New Haven train. Tie
engineer of the White Plains train disre-
garded them. The torpedo on the track
went off, but he did not even stop; al-
though the fireman called out to him to do
%0. The system of block signals on the
road is such that it is a physical impos-
sibi.ity for a signal man to make his lignt
dectare the track free if another tram is
on the block. Should an engineer fail to
see a signal light on account of fog or
smoke ,it is his duty to stop ‘and then
send back one of the train men to find
out whether there is any trouble or not.
Kven though a torpedo signal is not heard
in case an engineer runs by a point where
he knows there is a signal station with-
out gefiting & ‘go-ahead’ signal and with-
out seeing any ot'ier signals he is certain-
ly criminally negligent in doing so. In
case he is unable to see any signal as I
said before, it is his bounten duty to
bring lis train to a standstill and then
investigate.”

New York, Jan. 9—Railroad Commis-
siomer Baker,.at the conclusion of the day’s’|
session of inquiry into yesterday’s disas-
ter, said that the testimony had shown
that Engineer Wiskar was a sober aad
industrious employe, though inexperienced
on the route he had.

Mayor Low, asked if the city authorities
would take any action, eaid:

The evident lesson of the disaster
is that electricity should be substituted
for stéam as the motive power in the
tunnel.

A VIVID DESCRIPTION.

PR

Through Mass of Wreckage and Injured
People Came Plunging a Roaring Loco-
motive. .

Eugene Harold, of Rochelle Park, one
of the passengers of the Norwalk train,
gave this account of the aceident:, , »

“We were sitting quietly in the' mext
to the last car and there were only one
or' two unoccupied seats, There was the
usual morning crowd. There were five
cars. There were a number of women in
my car and also in the last car. We had
been stalled at Fifty-Seventh street for
some time. Suddenly there came a terri-
fic crash. ' The lights in the car went out,
‘There was a roar of grinding steel and
wood and a chorus of horrible shrieks. I
looked back and saw the car behind
telescoping over the rear of our car and
through that mix-up plunged a roaring
locomotive. I Was thrown on my face by
the jolt and I felt some blood splash over

my forehead. A stifling smoke and steam
seemed . to rise all around and through
this, looking back, I could see mangled
persons crawling about through the mist.
‘I'hen suddenly the car took fire where the
locomotive was. Our one idea was to es-
cape. I found a friend of mine right in
front of me. He cried, ‘Open the win-
dows for God’s sake’ I turned to the
window and found the glass had all been
shattered by the collision. We climbed
out. I saw several persons almost covered
with blood crawling about.”

Pelin, Jan. 7—The re-entrance of the
Chinese emperor into Pekin today was the
most remarkable episode in the amnals of
the dynasty, save the flight of the Chinese
court when Pekin was bombarded by the
allied forces. The spectacular phases of
the return of the court exceeded expecta-
tions. The cortege was a sort of glorm-
Ged lord mayor’s show, and was a be-
wildering and barbaric exhib.tion of ori-
ental tinselled sp.endor. lts chief signifi-
cance was the complete effacement of the
traditional deification of Chinese royalty.
Foreigners were given greater facilities to
witness the ceremonial than would have
been afforded them at most luropean
courts.

The scene at the Chien gate, when the
emperor and the dowager empress entered
the temple to offer thanks for their safe
- journey, was nothing less than revolution-
ary when viewed in the lght of all Chin-
ese customs. The horseshoe wall, forming
the ancient, gate, was crowded with Kuro-
peans, diplomats, army officers, mission-
aries, ladies, photographers' and corres-
pondents.

When the: emparor amd dowager em-
press arrived at the temple, the procession
halted and their majesties alighted from’
their chairs, which were covered with im-
perial yellow silk and lined with sable.
The emperor proceeded Yo the Temple of
theGodoanar,mfheWestsideoftﬁle
plaza, with hundreds of foreigners peering
down only 40 feet above him, and dozens
of cameras were focused upon the “Son
of Heaven.” When he returned, his chair \
was borne through the gate. Then the |\
chair of the dowager empress was brought
to the doorway of the Temple of the God-
dess of Mercy, on the east eide of the
plaza, and the dowager empress appeared.
Amid a great scuffling of attendants, she
proceeded into the temple on the arms
of two officials, followed by a company of
Buddhist priests bearing offerings.

