he lived only long enough to say a few
words.

Mr. Bridges was one of the most pros-
perous farmers of Aroostook Junction;
and was well known and very popular in
the upper part of the province. He was
between forty and forty-five years of age
and leaves a wife and two small children.
Two sisters also survive—Mrs. H. W.
Beveridge, of Andover, and Mrs. George
Scott, of Dorchester (Mass) MHis father,
James Bridges, and one brother, Wasson,
who lives on the old homestead at Gor-
dopsville, Carleton county, also survive.

Tells His Majesty Nothing But Representative Government Will Save the Country---Strike
Extends Throughout the Empire, and Famine Stares the People in the Face---
st. Petersburg in a Panic and Shops Close Their Doors.

8t. Petersburg, Oct. 26.—St. Petersburg
was in a panic today but to a large ex-
tent apparently without reason. The mcst
alarming rumors’ were in circulation and
the ehopkeepers on all except a few of
the principal streets, closed their stores
and boarded the doors and windows,while
peaceful-minded inhabitants kept within
doors. Anxiety was evidenced in the
| whole atmosphere of the city
nothing has occurred to justify these fears.
There were no disorders.

General Trepoff, who has been placed in
command of the St.Petersburg garrison and

; ments, declared that he is amply able to
maintain order and the police are allow-
'ing the strikers to vent their enthusiasm

tonight that he was prepared to cope firm-
ily with any disorders. He had printed in
all the evening papers a notification that
the troops would tomorrow be ordered to

should be any outbreak.

By the greatest exertions the govern-
ment today succeeded in moving trains
{manned by military operatives on a few
railroads. Traffic was resumed irregular-
ly on the Moscow and St. Petersburg rail-
way and on lines from Moscow to Brest
and Kazan. The first efforts were direct-
ed to the moving of cattle trains so as to
meet the pinch of approaching famine in
the two capitals, and one train load of
cattle arrived at St. Petersburg and an-
other at Moscow. Peasants are also driv-
ing cattle on the hoof into Moscow. A
scanty supply of milk, butter and eggs is
arriving in St. Petersburg by the Finland
railroad, the employes of which refuse to
strike.

Russia 18 practically isolated today from
the rest of the continent of Europe, as the
intornational train service on all the lines
has vir.ually ceased.

Remarkable Demonstration at
New Orleans; Police
Couldn’t Handle
Crowd

CUT-OUT HIS ADDRESS

President Feared Panic in the Crush
of 50,000 People Around the
Stand, and Fled to Banquet Hall--
Will Spend Next Four Days Cruis-
ing About the Coast,

New Orleans, Oct. 26—At the end of
nine hours of varied entertainment in
New Orleans, the close of a pleasant trip
through the south, President Roosevelt at
6.30 o'clock tonmight boarded the light-
house tender Magnotia and began his re-
turn journey to Washington.

No newspaper representatives accom-
panied the president on the boat, and he
will be out of touch with the world
throughout the night, but daylight tomor-
row is expected to bring news of his suc-
cessful transfer to the armored cruiser
West Virginia, which lies at anchor ofi
the mouth of the Mississippi river to re-
ceive him and carry him on towards the
capital. |

For four days the president will be oft
American soil,. but by wireless telegraph
it is promised he will be in communication
with the shore.

The densely crowded strects, the elab-
orate decorations, the wild applause that
greeted the president along the route of
th parade, the enthusiasm with which his
address to the multitude in Lafayette
square was received and the remarkable
demonstration in his. honor at an after-
noon luncheon contributed toward making
complete the cordial welcome to the na-
tion’s chief executive.

Had to Abaundon Address.

The president was compelled to aban-
don one public address before he had got
well started on it. It was contemplated
that the military and civil parade should
pass in review befcre him at the city
hall, but the crowd at this point was so
tremendous that neither the police nor the
troops were able to move it, and the
president, foreseeing a possible panie, final-
ly gave up the attempt to speak and left
the platform.

The crowd jammed St. Charles street all
the way from Poidras street to Ninth
street, and it epread over Lafavette square
almest from St. Charles street to Camp
street.

