In 
the present year we are putting in about 
150,000 tics, two thirds ol whieh are now 
in, eighty miles of steel rails, and we shall 
ballast eighty miles of track. In two years 
alter this the whole line between Montreal 
and Toronto will be laid with steel rails;

BLOWING OUT HIS BRAINS IN THE ETERNAL 
CITY—HE LEAVES A LETTER FOR ST. JOHN, 

NEW BRUNSWICK.

One Case Bine, Brown and Black

MOSCOW BEAVERS.
The Gazzetla di Roma of June 28, fur 

nishes the following account ol the suicide 
of an American gentleman in the Eternal 
City :

Last night in the Locanda della Lepra,on 
the Via della Bocea di Leone, a lamentable 
occurrence took place. Cn the 15th of 
May a gentleman, handsome, genial in 
manners, and apparently rich, registered 
himself in tho hotel book as “Mr. Edwin 
Carroll, Baltimore, Md., United States.” 
Until recently this gentleman evinced no 
symptom that would even remotely lead to 
the suspicion ol self murder, the drear and 
solitary crime of which he has died a vic­
tim. On Tuesday last letters came lor Mr. 
Carroll bearing English and American 
postmarks. On Tuesday, June 25, he lelt 
suddenly for Leghorn, leaving his luggage 
at the Lepra, and promising to return im 
mediately. He returned accordingly at an 
early hour yesterday, aad the proprietors 
of the hotel remarked that he seemed to be 
in a strnngc, dull, gloomy mood, lie 
called for breakfast.but rose from the table 
without eating. He next ordered brandy, 
of which he drank an inordinate amount, 
Then he demanded the key ol his apart 
msnts and retired up stairs.

About 11 o’clock A. M., a waiter re­
ported to the cashier that he had heard

Better Term».

A few days ago, Hon. Mr. Mackenzie, 
leader of the Reform Party in Parlia­
ment, in a speech delivered in Glencoe 
referred in the following terms to the 
policy of increasing the money indem­
nity to the Lower Provinces :—

“The Imperial Act provided that a cer­
tain annual sum should be paid to each 
Province. Nova Scotia complained that 
she did not get enough. The Opposition 
said, ‘Then let us .have an enquiry either 
by commission or by committee of the 
House, and if the terms are found unjust 
we will apply to the Imperial Parliament, 
it the Provinces are willing, for a modifi­
cation of the terms.’ But, no ; the Gov­
ernment, after declaring that Nova Scotia 
had received all she wasentitled-to, turned 
round and, in order to buy np Mr. Howe 
and Mr. McL Han, agreed to give Nova 
Scotia some $80,000 a year additional sub­
sidy, without any reference to thelmperial 
authority. Look at the danger ol this 
course. Ontario might unite with any ol 
the smaller provinces and vote herself as 
much of the Dominion tuuds as she pleased. 
In the interest of the -smaller provinces, 
therefore, it was right that the Imperial Act 
should not be interfered with by theDomin- 
ion Parliament, He pointed out at the time 
what the effect would be,and his prediction 
was being fulfilled. New Branswick was 
demanding better "terms, and assigning as a 

for the demand that better 
were given to Nova Scotia, and we had Mr 
Chanveau in his place at Ottawa deliber 
ately declaring that as soon as Quebec 
needed more money she would ask for 
more from the Dominion. The expenses 
of the Quebec Government were enormously 
in excess of those ol Ontario, in proportion 
to population and revenue, and they would 
very soon have a deficiency unless they 
economized. Where was this sort of thing 
to stop, if it was allowed to a majority in 
the Dominion Parliament to increase the 
subsidy of every province?"

Where is the practical difference be­
tween the Dominion Parliament grant­
ing the financial concession, and the 
Dominion Parliament recommending 
the Imperial Parliament to grant it? 
The same majorities at Ottawa are re­
quired in either case; and what these 
majorities require the Imperial Parlia­
ment to enact will certainly be enacted. 
In the case of Nova Sootia, majorities 
from each Province favored the proposi­
tion, so that the change in her financial 
position was made with the consent of 
all.

It seems unfortunate for the Opposi­
tion that the canvass which suits the 
region of Ontario is utterly unsuitable 
for use in any other Province, the Re­
formers of Ontario may be opposed to 
doing justice) to New Brunswick and 
Nova Scotia, but certainly no body of 
electors in the smaller Provinces can 
venture to attach themselves to a Party 
wliich, through its leaders, declares its 
determination to oppose any equitable 
arrangement of the financial question 
where so small a sum of money—small 
compared with the resources of the Do­
minion,—is involved.

