Portland Police Court.
An intricate and interesting case came

Parçs, of Quaco, 
had John Brown, Judson Fowler, James 
Brown, and another John Brown arrest­
ed on a charge of forcibly entering his 
house. It seems John Brown is married 
to the daughter of Mr. Parks and lives in 
h:s house. Mrs. Brown came to St. 
John on a visit, and Mr. Brown went to 
board out during her absence. Mr. Parks 
for some reason fastened the house up, 
and Brown and his frionds forcibly en­
tered and took several articles o1 
furniture belonging to Mrs. Brown. 
They were brought to the station yesterj 
day, and gave bonds for their appearance. 
This morning the case came up, and E. 
C. McMonagle, Esq., who appeared for . 
Fowler, objected to the jurisdiction of 
the Court, as in the complaint no crime 
was charged against his client, and there 
was nothing to show a felonious intent 
It was only a trespass, and must be tried 
in a civil court. A. C. Skinner, Esq., ap­
peared for the other three prisoners,and 
objected on the same grounds. Wm. 
Pugsley, Esq-, appeared for Wm. Parks, 
and argued that although there
was no law under the Dominioa 
Acts by which the case could be brought , 
before the pdllce court, yet it
could be brought under the common law 
of England, which is in full fori e. He 
quoted authorities t > prove his argument. 
The magistrate decided that the charge 
was not brought before him in the right 
way, and that he had not, under the war­
rant, jurisdiction.

Mr. Pugsley advised his client to with­
draw the charge and institute a new ac­
tion either for trespass, or a criminal 
charge under another form, which was 
done.
