building. Efforts to secure a stated
appeintment with the minister or
deputy minister of education not suc-
ceeding, Mr, Langford in view of the
urgency of the matter, if the work is
to be rcarried out this year, has gone
to the Queen City on chance of being
able to secure the necessary interview
today.

Presupposing the approval of the de-

partment of the plans, the next step
will be the consideration of the plans
by the board itself at its regular meet-
ing on Tuesday next, April 5. In view
of the desire of some of the trustees
for economy it is possible that some
changes or -eliminations may be made,
but the committee in charge are hope-
ful that in the main the plans will be
found acceptable, If the board approves
the plans two weeks will be necessary
to advertise for ‘tenders and award
the contract. These matters having
presumably been settled without a
hitch approximately another two weeks
would be occupied by the contractor - in
getting on to the ground for the pre-
liminary work so that & start on the
actual work of rebuilding the collegiate
may be under way by May lst.

It is pointed out, however, that once
the contracts are let, presumably by
about April 20, there will be no reason
why the commencement of the new
building should not be formally recog-
nize@ in some meanner on the annivers-
ary day of the fire, April 23.

NAMES ALREADY ON VOTERS' LI

Man, Wife and Two Daughte

rs, Bearing Cards From: the

Temperance Forces, Find Names in Black and W,hité

—Enough To Drive Man

To Drink, Declares Citizen

With Much Heat—313 People Register Up To Date;

Sixty-seven names were added to the
city’s voters® list this morning by the
court of revision sitting in each of the
wards for the purpose of adding names
to the list to be used in the Canada
temperance act referendum, to be held
during April. Up to noon today a total
of 13 successful applicants had appeared
before the board.

This morning's session proved the
busiest since thé opening of the courts
on Monday. While not as many names
were added as on Tuesday afternoon, the
offices were erowded during the greater
part of the morning by people asking for
Information, the majority of whom were
{ndignant,

Scores upon scores of citizens ap-
peared before the courts to register he-
cause they had received cards from tne
temperance forces informing them that
their names were not on the lists. In
almost every instance the applicants dis-
covered that, on applying, their names
were included in the Tists prepared in
1919.

According fo one of the -officials,
everyone in his ward must have re-
ceived a notification, for more than 100
card-bearers appeared before him dur-
ing the meorning. Many of the people
had come a long distance, and several
had lost time from their work. In one
instance a man, his wife and two
daughters, all bearing cards, had ap-
peared before the official in charge.
They knew that they had voted in 1919,
and so they could not understand why
their names had been removed. After
a diligent search, the official in charge
revealed the ifact that the names were
all on the list. When this information
was handed out, the man grew exceed-
ing wrathfiill, for he and both of his
daughters had lost a whole half day
from work. It was enough to drive a
man to drink, he said.

which applicants had thrown away in

disgust. Then to prove that there were -
no|/ favoréd ones the official said that

Jority, 31.

| against.

‘ nedy (Glengarry) anq McDonald (Tem-
iskaming) voted with the Opposition;
Messrs. Clarke (Red Deer), MacNutt
(Saltcoats), Thomson (Qu’ Appelle),
Caldwell (Victoria-Carleton), Wright
(Battleford), Gould (Assiniboia), Hal-
bert (Ontario North), and McDermand
(East Elgin) voteq with the Goverh-
ment, Fred Davis (Neepawa), the anly
cross-bencher present, voted with the
Government.

Sprang Surprise.

It was shortly after the opening of
the evening sitting that the surprise
came. There was a motion before the
House to go into supply, Hon W. L.
Mackenzie King, leader of the Liberal
Opposition, moved an amendment de-
claring “that representation in Parlia-
ment being a fundamental right of the
people, writs should be issued at once
to fill the existing vacancles In the
House of Commons, and that polls
should be held at the earliest possible
time, so as to insure representation of
all constituencies during the present
session of Parllament.”

Without Parallel,

“There is no parallel in history to the
Government’s attitude,” heatedly de-
clared Mr. King, as he again pressed
for information on the full circum-
stances concerning the resignation of
Sir Herbert Ames as member for St.
Antoine.

The prime minister warmly charged
the Opposition with seeking snap ver-
dicts and the glory that lay behind
them., He complaineq that the Opposi-
tion had not shown him the courtesy
of proper notice of the amendment
It was not till 2:20 in the afternoon,
40 minutes after the House opened,
that he had received word of it.

Charges Evasion.

King asked the prime minister
to ‘‘come out with a frank, open,
straightforward statement.”” Every re-
ply so far, Mr. King said, had been in
the nature of an evasion, and he asked
that in the future the prime minister
give the country the {information to
which it was entitled.

