READY TO ARBITRATE.
London, Oct. 22.—In view of the 

many reports in circulation regarding 
the attitude of Great Britain towards 
Venezuela, the following official an­
nouncement is made:

“In consequence of Venezuela not of­
fering an apology or reparation for 
the Uruan accident, the Marquis ot 
Salisbury has taken steps to inform 
her as to what reparation Great Brit­
ain requires. But, as relations between 
the two countries have been broken 
off for some years, the communication 
was not sent through the direct diplo­
matic channel. As the document has 
not reached its destination, it is not 
considered desirable to give details of 
its contents. But it is couched in 
forcible terms, and points out that 
Great Britain will not permit Vene­
zuela to overstep the boundaries mark­
ed by the course of the Rivers Cuyune 
and Amaura; but is willing that the 
question of the other disputed terri­
tory should be submitted to arbitra- 
tion.”

CHURCH UNITY.
London, Oct. 22.—The Archbishop 01 

Canterbury announces that a Pan- 
Anglican Conference will be convened 
in Lambeth Palace, the Archepiscopal 
residence, in 1897. It is 30 years since 
the last conference of the kind was 
held.

The Standard says the conference 
will be invested with peculiar interest, 
in view of the overtures which the 
Vatican has made to England on 
questions that have not been stirred 
since the revolution of 1688. It is of 
the highest importance that the Church 
of England should demonstrate to the 
world that Anglicanism is a distinct, 
powerful and independent branch of 
the Church Catholic, and that it is 
entitled to negotiate with Rome on a 
footing of perfect equality.

It will be particularly interesting, 
adds, to hear what the bishops of 

the great transatlantic republic have 
to say, and to learn whether they 
think any possible reunion with Rome 
would be too dearly purchased. The 
conference ought to bring home to the 
people the fact that the Anglican is 
the mother church of a great Catholic 
communion that is spread over the 
world.

The Bishop of London, preaching on 
Sunday at St. Paul's, declared that 
any attempt to effect a reunion with 
Home or the Dissenters would rend the 
English Church in twain.

Oswego, N. Y., Oct 22.—The trial of 

Mrs. Harriet Kellar on an Indictment 
charging her with murder in the first 
degree was begun here yesterday. 
The accused is a widow of 38 years 
and has three sons aged respectively 
17, 15 and 11.

Albert Kompthorne, the victim, was 
a tall, manly looking fellow aged 32 
years. His home was near Toronto, 
Canada, but he had been in the town 
of New Haven, this county, for two 
years engaged in peddling meat. He 
was a constant caller at the widows 
home, and on several occasions she 
went driving with him.

Mrs. Kellar worked for neighboring 
farmers, and on the night of the mur- 
der had just returned from a six 
weeks' term of work with John Smith, 
who lived but a few miles away. 
Shortly after midnight Kempthorne 
called on the widow. He was intoxi- 
cated. She alleges that she refused 
him admittance but that he raised 
the window, entered and assaulted her, 
though there was no evidence of a 
struggle.

W hen found Kempthorne was lying 
on the bed, his head toward the foot 
of bed which was next the win­
dow. The contents of a shotgun had 
been emptied into his side and the 
bedding and carpet were soaked in 

On the floor was a pistol with 
all chambers loaded. Two of the cart- 
ridges had ben struck with the pis­
tols hammer and had failed to ex­
plode, probably before the shotgun 
was used. No motive for the crime is 
known unless it be the fact that Kemp- 
thorne was about to leave the place 
never to return. He told this to the 
widow when he applied for admission. 
A bottle filled with whisky had droo­
ped from his clothing, which was fold­
ed on the window sill.

