My temptations lean a good deal to anxious
care respeciing my future life ; which, being
quite new, shows how sabile the adversary
is in accommodating his snares to our varying
eircumstances. Possibly you might hear of
the melancholy bereavement oar fumiiy has
suffered in the death of my second brother,
about two months ago. The eircumstances
of it were very unhappy ; for he only lived
thirty hours after & wound accidentally re-
ceived.

The Catacombs of Rome.

It may not be known to some of the
readers of the Christian Miscellany, that in
the Museum of the Vatican, there are de-

ited some monumental pruofs that be
so-called ancient church of Rome has de-
parted widely from the faith and practice of
the primitive Christians. For the sake of
such as are unioformed as to this fact the
resent note is penned.

We read (Heb. xi.) of Christians being
compelled to * wander in dens and caves of
the earth.” Additional light bas been thrown

{ on this and similar paseages by the discovery

underneath the present city of Rowme, ot
conuected caverns many miies in longitudi-
nal extent. These caverns are habitable,
and, as we shall presently see, were inhabit-
ed by early Christians of that city during
persecution. The excavations were origin-
ally commenced by the founders of Rome,
who, by this means, obtained immense
blocks of a material which they used exten-
sively in building. This substance is of
volcanic origin, soft as bees-wax when first
dug up, but on exposure for a length of time*
to the action of light and air, becomes as
hard as marble. On a litile reflection, it
would seem that such a substance would
prove to the Romans of great wiility, not
only enabling them to carry on their baild-
ing operations in a more rapid manner, and
on a grander scale than if they had been
compelled to use sione, or manufactured
bricks; but also availing them in the con-
struction of aqueducts, baths, staiucs, vages,
and many other things both useful and orpa-
meotal. The depth to which the voleanic
stratum extends, has not, it seems, been as-
certained. It may, however, be mentioned
that the habitations therein constructed, are
in some places three and even four stories
in height. The atmosphere in the less lofty
parts, like that of our own coal-mines is
more or less charged with carbonic acid gas,
(the ¢ of the miners,) rende:-
ing such part unsafe to explore without the
assistance of a guide. Yet the walls
throughout are free from that unwholesome
moisture which prevails io most excavations.

For example, there have been
found many symbols and inscriptions imply-
ing great trust in God ; and aithough we
find frequent indications that those interred
have suffered martyrdom, yet there is an
entire absence of all.complaining of the
bardnesgof their lot. Then if those early
Christians, who, besides the ordinary trials
and temptations of life, were driven by per-
secution to such underground retreats, and
frequently met with the martyr's death, could
find no place for complaint, what reason can
we have, in this day of light and liberty, to
murmur at the light afflictions we may bave
to endure.

mingled with the mass of vicious population
about them in all the overt excesses of im-
woral indulgence, such as gaming, profane-
ness, sports of the turf and chase, and other
kindred irregularities, equally debasmng.—
The world, as distinguisbed from the Church,
in England, of which we are speaking par-
ticularly, was everywhere hastening to cast
off the restraints of religion aad morality,
and holdiug up their sanctions as objecis
of derision or vulgar contempt. And to fa-
cilitate such a resalt, the gudless philosophy
and infidel speculation of Hobbes, Tindal,
Toland, Collins, Woolstun, Chubl, Blunt,
Morgan, Shaftesbury, and Mandeville—fol-
lowed by Bolingbroke and Voltsire, and a
host of infidels upon the’continent—bad
flooded the nation with opinions uad parties
utterly subversive of everything valuable in
religion or wholesome in morals. But at
the very moment when this state of things
was at the acme of its rifencss and vira:
lence, John Wesley, descended of a long
line of worthy ancestors, was ia course
of traiuing at Epworth and Oxford, as if
brought forward by special Divine interfer-
ence to arrest and counteract the abuse of
Christianity witkin the Church, and its de-
nial without. And thus, the providence and
grace of God synchronized with events—
the moral wants and necessities of the times
—in producing the revolution we are met to
celebrate in this day’s exercises.

