SPEECH BY DR. REID, OF N. Y,
AT GERMAIN ST. MISSION-
ARY MEETING, ST. JOHN.

Rev. Dr. Reid, of New Yerk, was re-
ceived with applause on rising. He said
he enjoyed this honor and high priviiege
on account of bis old friendship with the
pastor of this church. He was not so fa-
muliar with the work of the Society as the
brethren here. But he liked the way they
did things here—making a great occa-
sion of a cause like this—meeting night
after night for a week. He was glad to
see the chairman present, as the represen-
tative of the laity, as the missionary spi-
rit was the great civiliser. He was glad,
also, to meet his brother Dr. Maclise. The
missionary cause knew no sect. In the
late civil warin the United States parties
were forgotten, and what should mission-
aries know of Methodism or Presbyter-
ianism when they stand in the presence of
Mahommedanism ? When we stand in
the presence of the Devil we must only
rewember that we are Christians. | Ap-
plause.] The grave of the Methodist
martyr of Beyroot is watched over by

Picsbyterian eyes. There is no sect bere.

He did not feel he was in the Queen’s Do-
minions, but in Christ’s Dominions. There
are no boundary lines here. In his coun-
try they did not reckon the Indian mie-
sionary as a foreign one. This Society had
but one foreign mission, except that to
the Indians, the Mission to Japan. A
great change had come over public senti-
ment in respect to foreign Missions. The
Apostles, at the command of -Christ,
preached the Gospcl in all their world be-
fore they died. But heresy sprang up, a
polemical age arose, the Church became
dogmatie, and piled up tons of theological
lore. She built™ universities and catbe-
drals. but lost her spiritual power. But
when the old monk found a neglected
Bible and read that men were to be saved
by faith alone, a new era had dawn-
ed. But the Reformation did mot
come in reality until Wesley and others
aroused the people to the spiritual
wants of the world. Tbe millenarian
doctrine prevailed,and.  Doctors of Divin-
ity, who were oftentimes the slowest to
learn, said that God would convert the
heathen ina his own good times. When
foreign missions were first proposed the
missionaries did not know where to go,
for the whole world was shut against
them. The isles of the ocean were in-

habited by cannibals, China was walled |-

in, and India was shut by the East India
Company, which only wanted gain and not
care for souls. But things bad changed
since then. Although the Methodist Mis-
sionary Society of the United States was
but one year older than himself, and had
been the last to enter the foreign field,
some of their missions had grown to the
atage of raising up their own pastors and
workers, who were converted on the spot
by God, anl trained up, after the good
old Methodist fashion. to be class leaders
and -preachers. Such missionaries can
live much more cheaply than Europeans
or Americans sent there, and do far more
good. China was to be saved by the
Chinese, India by the Indians, and old Ger-
many to be revived by the Germans. The
Bible bas been translated intoalmost every
language, and the missionary finds gram-
mars and lexicons ready made to his hand

At first the heathen world did not un-
derstand the objaet of the missionaries,
but they have begun to understand thew.
He referred to the length of time some
missions had been established before mak-
ing a convert—some ten, eleven, even
twenty years. The Methodist Episcopal
mission in China got one convert after
eleven yecars, and then they were afraid
he was a scalawag (laughter,) and soon a
Baptist came along and immersed him.
(laughter). But, an opening once made.
the work bad progressed rapidly until
some of the congregations were quite
large. He dwelt on the resualts of the mis-
sion work in Rome, where 400 Papal sol-
diers bad been converted to Methodism
by one man. Last year the Methodist E.
Church in the United States bad raised
$600,000, and were$260,000 in Jébt. God
was marching on faster than he had ever
marched on before, and the Churches were
falling behind band. They were all in
debt. There are two things for Chris-
tians to do—To give more to the cause of

| Christ or stop praying. Men enough could

could be got, but money was wanted !
money was the key of the situnation
as #t had been before.

They had lost the thunder they used to
work with—t he crocodile devouring the
babe, the car of Juggernant crushing its
victims, the widow Burning on the funeral
pyre. These customs have been abolished
by grand old Great Britain, and mission-
ary speeches have to be made without
their aid. They had been told that they
could not go into old nations with history,
poetry and religions of their own, and
make converts. but he bad lived to see
whole nations converted from heathenism
to Christianity; there were Christian Mis-
sionaries now who knew the taste of hu.
man flesh. Japan, he felt sure, would be

———

what preaching will be done then! ex-
claimed the speaker. A Catholic lady
who often went to hear him preach, in
talking with him about the difficulty of
getting money for religious purposes, told
bim about the little boy, wmith his first
pair of trousers, who asked for a penny to
put in the plate.

LABRADOR MISSION, 1876.

(Continued from last week.)

