port was presented. It is ss follows :
To the Member» of the Agricultural Mutual At-
t lira nee Astueiatiou of Cauada :
In presenting to you the ninth annual report of 

the Company, the Directors have to treat of a 
year (1868) in which the biases somewhat ex- j 
cefded the average rate, imrtly owing to the dry 
weather that prevailed tnrough a long period of 
the summer, when burnings were more thin 
usually frequent from fires running over the 
■ssiiÂy Every Farmers' Insurance Company 
suffered in the same way; almost every one, if the 
information that has lieen received lie correct, in 
a greater degree than our Company.

Lotte*. —The nnmlier reported for last veer was 
130; 122 of these were admitted as claims, and 
twid without unnecessary delay; their amount, 
fjl, 148.78; 8 have not been regarded as valid 
claims; the Directors require further light in re­
spect to them. If 'they can only see that these 
claims ought to lie-paid it will afford every one of 
the Hoard very great pleasure in doing it. Four 
claims that arose previously were paid last year, 
amounting to 81,214.25. A claim was presented 
a few week* ago resulting from a fire that occurred 
in 1867, during the assured's absence in the States. 
The Director-shave as vet come to no decision re­
garding it, but it will be attended to without 
delay.

By referring to the tsble of 
losses, sever*leach cases will be seen. No le* 
than eleven fires are supposed to hare so origin­
ated; while «iff thoee for which ao probable cease 
has been a|eigned- 43 in number some may 
reasonably (bough he attributed" to the same 
source. Yh< Directors do all they can to bring 
such offend me to justice— they offer a steading 
reward of $$00 for such informatioa as will con­
vict. Hut $*y are of opinion the Legislature 
could apply*et any rate, a partial remedy for tire 
fearful evil. In the report for 1864 it was stated : 
“It is to H togrrtted there do* not exist some 
thorough mode of investigating into the origin 
and cin ums^bces of suspicions fires throughout 
the country.

Other cause» of Firt.—Fires have also arisen 
from other causes, which might be well avoided.
Only the other day notice was received of a loss, 
in which the claimant states.

More than 
likely andi was the case ; eleven of the pwitl for 
losses in the appended list arose from stove p'ipex, 
and nineteen from dirty defective chimneys, net­
ting fire to roofs or other parts of the buildings.
Another j'rolific source ol fir s is children playing 
with matches. A vtry little care might have 
prevented most of the losses occurring under those 
beads.

Tu'o-thh'ds Clause—I» a mod if cation wanted f—
It has liceu a rule of the Company to insure up to 
two thirds only of buildings and their contents, 
requiring each member to bear at least one-third 
the risk of the props-rty insured. This seemed to 
lie appiroved of hy the great bulk of the mendiera.
Of late, however, very many have become dissat­
isfied with it, desiring that they should no longer 
lie required to risk a third of the “ordinary con­
tent».'' Ill view of this feeling, the Directors 
have resolved to submit the question to-day to 
your decision, to which, whatever it is, effect will 
lie given.

ANOTHER INTERNATIONAL BRIDGE. *

A report by a Committee of the Buffalo City 
Council on ' the subject of a new International 
Bridge lietweeu Buffalo and Fort Erie lias been 
published. The following letter, from Mr. 
Brydges, explains what he is prepared to do in the 
mattac :—

•• 1 hold the control of the bridge charters of 
both aidea of the river, and control the majority 
of the stock held by the cor jiorat ions existing— 
one chartered by the Legislature of the State of 
New York, and the other by the Parliament of 
Canada. The amount of stock subscribed for 
under 1 sith charters is $1,31)0,000, viz., $1,000, 
000 upon the American side and $3'io,000 uj>ou 
the ( anadian side.

“My object, and that of the Canadian railway 
companies which I represent, is to get the Bridge 
constructed at the earliest possible date ; so that 
the American railway companies on the one side, 
and the Canadian railways, on the other, and 
the city of Buffalo, may obtain the advantage 
of the communication which the Bridge will 
afford.

