ization. They also found that follow-
ing their own will generally yielded
bad fruitage.

In other cases the seed
has been sown far too sparingly; and
the reaping has been in proportion,
God’s Children Caréfully Trained
As the child-life ‘is a  training

.school, so it is with the spirit-begot-

ten children of God. As soon.as we
enter His family, -He puts us to
school; and during the remainder of
our lives in the flesh we are given a
systematic course of training, school-
ing. As New Creatures, we are in
the' School of Christ, where we have
daily Jessons to learn — lessons of
meekness, gentleness, -patience, bro-
therly-kindness, love, as well as les-
sons of doctrine. Chronology shows
us where we are on the stream of
time.. Doctrine is the foundation
upon which our character structure is
to be built. But the most important
of all our lessons is that of character-
likeness to our great Teacher, Christ
Jesus.
St. Peter tells us that this work is
accomplished through the “‘exceeding
great and precious promises,” given
to us that thereby we “might be par-
takers of the Divine nature.” (2
Peter 1:4.) * As the children of God
feed upon these promises, they work
in us to will-and to do of God’s good
pleasare. Thus we become like
Christ, who always delighted to do
Goed’s ‘will. At first we were willing
to do that will, but now we are striv-
ing TO DO. And this is right; for it
is just what the promises are de-
gigned to do in us.

This School of Christ was opened
at our Lord’s First Advent.

ACTION NEEDED IN TRENT VALLEY

e K CONSERVAT[ON COMMISSION

The Trent Canal project has been

& subject of public criticism and often
of ridicule, ever since it was: con-|
cetved, 85 years ago, says the Com-
mission of Conservation in_-a repovt
published in*the May issue of “the
Forestry Journal. - The eriticism and
ridicule are not however deserved by

- the original project, but only by the
* “ifrational, slow manner in which¥it
was exscuted. The canal project, in
fact, has been subjected to precisely
the same kind of management as the
territory through = which
The chief value of a canal lies in con--
necting markets and resources, and,
therefore, depends mainly on its out-
lets. The first outlet of the canal, the
- one in Lake Ontario, is now, after
mearly a<century of dilatory work;
being completed; the other, which
affords access to Georgian Bay, still
hangs fire. So long as the outlets to
larger markets or for through-trafiic
were lacking, only a very limited lo-
cal traffic could develop. Since the
principal resource of the region
it serves was timber—a staple which
needs more than local markets for a
profitable and - rational development
——the value of the incomplete canal

was limited indeed. Since this out-

let was unavailable,, the timber, ow-
ing to the expense of trangportation
to market; was cut in a more or less
wasteful manner. As a result, the
Government derivéd scarcely any pro-
fit from this industry, and the returns
_ o the lumbermen were also relative-
1y small. If the cheap tranlportntion
which a canal furnishes had been in
existence earlier, much ‘more conser-
vative logging operaﬂons cotild have
been carried on; much closer utiliza-
tion of material could have been
meade by mills situated along the
route; much more profit counld have
been secured from this resource by
both operators and people and, more-
over, the source could have . been
managed by perpetuity, as a basis tor
meanufacturing industriés.  As it is,
the, principal local freight, that trom

it passes.{

the timber-lands, is almost exhausted
and a large part of the usefulness of
the canal has gome, at least in so far
as local development ' is concerned.
OQutside.of the waterpower which it
suplies, through traffic, which may
follow upon the completion of . the
two outlets, can alone justify its ex-
istence ‘for the present; - unless by
careful planning and management a

revival of the industrial activity, to

which, at one time, the lumberman

'gave rise, can be sdcured.

- Meanwhile, another important fac-
tor in the problem, which is closely
connected with the timber question,
has been entirely lost sight of, name-
ly, the securing of adequate water
supplies for canal and pewer purpos-

‘es by the conservation of a forest

cover on the watersheds. Indeed, this
factor, the conservation of water sup-
plies, is one of paramount importance

10 the canal. Whatever may be sald

regarding the influence of deforesta-
tion on climate, an influence which,
it must be admittde, is only imper-
fectly understood, there can be no
guestion as to the influence on water-
flow“which a forest cover exercises.
That such a cover prevents extremes
of low-water and high-water stages,
and generally regulates and equalizes
waterflow, has been proved both by
experience ‘and experiment in' all
parts of the world.

Engineers have sometimes thoug
the dams alone may effect the matis-
factory regulation of the waterflow,;
but the wiser ones have recognized
that, for the best service, dams need
to be snpplemenud by a forest cover
such as a watershed furnishes. Ks-
pecially for city water supplies the
practice of forestation of the water-
sheds has now been generally recog-
nized as éssential, mainly for the rea-
son that erosion and the filling up of
waterreservoirs is thereby prevented;

Bel-
gian Relief Committee, 59 8t. Peter
Street, approximately nine million
persons are now: being fed.in Bel-
gium through the gifts of those who
appreciate their position and their ex-
treme need. From two or three mil-
lion during the early days of the war
the number has steadily crept up un-
til today nearly every man, woman,
and child in Belgium is dependent to
a certain extent on the outside world

All through the winter these peo-
ple have been clothed and fed through
the generosity of England, the United
States, Australia, and Canada and in
proportion to her population Canada
has not been in the rear with her do-
nations. Some time ago the Belglap
Relief Committee of Montreal—
which in reality is the Belgian Relief
Committee of Canada—sent forth the
cry for a bag of flour from each Cana-
dian. How Canada responded to this
is now well known.

With the generosity characteristic
of Canadians thousands of dollars
were sent to the various branches of
the Relief Committee and ultimately
turned in to the Montreal office.

The appeal was heard and thou-
sands are being saved from  death
by starvation.

Now the winter is over in Belglum
but the dark days are not yet gone.
Many believe the end of the war is
in sight but even with such optimism
as this there is ever staring them in
‘the face the terror of starvation.

“The hotelkeepers of the province
are still after the Attorney-General's
Department for a fiat, with respect

Editor, Ontario,—

Allow me space to say a few words
more about the repairs to O’Brien’s
bridge. After all this hue and cry that
the pier had settled and must come
out to bed rock and discommeding
the public since last September and
spending a .large sum of money they
have utterly failed in their wndertak-
ing and have proved by their actions
that it was a false cry.

RAISE YOUR OWN FISH.

T

Fish culture on the farm is an an-
cient industry, and it is to be revived
by the United States Fishery Depart-
ment, says the Globe. Many farms
have large ponds or streams on which
large ponds could be formed at small
cost. It is the intention of the depart-
ment to promote the utilizing of these
opportunities for the production of
fish food. A pond a quarter of an acre
in extent can be made with reasonable
care, to provide a supply equal to or
greater than the needs of an ordinary
family. It is the policy of the depart-
ment to distribute fry or fingerlings
of suitable species to every farmer

suitable for the propagation of fish:

Many ponds have already been con-}

tructed by the diverting of streams
or the water from springs, by excavat-
ing, and by building dams. The cost
in most cases ranges from $20 to $30.