The spectators then fheard the booming
of the temple bell. After an interval of
five minutes, the dowager empress reap-
peared. Standing in the doorway of the
temple, she looked upward. Directly over
head were the German ministers, Dr.
Mumm Von Schwartzenstein, the secre-
taries of the Germam legation, the officers
and ladies from the American garrison.
The dowager empress saw the foreigners
and bowed low. She advanced a fewy steps
and bowed again in acknowledgement of
+he galutations of the foreigners and re-
turned to her chair, looking upward to
the semi-circle of foreign faces, and bow-
ing repeatddly. . :

In the meantime the Chinese soldiers,
Manchu banner men and minor officials
who had crowded the plaza, were rever-
ently kneeling. The two arches at the
sides of the aneient gateway framed hund-
reds of faces of Chinese coolies, who, em-
boldened by the presence of foreigners,
ventured to gaze upon their rulers. This
incident constituted a most sharp contrast
with the old regime, when neither diplo-
mats nor natives were permitted to view
the passage of royal personages along the
streets.

The expression of the dowager empress
soemed almost appealing as she fa.f:ed
those who had humbled her from her for-
mer’ arrogance and confirmed the impres-
sion that she is returning to Pekin with
anxiety for her safety.

The streets from the station to the gate-
way of the Forbidden City, a dl_stance qf
four miles, were swept and garnished this
morning. The great plaza between the
temples of Heaven and Agriculture were

OF ORENTAL TNSELLED SPLENDOR,

Remarkable Spectacle—Four Miles of Prostrating Soldiers—
Deification of Chinese Royalty Completely Effaced
—Camera Fiend Snaps Dowager Empress.

sprinkledf with yellow gand. Residénts
were compelled to remain indoors. The
soldiers and police formed a close cordon
along both sides of this entire distance.
A sharp wind, bringing sand from the
Mongolian desert blinded the spectators.
The special train of 22 cars bearing the
emperor and Empress Dowager, arrived
here shortly after noon. The engine and
the emperor’s cars had been decorated
with yellow silk dragons by the British
railroad officials. Two companies of Chin-
ese cavalry on white horses and two com-
panies astride horses from Australia, were
dawn up at the sides of the station and
2,000 officials, princes, viceroys and Tao-
Tais, in a kaliedoscopic field of silk and
furs, in which gleamed an occasional yel-
low jacket, were massed upon the plat-
form. When the emperor appeared, ihe
entire assemblage prostrated and remain-
ed kneeling until his majesty had taken
his place in his chair. At the station the
Dowager Empress summoned Traffic Man-
ager Yoley and Supt. Mofiat, of the rail-
way, and presented them to the emperor
who thanked them for their services. The
imperial cavalcade then moved off at &
swift trot.

While their majesties passed, the sol-
diers lining the route knelt down, hold~
ing their guns at present "arms and the
buglers sounded their instruments contin-
ually. Although the streets were kept
empty, thousands of Chinese crowded the
elevations along the line of march, a thing
never permitted before.

The British garrison, including its of-
ficers, were kept in’' their quarters. ‘This
occasioned much lamenting. The majorty
of the foreign mnisters here, including the
British, American, French and Russian
representatives, absented themselves, bui
the ladies of the legation were entertain-
ed by Chinese officials on balconies along
the line of march.’ i

Pekin, Jan. 8—All the evidences indi-
cate that the Emperor of Chipa is now
more completely under the domination 6f
the Dowager Empress than before the
court went into, exile. Several high of-
ficials were granted audiences today dur-
ing which the emperor filled the role of-
a figurehead. The Empress Dowager sat
on his majesty’s left and conducted the
conversations.

According to the accounts of two of-
ficials received today, the Dowager Em-
press ignored the emperor and the latter
did not attempt to take any part in the
affair. They say his majesty appeared
melancholy and listless.

‘The principal topic during the audiences
was the presence of the foreign garrisons
in Pekin., The Dowager Empress seemed
impressed with the necessity of .a con-
eiliatory policy. Evidence accumulates as
to the timidity of the Dowager Empress
about coming back to Pekin. Her first
remark upon alighting at the Machiapu
station yesterday was: ‘‘Where are the
foreign soldiers?” Upon seeing a nuUmcs
of mewspaper correspondents at the sta-
lion she bowed to them obsequiously. She
proposes to decorate the American and
Japanese officers who guarded the Imper-
ial Palace during the court’s absence.
She will confer decorations, likewise, upon
the officers and engineers who had charge
of the imperial train.