\Chance for Trouble Over
| Newfoundland Question
Yet Savs Root

' DURAND'S LETTE

British Ambassader Says Fishery Dis-
pute is Under Consideration of His
Government, and, Pending Result,
He Advises Gloucester Men Not to
Provoke Islanders.

Washington, "Oct. 26—\While tie most
critical points in the Newfoundland fish-
eries controversy apparently have been
settled, a letter from Secretary Root to
Secretary Shaw, made public today, points
out there-is still ground for possible fric-
tion, and expresces a wish that pending
negotiations mow in progress, American
fishermen and local officials avoid any pre-
cipitate action in the assertion of what
they conceive to be their rights. The pro-
mulgation of the letter followed a confer-
ence between Secretary Root and Sir Mor-
timer Durand, the British ambassador.
The letter follows:-—

Department of State.
Washington, Oct. 25, 1905.
To the Secretary of the Treasury:--

Sir,—The immediate difliculty experi-
enced by the American fishing fleet on the
treaty coast of Newioundland ap-
pears to bc happily disposed of.
There are, however, some other
questions bearing upon the relations
between the recent legislation of New-
foundland and American rights under the
treaty of 1818 with Great Britain, from
which, in default of a clear understanding,
further difficu'ties may pessibly arise.
These questions are now under considera-
tion by the two governments, with a con-
fident expectation of reaching a satisfac-
tory conclusion.

In the meantime I wish to bring to the
attention of ovr American fishermen some
expressions contained in a recent letter re-
ceived by me from the British ambassa-
dor. He says:—-

“I note with' satisfaction that tlie zov-
ernment of ‘he United States will do
everything in their power, as we on our
side shall certainly do, to prevent any
collision betwe:n American fishermen and

‘Tratllgar Day in Boston.

Y Last Saturday evening the British resi-
dents of Boston celebrated in Tremont
Temple the one hundredth anniversary of
Trafalgar. The exercises were conducted
under the auspices of the Victorian Club,
gnd constituted a most impressive occas-
icn. Captain Mahan, of the United
States navy, was present and gave the
chief address on Nelson. Like many great
historians, he is rich in excellent ideas,
but is neither an attractive nor forceful
public speaker. His public utterances are
decidedly prosy, and are much more pleas-
ant to read than to hear. The occasion
was also graced by the presence of Ad-
mira] Seymour, from the British navy.
This old sea-hero received a most cordial
welcome and is deservedly popular both
here and in England.

For example,
Mr. Bartlett in discussing the questions at

_“Whefi I/ say to my opponént, ‘What

fave you to say as to the abolition of the
duty on coal’—this, understand, is an ar-
gument on an economic question—what
am I answered? ‘Few Massachusetts citi-
zens appreciate the fact that the Massa-
chusetts board of health is in sanitation
not only a national but an international
leader.”

You'd almost think that was a “stand
pat” argument from Pennsylvania. (Laugh-
ter). But what ‘strikes you most about
it is its complete disinterestedness. (Great
laughter). At that time Mr. Whitney
was presidéent of the Dominion Coal Com-
pany.

Loaded Dice for Newfoundland.

But consistency is a dangerous touch-|

stone for public men, and Mr. Lodge
would have difficulty in swallowing his
own delphic utterances on reciprocity and
the .currency.

“PIRATE" CRAFT
ROBS MANY YACHTS
ALONG THE COAST

Newport, R. I., Oct. 24—Although the
net spread by the police of %his city failed
today to entrap in its meshes Henry A.
Jackson, who is allezed to be the captain
of the “pirate” craft Dorado, there were
several developments which will aid ma-
terially to clear up the mystery surround-
ing the Dorado’s movements along the
shores of Narragansett Bay and Lond Is-
land Sound. The most important feature
today was the arrest in Providence of
Otto Steiffel, who admitted to the police
that he was associated with Jackson and
his companions. '

Steiffe]l was brought here from Provi-
dence tonight.

Birmingham, Ala., Oct. 24—President
Roosevelt concludéd a strenuous day in
Alabama by a two. hours’ visit to Bir-
mingham, where his reception, in keeping
with those given h.m at Montgomery and
Tnskege, was hearty and soul-stirring.