The Reform leaders are doing them­
selves, their Party and the country great 
injustice in propagating such senti­
ments. If they were installed in power 
to-morrow, the first question with which 
they would be called upon to deal 
would be this of Qptter Terms for New 
Brunswick. How would they treat it P

Mr. Mackenzie, if his present utter­
ances are sincere, would be obliged to 
rise in the Privy Council the moment 
the subject was broached and declare 
that it could not be entertained 
by the Government which he led. He 
would have to refer his colleagues to 
his announcement of the Reform Party’s 
policy during the campaign, and his 
personal denunciation of any change in 
the financial arrangements of the Act. 
He could not, consistent with his sense 
of self-respect and his position as Leader 
of the Government, permit the subject 
to be even discussed in Council. On the 
other hand, no New Brunswick repre­
sentative could sit in the Council and 
fail to press the subject on the Govern­
ment. To neglect to do so would des­
troy his influence at home, while to urge 
the suit of the Province would bring the 
New Brunswick members at once into 
conflict with the Reform Leaders. In 
this dilemma, Nova Scotia would un­
doubtedly sympathize with New Bruns­
wick, and the upshot of the matter 
would be that the Lewer Provinces 
would be unrepresented in the Govern­
ment of the Dominion. Are Mr, Mac­
kenzie and his friends prepared to wit­
ness such a state of things?

Notwithstanding the Reform Leader’s 
declarations, *we do not believe he can 
seriously contemplate treating New 
Brunswick’s “Case” witU tl;o pontempt 
which he professes. But the mischief 
of his proceeding is seen in the fact that 
he is instilling into his followers false 
ideas of public policy. He is telling 
them, in substance, that no matter what 
the injustice may be under which a 
member of the Union labors, there can 
be no redress ; that however its circura-

With two heavy lunges, the 
porter, an able and stalwart man, burst 
the firm lock of the door. At once the 
mystery was revealed Through the open 
folding doors which divided Mr. Carroll’s 
bedroom from a comfortable saloon, the 
dead body ol the American guest was 
fjund lying on a couch. The head hung 
down almost to the floor, and both legs 
were stretched rigidly toward the door 
The lips were severed, and his fine white 
teeth were clenched as rivets. From a 
•mull aperture in the lelt temple trickled 
a crimson stream which bore testimony to 
the rash and desperate act which had hur­
ried a man prematurely from a graceful, 
vigorous, and cultivated manhood, which 
thousands are coveting. Beneath his right 
hand, which rested on the carpet, a siy- 
barrel revolver was found, and one of the 
barrels was empty.

On a writing desk near the above me­
lancholy scene was a note addressed “To 
Maria Louise Ualton (Mrs, E. J. Carroll), 
Alexandra Hotel, Dale st., “tiverpool, 
Eng ” It re id as follows ;

Maria ? Seven years ago I took you from 
your home, promising to love you forever, 
and share with you yoor every trial and 
oare as lqng as you remained faithful to 
me. 1 never uttered in your presence an 
unkind word, never complained of the ex 
pense nf any indulgence 1 afforded you.

did aught but that which should 
bind you to love me as your husband and 
honor me as a man. Uur poor boy was 
born, and in him 1 felt sure I could realize 
an earnest of perpetual love.

It had just 
undergone a thorough overhauling a week 
before the fire at a large expense. The 
ruins still remain,—the skeleton of an old 
boiler, a tall chimney and a heap ol 
charred timbers. The mill belonged to 
E. D. Jewett & Co. On the parallel point 
jutting out Irom the land, this firm have a 
fine steam saw mill inactive operation. It 
runs one gang of saws, two single saws, a 
clapboard, box, lath and shingle machine. 
It is advantageously situated both for re­
ceiving the logs m rafts, and shipping in 
vessels direct from the mill. The shingle 
machine is quite an interesting object, as 
it shaves good, large spruce shingles, with 
the rapidity ol lightning, eff the large 
wheel on which the blocks of wood are 
pinned. One machine, attended by two 
men, will turn out about 15,000 shingles a 
day. The machine used is Mayhews, 
patented 1870, and made in Bangor. Be 
tween 70 and 80 men are engaged in this 
mill, and it is run eight months in the 
year. The St. John river is only a mile 
distent from this partol the Kennebecoasis.