There was no parallel to the Govern-
ment’s attitude in Canadlan history,
There were a series of problems before
Parliament involving the expenditure of
colossal sums. The Government
not given mruch indication of a legis-
lative program, but was askin, the
House to vote more than $578,000,000
and which would probably reach a total
of $700,000,000 as supplementary esti-
mates were brought down.

Mr. King then moved his amendment
to the motion to go into supply.

He was not con-
scious of any error whatever in any
replies he had made to questions in the
House, nor was he conscious of with-
holding any informatioh to which the
House was entitled.

Referring to the resignation of Bir
Herbert Ames, Mr. Meighen sald that
the leader of the Opposition had en-
deavored to cast abroad the idea that
the Government was responsible for the
resignation of private members. Private
members were responsible for their own

Mr.

Ames was capable of looking after his
own interests.

The leader of the Opposition did not
reason carefully, because if he did he
would never cast accusations of false-
hood lightly across the floor of the
House. There was not another member
who would believe the member for Grey
North (W. S. Middleboro), capable ot
stating a falsehood.

% Made No Reflection,

Mr. King—I made no reflection what-
ever on Mr, Middleboro.

Mr. Meighen retorted that the leader
of the Opposition had demonstrated his
utter incapacity for reasoning on the
matter.

Have Same Rights.

During the regime of the previous
Liberal administration there had been
constituencies without representation
for periods from six months to more
than a year. He was doubtful if there
was a single year in which constitu-
encies were not without representation
in previous parliaments. The constitu-
encjes had the same rights then as now
and the Government the same powers nf
discretion in the issuing of writs. And
the present Government, sald the
prime ministér intended to exercise the
discretion which was given it by Par-
llament, regardless of any whim of
members of the Opposition.

The House would probably sit about
two months more. The Government had
no intention of hurrying things through.
but it was generally felt that that time
would suffice. If by-elections were
brought on as a result of this amend-
ment the members so elected would
bardly reach the House during the
present session.

The prime minister said he had been
given only 40 minutes’ notice of Mr.
King’s amendment before the House
opened., It was the privilege of the
Government to take a similar course.
At the close of sach sitting of the House
the Government had been advising the
Opposition what legisiation would be
taken up the following day. It was not
bound to follow this course.

Gave Quick Notice.

Mr. King rose to explain that it was
not until 1 o’'clock today that the mem-
bers of the Liberal Opposition decided
on the amendment to be moved this
afternoon. Notice of their decision was
sent to the prime minister's office by
special messenger. He was informed
long before many of the Liberal mem-
bers.

Hon. Mr, Meighen said the message
did not reach him until 2:20 p.m. The
prime minister appealed to members on
beth sides to vote down the resolution
in fairness to themselves, to the Gov-
ernment and to Parliament.

Ernest Lapointe (Quebec East) said
it was not the fault of the leader of
the Opposition that his message did not
reach the prime minister until 2:20.

Made a Profit.

Hon. C. C. Ballantyne, minister of
marine and fisheries, announced that
gross revenue from closed voyages of
the Canadian Government merchant
ships during 1920 was $10,027,442; oper-
ating expenses $8,733,017, leaving an
operating profit on clpsed voyaged dur-
ing the year of $1,293,686. After de-
duction for depreciation, liabilities and
incorporation expenses, net earnings on
closed voyages were $598,460. Including
net earnings on voyages closed since
January and applicable to 1920, the
total net earnings were $781,460. This
was equal to 2.35 per cent on notes
given to the Government for the full
cost of the ships.

Business Is Qulet.

Mr. Ballantyne emphasized the de-
pression which had fallen over ship-
ping. A great number of British ships
were lying idle in different ports of
the world. At the present 536 steel
steamers lof United Btates registry and
nearly 300 wooden ships were idle. The

Gives the Figutes.

From the operating profit thete was
to be deducted §686,066.46 for, deprecia-
tion, liabilitles and incorporatien ex-
penses, leaving the net earnings on
closed voyages $598,460.09. To this was
added $183,000 net earnings on voyages
closed since January, applicable to 1920,
bringing . the total net earnings of the
steamshipa to §$781,460.09.

This amount, Mr. Ballantyne stated,
was equal to 2.35 per cent interest on
notes given to the Government for the
full cost 6¢ the ships.

The year 1920, the minister stated,
had proved unsatisfactory to shipping
interests all over the world. There was
a surplus of tonnage. At the commence-
ment of the war the world tonnage was
about forty-nine million tons. At pres-
ent the avallable world tonnage was
about 65,000,000 tons.