Sydney, N. S. W., Oct. 22.—The Brit­

ish steamer Indrani has been in col­
lision with the American ship Alameda, 
from Moodyville. The Alameda was 
cut down to and below the water’s 
edge, and subsequently grounded in 
a badly damaged condition. The In­
drani was from Tonce, for Port Kem- 
bla. The Alameda left Vancouver, B. 
C., on Aug. 16, for Sydney.
THAT THREATENING MESSAGE

London, Oct. 22.—The threatening 
message sent to Caracas by Lord Sal­
isbury was provoked by Secretary Ol­
ney’s protesting dispatch upon the 
Venezuelan matter. Salisbury was 
Very curt to Bayard and reminded 
him that Great Britain was a power 
in America before the United States 
was in existence.

MUSSULMANS ATTACK CHRIS­
TIANS.

Constantinople, Oct. 22.—Advices re­
ceived here from Ismid and Hendek 
say that the Mussulmans’ attacks upon 
Christians continue. Troops have been 
hastily dispatched to the scene of the 
disturbances. According to news re­
ceived from Adana and Aleppo revo­
lutionary agents are traversing the 
country and are enrolling young Ar­
menians, while quantities of arms, 
ammunition and dynamite are being 
smuggled across the frontiers for their 
use.• 
ARMAMENT OF THE VICTORIOUS.

London, Oct. 22.—The new battleship 
Victorious, which was launched from 
the Chatham dockyard on Saturday 
afternoon, is 390 feet long and has 73 
feet beam and 27 1-2 feet draft. Her 
armament will consist of four breech- 
loading 46-ton guns, twelve six-inch 
quick-firing guns, sixteen 12-pounders, 
with several 3-pounder Hotchkiss guns 
and Maxims. She will also carry four 
submerged torpedo tubes and one 
above water. The ship was launched 
in the presence of a distinguished com­
pany of spectators. She was christen­
ed by Mrs. Goschen, wife of the First 
Lord of the Admiralty.

PLUNKETT’S PLAN.
London, Oct. 22.—John Redmond has 

written to Hon. H. C. Plunkett, stat­
ing that he is willing to co-operate 
with Mr. Plunkett to secure the ap­
pointment of the commission recently 
suggested by the latter, but adds that 
he is not sanguine of the result.

Ho Addresses a Great Mass Meeting in 

Victoria’s Capital Town.
Lindsay, Oct. 22.—Yesterday at least 

2,500 people assembled in the skating 
rink here to hear and to cheer the 
Liberal leader.

Mesdames Greg- 
sten (treasurer), McCallum, Spencer, 
Howell, Edge, Smart, Shaw-Wood, 
Webster, Robinson, Jeffery, De la 
Hooke, Beltz, H. A. Mathewson, Ham­
ilton, Moore, Hutchinson, Thompson, 
and Mrs. Shuttleworth and Mrs. El­
liot, secretaries; Dr. Niven, Messrs.

"A review of another year’s work," 
read the report, “reveals to us many 
causes for thanksgiving and encour­
ages us to go forward in our work.

FELL FOURTEEN STORIES.

A Canadian’s Awful Death in Buffalo 
—Fell From a Scaffold.

Buffalo, N. Y., Oct. 22.—George Har­
vey, aged 45, the foreman of the scaf­
fold builders at work on the new four­
teen story Guaranty building at Pearl 
and Church streets, met with a horri- 
ble death this morning. Harvey came 
from Chicago five months ago to work 
for the Guaranty Construction Com­
pany and was looked upon as one of 
their most careful workmen. This 
morning he went up to the top floor of 
the building to superintend the put­
ting up of a scaffold for some plaster­
ers. He was working near the ele­
vator shaft when some of the work­
men heard him give a startled scream 
and saw him tumble from a narrow 
plank. Then they heard a thud below. 
They hurried to the elevator shaft. 
The body of Harvey was lying on the 
first floor fourteen stories below ap­
parently dead. When his fellow-work- 
men reached the first floor they found 
Harvey unconscious. The Fitch ambu­
lance was sent for, and he was quickly 
conveyed to that institution. He died 
a few moments after arriving there 
Col. Richardson is of the opinion that 
Harvey struck the beam of the first 
floor in falling and that he either frac­
tured his skull or was internally In­
jured.