Methodism had its birth oo classic ground
—in & universary then as mow, the first in
the world, at the very Meridian of the Kli-
zabethan, the Augustan age of English liter-
ature and intellectual distinction. Our pro-
vidential leader was no obscure fanatic, ap-
pealing to the lowee passions and baser in-
terests of mankind. A distinguished scho-
lar of the ripest attainments—a clergyman
of the Eoglish Establisbment-—a bold and
fearless defender of the rights of private
judgment—a severe and masterly disputant
—indefatigable in labor, and reproachless
in character, he presented himself in the at-
titude of a liberal but unyielding reformer
—the builder up of a new order of things
It was “ Athanasius aguinst the world!”
The field of battle was a fair one, and long
and perseveringly was it fought. Wesley,
however, under (God, was destined to tri-
omph, and become the fathor of a great
people, of which we form an integral part,
and here present ourselves as witnesses.

What the world has long agreed to call
Methodism, viewed as a stracture, is of pro-
vidential origin and growth. In its founder,
as a whole, it was not the resuit of design ;
bat, as is often the case, accidental develop-
ment carries with it more than the force of
design ; and no pre-concerted plan, un-
der ths circomsiances, could bave succeed-
ed so well. All this was seep by those in-
terested, if not by others, and, regarded as
providential, was readily and gladly submit-
ted to. In this way it ot unfrequently bap-
pens that a single occurreace or event de-
cides und forms a character, and a single
character subdues or coatrols a nation_ or
kingdom. Oiten, in this way, has a single
voice or pen shaken dynasties, and moulded
the fortunes of empires. And of this class,
in the moral world, were Luther and Wes-
ley. And the revolution effected by the
one, in the relation to papal Rome, was
scarcely greater than effected by the other,
in relation to modern Protestant Christen-
dom. Both were distinguished reformers,
and the leaders in great moral revolutions,
unique in kind, and unprecedented in
the history of the world. Popery attempt-
ed to counteract the reformation, by the in-
stitation of the order of Jesuits, but with what
signal want of success, we need not say.—
Protestant establishments, at first, essayed
the overthrow of Methodism by the hue and
cry of disparagement, and by persecution ;
but failing in this, are now rather tamely at-
tempting to rival her, by imitating her
plans and modes of operation, under various
names and guises. The struggle was fear-
ful and protracted, involving grave and im-
portant elements und interests. As Tertul-
lian says, it was a controversy in which
“no wind blew but what was cold and
keen.” Bat finally, the energies and devel-
opmeats of the system successfully broke
upon the letbargy of an enslaved Church
and sensual world, with & momentam not to
be resisted.

6, thera is no word aun-
swering to the English preposition * for," and
the text is therefore exceedingly emphatic ; it
reads: “And he believed in the Lo;'d; and
he counted it (Lo tzedagal ) to him for right-
cousness.”

—* he counted it to him '=—is from the verb
Chashab, which signifies *to impute, reckon
to one what does not properly belong to him.
Che plain case was this: Abram was a sio-
ner—ri; did not to him
In that state, God called him to go out of
his country and from his kindred, aod said
ibat be should possess the land of Canaan,
and that his seed should be as the stars of
heaven. ‘Abram believed in the Lord, and
his faith was rcckoned for—or instead of—
righteousnes<.’ It is the same with every
pardoned sinner: God calls kim by the Gos-
pel; when he obeys the call, repents ot his
sins, and believes in Christ, he is pardoned,
or forgiven, and his faith is * reckoned unto
him for—or instead of—righteousness.’

Here the Rev. Ingram comes out with-
Sut disgaise. Predestination, he says, is
‘only of a select few '—that their * salvation
was determined, d or decreed before
hand, and all that God desigoned for glory
and Aappiness He decreed to grace and hols-
ness” This is Calvinism with a witness;
and this is the commeniary that bas been,
and still is, finding its way into the families of
our people in many parts of this Province.