In the evening, I went round and visit-
ed many of the families, inviting them to
attend service. The house in which I
preached was crowded, many not being
able to get in, and many who gained a
place inside had to stand during the whole

service. If it had not been for the storm

| I shonld not have visited this place, I

therefore felt glad to have been driven
there for shelter, and hope and pray that
the seed so unexpectedly sown, may spring
and produce an abundaut harvest
Next morning we made another attempt
to proceed ; the sea was high but not so
bad as the day before, the wind had also
abated. This time we reached Fishing
Ships Harbor on the Saturday. On the

| Sabbath morning 1t threatened to be
| stormy, so we had but few present; and

at twelve o’clock it commenced to rain

| very heavily, and blow very hard, so that

the few who were present must have been
very wet before they reached home. The
storm continued to increase so that none

ventured out again on that day, not being

able to put out in their boats. So that

after all the risk I ran to get bere by |

Sunday, we had but ove service and that
but poorly atterded. During my stay at
this place it continued storuny, so that the
three men who came with me could not
return. In fact I left them there, and
have sin:e been informed that they were
away from their work for thirtéen days,
which is rather a serious matter, when we
consider that they all belonged to ome
man ; besides they bad to be given brard
and lodgings by the friends at Fishing
Ship’s Harbor,

The mnext place on the route is St.
Fraucis’ Harbor, whei e the Episcopalians
bave a church bailt, but it being conse-
crated must not of course be polluted by
a poor Methodist evangelist, though it be
but seldom opened for divine service.
When the church was first built, the
greater part of the people visiting the
place belonged to that charch, but now
nearly all are Methndists, and there we
get the largest congregations of any place
upon the mission. Though not able to
gain admission to.the Church, we arevery
comfortably accommodated in a large
store.

My next journey wus on foot to Wil-
ham’s Harbor, where I visited some In-
dians. Amongst the number was a very
old woman, who was at the time sick in
bed, she could understand but little Eng-
lish, so I had to speak to her through an
interpreter. In answer to my question,
she said, “ She was not afraid to die, but
would ratlfer go than stay.”

.--8he wept when I spoke of Jesus and

heaven : and seemed to be fully relying
on Christ, the sinner’s only hope. So even
upon that isolated coast was one who bhad
heard of Christ, and it is to be hoped, had
received Him as her Saviour, waiting for
His call. Will not such as this Indian
squaw, rise up in judgment to condemn
the many thousands who have been raised
to heaven by privileges, but bave neglect-
ed them.

I wanted to cross from William’s Har-
bor to Merchantman’s Harbor, but the
men were all away, so I bad to muster a

This brings to a cloose the report of my
mission. In conclusion I would just say, it
is a pity some better arrangement cannot
be made for carrying out this important
mission. No person, under present ar-
rangements, can possibly do justice to it.
A vessel large enough to live on board is
needed, iu which tie missionary can go
about from place to place, and visit such
places be now canno: reach, and where
no minister of the Guspel is seen from
one year’s end to another. If the Mis-
sionary Committee could but see their
way clear to start such a mission ship, it
woald be the means of doing much good,
and would soon be almost self supporting.

President Mark Hopkins is deliver-
ing a course of lectures this week in
Wesleyan Hall that is exciting a good
deal of interest. His subject is ‘“ The
Scriptural Idea of Man.” His intro-
duction his been quite lenghty but an
exceedingly interesting one. He has
been discussing in a very masterly
manner the philosopbic and scientific
principles connected with the subject.
He has had the faculty, not at all com-
mon to men, cf long continued philo-
sophical habits of mind, of presenting
abstruse subjects so that people of or-
dinary intelligencae can succeed in get-
ting an idea occasionally. It isa mat-
ter of great satisfaction to sit down and
hear such a grand old master as Presi-
dent Hopkins discuss these great ques-
tions. One feels, when comparing this
kind of masterly work with the dis-
gusting smattering and pedantic non-
sense heard from the would-be scienti-
fic preachers of the times, that a patent
should be granted a few men on these
discussions, an infring ment of which
should incur capital punishment. The
President is now at an age indeed ven-
erable but his mental vigor is not abat-
ed. He stands now almost alone as a
representative of the heroic age of
American theology. The deep lines
upon his face seem as scars received in
the fierce thought battles through
which he has passed. The ease and
power with whiech he wields the sword
ot argument was not acquired in any
intellectual fencing school but on the
open field of conflict. His sober dis-
cussions are docasionally lighted up by
a glow of humor highly enjoyable.
He was discussing the point that in or-
der to believe a proposition we must
understand something of its meaning.
In this connection he spoke of the pro-
found indefiniteness of many of the

philosophy.

A model religiou s
paper, therefore, will need a large