“The construction of the Bridge being assured,
1 am prepared, so far aa ray control of the clus­
ters it concerned, to place such control in the 
hands of those who will bring about the ar­
rangements necessary for the construction of the 
work.

“ I, therefore, as. President of the Bridge Com­
pany, now state to yon that so soon as the City of 
buffalo has, in accordance with the powers which 
it now^ossesai s, undertaken to guarantee-interest 
upon $I,350,00«> of bonds, which sum win lie suf­
ficient to secure the completion of the Bridge, I 
shall be prepared at once to transfer, U|m>ii the 
execution of the necessary deeds, the sain of $7o0, 
000 of the stock of the Bridge Company, which 
will be sufficient to give tlie control of the 
Bridge Company to the ]«rtiee holding those 
shares.

“I will take care that, before making this 
transfer, a resolution is jussed by the Bridge 
Company which will prevent the crehtion of any 
new shares lieyond the $1,300,000 now in exist­
ence,

“The right of issuing any further shares will 
therefore rest, if it is hereafter desired, with those 
who hold the majority of stock. ”

The Committee «of the Council reply as follows :
The Committee feel assured that Mr. Brydges 

is not only desirous, but had full authority, to 
carry out the measures which he pnqioses, apd 
that upon the City agreeing that in case the said 
stock is transfered, and the other stipulations con­
tained iu Mr. Brydges communication complied 
with, that the control of the stock will lie 
transferred to citizens of Buffalo, and his proposi­
tions will be fully carried out.

And your Committee are equally confident that 
no difficulty will be encountered ia finding citi­
zens of Buffalo of sufficient character and ability 
to take the transfer of the stock ujwn the condi­
tions proposed by Mr. Brydges, and pay the ad­
vance thereon.• ••• • • • • ! •

The proposition of the Grand Trunk Railway 
to pay $50,000 annually for the use of the Briilge 
of itself, provides for nearly two-thirds of such 
interest, and the conqieiiaation received from the 
other great line» of railway, including in fact all 
the completed lines from the East to the Great 
West, together with the tolls received from the 
use of the Bridge by the general public, will not

THE GODERICH SALT MEN AND 
THEIR BACKERS.

We once heard a person, experienced in 
the ways of the world, propose to wager that 
he could practically demonstrate the thought­
less alacrity with which large nnmltcrs of 
persons will sign any petition presented to 
them, by getting a formidable array of sig­
natures to a petition to hang the Governor 
General, without trial or benefit of clergy. 
And it must be confessed that even this ex­
aggerated way of stating the fact was not 
without its germ of truth. Nor are the ex­
cusably or inexcusably ignorant the only 
offenders in this respect. A m .teable ex­
ample is before us. During the last session, 

-sixty-four members of the Legislature of On­
tario petitioned the Ottawa Parliament to 
impose a duty on salt, in the interest of ihe 
Goderich salt men. The prominence given 
to the question in this and other ways forces 
its consideration upon us.

A duty on salt has always been an odious 
duty, because the article is a prime necessary 
of life, with which civilized men find it im­
passible to dispense: It would almost lie 
easier to do without bread than salt. The 
Scottish ]>easant finds no difficulty in sub­
sisting mainly on oatmeal. Sugar and tea 
may be dispensed with in extreme cases; but 
salt is required to season or preserve an end­
less variety of articles of food. It is not too

much to say that among the chief article* o 
food consumed by the majority of the popu­
lation of this Dominion, a prominent place 
must be assigned to fish and pork, both of 
which owe their preservation to salt.

It may safely bo laid down as a maxim 
that the prime necessaries of existence—that 
which forms the indisjicnsible aliment, or imy 
adjunct to that aliment, of the jxiorest portion 
of the great mass.of the imputation—should 
lie free from taxation. It was in oltedieuce 
to this principle that the com,duty, which 
was justly stigmatized ns an odious lire ad-tax, 
was repealed by Kir Robert Peel. In levying 
taxes, it is the duty of the Government to 
avoid striking at the great sources of the 
people’s existence. Very recently the Par. 
1 lament at Ottawa committed the error of 
putting a duty on foreign tlour. This tax 
was in effect, though not in form, a discrimi­
nation against American flour. The object 
was to compel the Nova Scotians to eat (Cana­
dian flour, at an enhanced cost, which they 
conld not afford to pay. The circumstance 
of the fishermen of that Province passing 
through a cruel famine, almost immediately 
after this unwise and unjust duty was put on, 
showed in a striking manner the inhumanity 
of that piece of protectionist legislation which 
attainted the jieople in the very source of 
their existence. We need not add that this 
temporary bread-tax, after bringing discredit 
on all concerned, was repealed on the first 
opportunity.