The Dowager Empress has signed an
edict ordering the decapitation of General
Tung Fuh Siang, the notorious anti-for-
eigner. A Tartar general in Kan Su has
been ordered to carry out this senience.
Yuan Shai Kai, the viceroy of Chi Li
province, and a number of other influens
tial officials memorilaized the = throne,
charging Tung Fuh Siang with the murder
of Belgian missionaries and urging his ex-
ecution hefore he could institute rebellion
and involve China in trouble with foreigm
governments.

THE SUPREME COURT,

Efforts on Behalf of New Brunswick
Man Convicted of Murder.

Boston, Jan. 7—Arguments of counsel
were made before the full bench of the
supreme court today in the case of John
C. Best, the New Brunswicker convicted
of the murder of George +E. Bailey at
Savgus in October, 1900. The exceptions
taken| by defendant’s counsel relate to the
manner in which the jurors were sum-
moned, and to the admission of evidence
at the trial. It was contended that the
clerk of the courts did not legally summon
the jurors, and that Lynn, with 68,000
population, had only three jurors, while
other small cities and towns had many
more.

RUSSIA IN MANCHURIA,

Letter of Russian Minister Published —-
Other Powers Referred to As “Wolves and
Tigers.”

Victoria, B. C., Jan. 8.—Advices from
Ohina by steamer Empress of Japan say
that the Tung Hu Pao publishes the con-
fidential letter addressed to Grand Coun-
cillor Yung Lu by the Russian minister,
M. Lessar, immediately after the death of
Li Hung Chang. In part it is as follows:

**We have done everything in our power
to protect the interests of China and it
18 for this reason that we have earned the
implacable hatred of all the other powers.
The late Li Hung Chang was a very far-
sighted and able statesman who had’ al-
ways been on friendly temmns with us be-
cause he knew that Russia was the only
true friend of China. With regard to
Manchuria, it is a place where the pres-
ent dynasty has had its origin. How can
the Chinese government permit a number
of woives and tigers 'to intrude into this
important province of the Chinese empire?
But we knew that unless we stepped for-
ward China would be powerless against
those wolves and tigers. We therefore
made haste in dispatching a strong army
southward to protect this province and
our action has had its desired effect, for
by our strenuous and prompt efforts peace
and order have been gradually restored
throughout Manchuria and po foreign

*‘As general peace has been restored and
‘the court is about to return to the old
capital it appears reasonable that we
should hand back Maachuria to its proper
owners; to quiet the minds who are in-
clined to suspect that Russia is aiming
at absorbing and annexing this important
territory. But, after careful consideration,
we find that it is not at all opportune for
us to do so now and the reason is obvious
for China is newly defeated and sad with
the burden of an unprecedented indem-
nity, it is not within her power to raise
sufficient funds and. maintain a strong
army in Manchuria to defend it. But un-
lecs Manchuria is strongly garrisoned it
is impossible to prevent foreign powers
from casting a greedy eye on the province.
it is for this reason that Russia insists
on keeping this important territory under
her control until China is strong enough
to take it back.”

BANGOR'S LUMBER FIGURES. '

Amount Surveyed in 1901 Was the Smallest
in Five Years,

Bangor, Me., Jan. 7.—Surveyor General
C. V. Croasman has made his report for
1901 of the amount of lumber surveyed
at the port of Bangor, and the figures
show a great falling off from former years,
the total for the year being the smallest
since 1876. The following table shows the
number of feet surveyed in three years:

IMPORTANT  CORRESPONDENCE OF
COLUMBIAN REBELS CAPTURED.

Herrera Was to Makea Night Landing at
Pacific Entrance of the Canal--Troops
and Guns Have Been Stationed There---
Great Excitement Prevails.