His day began at 7 o’clock when the
special train left Montgomery for Tuske-
gee.

Visits to the Tuskegee Normal and In-
dustrial Institute and to the Methodist
Female Coll:ge were crowded in a little
more than two hours and the noon hour
had just arrived when the executive step-
ped from his car in Montgomery. Here
he spoke to a great throng under the
shadow of a confederacy’s first capitol
and was on his way again eharply at 2
o’clock. A few minutes before 5 the
pres.dent was the guest of Birmingham,
and until his train left at 645 p. m., on
the night run to Little Rock, the presi-
dent was cheered at every turn,

saw the incident and called the attention
of officers to the man, who was imme-
diately arrested.

B. Ward, surrounded by a reception com-
mittee, delivered the formal address of
welcome at the station and immediately
afterward the party ‘entered carriages and
began the march to Capitol Park, three
squares distant. The parade was along
North Twentieth street and the entire
line of march wae packed with humanity.

NUISANCES 0§ BOUNDARY

“Line Houses” Make Trouble for
Governments

Smuggling Goes on Despite Vig-
ilance of Authorities--Water is
Found in Bottled -in - Bond
Whiskey.

‘Washington, Oct. 23—The fact that
“line houses” on the boundary between
Canada and the United States have been
growing in number instead of decreasing,
despite the energetic measures of Cana-
dian and United States inspectors, has re-
cently been brought to the attention of
customs officials in Washington, and plans
to do away with the nuisance are under
consideration. The ‘line houses,” in
which a rushing business is done in smug-
gling goods and selling illicit whiskey, lie
especially on the Maine and Vermont bot-l
ders, and are built directly over the line. |
There dre about fifteen of them on the
Vermont boundary, and twenty on the
line between Maine and Canada. For fifty
years the Canadian inspectors and United
States government and state officials in
Maine and Vermont have been struggling '
to put down the “line houses,” but with
little success. This is due to the fact that
a successful raid can be made only by
joint action between the officials of the
two governments. The officers must ap-
pear at the “line house” simultaneously,
the Canadians entering from their side
and the American inspectors nailing their
man in case he attempte to shift his gocds
into their territory. The operation in
this way is apparently simple, but be-
cause of the limited force of inspectors
and the wide stretches which they are
obliged to patrol it has been found diffi-
cult to secure joint action, and the houses
still flourish.

Smuggling flourishes in spite of their
vigilance, and in the matter of regulating
the ranging of cattle from Canadian to
American territory on. farms which lie
on both sidss of the line it has been im-
possible for the limited force to compel
anything approximating a strict observ-
ance of the law. It is now proposed, in
view of the many perplexing questions
which are likely to arise in connection
with enforcement of the boundary rules
all along the line from the Pacific to the
Atlantic coast, that the United States
and Canada should agree to a joint com-
mission to deal with the subject. With a
view to closing up the “line houses” the|
suggestion is made that Canada and the
United States should negot:ate a treaty
which should provide either that no house
of any kind should be built directly over |
the boundary line, or else that a meutral
belt a few feet wide should be established!
whith would serve as a boundary zone. |
It is proposed that in this belt no house '
should be built, and therefore that a man |
must have his home wholly in Canadian |
or American territory. It is proposed, |
further, that the forces of special agents|
| shall be increased and that they shall
i confer with a view to making a series ofl
raids upon every ‘line house” now in|
existence.

The discovery has been made by the
internal revenue bureau that even bottled- !
in-bond whiskey is not certainly the ark
of refuge which fastidious drinkere have
imagined. Its chemistry bureau, which |
for some time past has been devoting its|
attention to patent medicines, is now at
work analyzing samples of bottled-in-bond |
whiskey, with the sad result that in sev-)
eral cases the samples have been found |
to fall several degrees short of the re-;
quired proof. The trouble began when |
one of the agents of the internal revenue
brought a sample of bottled-in-bend goods
which was considerably below proof. The
result was the investigation, which has
already shown that a number of brands
do not contain the right number of de-
grees. They range from one to four de-
grees below proof, and the distillers fear
that they may be ordered to call in their
goods already distributed throughout the
| country. The theory offered by one of the
distilling agents is that. through the care-
Jessness amcng the washers, some of the
water with which the bottles have been
washed may have remained in the Dot-
tles, and that this may account for the
decrease in the proof.