Abnormally Hign,

The costs of operation, which had
reached abnormally high proportions
during the war, continued throughout
the year, and this fact, with a substan-
tial decline in freight rates, added ma-
terially to shipowners’ difficulties. There
had been a severe decline in freight
rates from United Kingdom ports over
well defined routes. The decline in
trans-Atlantic rates to United King-
dom ports was very substantial. On
cargoes from Canadian ports to South
American ports decreased average from
17% to 650%. On cargoes . to India the
rates had declined 20 per cent. From
British Columbia ports to Australia the
reduction had been from 15 to 35 per
cent.

A Blg Problem.

Canadian shipping companies had
faced the problem of smaller cargo of-
ferings, while contending with the
highest operating costs ever known. The
percentage of increases in the price paid
for the principal requirements as be-

approximately: Coal 183 per cent, pro-
visions 100 per cent, oils, etc., 100 per
cent, paints 125 per cent, rope 100 per
cent, general deck and engine stores
100 per cent, wages 300 per cent.

The degression in shipping, Mr, Bal-
lantyne stated, was so acute that there
were lying idle in different parts of the
world a great number of British ships.
At the present time 536 steel steamers
of United States registry and nearly
300 wooden vessels were idle.

: Increased Tonnage,

When he had made his statement in
connection with the shipbuilding pro-
gram to the House last session, Mr.
IBellantyne said, there were 24 vessels
in commission. Since that time 23 addi-
tional =~ vessels, with an approximate
deadwelight tonnage of 131,000 tons, hag
been completed and commissioned. The
deadwelght tonnage of the 47 vessels
now in commissign was 259,783 tons.
There remained to be completed two
ships of 10,500 tons each, nine of 8,300
tons, and five from 3,500 to 8,900 tons
each. The entire program, when com-
pleted.1 would comprise 63 ships of an
approximate deadweight to
374,254 tons. . i

Seven of these vessels were being
equipped with oil fuel installations, ang
thirteen would be provided with re-
frigerator space.

The sum of $20,000,000 had been voted
for shipbuilding in Canada in the pres-
ent fiscal year. Of that amount $14,-
684,513.99 had been expended. It was
estimated that a further $650,00 Owould
be spent before the year ended. The
amount of $8,000,000 which will be re-
quireq to complete the program, Mr.
Ballantyne said, therefore includeq $4,-
665,496.01 of a revote.

Cost Was Lower.

Comparing the cost of construction
in Canada and the United States, Mr.
Ballantyne sald the average cost of
bullding all the vessels under the Gov-
ernment shipbuilding program was
$191.95 per deadweight ton, as against
the United States' shipping board cost !
of $215 per deadweight ton.

The monthly wage cost of a Canadian
Government merchant marine ship that
carried a crew of 41, including two boys,
was $3,706. Forelgn ships of similar
tonnage had a monthly wage cost as
follows: British $3,924, American $5,315,
Norwegian $3,378, and Japanese $2,869.

There was a total of 1,674 officers and
men employed, of whom 868 were Can-
adian by birth or adoption and 808 were
British.

Flye New Routes.

Mr. Ballantrne outlined the routes
in operation. Vessels were sailing from
Canada to Liverpool, London, Glasgow,
and other British ports, as 1 as to
Cuban ang South American s, Aus-

Large Organization.

The Canadian Government merchant
marine had to provide at great expense
a large organization to take care of the
vessels that were belng turned over to
it. In less than two years 47 vessels
were handed over to the operating
companhy, and when the program Was
completed there would be 63 ships in

commission. In addition to these three !

vessels had been transferreq by the
department of rallways and canals.
The minister stated that he had not
known of any operating company pre-
viously being called upon to tackle such
a large proposition. He thought great
credit was due to the management for
the satisfactory results shown under
unusual and abnormal conditions,
Expects Improvement.

Mr. Ballantyne addeq that he looked
for a considerable improvement in trade
in the very near future, The further de.
cline in freight rates which might be
expected would be offset by much
lower operating costs, and with the ac-
quisition of the Grand Trunk Railway
system the Government would own and
operate 23,000 miles of railway, which
would be a constant feeder to the Gov-
ernment ships.

Shipbuilding conditions throughout
the world were similar. Canadians had
demonstrated that they could build as
good ships and at as-low cost as the
old and experienced workmen. Freight
ships today, corresponding to the Can-
adian Government's type, would cost,
in the United Kingdom, about $130 per
ton at the pregent rate of exchange.