But is the comment the meaning of the
text? We think not. The sentence is &
fallacy, because the argument is based upon
the word ‘salvation,’—a word not found
either in the text or com{ext; nor is il clear
that the Apostle refers to the salvation of
the soul, or even to bunn.lin the whole
paragraph, for the verbs are all in the past
tense, and can therefore not refer to fature
glory, but must have reference to events
that had already takea place.

The word ‘g{orify' in the New Testament
never means to take to heaven, but it always
means to ‘honour’ or ‘render iliustrious.’
If the reader will bear this in mind, and
then carefully read the context, he will see
that the events referred to by the Apostle
are she calling and incorporation of believ-
ing Gentiles with believing Jews into one
Church. This is the predestination of the
New Testament; and this had taken plaée
when the Apostle wrote the Epistle to the
Romans, for it was written about the year
58 or 60, when the Gospel of Christ had
been preached in the world for at least a
qaarter of a oentury. The Aposties had
gone into heathen lands, the Gentiles had
been ‘called, multitudes of them had be-
lieved in Christ and were * justified * or par-
doned, and were at that time ‘ glorified,'—
bonoured with Christian privileges, baving
been turned from their sins and their wor-
s(l;ip of *dumb idols’ to worship the true

od.

—“According as he hath
chosen us in him before the foundation of
the world, that we should be holy and with-
out blame before him in love.” Note.—

In plain English, the writer of the above
note says: ‘ God from all eteruity selected
and ordained a portion of the human race
for glory, and upon these he bestowed the
spiritual blessings mentioned in the {ollow-
ing verses, while he passed by, if he did not

actually reprobate, all the rest’ Sucha
horrible and God-dishonouring doctrine is
not the teaching of the great Apostle of the

Gentiles. The object of the Apostle was
the same in writing the first chapter to the
Ephesians as in the latter part of the 8th
chapter of the Epistle to the Romans—to
shew that under the gospel the Church was
to inclnde within its pale all nations and
people, or that Jews und Geatiles should
constisute one Church.

The argument in the above note is based
upon the expression ¢ before the foundation
of the world,’” which the writer assumes to
be synonymous with eternity—which is the
point we cannot concede, and which never
aan be proved.

The term ¢ world ’ is used in several senses
in the New Testament. 1, It means the
universe : Jobn i. 10— The world was
made by him." 2, [t means the human mce :
Jobu iii. 16 —¢For God so loved the world
that he gave Lis only begotten Son.” 3, It
means the Roman empire : * There weut
out a decree from Cmsar Augustus that all
the world should be taxed.’ 4, It mears
the wicked: John xv. 18—¢If the world
bate you, ye know that it hated ma before it
bated you.' B, 1t means the Jewish dispensa-
tion : Matt. xxiv. 3—¢ What shall be the sign
oi thy coming and of the end of the world.'—
Aiso, Heb. i1. 5—* For unio the angrls hath
he not put in subjection the world 1o come.’
Now, if the phrase ‘the foundation of the
world,’ be understood of the creation of the
earth, then the Apostle’s expression is not a
fact but a figure, for the earth bas no foan-
dation.—¢ He hangeth the earth upon noth-
ing,’ Job xxvi. 7. But if the * foundation of
the world’ be understood of the Jewish
Church, then all is perfectly clear; for bun-
dreds of é“n before the foundation of the
Jawish Church, God had said to Abram
(Gen. xii.

It is very remarkable that when the
Apostles speak of election they al-
ways speak of it as an act posterior (o con
version.

2 Thess. fi. 13— But we are bound to give
thanks always to God for you brethren be-
loved of the Lord, because God hath from
the beginning chosen you to salvation
through sanctification of the spirit and be-
lief of the truth.’ Here the Apostle express-
ly says to the Thessalonians * you were clo-
sen or elected to salvation through (‘ea’ by)
sanctification of the spirit and Llief of the
truth; then they were not elected un:i! they
were ified.