Are we now to shift the burthen which we- 
removed from one shoulder of the Nova 
Scotia fishermen to the other! Having re­
pealed the duty on their flour, are we to lay 
it on the salt that preserv es their fish? Both 
articles of food arc equally necessary to their 
existenee ; and we might just as well have 
left the tax on their bread as turn round, 
after taking it off, and put it on their fish.

The proposed tax on imported salt is ad­
vocated on grounds which are altogether in­
defensible. We are told that the new salt 
interest has some sort of a claim to be de­
fended against the competition of American 
salt. The advocates of the duty tell us that 
they do not desire to go beyond this. They 
do not even w ish to tax English salt. They 
ask simply and solely that a duty lie placed 
on American salt ; and we are not sure hut 
they would agree to confine it to the dreaded 
Syracuse product. This demand shows an 
extraordinary unacquaintance with the fun­
damental laws by which the action of the 
Ottawa Parliament is limited and controlled. 
It is not within the competence of that Par­
liament to levy a discriminating duty, even in 
favor of English productions. The Governor 
General's instructions always contain a sjiecial 
piohibition against the enactment of such a

duty. Thus the way to a realization of tke 
object of the salt duty agitators is effectually
barred. ™

There are other parts of the subject which 
these i>etitioners do not appear to hsvwstadisd 
to better advantage. TTiey 
might be the natural effects of competition 
for remote, unusual and abnormal cams 
They toll us, as if it were something extn- 
ordinary, that Syracuse salt m sold 
in Canada when it comes into campatffion 
with the Goderich product than when that 
competition is withdrawn. What «win, 
natural I It is the result of an ordinary l»w. 
But even if there is something more, that 
does not alter the case, in favor of the peti­
tioners. ItXis quite possible that the 8ym- 
cuse salt interest may make a special effort to 
retain a footing in this market There aie, 
we lielieve, two separate companies ; one en­
gaged in the manufacture and the other in 

the distribution of the Syracuse mit The 
mercantile conqwny agrees to take all the 
•alt the manufacturing company prodnsa, 
at a price agreed iqion. In case of ex cess of 
production, which may easily occur, thee 
would be great difficulty in disposing of the 
surplus ; and it requires no stretch of the 
imagination to conceive that Canada might 
enjoy its full share of the benefit of the 
cheapened article. Salt is a thing of whi* 
the consumption has fixed limita, which do 
not admit of artificial extension. The natand 
limit once overstepped in production, the 
price inevitably comes dowrn. But that » 
always an advantage to the consumer. 
Tim Goderich men may or may not have 
jeo)>ardized their capital. We hope net ; 
their attempts to develop and utilise a latent 
source of wealth to the country are deserving 
of every legitimate aid.

But is aid of any kind required in order to 
the successful development of the Goderich 
salt territory f The following is an estimate 
of the cost of manufacturing 100 barrel» <f 
salt at Goderich, obtained from a mani- 
fae^urer there :

The question raised by this salt interest 
nay be reduced to a very simple form : Are 
all the salt consumers to Iki taxed for the 
ipecial benefit of the Goderich salt raisers ? 
I* the country to jay so much the more for 
its salt that these few individuals may pet 
dividends in their pockets I Why cannot we, 
in this Dominion, produce salt that will stic- 
ewfully compete with Syracuse salt I We 
have the great advantage of untaxed labor and 
cheaper means of subsistence ; of proximity to 
market and consequent reduced cost of car­
riage ; of a first-rate if not an altogether su- 
perior article. Everything is in our favor. 
Why, then, can we not compete i It is too 
much to exjiect any one to believe that the 
Syracuse salt men will always continue to favor 
us with their salt at a price that does not 
cover the cost of production, and if they did 
all the profit would lie on our side. There 
is no reason to despair. If our salt works 
be skilfully, prudently and economically 
managed, there is no reason to fear for their 
ultimate success ; and that success will be all 
the more certain and enduring that it rests 
on a sound foundation.