Qolon Colombia, Jan. 7, (via Galveston)
—Information received here of the condi-
tion s existing at Panama characterize
them as very umsettled. Ships belonging
to the revolutionary forces were seen last
Sunday 50 or 60 miles from Panama. 1t
is reported these vessels were unable to
take aggressive measures against the gov-
ernment because one of them, the cruiser
Padilla, lacks coal. Subsequent reports,
however, say that -the steamer Montombo,
from Nicaragua, thas supplied the revolu-
tionary general, Herrera, with coal.
(Gen. Herrera landed a revolutionary ex-
pedition at Tonsoi, Dec. 24, in the revolu-
tionary steamers Ibis, Darien and.Gaitan).
General Carlos Alban, the military gov-
ernor of this district, has captured cor-
respondence from Liberals in Panama set-
ting forth that General Herrera had per-
feoted plans to capture Panama by ®ffect-
ing a landing during the night time at
the railroad dock at La Boca. (La Boca
is the Pacfic entrance of the Panama
canal and about three miles from Pana-
ma). Since this discovery a six pounder
and one hundred men under General Sar-
ria have been stationed on the dock at
La Boca, thus rendering attack in that
vicinity dmpossible.

The Colombian government’s gunboat
Boyaca with troops from Chepo is expect-
ed to reach Panama today. Government
troops from (Chorrera reached Panama
yesterday after a march overland. Small
detachments of government soldiers now
at Nombre De Dios and Cocle (both on
the Caribbean coast of Colombia) are also
expected to reach Panama shortly. ‘'here
i8 now a total of between 600 and 800 gov-
ernment troops at Panama and great ex-
citement prevails there owing to the
movements of soldiers in the city. The
last reports from the Colombian general,
Castro, locate him at Pese, with the re-
volutionary forces at Las Tablas, (south-
west of Panama on the Azuero Penin-
sula).

The captain of a sailing vessel which
has just arrived at Panama, reports that
when he left Agua Dulce, fighting was
going on at Los Santos, near Pese.

General Alban has asked that the Uni-
ted States cruiser Philadelphia, which
reached Panama yesterday, proceed ‘ to
Las Tablas, conveying certain revolution-
ary prisoners who are to be exchanged for
government officials captured' by the Lib-
erals at Tumaco, and who are all said to
be of importance. |

The proposal for exchange was made by
General Herrera.

General Ignacio Andrade, (the former
president of Venezuela, who arrived here
Jan. 4 from Willemstad, Curacoa), has had
a long interview 'with General Carlos Al-
ban, the military commander of this dis-
trict. His visit to the, isthmus doubtless
has an important political significance,

Venezuela' ‘General Ahd'giide said " he did
not believe Germany would press these
claims at present, but that she would
prefer to deal with the faction now op-
posing the president of “Venezuela, Cipri-
ano Castro.

BUFFALO LOTTERY SWINDLE.

St. Petersburg, Dec. 20.—Vladimir Bo-
goras, ‘ethnologist of the Jessup explora-
tion party, who is. returning shortly to
New York to Teport upon the results of
his investigations in Kamehatka and neigh-
boring regions, informed the Associated
Press correspondent here that he found
indisputable connection between the Am-
erican Indians and the- Paleo-Asiatic races
on the Bering Sea coast, in Kamchataka,
and on the headwaters of the rivers which
rise in the Stanovoi mountains,

“This result,” says Mr. Bogoras, ‘“‘should
be shamply distinguished from the dis-
covery of close resemblances between the
American and the Asiatic Hsquimaux.

“I believe the Japanese to be a mixed
people—Mongols and Paleo-Asiatic. Con-

HEAVY IMPORTS
~ OF POTATOES.

Shipment of 18,575 Bushels:from Glasgow
/ at Baltimore.

Baltimore, Md., Jan. 8.—The steamship
Parthenia, which arrived here last week,
brought 18,575 bushels of potatoes from
Glaszow. s

Acconding to information received from
the statistical department at the Baltimore
custom house, this lot of potatoes ex-
ceeded the receipts from foreign ports for
the last five years. In 1896 ouly 175 bush-
els were received from abroad; im 1897,
240 bushels; in 1898, 337 bushels; in 1899,
425, 13,059 bushels arrived from foreign
ports, but the great bulk of last year's
arrivals came during December, or since
the rise in price, 11,953 bushels having
been receivad during that month.