COMPARISON OF WAGES IN

CANADA AND UNITED STATES

Dominion Census Shows That the Average Rate Across the
Border is About Fifty Cents a Day More, But the Em-
ployer Gets More Value for His Money. .

In the introduction to volume III of the
census, which deals with manufacturing
industries, a good deal of attention is also

_paid to the question of wages. The small-

ness of the average annual wage-earners
as set out in the census report has al-
ready been referred to. It has to be re-
membered in the connection that in re-
gard to practically all of the trades, and

. to some of them more than others, the

average is presumably smaller than the
g-neral and much smauer than the pos-
sible. There are some induetries and
some branches of others in ~which, either
from their nature, from the regulations
of trades unions (as with the glass blow-
ers) or from established custom, the em-
ployes do not work full time. Some lay
off for the hot weatiier and eome for the
cold, and others when they feel like it.
Then there are the holidays. Some in-
dustries also suff.r inconvenience from
the difficuity of getting their full staffs
to work immediately after pay day. All
this tends to curtail the average annual
earnings of workers, when the whole of
an industry is considered.

Then there are the strikes, which cut
off earning capacities, sometimes for
months. - In “paper and printing,” for
instance, one of the best paid of the di-
visions, according to the census, the aver-
age annual earnings for employes are
given as $138 or $8.40 a week. This is
only about two-thirds of what an indus-
trious printer in Montreal, Toronto, Ot-
tawa or Winnipeg can and in many cases
does earn. It is considerably less than
men in the trade do earn in other cities.
There are other industries in which like
illustraticns might be given by men hav-
ing expert knowledge.

The situation in this regard, moreover,
does not appear to be confined to Canada.
There is complaint in Great Britain of
the delays, and even loss of businese,
sometimes caused by trade customs or
practices which hinder progress and to
some extent reduce the capacity of costly
plants. In the United States the strike
is always affecting some industry or other
in some part of the country, and by re-
ducing earnings locally lowers the average
generally. It can reasonably be held that,
to a considerable extent, the average wag:
earnings of industrial workers could be ap-
preciably increased if all were anxious to
earn and take advantage of their oppor-
tunities,

Taking things as they are, or as they
are represented to be in the census re-
turns, the average annual wages of indus-
trial workers of all clasees, in Canada and
the United States, according to the di-
visions adopted in the census bureau, in
1901, were as follows:

his fellow in Canada. Of course, in great
centres like New York and Boston, Phila-
delphia and Chicago, higher wages prevail
than in Canadian cities of one-tenth the
sizey There are also in connection with
the Yiron and steel industry, for instance,
in the United States, as compared
Canada, more and larger plants, giving em-
ployment to larger numbers of skilled and
highly paid men, whose work is practic-
ally uninterrupted from the beginning to
the end of the year. As it is these centres
of high wages and high living expenses,
and these highly paid industries that at-
tract men and women workers, from other
parts of the United States as well as from
other countries, it is possible from these:

New York Herald, in a double-leaded edi-
torial, announces that Cuba must not eign
it. As soon as a good understanding is
reached between Britain and the United
States something seems bound to arise to
threaten it. While the Herald has had
much to say of the hands-across-the-sea
policy of its ambassadors at the Court of
St James, it grows excited at the mere
suggestion that Cuba shall give the Brit-
jsh as many trade favors as she gives to
Americans. Hear the Herald:

“Aq it stands the treaty is a character-
istic ‘heads I win, tails you Jose’ achieve-
ment of British diplomacy. If it were
ratified and the pending navigation treaty
of the United States with Cuba ghould ‘oe
consummated, later on British trading ves-
sels and British war ships could claim
equal treatment in Cuban porte under the
‘most favored nation’ clauses.