The Government still had the ques-
tion of a subsidy as a stimulant to the
steel shipbuilding industry in Canada
under consideration. It might be, sald
the minister, that an announcement in
this connection would be made in’ the
finance minister's budget.

Partly Successful.

The aim of the Government to de-
velop shipbullding as a self-contained
industry in Canada has been successful
to the extent that the boilers, engines,
pumps, winches end all other accessor-
fes were nearly all'of Canadian manu-
facture. These accessories had meas-
ured up to the highest standard of ex-
cellence, and were giving satisfactory
results. \

Mr. Ballantyne closeq his statement
saying that every contract made, every
voucher paid, every letter and telegram
exchanged between the department and
contractors, was open for the fullest
inspection of any member of the House
who desired further information than
he had been able to give,

Should Have Stopped.

D. D. McKenzie (North Cape Breton)
doubted whether the government ships
could be sold or even given away. From
the moment the armistice was signed
this Government should have ceased
building ships. Its policy of ship build-
ing was almost as bad as government
ownership of railways. .

Dr. Michael Clark twitted Messrs.
Lemieux and McKenzie with incon-
sistency, as both had been strong
supporters of the Government's ship-
bufiding project when it was launched.
He, on the other hand, had warned the
Government that it was golng to lead
to- financial disaster, and it had. At
the time of the armistice only $16,500,-
000 was involved, said Dr. Clark. Now,
he understood, the amount had reached
$140,000,000.

Turning to Mr. Ballantyne, the mem-
ber from Red Deer said: ‘For
goodness’' sake, stop this thing now!
You have your eyes open; let us cut
our losses.”

Mr. Lemieux sald it was true he
had stood for the Government's ship-
building scheme during the war, but
not for the tremendous expenditure of
money since the armistice., The pro-
ject should have been abandoned be-
fore ships became a drug on the
market.

Giving Information.

Hon. A. Meighen said that the view
of the Government in bringing down
the statement on the Canadian Govern-
ment merchant marine today was to
permit members to acquaint them-
selves with the situation. If they read
Hansard they would be able intelli-
gently to discuss the estimates of the
department of marine and flsheries. He
was sorry the occasion found some
members prepared for a dismal state-
ment. Yet, while the statement was
not as rosy as when the ship program
was launched, it was fair and satis-
factory, compared to the conditions in
other countries. In no other country
in the, world was shipping on such a
sound basis as in Canada. Even Great
Britain herself could not show such an
excellent record.

The prime minister commended the
study of Hansard to members of the
Opposition, and especially to Hon.
Rodolphe Lemieux. If Mr. Lemieux had
studied Hansard he would never have
made the speech he did this afternoon.
Hon. Mr. Meighen said. The fact was
that not one single ship was laid down
and no commitments made during the
last sixteen months. This was the
period during which government ship-
bullding activities were criticized by
Hon. Mr. Lemieux. The prime minis-
ter did not believe that Mr. Lemieux
would have sanctioned the sinking of
partially-finished ships when the armis-
tice was signed.

Says Ships Needed.

The Canadian Government ship-build-
ing program was not a war-time
measure. Ships were needed, and at
the conclusion of the war there was a
serious shortage of vessels. Every
country in the world had entered the
ship-building race in order to give their
people the benefit of trade. The Can-
adian ships were a credit to Canada.
No complaints had been made regard-
ing them, and they compared most
favorably with ships constructed in
other countries.

The prime minister said that Mr.
Lemieux had made reference to the
availability of documents relating to!
the construction of ships. This was]
not an inconsistency on the part of the|
Government. The minister of marine
and fisheries had said that every con-
tract and voucher and every letter or
telegram exchanged between con-
tractors and the Government was open
to members of the House. This had
always been the case. All correspon-
dence between departments and con-
tractors was always open to members
of the House. This had nothing to do
with correspondence and contracts be-
tween the Government and operating,
companies. The ministry must be care- |
ful as to what documents relating to
the actual management it brought
down. All documents should not be
available to competitors. .

Are Earning Money.

In answering what he characterized
as "doleful lamentations,” the prime
minister stated that the Canadian Gov-
ernment ships were earning money in
excess of their operating expenses.
This could not be said of the operation

oo Many Subjects Are Now

TORONTO, March 29.—The name of
the Ontarfo High antd Public School
Trustees’ Association was changed this
afternoon to the Ontario School
Trustees’ and Ratepayers’ Association.
A resolution was passed, asking the
Government to increase the grant of
§7.600 8o as to make it a total of
$15,000 for propaganda purposes. A
of $733 was reported by ~ the
treasurer of the association.