1 Peter, i. 2—* Elect according to the
foreknowledge of God the Father, througt
sanctification of the Spirit, unto obedience
and sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Chris,
Here the expression is precisely the same.
The persons spoken of were elect, ‘en’
through or by * sanctification’ therefore not
elect until they were sanctified, and thus in
all cases ¢ election’ takes place in time, but
not until the conversion of the soul tv God.
In Ephesians Chap. i. Tbis subject is fur-
ther explained by the term ¢ Predestinate.’
The word ¢ Predestinate’ is only found in
Rom. viii. 20 30—and Ephe. i. 611.
Calvinists are accustomed to use the
phrase, ‘Predestinated to Eternal life, a
phrase never found either in words or in
sense in any part of the Bible. Eph. i. 5,
the Apostle says: ¢ Having Prede.dinated
us,’ ¢ The Saints and the faithtui,’* Unto
the adoption of Children.’ They were not
Predestinated unto Kternal life, bat to the
¢ Adoption of Children,’ and even then, if
they were not faithful they would be disin-
heritéed. Jews and (entiles were alike
without God, but when tbey believed in
Christ, they. by she renewing influence of
the Hol bho-t, became Saints and the
Elect God ; and notwithstunding their
national differences they were equally ¢ ac-
cepted in the beloved,’ and formed one com-
mon brotherhood.

That this is the meaning of the word pre-
destinate, is evident from the explanation of
it ii. 9-11.— Having made knowa unto us
the mystery of his will, according to bhis
good pleasure which he had purposed in
himself ; that in the dispensation of the fuli-
ness of times he might gather together in
one, all things in Christ, both which ure io
heaven, and which are on earth; even in
him. In whom also we have obtained an
inheritance, being predestinated according
to the purpose of him who worketh all things
after the counsel of his own will.”

4. 2 Peter i. 10,—« Wherefore the rather
brethren, give diligence to make your call-
ing and election sure.”” Note.—* Election
is the art of God, by which those who are
saved are chosen to eternal life,and those thus
chosen are called according to the divine pur-
pose.”—Domestic Bible in loco.

What a mass of absurdity is the th
found in the notes of the Domestic Bible. St.
Peter exhorts believers, - make your call-
ing and election sare;’ but the Domestic
Bible says, your election is sure already, for
ye are chosen to eternal life. We shall make
one more quotation :

1 Tim. iv. 10.—* Because we trust in the
living God, who is the saviour of all men,
specially of those that believe.” Note.—
¢ The Saviour’ must be taken here in the
sense of ¢ Preserver” To take it in the
common acceptation of the word, would in-
volve in it an absurdity,—for if he were
thus ¢ the saviour of all,” he could not spe-
gially be the saviour of any,”—Domestic
Bible in loco.

¢ tbe‘ Domestic Bible’ is unconditional elec-
tion and limited redemption, and therefore
it would change the words, * The Saviour
of all men,” to “ The Preserver of all men.”

If then there be truth jn
the axiom that “ as the twig is bent the bough’s
inclined” and propriety in its:afplication to the
pliancy of the heart and mind of the child, how
vast the responsibility of those who have the
guardiansbip of youth ! how important and im-
perative their unceasing watchfulness and con-
seientious care to discharge the momentous da-
ties of their position !

And was there ever a period in the his'ory of
tbe world which demand.d the exeicise of thns
watchfulness and care morc than the present, if
0 much as the prescat, doe<?  Dul infilelity
ever stark abroad under more specious disguises
or the love of the world and the pride of life al-
lure by more seductive charms? We talk tn-
umphantly, and truly, of the advances of the pre.
sent'age in science and literature and wealth;
but do we forget that it is not from- our possess-
ion of these instruments, but from the direction
we may give them and the employment we may
teach our children to make of them, that the
glory and happiness of our country may arise ?
The perils of youth are multiplied by the privil-
eges they enjoy : for while these may be used for
their bepefit they may be abused to their de-
struction. The science of the world may paff
them up with pride and lead far away from those
paths which are connected with the science of
salvation : the literature of the present day is
deeply toned with a siren sound, its most fascina-
ting guides in deplorably numerous instances Be-
witch their toilowers with the sorceries of Safan :

Let us then be fully awake to our duty. Let
us cherish fondly and faithfully the principle’of
religious education. Let us bave nothing to do
with seminaries where the Bible isignored. But
het the Bible be the foundation of all our know-
ledge : the first lessons of childbood be learned
and the earliest rules of life be taken thence.
Then if our children grow up knowing the Serip-

Shanghae, China.