LIFE INHIRANVE.

To the Editor of the Monetary Time*.
SiB,—In yolr issue of the 11th February is an 

article ujmn “The Crime of False Pntruce in 
Idle Insurance," taken from a Western journal 
and immediately following it another, which fur­
nishes a striking illustration of the first. A 
statement erf figures is there given, attributed to 
Mr. Ramsay, of the Canada Life Insurance 
Cenpany, to the effect that r ight Aiueri. au life 
companies doinj^ business here pissr-ss assets ave­
raging only $8.44 for each $100 assured, while 
the Canada has $18.70 for every $100 assured.

I had previously seen a circular to the above 
effect, over the name of a newlv-aiqrointed agent 
of the Canada, and had attributed its publication 
and use in canvassing to his ignorance of the 
berfBess ; but when it appears in yonr journal as 
coming from Mr. Ramsay, it assumes quite a dif­
ferent character. That gentleman eannot hut know 
that the statement, correct enough in its proiier 
iU«e, is to the last degree deceptive ami false 
k* placed before the public as a means of in- 

n.ing business. * • • • .

The general public do not know, 1 ut every 
well-informed insurance agent must, that the 
soundness and strength of an insurance couipany 
cannot be determined by any comjtirison of its 
assets with the face of its policies, irrespective of 
the age and terms of those |>olicirs. A company 
having $10,000,000 assured on the ten-Year en­
dowment plan, and only $5,000,000 on tne whole 
life plan, must show an amount of assets for each 
$100 very different from another company having 
the same amount insured, but on the whole life 
plan exclusively. Suppose each policy to have 
paid two premiums : the first cotn|>aiiy .would 
then have to ]<osaess $12 of assets for each $100 
assured, blit the second coiujiany would l>c a 
much stMugcr one if it ha.l only $3 for each $100 
assured.

Another illustration, more applicable to the 
case. Sapjwse two life conquîmes, each alsiut 
twenty years in laisiness. One of them may have 
assured pretty much the same amount from year 
to year from tin* first, tlius making comparatively 
slow progress in increasing its business. From 
assuring an average of say $200,000 |sr annum 
during the first live years, it may ha *e grown to 
an average of $100,000 during the last five Veais. 
The other conqiauy, from an animal average of 
$500,000, now averages say $40,000,000. jit is 
manifest tlntt the tuic and the old business on 
the lands of the two cotiq>aiii<-» respectively Lear 
a very different relation to each other. No. 1 
couqiun) will probably have received, and lie re­
quired to accouut for, an average of ten premiums 
on eaeli policy, while No. 2 will probably have 
received, on the av.+age, only four or five. The 
policy-holders of Not 1 would lie insevure with 
anything short of from $20 to $25 for each $100 
assured, while those of No. 2 would W quite safe 
with from $6 to $$.

As an instance of slow growth, and neee Warily 
large assets ($171 for each $100 insured, take the 
“Stnte.f' of Worcester, Mas*., which lias spent 
twenty-two years in getting #5,138,711 eu its 
hook* ; land * ns an instance of more energetic 
management, take the “ Kni. kerlio. kvr," of New 
\ ork, Which lias consumed hut fourteen velars in 
assuring $44,270,805, anil whose assets for cadi 
$100 assured arc only about $6.50. And yet,, 
unless the Massachusetts Commissioner grcutlj^ 
misleads the public, the “ Knickerbocker’s " assets 
are, pro|*>rtiouately to its liahilitv, far greater 
than the “States," being #111.jV, while the 
“State’s ’’ asset* tignre at $107.75.