The high price of potatoes in the Baiti-
more market is the cause of the importa-
tions. Foreign white potatoes rarely come
in when the price is less than $1 per
bushel, but those now in the market are
selling at $2.50 per sack of 165 pounds,
which is less than three bushels—a bushel
weighing 60 pounds—making the price
about 85c. a bushel. The foreign pota-
toes have to pay a duty of 25c. per bushei.
They are in rather better demand, it is
said, than domestic potatoes, for the rea-
son that they “run” wegularly as to size.
Seme complaint has been heard that
the domestic potatoes * this season have
not been well culled. The crop has been
short, and it is also stated that some deal-
ers have bought up potatoes and stoved
them, in anticipation of high prices, as a
speculation. 1f severe weather should
prevent shipments there would, it is as-
serted, be a stronger tone to the market,
which has become rather easier in con-
sequence of the foreign arrivals.

The continuance of potato importations
appears to depend wholly upon the state
of the local market. Domestic white po-
tatoes of the best quality sold at the close
of tha week wholesale at 80 and 85c. per
bushel, and second quality at 65 and 70c.

FEEDING SAWDUST TO CATTLE.

Europeans Make It Digestibleand Nutritious
for Animals,

Washington, Jan. 8.—In the matter of
food ecomomies for both man and beast,
the Buropeans, according to the report
of Adolph Frankenthal, consul at Berne,
have found two ways at least of beating
the humorous Yankee method of putting
green goggles on a horse and feeding him
with sawdust. In both of these ways,
seemingly indigestible and nen-nutritious
substances are made to fatten the animal
instead of hastening the end of his ac-
tivity.

THE ARGENTINE,
The ‘delicate situation otgt;uned rela
. tions between the great South American
republics of Chili end Argentina, which
has resulted in'an appeal by the latter
to Great Britain for, arbitration, is the
latest international dispute’ to 'attract. the
attention of the civilized world. Our
despatches today coavey the information
that the British authorities are quite will-
ing to act in arbitrating, if Chili ~ wiil |
assent, and that is at present what every-
body is waiting for. There appear to be
geveral reasons why Hngland should hopé
Bo successtully arbitrate in the matter.

_steamer of 4,750 - tons - carrying capacity,
the .rental value ‘is'néarly $1.00 per min-
ute or $60 an hour. So that for every

From this calculation, our readers can
understand the absolute necessity of pre-
venting such delays as are caused either
by insufficient dock accommodation or im-
proper and antiquated loading or ivare-
house facilities. !

United States Army Legislation,

Washington, Jan. 9—Secretary Root was
theard today by tthe house committee on
military affairs; concerning army legisia-
tion. It led to am imteresting general
statement by Mr. Root concerning condi-
tions in' the Philippines, in ‘the course of
which he said that. theé presénce of the
army in the dslands was a strong factor
in maintaining the civil administration
which had been set up. He said that if
the measures proposed by Semator Lodge
and Representative Gooper were acted on
by comgress, he believed the army in the
tslands could be reduced materially below
the present 40,000; -

The secretary favored the abolition of
the army transport service. He stated
that the emergency item of $1;000,000 had
got into the estimates by inadvertence,
and at his suggestion the item will be
omitted from the bill.

Virtual Settlement of- Garment Workers'
Controversy With Employes:

New York, Jan. 9—A virtual settlement
was reached today of the bitter comtro-
versy for shorter hours between the gar-
ment cutters and the clothing manufac-
turers of the United States. The ques-
tion involved about 40,000 men in New
York, Boston, Philadelphia, Chicago, St.
Louis, Cincinnati, Syracuse, Utica, Roches-
ter and Baltimore.

This the employers absolutely refused. An
8% hour day is the present settlement.

(London, Jan. 10.—The Daily Mail is able
to state tirat there has been mo diplo-
matic correspondence with regard to Mr.
Chamberlain’s gpeech, and that Mr. Cham-
berlain himself conveyed the “assurances”
mentioned in ietters written to reach Ger-
man public opinion.

TRADE WITH WEST MADIES

JUDGE FORBES BRINGS HOM{ MUCH

INFORMATION.
L

Criticizes Steamship Service Giver by Pick-
ford & Black--Suggests a Commission to
Visit the Islands--Talks Entertainingly of
Canada’s Trade --- Presbyterian Church
Work. ;

__ “Canadian trade with the West Indies,
1ts present condition and the best means

‘| of its development,” formed the basis of

.a most interesting conversation which a

.| ‘Belegraph reporter had with Judge Forbes

last Wednesday. The 'judge, Who has
 jiist returned from a prolonged sojourn in

} the West Indies and Derherara, combined

the pursuit of knowledge with pleasure,
although, judging from the mas§ of infor-

4 mation ‘he brought back, he must have

devoted much of his time to “‘getting tips”
on the trade situation. ,

From what information his honor ge-
cured it would seem that, before the West
Indian trade can be diverted from United
States ports into Canadian channels, the
existing arrangements must ‘be changed.
“There is a market al our very doors,”
said the judge, ‘““which requires but intelli-
gent development to make it a most lu-
crative one.”’