“Jt is certain that American septiment
will not tolerate any European Power ac-
quiring in Cuba such privileges, as this
treaty would enable her practically to es-
tablish a naval base at the very door of
the United States. The American people
spent their blood and treasure to free.t‘"‘
island, cstablish order and set the little
republic on its feet. When they presented
the Cubans with their independence the

Platt amendment was adopted. The plain |
intent of this is to prohibit the Cubans

from cntering into any foreign entangle-
ment which might embarrass the litt.le
republic or involve the United States in
possible complications. In fact, Cuba is
in the position of a ward in chancery of
the United States, and the latter would }?e
morally bound to assumc Cuba’s cause in

| the event of the latter becoming involved

in difficultics with any Turcpean Power.

“Jt was an admirable sentiment that
impelled the = American pecple to sur-
render the island to the Cubans, and so
long as the latter keep themﬁe]vcs.clmr
of foreign entanglements that sentiment
will prevail. But ‘business is business,’
and the possibilities involved in such a
treaty as that with Great Britain present
to the American people ‘business’ so ser-
jous as might make it mnecessary to dis-
pense with gentiment.”

Cuba is free, in other words—but her
market is the property of the United
States. Must Cuba, then, abrogate her
treaty with Italy? The Herald must think
so; and that would be awkward. The
Herald is for the open door in Manchuria,
but not in Cuba. Also, the Herald is
deeply concerned lest the British do them-
selves an injury by this Cuban treaty. It
saye: ‘
“REven from a British point of view it
may be questioned whether the treaty
would be a good thing for England, be-
cause in the event of war or any serious
complication arising all the West India
jslands would at once flock under the
American flag. In its own interest and in
the interest of the Cubans, of Great Brit-

| ain and of the world’s peace, the United

States should strenuously maintain the ob-
jections it has raised to the ratification
of the treaty.”

Montreal, October 26—The statement
was made some time since that the evid-
ence forthcoming in the case of Ald. Dan
Gallery, M. P., from St. Alban’s would
be sufficient to hang an ordinary man.
The bill of particulars manded In charges
that Gallery paid out various sums of
money amounting in all to over $10,000 to
various persons named in the document
to be employed for fraudulent purposes.
It is’ charged that these people paid cer-
tain sums for bribery and corruption dir-
ect, avhile in other cases it was paid out
for “cojorable employment” to persons
named 1p the particulars, It is also charg-
ed that the respondent personally, with-
out keeping any account vouchers, re-
ceipts or potes of his expenditure, paid
out these large sums of money without
observing tne provisions of the statute
which orders that such payments must be
ma.de_th.rough the legal agent and later,
knowingly and fraudulently, neglected to
prepare and hand to the returning officer
a statement of his expenses. but insBead
fraudulently and with the connivance of
his agent, Ald. M. J. Walsh, caused an
inexact and incorrect statement of his
expenses to be published, showing a total
expenditure of $291.35, in violation of the
election law.

Paid Sixty-one Direct

Another paragraph charges Gallery
with paying direct to sixty-one persons
whose names are given, various sums for
the purpose of securing votes, treating
voters, personating electors and carrying
voters to the polls. The names of a hun-
dred and ninety vofers are given to whom
it is charged money or liquor was given,
positions were given or promised and
money lent to voters to vote or abstain
from voting as the respondent and his
agents wished. Forty-eighs persons are
named as those to whom money was sup-
plied- to personate voters, and it is
charged that 452 attempts at persomation
were made, in some cases two false votes
being cast for one person. while in a
small number of cases the attempt at
personating was defeated because the
personator would not take the oath.
Among these whose names are given as
having been personated are the late W.
‘W. Ogilvie, Justice Baby and other men
whose names are well-known throughout
the city,

Would Pay Them All !

Then came the personal charges, Jas.
Hector is said to have got a weuit of
clothes for working in the St. Maurice-
street committee rooms. Ald. Gallery is
charged with having given money to Jas.
O’Grady, or endorsed that gentleman’s
note to start a butcher’s stall. Michael

direct from Ald. Gallery for use in vari-
ous ways in promoting the election of the
respondent.

Harvey’s barroom the night before the
election.