President J. H. Scott, speaking be-
fore the trustee section, regretted the
lack of permanency of teachers’ en-
gagements. In his opinion there should
not be changes except at the end of
regular school terms. He deplored the
lack of parental control, and said that
too many boys were allowed to run
wild at nights in cities and towns with
the Inevitable result that they went to
picture shows, where they picked up
{deas that in many cases led to crime
or petty misdemeanors. Mr. Scott said
he thought that too many subjects
were being taught in schools, instead
of the schools sticking to essentials.

Says Gap Ton Wide.

.wide gap between the practical and
: and this gap should be
eliminated by -the public schools which
should teake part in the world-wide
educational movement to improve
health, prevent disease and mitigate
suffering.

His reply is taken by local
veterans to indicate that among all the
returned men in this district not one
possesses the necessary qualifications]
in brain-power or otherwise. In conver-!
sation a few days ago with members
of the executive, Dr. Steele stated that;
these appointments were made flve|
months previous. They were only made
public about a week ago.

‘““This appointment proves beyond
doubt the attitude of the local member
towards returned men, and that so far.
as the Government is concerned ‘party!
politics’ has not been abolished,” sald|
one veteran to The Advertiser. ‘A spe-|
cial meeting 18 being held, and Dr.|
Steele will come in for strong criticism!
from the local veterans, and further!
correspondence will be forwarded to,
Ottawa. It appears that Dr. Steele, as
all other members of the Union Govern-|
ment, forget that returned men not!
only risked their lives for their sake,!
but were also responsible for the elec-!
tion of the Union Government in 1917.i
It looks as if it were high time, from|
the returned man’s point of view, that;
there was an awakening in the political
situation throughout the country.”

Increase the earnings and cut
down expenses seems to the average
man the logical, sane thing to do.
At present 75 per cent of earnings
goes to salaries and wages, and 20
per cent for fuel; 5 per cent is left
to maintain the service, an amount
so inadequate that §70,000,000 is
asked to help it out.

MORE WHITE ELEPHANTS?

8Since the inception of the Cana-
dian Mercantile Marine, under Hon.
C. C. Ballantyne, Parliament and the
people generally have been kept
pretty well in the dark regarding its
su€cess from a financial viewpoint.
Like the Canadian Nationals, the
Canadian Mercantile Marine, while
8 Government ownership proposi-
tion, has been created a corporate
entity, run in conjunction with the
Nationals, and with headquarters in
Toronto. From such headquarters
little information has emanated, and
while the minister himself has de-
Hvered a number of speeches in Par-
liament and outside regarding the
progress of the scheme, practically
no figures connected with cargoes or
profits or losses have been so far
submitted. The Canadian Mercantile
Marine has so far stood Canada an
amount approximately $75,000,000,
and the interest on that amount is
considerable. It has been stated that
the ships were more than paying tha
interest on investment, but that was
before the recent:slump in shipping.
The public would therefore be more
!nterested In the estimate for the
coming year than in the statement
for the past.

Still another matter of very con-
siderable interest is the condition of
affairs in connection with the plate-
rolling plant built by the Dominion
Steel Company at Sydney. This
plant has cost in the neighborhood
of $7,000,000, and in consideration
of its erection the Government
contracted to take 250,000 tons of
ship plates spread over a specified
fnumber of years at a cost of $72 per
ton, or a total cost of $18,000,000.
The Government has so far taken
only 42,000 tons. And there is no de-
mand for plates anywhere at any-
thing like the contracted price. In
fact, it 1s stated that the tonnage
cost of building a ship in Great Brit-
ain is Mttle greater than the cost
of the plates contracted for by the
Government here. The plant is
therefore somewhat in the nature of
& white elephant. The Government
may either be called upon to imple-
ment the contract, or to take over
the plant at the cost of construction.
The latter apparently would be the
cheaper proposition. Whatever
course is taken, however, will in-
volve a considerable paring of (if
not the complete elimination of) any
“profit” which Canada may make
or -have made in connection with
her merchant marine,

:Fat all might respect without ques=

on.”