The work of itinerating in the surrounding
cities and towns has been prosecuted vigorously
during the past six moiths. One ' or other of
our number is always abeent in the interior.  Not
being able to live in- a house, or eflect a resi-
dence in any other city of this region than
Shanghae, our missionaries coutent themselves
with their boat, which is a sort of floating bouse,
in which trey move about from place to place
throughout a radius of one or two hundred miles

Formerly we could merely venture 1o make
transient visits to the populous cities around, pass
hurriedly through the streets, and after giving
away some books and tracts 1o the shopkeepers
and passengers, we took our leave. Now we

preach in the temples and at the corners of the
streets all day long, and in the evening retire to
our boats, where the people come to visit us,
bear us explain the word of God more perfectly,
and listen while fervent prayer is offered up on
their behalf. Several have come to the Mision-
establisment in Shanghac, and bave given very
pleasing evidence of the benefit derived from
the visits of the Missionaries to theiwr native
place. ln this way the gospel is widely and ef
fectually preached ; and we cherish the hope
that before long the knowledge of Christianity
will be diffused throughout the whole of this re-
gion: May the showers of divine grace copions-
ly descend, and water the seed sown, till it
bring forth abundantly. —Rev. Dr. Medhurst.

THE “ RESOLUTE.”— One relic of the many
expeditions which have been despatched in search
of Sir John Frarklin and his companions has
at length reached our shores in the shape of the
stout old “ Resolute.” On Friday afternoon, at
half-past two, in the midst of a violent storm of
rain, lightning, and thunder, she was anchored
at Spithead. The story of the abandonment of
this ship and of so many others in the Artic ice
is too fresh in the public recollection to need
rer}e!ition here. Suflice it to say, that she got
adrift from the frozen regions in which she had
been abandoned, that she drifted about a thou-
sand miles, that she was then seen and boarded
by the officers and crew of the American whal-
ing-ship George Henry, and by them conveyed
into a United States’ port. On the pait of
Congress a very graceful act followed. It was
resolved by the Senate and House of Represen-
:atives to appropriate a sum of 40,000 dollars to
the purchase ‘of the Rrsolute, with all the arma-
ment, equipment, and property on board.—
| This done the ship was to be moved into one of

the navy-yards of the United States, there to be
| fully repaired and equipped, and then to be de-
| spatched to England as an offering of good-will
and friendship from the United states to Great
Britain. All bas been done as resolved. On
the 13th November the Resolute commenced ber

it states “ France has met with a sincere dexire
to terminate a delicate question ; on the other
side aw ob.tinacy which 1 1o be regretted—an
exaggerated susceplibility, and a complete indif-
ference to her councils.” The Prussian mo-
narch seems to begbaded to this step by the de-
termination of the Swiss to try the prisoners, and
the Ncufchatel question may lead to results the
importance of which cannot be estimated. It is
evident that everything bas been done by Lonis
Napoleon ‘to prevent a collision, but hitherto
without effect. Frederick William, so difficult
to move in bringing Russia to ber senses, is, af-
ter all, a very fiery gentleman, who will not he-
sitate to “ cry bavoc and let slip the dogs of war”
when bhis personal feelings are moved. The Ga-
zette de France states one important fact, if true
—namely, that the policy of the Englieh Go-
vernment on the Swiss question is not in harmo-
ny with France. Prussia will do all the fighting
herself, and will not ask the Germanic Confeder-
ation to assist ber in the work of bringing the
little Republic to ber senses.

Democratic. Thus for a period of 54 years
the Democratic party have had the sway of
the country vearly all the time.