If 1 correctly understand the design ..f Mr. 
Ramsay's figures, he would have his agents and 
the public believe that in all the alwvc case* each 
conqiany might to possess ..liout the same amount 
of assets fur each $100 assured : that the vom- 
| «allies possessing the largest ratios afe the last 
ami safest, and that others should be avoided !

A word as to note*. Every one will admit that 
a note is a la tter security than a book aeeount. 
How ].artifuhirly Mr. Ramsay informs the public 
that nwt'c t lia n one-tenth * of a certain com­
pany's assets are in notes ; ami how blank is the 
spa. e opposite his own company’s name, tliongh 
it has a large amount loaned in the same manner, 
bnt devoid of the security and accuracy afforded 
l.y a premium note. It is singular how people 
with Imwiiis in their eyes can so clearly discover 
motes in the eyes of their neighWs.

No figures can he presented to the public giving 
a single view of the respective companies^ that 
will afford a perfectly accurate test of their good 
standing. The table presented on page S8 of the 
last Massachusetts Remit, however, furnishes 
the best index procurable. All of the ei^Jit coin-

“ The Development atul the Territory.—The 
drvelopneut has not been attendcdAy the fitxling 
of new deposits of petroleum, nor UkT,- any large 
(irotlucing wells been struck, lmt kret it is con­
sidered satisfactory, as a large proportion of the 
wells completed produce in paving quantities, and 
very valuable adâlitioiis have Wu made to the 
territory on the outskirts of the distri«'ts that were 
producing at ami previous to the publication of 
our last report. The total number of wells com­
pleted during the month was about 53, of which 
35 were located in I’leasantvjlle District, one at 
Tidioute, and of the remaining 17 most were 
located along Oil Creek, at Shambnrg and near 
Oil City—only three having been completed along 
the River of Reno. Of the 53 wells completed, 
fully 42 ami jiosaibly more, from all appearances, 
proved pecuniarily successful. The most import­
ant feature connei teil with the development, is 
the l arge decrease in the number of wells being 
drille*!. The total numlwr on February 1st was 
341, against 373 on the 1st of the previous mouth

Tlie,-estai.1 Lshment of lines of steamers U-lWccli 
Hivtv And the United States has ha*l the iife«t ol 
depriving sailing vessels, which carry American 
products to France, of return cargoes; and the 
custom lias Wcu to cross the Channel to a British 
port, chiefly Newjsirt ami Cardiff, for return car­
goes, generally of railroad iron and coal. It lias 
l>ecn found, however, that the expense of shipping 
these earg«*‘s owing to the heavy British port 
charges, pilotage, light dues, brokcrag*', Ac., is so 
onerous as, added to the exjieuse at the Ftencli 
port of discharge, to eat up the profit oil the 
return freight. To rem»ly this, one or two British 
companies at Havre are procuring from England 
cargoes of iron for transhipment to vessels want­
ing freight to the States. Two steamers lately 
arriv»l at Havre with carg«x-s of rails fof the 
American ships “Halcyon” ami “ lauly Pdessitig- 
ton,” both bound to New Orleans, and others were 
exjiected to follow shortly. If the undertaking 
succeeds—and there is a good prosixvt for it— 
Havre will W-conie the depot for British roods 
destined, for American ami other ports, a ml ves­
sels that hitherto resorted to the Vuitetl Kiijg.lo» 
lor return freights will procure them at Havre 
instead. This new phase in the British carrying 
trade is not at all n-lisheif by the business people 
at the places so seriously a fleeted, and they loudly 
denounce a suicidal Jiollcy, wliii'h induces British 
subjects to assist in extemliug the tr*l« of foreign 
ports at the ex|M-usc‘of their own — a jiolicy which 
British sliijiowncrs have so long and hnnily com­
plained of. If prodm*eau W taken from Eiigland 
to Havre, ami then trauship|>ed to a foreign |«ort 
on better tenus for the ship than when shipp»l in 
England, it shows that the maritime laws of the 
latter country are behind the age, ami tlir fact 
contains a wanting which British lawmakers will 
do well not to neglect, if they ilcsire the prospe­
rity of such an ini|«>rpint industry.