‘Phe first great improvement which his
honor recommended is the establishment
of a new steamship . service between St.
John, Halifax, the West Indies and South
America. The present service, he says,
is both inadequate and.unsuitable.,

Judge Forbes left Halifax in the steamer
Benedict on November. 4. and Brrived. at
Demerara about Décember I' ' The Bene-
dicf ‘Ke was mot favorably impressed with
and while he ententained .the kindest feel-
ings for Messrs. Pickford & Bladk, he was
melined to condemn the accommodations
provided by their steamers. The Benedict,
he said, was under charter to the Pick-
ford & Black line. Formerly she had been
engaged in carrying iron ore from New-
foundland to Anrdrossan, Seotland, - and
her fitness for the West Indian service
could be better imagined than described.
This vessel has but four staterooms and
a ladies’ cabin and in consequence her pas-
senger accommodation is limited and of
an uncertain character. Canadian . trade
and its development is thus hampered, he
says, by the imperfect {ransportation
facilities. Amother obstacle, even more
formidable, is the inert, if not openly hos-
tile policy pursued by the West Indian
agents of the line in reference to the in-
troduction to the market of Canadian
products. The West Indian and South
American agents of the Pickford & Black
line are: In Bermuda, Mr. James; Bar-
bados, Da Costa & Co.; Port of Spain,
Irinidad, Gordon,Grant & Co.; Demerara,
Sandbach, Parker & Co. £

*I'hese houses,” said Judge Forbes, ‘‘es-
pecially the latter three, are all Jarge im-
porting and_exporting firms with an es-
tablished trade amounting to hundreds of
thousands of dollars annually.’ They have
an extensive Liondon and New York con-
nection and have acquired all their wealth
by this trade. Consequently they haye no
sympathy with Canadian trdde and no de-
sire to cultivate it lest the introduction
in any ‘quantity ‘of Canadian products
might . tend to a rupture of theSe rela-
tions. : g

*“I'hey are inelined to view the intro-

‘duction of Canadian goods as an attempt

to ' overthrow the combinations through
which these wealthy West Indian firms
have made their fortunes.” %
Reverting to discussion of the present
steamship service, Judge Forbes said the
present service between Canada and the
south was little more than a farce.
“Steamers are seldom if ever on time and
a fortnight’s delay is quite an ordinary
ocourrence, They are detained here,
broken down there and as a result they
are simply playing with the trade.”
Judge Forbes here related that when
he reached Barbados he found there the
steamer Orinoeco, which had lain idle four
days while her boilers were being re-
paired. He also read a letter from Port
of Spain, Trinidad, in which the writer
said the Orinoco which was due Dec- 16th,
had not arrived at’ date of writing, Dec.
26. The writer had imported consider-
able Canadian produce on her, much of

“Which was intended for the Christmas

trade, but which had by the delay been
rendered practically = unsalable. “This
gentleman, by the way, is a Bluenose and
so far,” said his honor, ‘“he has had a
good meed of success in the handling of
Canadian goods: He has practically driven
the Danish butter at 50 cents per pound,

| out of the Wiest Indian market and has

supplanted it° with a product dubbed
‘maple leaf brand’ of butter; which is put

Lup in Stewiacke, N. 8., and finds a ready

sale at 81 cents per pound.” :

Krom conversations with some agents of
the line Judge Forbes learned that they
had no desire to cultivate Canadian trade
and when pressed for reasons they con-
tended that Canadian manufacturers did
not put up their product in a manner
which found favor with West Indian cus-
tomers. They instanced that Canadian
flour had been introduced in the islands
but the eonsumers would not purchase
because the barrels had flat *hoops instead
of the rounded variety to which they had
been accustomed. In hardware, Canadian
broad axes found no sale because, while
an excellent article, they in many cases
did not bear a label printed in colors. This
label the West Indians considered as a
mark of quality. “Had there been any
desire,” said the judge, “on the part of
these wealthy merchants, several of whom
are members of the governihg bodies of
the island, to assist Canadian trade, they
could easily have notified pur manufac-
turers of the special requirements. But
they seem afraid of Canadian competition
and feel that if our goods ga in, there will
be an end to their business with New
York- And these are the men who are
entrusted with the working up of our
trade. i