Now, Mr. Editor, while it may be
generally conceded that such a com-
mittee might draw up such a small
volime of Bible readings, as suggested
above, suited to the moral and spiritual
needs ®f school children, it is to be
feared that any commentary, whether
literary, historical, moral or philosuphi-
cal, upon such readings by the teacher
would serve but to Intensify and per-
petuate the existing diversity of opin-
fons on the Scriptures; for is.it not 2
fact that all religious schisms, ancient
and modern, have originated in the
commentaries of the learned upon- the
revealed word of God? Your edltorial
says ““The people seem to be in need
of some authority that all might respect
without question.” This is tantamount
to sayirg that the people are, and must
have been, without any authority that
all can respect. And yet we have the
Bible, the acknowledged word of God,
and most wonderful as well as most
popular book in the world. What
higher, or better, or more legitimate,
authority can be found than we have
in this book? What authority can the
people respect if they cannot respect
the inspired Scriptures?

With the Bible we have also every
commentary of the learned which has
been deemed worthy of preservation
upon the teachings. of the Bible, by
authors of mediaeval and modern times,
and we are still as far from the desired
“unity of the faith and of the knowl-
edge of the Son of God’” as ever. The
decret of the entire controversy must be
that notwithstanding the plain teaching
of Scripture that "It is not in man that
walketh to direct his steps” (Jeremiah
x., 23), and that “No prophecy of the
Scriptures is of any private i;lterpre‘
tation” (II. Peter, i, 20), every man
claims the right to say positively that
the Bible does not teach nor mean what
it says, but something else, which some-
thing else, by the way, varies as much
as the disposition of each one from the
other who privately interpret the word
of God. Religious, theological or Bibli-
cal controversy from beginning to end
is a reflection by man upon the intel-
ligence of the Almighty. When the
Saviour of men was about to ascend
to his Father, he gave promise that
““when he (the spirit of truth) ls come,
he will guide you into all truths, for
be shall not speek of himself, but what-
soever he shall hear, that shall he
speak, and he will show you things to
come” (John xvi, 13). Again: “The
comforter, which {8 the Holy Ghost,
whom the Father will send in My
name, He shall teach you all things,
and bring all things to your remem-
brance, whatsoever I have gald unto
sou,” (St. John xiv,, 20). That this
spirit of truth, the Holy Ghost, was
given, according to the promise of the
Master the teachings of the New
Testament establishes beyond quug%rl::

‘ in the same t,” (1 Corinthians
i, 10, having one scurce from wh
to recelve on—the Holy Ghost—
whence comes this change? What or
who has driven the spirit of truth from
His office? The commentaries of man,
the private interpretations of scripture
and the traditions of men, whereby the
commandments of God have been made
of none effect. The Master said of the
people to His disciples, “In valn do
they worship me, teaching for doctrines
the commapdments of men. (Matthew
xv., 6-9).

THE OPEN SHOP.
[Toronto Mall and Empire.]

The address on the ‘‘open shop” ques-
tion, to the Canadian Club by James E.
Emery, counsel for the National Asso-
clation of United States Manufacturers,
was instructive. In the United States
much attention is now paid to the com-
parative industrial effects . of the
*closed” and “‘open shop.” During the
war, and since, United States urions
in many places and many trades, car-
ried their power to an extreme, Finding
that every demand brought some con-
cession, the extremists assumed con-
trol, and brought rates of pay, the
question of hours, and, most import-
ant, the right of an employer to control
his own business, into a critical and
controversial position. In the United
States, businessmen are striving, far
more energetically than in Canada, to
get away from the limitations imposed
by unionism gone to an excess. One
reason for this has been the extraordi-
narily large percentage of ‘‘aliens’ in
the unions. In Canada, where the
unions are mostly of Canadian or Brit-
ish workers, and where there has been
little of the “strangle-hold,” the reac-
tion has not been nearly as noticeable,
nor, indeed, nearly so necessary. As
the cost of living comes down, perhaps
the general scale of even union labor
may have to be reduced, in order-that
Lusiness prosperity may be promoted for
all. But this can occur with amity be-
tween the various groups. There is a
point of cost where the interest of the
employee is against further increases,
because the industry may be unable to
proceed under higher costs. The ‘‘open
shop’ is not the vital question here it is
in the United Statee. For instance,
when the silver mine companies of
Cobalt, being forced to close down
on account of the great drop in the
price of silver, made a cut of 75
cents a day in wages, the workmen
applied for a board of econciliation
to examine the question. The agree-
ment betwken the mine managements
and the union would have allowed a
cut of $1.25 a day, in the circumstances,
yet the board was organized, and hear-
ings have been held. This is a protec-
tion to workers in Canada, in the'period
of wage cuts, that workers in the United
States have not got. Over there it
is hire quickly, and fire as quickly.
Wages are jumped to remarkable
heights, then, as soon ‘as the tide
turns, are slashed to new low levels.
Our system of comparative steadiness,
and an avoidance of extremes, on the
whole, is better for everyone, we be-
lieve, and Mr. Emery's address was
therefore of more academic interest to
Canadians than it would have been to
Americans.