“When I pointed out to them that they
could sell to Canada instead of the United
States they raised as a second objection
that even if they purchased from us the
shipments would have to bs made via
New York as they could not depend on
the service between Canada and the isl-
ands.

“That obstacle could, however, be over-
come, for. the line is subsidized and if it
fails to come up to the requirements of
the trade the subsidy should be given to
a service which would. The service be-
tween the islands and United States ports
is superb. It is practically controlled by
the American Fruit Pany and every

-attention is paid to both freight and pas-

senger traffic. ‘Why, when I went down

in the Benedict I was five days from Hali-

i
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fax to Bermuda, 740 miles. On the ze-
turn I came from Jamaica to Boston,
1,470 miles; on the Admiral Farragut, in
512 days. The fare from Halifax to
Demerara on the Pickford & Black boat
was $75. From Jamaica to Boston it cost
me less than $40, Omne boat was a pal-
ace, the other little more than a tramp.
The boats running between Canada and
the West Indies are, to my mind, used
simply as commissaniat - boats between
Halifax and Bermuda.”

Asked if he had any sugigestion for im-
provement of the condition}, Judge Forbes
said he was inclined to fgvor the forma-
tion of a zolverein or;combine between
Canada and the West fndl‘ colonies. This
could arrange that while ¢ach colony en-
tering into the agreement would retain its
usual tariff it would give a preference to
the colonies in the jcombination. Then the
united influence of| the colonies could be
brought to bear up¢n the imperial govern-
ment. and a beneficial. arrangement
reached. Great Britain W‘E contemplating

a duty on sugar and, if put on, colonial
grown sugar could be exempted and thus
the trade of the islands and Canada be
assisted. As an example of the scope and
plan of the combipation his honor cited
that if Canada eﬁd take 75,000 tons of
sugar from the islands annually then Brit--
ish merchants could arrange to take the

a Chinaman, a Nepaulese and several Easi
Indian negroes. In this congregation also
he found a wealthy Chinaman whose ideas
of progress are so advanced that he has
semt his son to Harvard for a scientific
education with the idea of attaining the
title of doctor of philosophy. In Trinidad
there are 95,000 East Indians and in Dem-
erara 125,000, all of whom are being edu-
cated and Christianized by the Canadian
Presbyterian Missionary Society.

Big One Sets the Dealers Talking -- One
Hundred and Thirty-six the Best.

Boston, Jan. 3—A 75-pound codfish,
caught last ‘week from the little fishing
steamer Vigilant, off Provincetown, was
heralded far and wide as the king of the
cod tribe, as one of the largest, if not the
largest fish of its kind ever found in these
waters or in the vicinity of Massachusetts
Bay.
Al letter was received here yesterday
from J. J.. O’Neill, of Provincetown, in
which he says: “I had a codfish landed
on my wharf a month ago by Captain
Wareham, of the sloop Carrie Tyler, that
weighed when dressed 63 pounds, or about
85 pounds alive. I have bought many that
exceeded the weight of the fish landed by
the steamer Vigilant.”

John R. Neal states that within a year.
a fish weighing 122 pounds had been re-
ceived at his warehouse, and that with-
in the last five years several exceeding
100 pound had been bought. The same
story was told by other dealers, who all
claimed that a 75-pound cod was not un-
usual.

Further investigation revealed the fact
that the report of the United States com-
mission on fisheries reported the capture
of a codfish i 1886 off George’s Banks,
50 or 60 miles from Cape Cod, by Captain
Stephen Mar, of Gloucester, which
weighed when dressed 136 pounds. Other
cases of codfish weighing 130, 122 and 111
pounds were also given. :

Two Hours' Hard Fighting Culmi-
nating in Carrying by Storm the
Position Held by Raiders from
Persia on the Makran Coast--The
Casualties Were Many.