The Hot Mustard Foot-Bath.

Communication from a reader:

“Since I am the man whose length
of ears you called in question in an
article on earache, I take thhe liberty of
asking which =of us has the longest
sars: The one who asks for a reason
for a statement from so eminent an
authority as you are supposed to be,
or the one who has so low an esti-
mate of the intelligence of his readers
as 16 believe they will swallow such
a theory without a given reason there-
1 for.
“Now in all reason and common

sense let me ask you why it is not just
as reasonable that soaking the ear in
hot mustard water will cure a toeache
as that soaking the foot will cure an
oarache? There are a number of your
readers who would like to know
whyness of the wherefore of your
proposition. We shall consider your
failure to enlighten us an admission
that the phenomenon is unexplainable.
Yours truly, F. G. M..”

Some one (F. G. M. assumes the
responsibility) wrote in, a long while
ago, and asked: “If a hot mustard
foot bath is one of the best remedles
for acute earache, as you maintain,
wouldn’'t a hot mustard ear bath be
a good thing for a toeache?’ And
I replied that considering the length
of the querist’s ears it certainly would
seem feasible. But evidently he was
not to be put down. I'd hate to lec-
ture in Bloomington and have F. G.
M. near the front waiting to take the
ficor when the questions were invited.

A hot mustard foot bath for what-
over trouble it may be given, is prop-
erly and safely given only to the pa-
tient in bed, and therefore calls for the
services of a nurse. Glving one is a
test of nursing skill, and at the same
time there is nothing a nurse can do
for an invalid that can aocomplish
more than a hot mustard foot bath.
Earache is but one ‘“indication.”
Toothache is antoher, Coryza is an-
other. Acute bronchitis is another,
Acute “grippe” 1is another. Pneu-
monia is another. Some very good
doctors prescribe hot mustard foot

on end in pneumonia.

The reason why I suggested a hot
mustard foot bath for acute earache
is because the effect of such a bath is
to equalize the distribution of blood
in the circulation, by dilating the sur-
face vessels, thus decreasing the con-
gestion In the region of the inflamed
walls of the ear cavity. For the same
reason, the hot mustard foot bath,
properly given, enjoys a high reputa-
tion ag the first aid measure and some-
times a remedial measure for coryza,
‘“grippe,’” acute bronchitis and pneu-
monia.

The whyness of the wherefore iz the
physiological fact that the effect of
prolonged application to the feet of
moist heat of the highest degree com-
patible with tolerance produces a re-
laxation of the surface blood vessels
and a consequent relief of congestion
elsewhere. No doubt a similar ap-
plication to the hands and forearms
would produce a similar effect, but
obviously it would be much more
difficult to administer such a bath
nd at the same time keep the patient
covered with blankets.

For the sake of sclence and poster-
ity, if our Bloomington interlocutor
will endeavor some time to persuade
some one with a toothache to permit
him to try out the hot mustard ear bath
and report results, I am sure all our
readers will be gratified, whether his
ears or my own are the longer.

!goes. Sectional book shelves or book
{cases which one can take away seem
{more satisfactory. The sectional book
cases have certainly come to stay. No
method so good of keeping books safe
from damp and dust with such conveni-
ent possibilities in wood, style size, and ,
{ height has yet been devised. As they
are furnished in units, that is, slngi-e
shelves, which may be added one to an-
other as need arises, until a large case
is secured, they meet the needs of the
expanding library and are altogether
neat, convenient and suitable to. any
purse. Sectional bookcases should be
bought to accord in wood and style with
the other furniture in the room or may
ke chosen especially to match the wood-
work.

Many people think that books should
rot be covered with glass but should
stand on open Shelves. It is a matter of
personal preference, but certainly valu-
able books should be protected, and dust
very soon renders a good binding dull
and shabby.

If one does not like the sectional book
cases, one has still a wide range of selec-
‘tmn, the chief points to be considered
being simplicity of line, suitability of
| woo and the depth of the shelves. A
igreat many book cases are absurdly deep
{and offer a real puzzle to the unfortun-
ate possessor. She may push the books
forward to the edge of the shelf, where
they can at least present an even front,
but are very likely to cause the case to
pitch forward at the least indiscreet jar
from behind or even from the side or
she may push them back to the full
depth of the shelf to secure the proper
balance of the case, but leave a wide
space in front to catch the dust, while
the books themselves look rather lost.