London, Jan. 9—A Calcutta despatch

British force of Nodiz Foutt, which had
beén seized by a gang of raiders from

Ali. The latter successfully raided Kaat-
dar, in Mekran, last year, and in October

last he again entered Mekran from Persia, |

and was to have co-operated with another
gang of Persians on the border. His seiz-
ure of the fort of Muhamed Umar, how-
ever, led to his undoing, he being almost
immediately blockaded there by the Nazim
of Mekran with'485 The Nazim cax-
ried on.the siege of the, fort. for 53 days,
but, having no_atillery, failed to capture
at.

LOYALIST'S ROUGH PASSAGE

FURNESS LINER AT HALIFAX AFTER
HARD BATTLE.

Three Days Late Because of Combination of
Gales--Passed a Tramp Apparently Dis-
abled But Not Asking Assistar ce--Ger-
man Baron Coming to St. John,

Halifax, Jan. 9—(Special)—The Furness
liner: Loyalist, nearly three days overdue,
came into port shortly after noon today.
Captain Heeley said it was one of the
worst voyages he had ever made. 'The
steamer sailed from London the day after
Christmas and left Gravesend next day.
It was alnost a continuous gale from the
outset and there were but four days of
the passage that the steamer was able to
make more than 200 miles. On the third
she made only 111 miles. On that day the
worst gale was encopntered with violent
squalls and high dangerous sea. The ship
wags tossed about in a most alarming man-
ner making it very uncomfortable for all
on board, but by careful handling she
was brought through without damage.
When about half way across, an unknown
tramp steamer was sighted some distance
away apparently laying to disabled. She
was displaying no distress signals and as
a large liner was passing quite close to her
and did not sbop, Captain Heeley pre-
sumed it was nothing serious.

The Loyalist * brought as passengers,
Baron and Baroness Moyland and two ser-
vants who are on their way to St. John.

The steamer has about 800 tons cargo
to discharge here after which she will
proceed to St. John.

PHASES OF SITUATICN.

Thought Telegraph Line Along the
Intercolonial Might Be Used for
Continuing Messages Overiand,
But Difficulty is Met--Government

- Postal System.

Ottawa, Jan. 9-—(8Special)—Marconi left
tor New York this afternoon. The plans
for his new station at Glace Bay, Cape
Breton, will be prepared at once and his

expectation is that the' station will be |

ready for communication across the At-
lantic by the beginning of June. The
contractor may be sent over from Eng-
lend, but Nova Scotia labor will be em-
ployed in the actual building. On his re-
turn to England Marconi will have the
electric power at his' Cornwall station
greatly increased, so that by the time the
Cape Breton station is finished he will
be ready to resume transatlantic tests of
his wireless telegraphy system to a prac-
tical scale. He expects to return to Can-
ada in about a month.

It is known that one of the proposals

under consideration was that the gov-
ernment itself estapiish a station at Louis-
burg and pay a royalty to the inventor
upon all transatlantic messages.

But the chief difficulty to be overcome
would not be removed by government con-
trol of the system, inasmuch as the land
connectionsf,would still be in the hands of
the Canadian Pacific Railway and the
Western Union Telegraph Company, both
of which have connections in Cape Bre-
ton. 1t was thought the telegraph line
along the Intercolonia! Railway between
Sydney, C. B.,, and Montreal could be
utilized, for the Intercolonial is a govern-
ment railway. But it was found that this
line is practically ‘the property of the
Western Union, and that the government,
although it has the right to use it for
railway purposes, is precluded from do-
ing commercial telegraph business.

The only !and lines owned by the gov-
ernment are those of the coast telegraph
system. These, however, have their -most
easterly point on tlie Strait of Belle Isle,
on the north shore of the 8t. Lawrence.
The line on the south shore extends only
to Gaspe, which is connected by cable
with the eastern point of Anticosti Isl-
and. And it was found to be imprac-
ticable to use the Marconi system to con-
nect the transatlantic station with the
government land lines, either at Anticosti
or Belle Isle.

The administration has had for a year |

or more under consideration the policy of
establishing a government postal telegraph
system, to be operated by the post office
department, as in England. It is believed
that the result of the negotiations with
Mr. Marconi will be to hasten this move-
ment, and that at the session of parla-
ment which opens early next month, Mr.
Mulock, the postmaster general, will bring
in a bill to put this policy into practical
effect. |