For the first time since Benny Leon-
ard stopped Freddy Walsh and won
the world's lightweight championship
at the Manhattan Casino, May 28, 1917,
by a knockout in the ninth round, e |
formidable rival of the champion has
appeared on the scene.

The newcomer is Rocco Tozzo of
Buffalo, known in the ring as Rocky
Kansas, and the manner in which he
forged to the front as a worthy chal-

lenger of the champion was most un-
expected and even startling.

Kansas, who is a rugged, hard-hit-
ting, combative and active Italian, hes
been bcxing  for eleven years, and
while he has always given a good ac-,
count of himself, he never up to the|
time he stopped Richle Mitchell in the |
first round at Buffalo, showed form !
that warranted him in challenging the
title- holder of the lightweight class.

His knockout victory over Mitohell,
which he supplemented by defeating the
Wisconsinite in his home town in a
ten-round decisionless bout, put the
Buffalonian in a position to ask for a
bout for the title, provided he disposed
of Ml_tche!l in the Wilwaukee bout.

Owing to an attack of tonsilitis, Leon-
ard was unable to keep the engagement
and Willie Jackson, intent on getting
a bout for himself, eagerly accepted the
task of meeting Kansas in place of
Leonard,

The result of the battle between Kan-
sas and Jackson solidified the claims of |
the Buffalo boy to consideration as a |
candidate for the honors of the class, |
and Leonard, as soon as he recovers |
from his f{llness, can hardly refuse al
bout to the challenger. !

In considering the claims of Kansas
and his probable chances against the
title holder, the form the Buffalo man
displayed in his fight with Jackson
serves as excellent material on which
to form conclusions.

Kansas’s Good Points,

In this encounter Kansas exhibited
traits that are necessary in a boxer who
aspires to a title. First, he is strong,
vigorous and active. Second, he hits
with crushing force, and is surprisingly
combative and aggressive. Third, he
can ‘take punishmen¢ (Jackson is one of
the heaviest hitters in the class), and
recovers frem its effects in short order,
Fourth, he is a fair fighter, and takes
no underhand advantage of an oppon-
ent.

As indicating the force of Kansas's
attack, Jackson, who seldom clinches,
held on for dear life after getting a
few of the Buffalo man's choicest |
thumps. |

It goes without saying that any man |
who receives one of the left hooks that
nearly stopped Jackson in the second
round will need to be full of stamina
to stand up and continue the battle.

Leonard is doubtless a more accurate
puncher than Jackson and a much bet-
ter boxer, but Richie Mitchell demon-
strated that the champion can be hit |
and can be floored. If the Milwaukee !
boy could put the champlon on his back
there is no question of the ability of
Kansas to do so. As Kansas can stand
the gaff much better than Mitchell, it
{s not improbable that if Kansas drops
the champion once he is likely to keep
him down.,

Whether Kansas can overwhelm Leon-
ard or not, the match will be the best
one that can be arranged in the class,
and the promoter who lands it will be
able to attract a capacity house,

Herman’s Transformation,

Never has there been more convincing
testimony as to the value of decisions
in boxing bouts than that furnished by
the career of Pete Herman, former ban-
tam champion of the world. For years
after he had won the title from Kid
Wililams, Herman contented himself
with beoxing mediocre opponents, doing
just enough work in the ring to keep
the referee from declaring the bout no
contest.

It made no difference to Herman if
the popular decision went against him.
His title was safe, and he went on his
way rejoicing, and made another deci~
sionless match.

But the Walker law, with its decision
feature, upset all the plans of Herman
and opened a new fleld of activity for
him. Herman evidently underrated Joe

The ease with which Dempsey has
disposed of all his white rivals made it
appear. that Wills Is regarded by the
title holder as a dangerous opponent.
In this conclusion Dempsey is abso-
lutely correct, and if he were to make
a match with Wills many persons would
wager on the black.

GUELPH, March 29.—At an adjpumod
meeting of the council tonight the eivic
budget for the year, as presented by!

- [CORK MURDERS
WERE REPRISAL
FOR EXECUTIONS

Soldiers Were Attacked While
Out Walking With Girls.

DUBLIN, March 29.—The murders of
unarmed soldiers in Cork on the eve of
the recent execution of Sinn Feiners
were reprisals for tne executions,* says
an officlal statement containing reports
of the military investigations, issued to-
day.

The reports state that the soldiers in
most cases were walking with girls on
the outskirits of the city when they
were attacked by men who tore them
from the girls and shot them in the
presence of the young women, finishing
the wounded soldiers off as they lay on
the ground. In one case a girl fought
vigorously with the raiders for the life
of her companion, the reports say.
