MANY PROMINENT

Situation Has Taken an Em-
barrassing Turn for the
G0yernment

e— -

LONDON, Feb. 24—Every effort of
the suffrageites to force the hand of
the pgovernment becomes more deter-
mined and it is increasingly difficult to
predict how their demands may be suc-
cessfully parried. The situation has
taken on an embarrassing aspect for
the government, owing to the high so-
cial position of many among some
thirty or ‘more women arrested this
evening, these, including Mrs. Pethick
Lawrence, Lady Constance Lytton, sis-
ter of Lord Lytton and daughter of the
former viceroy of India; Miss Strat-
ford Dugdale, daughter of Commander
Dugdale and cousin: of the Hon. Wm.
W. R. Peet, who was elected yesterday
in a -by-election az ‘member of ; the

i House of Commons for Taunton; Miss

Paisy - Solomon, daughter of the ex-
premier of Cape Colony, and Mrs.Cath-
erine ‘Blizabeth Corbett, an aristocratic
supporter of the suffragette movement.

Both  sides. were well prepared for
tonight’s attempt by the suffragettes
to force themselves on Premier As-
quith, 'who yesterday had ‘declined by
letter: to. receive the deput®tion. The
women. held “parliament’” at Caxton
Hall and a number of them started on
‘““danger duty” in a solid phalanx led
by Mrs. Lawrence.

The police, abandoning former tac-
tics of barring the approaches to the
house of commons, adoputed the new
plan of breaking up the procession
close to Caxton Hall. They permitted
the suffragettes to proceed simply by
couples, escorted by small parties of
spectators. The women were thus not
given much chdnee to create a dis-
turbance, although they were allowed
to come within close prckimity of
parliament. The police, however, kept
them continually on the move and
none was allowed access to the build-
ing.

Finally several of the
including Mrs.
leader, were ©placed under ar-
restt. Word of the reception of
this deputation having been brought
to Caxton Hall, much excitement en-
sued, and Mrs. Saul Splomon volun-
teered to lead a second “deputation to

Dramatic Scene Follows
_ the Jury’s Verdict
of Guilty

Mrs. Malonc in Tears—
Her Husband’s Fran-
tic Outbursts

SIMCOBE, Feb. 24.—Archibald W.
Malone, ex-chief of police of this
town, was sentenced tonight by Chief
Justice Sir Wm. Mulock to imprison-
ment for life in the Kingston peniten-
tiary. At the conclusion of the trial,
which lasted thirty hours, spread over
three days, in which one of the
strangest stori®s of secret crime ever
heard in the annalg of Canadian crim-

in a verdict of guilty. Their deliber-
ations lasted two hours and twelve
minutes. The charge which they con-
sidered was that in the early minutes
of December 1st, 1908, Malone, as chief
constable, in cold blood shot and left
for dead his assistant constable, Wm.
Wilkins, the man who through his
weaknesg of will he had made an ac-
complice -In & ‘series” of his robberies
‘and incendiary outrages in the town.

Thus came to end a trial-that has
dnterested ' half the Dominion. Thirty-
four witnesses were summoned by the
crown:and none for:!the defense. Geo.
Tate Blackstok, K, C., crown pro-
secutor,: made an address to the jury
lasting ‘two and:one half hours. It
was so poweftul Aand so unanswerable
that  the, gloom on. the face of the
prisoner and his young wife ,spread
through the - whole crcwded court
The end came when in a lcw tone his
lordship pronounced gentence.

Hundreds of eyes were wet. Last De-
cember at the preliminary trial, the
crowd . cheered when the magistrate
ruled against the accused. Tonight
there was only empty silence. Men
spoke quietly with a covert movement,
women placed handkerchiefs to their
eyes,while in the centre of all stood in
the dock the unfortunate man, facing
his wife. "He stood erect as has been
his habit all through the trial. His
eyes 4n shadowed hollows were bright
with grim resolve not to yield to weak-
ness, but when his wife approached
tears were in her eyes, and as Malone
looked suddenly his own filled.

“Stop it,” he cried in rough haste,
“I can’t.stand .that. If you cry 'l be
in an asylum in two weeks.” Today’s
proceedings were occupied entirely in
an address of counsel to the jury.

OTTUMWA, Iowa, Feb. 21.—Lack
of a leader was all that saved Ottum-
wa tonight from adding another bloody
chapter to the histery of\race riots in

the United States.A mob of men and |

boys, which incrgased from 100 to
more than 1,000, gathered around the
city jail thinsting for vengeance on the
negro whe committed a wriminal as-
sault on a white woman early today.
‘While three negroes have been placed
in the city jall and one in the county
Jail, and geveral threaiening demen-
strations have been made, no man was
daring enough to leand the mob in the
®vork they wanted to do, and it seem-
ed llkely that peace might be ' pre-
servad.

John Junkin, a negro, suspected of
the murder of Clara Rosen, who wes
slain two weeks ago, wps taken out
of town secretly hy the police follow-
ing the early mamnifestations of mob
spirit. A recently organized wvigilance
committee is alding the police, who
declare that they have the situation in
control. Company G of the 54th Regl-
ment of the National Guard, under
commnand of Captain Schamp, is held
in the barracks for any emergency.

The cause of the uprising is the
same as that which started the Spring-
field, IIl., mob on its murderous, pil-
laging nights of terror last summer.

Negro Bent Over Her

‘Mrs. Chas. M. Johnston, the invalid
wife of an Ottumwa travelling sales-
man, was in bed with-her four year

old child at three o'clock this morning |-

when she awoke to find a negro. bend-
ing over her. Before she could scream
for help the black seized her by the
throat and began to choke her. De-
spite her weakness as the result of a
recent operation, Mrs. Johnston fought
gespera.tely‘ She tore herself loose
rom the assailant’s hands and cried
for help. At the same time the child
screamed. The negro became alarmed
end seizing a wooden curtain pole used
as a window prop beat the woman
with the stick until she became un-
conscious.

How long the negro remained in the
room is not known. The cries of the
child finally aroused neighbors, who
found Mrs. Johnston lying on the
floor unconscious. By her side was’
the curtain pole, stained with blood.

News of the assault spread quickly,
and before daylight armed men were
searching for the negro. Members. of
the citizens’ guard were posted in
places where riots were fearsd.. The
homes of negroes were placed undep:®
wateh. While no demonstrations oe-
curred in these quarters the city ail
beca.ae the point of attentioa for the
excited men who formeéd’ the ‘nucleus
of the mob.

The trail of Mrs. Johnston’s assail-
ant was followed: by bloodhounds to a
deep ravine near -Rutledge mining
camp, three miles from Ottumwa, ‘but*
there it was-lost. Armed men séac
the country.all da.y and far into the
night.

Crowd Grew

While this work was. going. on the
crowd around the eity jail continued
to grow in. size. Threats were made
freely against the negre Junkin:and
the police became alarmed for his safe-
ty. Toward night they took him out
of the jail by a rear door, placed him
fn an automobile and took him to Chil-
Mcothe, ten miles weést, where he was
put aboard a Burlington . passenger
train and taken to Albia and locked
up.

Trouble started again when search-
ers began to bring in suspects .cap-
tured in the surrounding country.

The mob contented itself with yell-
ing its hate, and the first, second and
third suspeets were taken into the
¢ity jail.

The police had been provided with
a good description of the guilty negro
by Mrs. Johnston, and after each man
was brought in they announced to the
crowd that the men captured had no
rart in the crime. When the fourth
man was hustled into the county jail
the mob again became restive.

“Come on, boys; let’s get some one;
the police are fooling us,” oried a man
in the crowd. There was a movement
toward the jail. Cries of hate came
from all parts of the crowd. It was
the moment for the leader and the
battering ram; but the leader was not
there. The onslaught never got beyond
words.

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THE HAZEN ADMINISTRATION

The approaching session of the pro-
| vingial legislature will be watched with
iinterest by the people of these prov-
inces. There was a disposition last
| year to allow the new government
'time toformulate a policy and to work
out the details of legislation and ad-
ministretion. Such good-natured in-
dulgemnce never endures. The govern-
ment has now had sufficlent time to
adjust itself to its unexpected duties.
The people will no longer be satisfied
with vague promises nor with experi-
mental propositions, The government
may reasonably be expected to formu-
late definite and unmistakable legisla-
tion.

The Highway Act during its short
career, has had a varied and wholly
disappointing experience. The people
regardiess of party have refused to re-

ceive it kindly. The govérnment have
diacovered  at last that it did not
contain their final declarations, that it
wes Iintended"as an experiment, that
though they had acquired enough poli-
tical wisdom to get into power by the
condemnation of the existing highway
legisiation, they had not sufficient cap-
acity to write a good law of their own.
It now remains to be seen what form
this legislation wil} finally take, But
it is fair and reasonable to demand
that the legislation of this year should
really represent the mature thought of
the government and should be imme-
diately aepglicable to a, really serfous
#tuation,

There {3 also the work of the govern-
ment in the interests of the agricul-
tural develppment of the province.

THE INTERCOLONIAL

Hon. Mr. Grahgm has Jdenied em-
Phatically the report that the govern-
ment has decided to place the I. C. R.
under the control of an indepen lent,
and. hence irresponsible, commission.
Also he has announced that the gov-
ernment has no intention of selling
the road. This disposes of two altern-
atives, each of which has received
strong advocacy and both of which
are objectionable to thoughitful men
who sée the fairest future for the In-
tercolonial in its progressive manage-
ment under public control along the
lines of a policy of which the essence
is expansion and development alike of
the railway and its business and of
the territory it serves. But still the
fact remains that the Intercolonial is
not giving Bastern Canada the qual-
¥ty of service it sorely needs, and still
the people are in the dark ag to the
remedy the government proposes to
apply.

And there is little encouragement in
the official report, presented to par-
lament last week, of the operation of
the road during the year ending with
last March—no announcement has yet
been made of the results during the
current year. If the Deputy Minister
has any scheme of reform in his mind
he gives Wttle suggestion of it, save
what may be contained in his state-
ment that the rates on the Intercol-
onial are tao low and that the aver-
age rates charged by corporation roads
are not too high. If this hes any re-
ference to the future of the govern~
ment railway it can only mean that
Mr. Butler leans to the belief that the
best available remedy for the existing
deficiency in Intercolonial earning
power is an increase In its rates. And
while we must agree that such in-
crease would unquestionabiy profit the
federal treasury, we cannot see how
t would benefit the Maritime Prov-
Inces, how it would meet the main
objeation to the Intercolonial as at
Present operated—which objection is
thiat tihe road has lamentably failed to
provide for its teritory that aid and
encouragement and stimulus to tmade
and industry and population to wkich
these provinces are entitled from
their main artery of transportation.

This is the point which Maritime
men should insist that the government
must keep in mind in considering this
Intercolonial problem. Thé matter of
deficits or insufficient surpluses can be
easily met, either by the increase of
rates, as Mr. Butler suggests, or by
the wholesale dlsmissali of employes,
and the diminishing of train service, ag
the commission advocates propose.
But the problem of expanding the
road’s field of usefulness, of fitting it
to serve the needs of this country as
the needs of other provinces ape be-
ing served—this can be solved by no
such methods. Fisewhers we see trunk
lines thio-blnt and operating theéir
bran: a8 a matter of course; con-
ducting active campalgns for immi-
‘gration and settlement; managing
hotels and summer and winter resorts

THE QPVERNMENT AND TELE-
PHONES

Premier Hazen intimates that his
government has no present intention
of purchasing ghe business of the New
Brunswick Telephone Company— in
which, by the way, we believe he
holds a large amount of stock—but
does not deny that he is considering
the matter. If so, let us hope that his
consideration may be of the same kind
and shall lead to the same results as
his - consideration of the Temperance
Federation’s appeal for prohibition.
This government has on its hands al-
ready somewhat more than it can ef-
ficiently manipulate and has about as
much qualification for operating a, tele-
phone business as it has for preaching
the gospel. If the time ever comes
when it can give this province good
roads, can economically and honestly
administer the crown lands, can effi-
clently protect and conserve our forest
and game assets, can fulfll its duty in
the way of assisting agriculture and
stimulating immigration and can place
the provincial school system on a
modern - basis, then it may excusably

.consider the extension of its range of

effort. But for the present it should
devote itself exclusively to the masti-
cation of that portion of responsibility
it has already bitten off.

The experience of the government of
Manitoba during the past year pro-
vides an excellent lesson in the results
of the operation by a political machine
of a highly complicated enterprise Hke
a telephone system. A year ago that
government bought out the plant and
property of the Bell Telephone Com-
pany in Manitoba. For the past
month or two highly colored predic-
tions of a $2560,000 surplus on the year’s
business have been rife in the parnty
press. These have simmered down to
the following statement made in the
party press:

Discussing this, the Manitoba Free
Press says that “this balance from the
operation of a utility whose total re-
ceipts were only $656,000 would be a
highly creditable one if it were bona
fide; but it is quite clear that there is
no surplus, and that at the best the
Manitoba, Telephone system did not
last year do more than cover expenses.
In the accounts as submitted to the
legislature there is no provision for
depreciation, although a telephone sys-
tem, subject as it is to the elements,
is especially liable to rapid deprecia-
tion. There has already been quoted
in these columns the testimony given
before the Dominion committee on
telephones by F. A. Pickernell, one of
the high officials of the American Tel-
ephone Company, that a normal tele-
phone system (such as we have in
Manitoba) is liable to am annual de-
preciation of about 10 per cent. How-
ever, to be on the safe side jet us as-
sume that the depreciation in Mani-
toba will be only hailf that amount, or
5 per cent. The telephone systém in
Manitoba represents a debenture out-
lay of $4,400,000, and a five per cent.
depreciation would mean the writing
off yearly of $220,000, wkich would eat
up the $168,000 profit; and leave in its
place a deficit of $52,000.” ,

It is not, however, the custom for
telephone companies to meet the
broblem of depreclation by writing off
a percentage of the capital each year,
They meet the situation by carrying
on each year extemsive reconstmuction
work, charging the cost, not to capital
but to operating expensés; and in ad-
dition they put aside each year
amounts into a contingent fund which
is held for repairing or replacing lines
when worn out. The Manitoba, gov-
ernment, howeyer fbllowed the more
convenient plan of charging all such
expenses to ‘capital account or pass-
ing them up altogether, to make a
favorable showing the first year. If
it is assumed, asg it may reasonably be,
that the ratio of operation and mafn-
tenance to total revenue as determined
by the experience of the Bell Tele-
phone Company for a period of tén
consecutive years is approximately the.
standard, and apply it to the Mani-
toba system for 1908 we find that the
normal operating expeénses should be
not $300,000, but $465,700. This would
make the total expenses $658,260, or
practically identical with the receipts.
And this in spite of the fact that the

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THE CURE FOR CORRUPTION

After the Liberal sweep in this prov-
ince last October the Conservative
bress was full of wild accusations of
wholesale corruption, and against few
were the charges more emphatic than
against the Liberal organization in
Westmorland, where Mon. Mr. Em-
merson won his fiotable victory. And
now, when the murk of the contest has
blown away, the Electosal Reform
League in that constituency, afiter full
and careful inquiry, makes report that
the election theré was clean, that' Mr.
Emmerson’s success was legally and
fairly and honorably won.

This League, which was the most
active assoclation of the kind in the
province, pledged itself to see fair play
and to enforce its requirements, and
had a corps of detectives in the field
for a fortnight prior to polinig. These
men were active over most of the
county and their report and the re-
ports received from volunteer commit-
tees at the polls have convinced the
League that there were no serlous
violations of the law, that the influ-
ence of ligquor. -or.bribe money was
absent and that the only irregularities
consisted in a little “treating’” and an
occasional free-meal. ‘ )

This report and the facts upon: which
it is based not only add signally to Mr.
Emmerson's ttiumph, but point those
who desire a reform in prevalent poli-
tical methods to what is Pprobably the
most effective remedy, and possibly,
in the present state of public opinion,
the only one.” The law, as it stands,
is strict enough—too strict in many
of its provisions.. The weakness les
in the lack of any reliable gystem of
enforcement. In Westmoriand this
lack ‘was met by the formation of a
non-partisan body: pledged to apply the
law impartialiy against both parties.
And had the same methods been
adopted in every constituency in Can-
ada. the results everywhere would
have been much the same.

The politicians themselves cannot be
depended upon for reformatory action,
if only because of their distrust of
each other. The people as a mass will
not compel reform, partly because of
partisan bias and partly because of
the prevalent cynical indifference to
political tricks. But public opinion,
though regrettably inert, will endorse
unanimously the reforming action of
any who are willing to take impartial
initiative in this matter and, in view
of this, any constituency containing
& score or so of men actively and sin-
cerely desirous for clean politics can
eliminate political corruption abs)y-
lutely. and without any great aiffi-
culty from its bBorders.
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CIVIC TAXATION

The County News which hag been
discussing civic finances of late in an
illuminating and forceful way, calcu-
lates interestingly.the effect upon vari-
ous classes of taxpayers of the increase
in the rate of taxation from 1.32 per
centr in 1889 to 1.93 per cent in 1907. It
shows that “the working man assessed
on $300 income paid in 1889 $5.95. In
1907 his bill was $7.79, an increase of
$1.83, equal to nearly two days’ earn-
ings. If he earned a dollar a day in
1889 he had to give a week’s pay for
the privilege of earning his living in
St. John. In 1907 he had to hana over
to the city treasury his earnings for
seven and three-quarter days, besides
paying more for rent and for every-
thing he consumed as food or clothing.

“The increase on incomes of $400 was
$2.44—almost equivalent to two days’
earrings.

“On incomes of $500, the increase was
$3.05.

“If assessed on $600 income, $200 per-
sonal propetry and fortunate enough to
own a house assessed at $1,000, the
taxes in 1889 were $22.76, increased in
1907 to $34.74, an addition of $11.98—
practically a whole week’s earnings.

“If assessed on $1,000 income, $300
personal and $2,000 real estate, the
taxes in 1889 were $43,66, and in 1907
$63.64, or $20.13 more than a. week'’s
earnings. As g balm to his flattened
pocket book he would be classed in 1907
in the Globe’s list as among the hea-
viest taxpayers in St. John, while in
1889 his name was omitted.

“If he were in business and carried
a stock assessed at $10,000, had an in-
come from his business of $1,500 and
owned furniture valued by the asses-
sors at $500 and Ilved in his own' house,
which the assessors valued at $3,000, he
contributed in 1889 $200 to the city
treasuty. In 1907 on the same property
and income his clvic contribution was
increased to $291.50, an addition of
$91.50, an addition of $91.50sSycihrdlu
$61.50, which he was obliged either to
add to the cost of his merchandise to
the consumer or be satisfied with that
much less profit."”

These figures, the writer points out,
are not fanoiful calculations, but the
application of past and present rates to
actual cases on the city's assessment
roll.  And the progress is toward 4
higher rather than a lower rate. The
slight reduction made in 1908 was fal-
lacious, being caused purely by a
change In ' bookkeeping methods—
charging the cost of sewerage main-
tenance tq the water account instead
of to the general assessment.

Victorfa, the last of the Australian
provinces ito. withhold _the full elec-
toral franchise for women, has capitu-
lated to _ the - suffragists and, now
throughout “the ' whole of ‘Australasia
women ‘pogsessg exactly the same po-
litical rights as men, y

Fifteen times the Ilower legislative
chamber of Victoria, the House of As-
semibly, passed a/bill to give women in
that State.the complete suffrage, and
fifteen times the upper chamber, qr
Legislative -Council, ' rejected the bLill.
Recently, howevex;‘v .the legislative
Council, by a vote’of 23 to 5, passed
the measure, giving the Victoria wo-
men in State elections the full fran-
chise, which the women of the other
States of the Commonwealth have had
for several years. Since 1902 women
throughout all Australig have had the
right of voting-in the election of mem-
bers of .the Commonwealth rarlia-
ment, and in New Zealand since 1903
they have in like manner teen on an
equal footing with the men in the
electio.. of the national legislature.

Victoria is the only Australian state
In which there has been a woman’s or-
ganizdtion oppesed to woman suf-
frage.” It continued in existence only
three menths. The leadérs of the Suf-
frage Association, the organization
which advocated the granting of the
franchise to women, declared that the
short-lived opposing organization was
“engineered by men,” and specifically
alleged that It was mainly ‘“engi-
Deered” by two manufscturers, who
“feared that woman suffrage = would
lead to increased factory -legislation,
more inspection, shorter hours and
better pay for women.” Both organ-
izations energetically circulated peti-
tions for signature by women, and the
signatures to the petition in favor of
the granting of the franchise com-
pletely swamped the signatures to the
opposition  petition. The city of
Melbourne is in Victoria, and it
was mainly in Melbourne that the
strength of the opposition to woman
suffrage was in evidence. The ques-
tion had been bound up with the labor
question in Victoria, where in 1902
there was a strike of the employes on
the state railway system, and the goVv-
ernment in power deprived all rail-
way, telegraph, telephone and postal
employes, all these services being
state service, of their state suffrage,
and refused to put votes into the hands
of the women of the families of aill
those disfranchised state employes.
The following year the women of Aus-
tralia for the first time had the suf-
frage in the election of the Common-
wealth parliament, and in Victoria
this meant that the Labor party's
strength was greatly increased. In
that election the Labor party sue-
ceeded in increasing its representation
from Viectoria in the Commonwealth
House of Representatives by six, and
in doubling its representation in the
Senate. The “votes for women” agi-
tation has . been kept. up vigorously
ever since in Victoria, and when the
Present session of the state legislature
began, g, petition demanding the fran-
chise was presented, with 21,000 signa~
tures. The signatures to the anti-suf-
frage petition numbered only 2,500.
This apparently was what broke down
at last the opposition of the upper
chamber.

Inevitably this surrender of the last
antisuffragist stronghold in antipodean
Britain will strengfthen the force of
the suffrage argument in Great Bri-
tain. But one point of difference be-
tween Australia and Britain upon
which the antl-suffragists insist Is
that while in Great Britain the women
outnumber the men, in Australia the
men in every gtate outnumber the
women. By the last ecensus the popu-
lation of AustraHa was cloge upon
3,000,000 with an excess of nearly 180,«
000 males. There are in the Common-
wealth about 800,000 wemen of voting
age. It is notable that in the last
Commonwealth clections the propor-
tion of the total number of women
who voted was, according to the Syd-
ney Daily Telegraph, greater than the
proportion of the total number of
men.

THE CAMPAIGN AGAINST
TUBERCULOCSIS

It should not be difficult to secure the
interest and co-operation of the intel
ligent people of this province in an or-
ganized attempt to defeat the ravages
of tuberculosis. There are few fam-
ilies indeed, that have not learned by
painful experience the power of the dis-
ease. BEvery man has a friend a vietim
of the plague.

But it is not, therefore, to be taken’
for granted that the people will enthu-
siastically co-operate in the work of an
association having for its object the
prevention of consumption. The de-
mand of the. inadividual for immunity
from danger and for release from dis-
ease and death is wholly natural and
may be wholly selfish, Such g demand
will never carry a community very far
in any genuinely , Social movement
against such a foe as tuberculosis. The
man who cares only for himself or for
the limited circle of his personal as-
sociates will never amount to much in
any .- co-operative enterprise. Sueh an

| association demands the support of

those fntelligent and publiz-spirited
citizens who have the ability to recog-
nize a social evil and who possess
sufficient unselfishness and courage to
lend their support to g movement of
extermination.

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THE GOVERNMENT OF EMPIRE

A notable contribution to the series
of articles on the Governance of Em-
pire; published in the Standard of Em-
pire, comes, in a recent issue, from
the pen of Mr. Sidney Leow, a well-
known political and constitutional au-
thority. Mr.. Low's description of the
self-governing colonies brushes the
conventions aside and courageously
recognizes the facis. These colonies,
he says, are really separate kingdoms,
having the same King as the parent
&roup, but not exerecising- full auton-
omy in regard to forelgn affairs. He
virtually assents 1o the opinion that
the parblaments of the self4governing
colonies @&re not subordinate to that
whidh sits at Westminster; that the
Imperial parliament could not pass an
act which the Canadian courts are
bound to enforce; and that the King
governs Canada with the advice of his
Canadian Ministers and parliament.
That view, he says, is technically
wrong, but right in practice. The
British House of Comons could no
more venture to pass a bill altering
the Australlan marriage laws or the
Canadian tariff than the Dominion
parliament .could legislate on London
tramways.

Mr. Loow recognizes the difficulty
of defining the BEmpire. The name
Empire is a misnomer, for the power
of sovereigaty over the whole Empire
resides  nowhere. The elector in
Canada or Australia has no more con-
trol over the government of India than
the elector in Chicago. “In the ad-
ministration of the dependencies, as
in the conduet of fareigm policy, one
part of the Empire may inflict upon
the other labilities to which they have
been no consenting  parties, expose
them to perils and inconveniences
which they themselves would have
avoided. . Let us assume—to put
cases at .present happily outside the
Practical sphere—that we quarrel with
the United States over China or with
Japan in connection with some con—
flagration in India that might set the
whole  East ‘aflame. Here Canada and
Australia would be open to the gravest
dangers, though ‘their ewn statesmen
and peoples had never even been con-
sulted as to the policy which produced
the disasters.”

Mr. Low is not satisfied with this
lack of organization. He admits that
the making. of & better organization
is frausht with difieultes, but he be-
lieves the question must be faced. In
the meantime, a useful purpose is
served by the exchange of informa-
tion as to the“conditions and govern-
ment of various parts of the Empire.

THE STEEL-COAL CONTRO-
VERSY

According with The Sun’s position to-
ward the Steel-Coal controversy—that
the party thereto whose interests must
be given the greatest weight of con-
sideration is the public—the Toronto
Globe says: “Vested rights should, of
eourse, be respected, but the Ppublic
as well as the corporations have vest-
ed rights. It was not for the
benefit of these companies that sub-
sidies were voted and tariffs imposed,
but for the benefit of the Canadian
people. This is something the com-
panies in the heat of their contro-
versy seemed to forget.”

And lest they should continue to for-
get this fact, we have deemed it a
public duty to urge most strenuously
that the whole controversy should be
speedily brought to a pacific conclu-
sion, or that, in case these companies
prove recalcitrant, the provincial and
federal grants should combine to pro-
vide remedial legislation of the most
drastic character.

That the decision of the Judicial

Committee of the Privy Council in the
Steel-Coal controversy is a great vie-
tory for the Steel Company is beyond
question. To a certain degree it must
nevertheless prove satisfactory to the
Dominifon Coal Company. In an ad-
dress to the shareholders of the Coal
Cempany on March 5, 1908, Mr. James
Ross, its president, expressed the chief
objection, of tke Coal Company taq the
interpretation that tHe Steel Company
was undersfood to have placed upon
the terms of the contract of Oct>ber
20, 1903, which Wwas then in litigation,
as fallows: .
"~ “Your Comipany eannot go further
than to undertake to deliver the best
that it has, or what the buyer may
think the best. It cannot safely under-
take to produce it out of a particular
spot, to be selected by the purchaser,
in a limited part of your areas.”

‘“Your Directors could not but feel
that the claim made upon your com-
pany by the Steel Company. was made
without justification, and that the at-
tempt to saddle your company with
the obligation to furnish, at all haz-
ards, suitable coal, had to be resisted
by them, beeause such an obligation
had never been contemplated by either
party, and :heecauwse, if assumed, it
was ‘an obligation that might at wny
time lead to the ruin of your com-
rany.”

The decision of the Judicial Commit-
tee has set aside the possibility of
these cortentions being renewed, Their
I«rdships, after construing the words
of the contract, “‘all the coal that the
Steel Company may require for use
in ity 6wn works,” to mean *“all the
ccal, suitable in character, that the
Steel Company may require for use
in its own works,” proceed to declare,
tkat “it by no means follows, however,
fiom this construction’:

Fourth, “That”they (the Coal Com-
bany) are bound to supply from the
designated seam or seams, coal, reason-
ably suitable in dquality for the pur-
pose of the Steel Company indicated in
the contract, to the extent that the
same can be obtained by the reason-
able and proper working of the mines,
opened or to be opened therein.”

To a limited extent, therefore, the
decision is favorable to the contention
of the Coal Company _and removes,
once for all, the fears which, no doubt,
the directors of the Coal Company en-
tertained as té ths extent of the Coal
Company’s responsibilities under that
contract.

It is not surprising, therefore, that
the directors of the Coal Company,
rather than enter upon the impossible
task of proceeding to litigate the ques-
tion of future' damages, have frankly
accepted t'he. situation by offering.to
supply coal at the price and on the
terms and conditions expressed In the
contract of. October 20, 1808, in such
quantities and for suech time as the
Steel Company determine—unquestion~
ably a fair and reasonable proposal.

The public now awalt, with more or
less impatience, the next step on the
part of the Steel Company. The con-
troversy has been so long drawn out
and the industrial interests of the
country have been so severely threat-
ened by this unpleasant quarrel that
the people will insist that an adjust-
ment of all outstanding diffiiculties
must be made without delay.

The offer of the Coal Company,
coupled with the Privy Council's decig=
fon, practically brings the matter back
to where the trouble began two years
ago—practically gives the Steel Com-
pany what it went to law for. In the
circumstances there is but one line of
policy, clear, clean and consistent,
which is now open to the Steel Com-=
pany and to the Trust Company,
namely, to aocept the offer of the Coal
Company to carry out the contract, fe-
serving, if they so Dlease, the right ta
terminate it at any time, at their ‘6p-
tion, if the terms should ever, under
unforeseen conditions, become tog
onerous for them to continue,

BOSTON, Feb. 23.—Members of the
chamber of commerce admit the truth
of the claim made by the Canadian de-
partment of public works that the su-
premacy of the western grain export
trdde is being diverted from New
York and Boston to Montreal and St.
John. Two things make this posible,
they say. One is the existence of the
Welland canal, which provides an all-
water route from the great lakes to

is the unwillingness of American rail-
roads to make adequate reduction in
rates which will give Boston or Wew
York an opportunity to compete on an
equal footing with Canadian ports.
When the proposed Georgian Bay ca~
nal is built it will give Canada an ad-
ditional advantage, as it will shorten
by many miles the water route from
Chicago, Duluth and Fort William to
the 8t. Lawrence River.

Even in winter, when Boston should
get a large share of the grain export
business, high rates of American rail-
roads prevernt grain from coming here.
When the ice on the St. Lawrence
makes navigation impossible, export
grain must be sent t6 some open port.
The business does not come to Boston,
for Canadian roads make much cheap-
er through rate.

G. W. Eddy, leading Boston grain
exporter, said today: “My firm had to
export a large part of its, grain
through Montreal last year because f
cheaper rates. Unless American rail-
ways made decided concessions in
their rates from ports on the great
viakes it follows that a large share of
grain which is shipped to Duluth, Chi-
cago and Toledo from wheat centres
to the United States will be >xported
through Canadian ports, instead@ of
Boston or New York. If all of the
grain from the Canadian northwest
and much of that from American
points convenient to the great lakes
continues to be exported via Montreal
and St. John it will be a great loss to
Portland, Boston and New York. They
will have left only such grain as can
be drawn from localities which are
not convenient to the great lakes.”

‘“Health and How to Preserve It.” The
lecture proved & most interesting and

i instructive one, as was evidenced by

Dr.
Skinner showed that many diseases
were the result of excesses or abuses
of desires or appetites, and that the
Psalmist’s estimate of the average life
was verified by statistics.

The wonderful discoveries re the
various microbes which produce dis-
ease were given considerable attention,
as were also the rules to be followed
in order to avoid contagion and infec-
tion.

Although acknowledging that there
are several diseases among which are
cancer and pneumonia which stil}
baffle the physician, or for which there
are really’' no known remedies, g large
numher of diseases were referred to
which, by the carrying out of the
latest forms of treatment, can be both
cured and exterminated.

Malaria and yellow fever were shown
to be due to the presence of mosqui-
toes, typhoid fever to impure water,
and tuberculosis to the presence of a
germ, nourished by bad air, insuffi-
cient nourishment and overwork.

Pure air, sunlight and pure food were
stated by the lecturer as the three

! prinecipal ingredients of health, and it

was shown by many references to con-
ditlons existing in seversl places that
the heavy Geath rate was largely due
to the absence of all three conditions.

Angther matter touched on was the
readinegs of S0 many persons to eon-
sume patent medicines, many of which
were statéd to be both useless ag cures
and px-oiuct'ive of ills. Some of the
cures for intoxiecation were stated to
contain a large percentage of alcohol,
which latter stimulated for the time,
but then their ugefulness ended.

the mnation’s total. Colorado alone
stands ahead of Alaska as a gold pro-
ducer. Of a total yield in the United
‘States of $96,313,900 Alaska produced
$20,930,784. V

The total gold prodzuctlon of the
world is estimated by the Mining and
Scientific Press as $427,000,000, an in-
crease of $16,5600,000, due mainly to the
output of South Africa, which the pre-
liminary estimate gives a produetion
of $144,675,000. The United States holds
second place in the world with an in-
crease for the yeéar of $5,878,200.

‘A GENERAL WAR

Such a Step Might Precipi- |

tate One — German
Puzzle

LONDON, Feb. 22.—The latest war

. 8care comes almost as a novelty. Af-

ter a lapse of several weeks the finan-
;clal world is taking the reported bel-
Hcose situation between Austria and
Servia quite serfously, but  the crisis
is by no means as grave as it was late
in the autumn,

War between the two countries would
be fraught with far less danger to the
general peace today than it would
have been during the period of acute
peril of a European conflagration
three: months ago. There has not ben
much progress made during the inter-
val toward assembling a European
conference on the subject of the Ber-
lin treaty; but several of the thorni-
est problems of the Balkan situation
are practically solved and there is &
much more conciliatory feeling be-
tween the powers regarding .the points
still unsettled.

tl is almost a political axiom that no
ccuntry desires any’ serious distrubance
of the peace. Austria would curtail
her ambition rather than risk it. On
the other hand there is not much
doubt that if Austria were convinced
that she could whip Servia without
the trouble spreading she would be
glad to undertake the job.

It is essential to the realization of
her desire to extend her domain to-
ward Salonica that Servia be crushed
both in an economical and a military
strse. She would accomplish this at a
single blow if she,dared. It can be
safely ~ denied, however, that Austria
contemplate an immediate move in
tkis direction. Her case is not strong
enough, and even Von Aerenthal un-
derstands now that he cannot tram-
ple again roughshod over moral prin-
ciples in dealing with a weaker peo-
ple.

His plan, more probably, is to con-
t‘nue to utter virtuous protests against
Servia’s military preparations until the
end of March, when the Austro-Ser-
vian commercial treaty will expire.
‘Then he will close Austria’s doors
against Servian - commercs, an  act
which would mean ruin to _Servia's

“foreign trade and economic. disaster if

long continued:

If, as would be natural, the Servian
attitude becomes more aggressive Aus-
tria. would then “feel herself com-
pelled” to make a military demonstra-
tion against her smail neighbor. War
would probably folow, but the re-
sponsibility would be entirely Servia’s
and Austria would be “morally com-
pelled to punish her” in defense of
Austro-Hungarian dignity. What could
be more correct than Austria’s course
under such circumstances, and what
excuse would even the Russian pro-
Slav symmt‘hizers have for . interfer-
ing

This, briefly, is the situation with
which European diplomacy has to deal
during the ensuing six weeks. Great
Britain, France, Russia and Italy all
earnestly desire to avert Servia's
doom, If Germany does not interfere
they can prevent Austria from profit-
ing territorially by her course of action
at least for the present, but their in-
tervention would require a. definite
threat of war to be effectual. 1Is. it
worth while for them to take the risk
of stich an extreme course?

Bervia’s champlons, except Russia,
have no very strong sympathy with
her. Her recent politica] history is teo
dark and even her present conditionis
too Gubious to command much respect
abong thé western nations. The Rus-
slan support of the Serb cause is alone
whole-hearted. That of the three west-
ern powers is based chiefly upon self-
interest and the general European situ-
ation. They would sacrifice Servia
without compunction rather than -seri-
ously risk a war in which they might
be involved.

Austria, of course, knows this and
sees in it her opportunity to _blul!
through her ambitious policy. The pos-
ition of Germany is the unknown and
most important factor. This much can
be sald: As the result of the confer-
ences that took place in Berlin during

- the King’s recent visit much less ap-

prehention is felt in diplomatic circles
on this point. The Balkan problem was
exhaustively discussed by the German
and English statesmen, and the Ger-
man declarations left no doubt of her
intention to preserve the peace.while
acknowledging her full duty to support
her ally.

There is reason also to belleve  that
the Emperor and his advisers were
fully convinced of the sincerity and
pacific nature of the British policy. No
Gefinite agreement was reached, but a
feeling. of mutual confidence was es-
tablished, which is of inestimable value
in the present situation.

‘The greatest element of uncertainty
is of course the impulsive action which
Servia and_-Montenegro may take at
any moment and which will almost in-
evitably result to Austria’s advantage;
and so the matter stands. It is an in-
teresting game, but mot so: crowded
with perils to, the whole Furopean
world as the situation” was a few

months ago.

PREDICTS BATTLESHIPS -
OF FORTY THOUSAND TONS

NEW YORK, Feb. 22—Rear Admiral
Goodrich believes - that battleships
twice the size of the largest now build-
ing. will be launched in the not far dis-
tant future.

LIFE OF TRUST-CURBING

LEGISLATION: INVOLVED

Re-Trial of United States ' Government's
Indictment of Standard Oil Company ot
Indiana, Which Begins Today, Will be
of the Greatest Significance

W

ICAGO, Feb. 22.—The very life
of trust-curbing legislation is said by

government officials to be involved in
the retrtal of the government’s indict-
ment of the Standard Oil Company of
Indiana for alleged rebating, which
will begin before Judge Anderson in
the United States district court here
tomorrow.

This i1s the case in which Judge
Landis, holding that each car lot of
oil on which the Standard accepted an
alleged rebate, constituted a separate
offense, inflicted his historic.fine of
$29,240,000. In reversing this decision
the gourt of appeails in .Aan opinion
written principally by Judge Gross-
cup held that rebates on each car lot
did not constitute an individual of-
fense. From this -decision the govern-
ment  sought review at the hands of
the supreme court on -a -writ of certi-
orarl; but follgwing precedent this tri-
bunal refused ,to consider the case,
Accordingly the decision -of 'the appel-
late-court took-effect and the case was
remanded - for' @ ‘mew friaf. Judge
Landls, -averring that his opinion as
to the justice of-his celebrated fine had
not changed, refused to preside at a
second trial, but Judge Anderson was
persuaded to accept.

The new hearing will differ from the
old in one respect only—the govern-
ment will not contend that each car lot
constituted a violation of the law.

The appellate cotirt’s decision, pree
cludes this. The government's coun-—
sel will endeayor to convince the judge
and jury that each shipmerit, perhaps
a car lot, perhaps a traln load, was an
offense. “If successful in this line of
argument. the judge may Q.ne the de-
fendant,a maximum of $10,000,000 or a
minimum of $500,000. The defense, on
the other hand, will contend, it is said,
that the settlement of freight charges
constitute the alleged offense. of
thése the government alleges there

0N ROCKS WiTH
1000 ON BOARD

White Star Line Steamer
Creti in Dangerous

Position

HULIL, Mass., Feb. 24.—Extricating
herself from the sandy share of
George’s Island in Boston harbor only
to run upon more dangerous rocks of
Centurion Ledge, the White Star liner
Cretic, Medliterranean ports  for
Boston, was in a precarious position
early today. Loaded well down with
more than 1,000 persons, the great
steamer lay amidshipe upon the ledge
and although she ran up previous to
high tide, it was belisved that the five
tugs which had been sent to her assist-
ance would prove inadequate to draw
her off. The steaser's difficuities ap-
peared to be the result of trouble with
her steering apparatus and the general
opinion among observers on shore was
that she had lost her rudder. The life
eaving crews from the Stony Point and
Point Allerton stations went to her as-
sistance at the appearance of the first
denger signals, several hours before
midnight.

The Cretic was steaming up the har-
bor shortly after ten o’clock apparent-
ly looking for am anchorage, when her
steering gear Dbecame disabled and
three successive rockets signalled to
the life savers that the great steamer
was ashore. At that time the Cretic
had run up on the shores of George’s
Island, and it was not a very difficuit
matter for the steamer to muster her
engines and draw off from the land.

Without the help of the steering
gear, however, she was helpless and
in trying toback out from George's Is-
land the Cretic ran up on the far mote
treacherous rocks of Centuron Ledge,
about one half milé east of the island.
Before the tugs had attempted té pull
ther off she had run up on the rock
nearly to amidships and with the wind
blowing & gale het position was an
exceedingly dangerous one.. The offi-
cials at Fort Warren, {ocated on
George's Island, caused the search-
lights of the fort to be turned on the
steamer so that the life savers might
be guided im-their work.

Ask for Prohibition

—————

HATIFAX, Feb. 28—One hundred
delegates of the Nova Scotia Temper-
ance AlMance waited upon the provin-
cial government tonight and presented
& petition for the enactment of a pro-
vinelal prohibition bilk Premier Mur-
ray in a clear cut statement declared
that while the government were pre-
pared to go to the full extent of pro-
vimcial powers in enacting temperance
legistation he belisved that the recent
amendments to the Scott Act, which
prevented the importation into pro-
hibition counties, was by far the
strongest legislation that could be got

"short of complete federal prohibition.

Under the present law every county in
Nova Scotia can adopt the Scott Act,
and 80 secure absolute prohibition
under the federal law, something that

no provinecial statute could grant.

He declared that the Nova Scotia
temperance law was the most ad-
vanced in Canada and was ready at
any time to stake his political future
upon it before the people. At the
same time he was ready to consider
any improvements or suggestions
which the Temperance Aflliance had
to offer, and he invited them to do
‘what they positively refused to do last
year, namely, appoint a committee to
meet the governmment and discuss the
whole question. The  premier’s clear
cut_statement made a deep impression,
and ome of the alliance spokesmen de-
clared publicly that the case as pre-
sented by Mr. Murray had not been
answered,

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Was Nailed Up in a Box and
Placed in Walker’s

POLICE INVESTIGATE

The body of a newly born child was
discovered in a box lying in the mud
in Walker’s slip yesterday. The dis-
covery was made by  Oram Laskey,
mate of the tug Neptune. Mr. Laskey
had noticed the box at low water yes-
terday, and when it was again uncov-
ered by the receding tide this morning
he decided to investigate it.. Taking a
pike pole he stepped off the tug which
was lying at the end of Turnbull's
wharf, and on to Jas. Knox’s water
boat, which was lying in the slip. From
this point he was able to reach the box
and by catching the rope tier. around it
with the hook of his pole, he dragged
it on board. It was a small wooden
box about ten inches long bearing the
name of the Jas. Pender Co. and used
originally for packing horse nails. A
cover was loosely.tacked on it and an
iron bar which looked like a piece of
grote bar was ttwd to it by rope yarn
and a piece of hay wire.

‘When Mr. Laskey pried the box open
he was horrified to find the remains of
a child in it. He hastily covered it up
and sent word to Sergt. Baxter. The
scrgeant, on learning the nature of the
case, notified Coroner Berryman. The
coroner oame and unpacked the box,
discoverirg=: the remains, of ai.anale
child, evidently: newly born, wrapped
in an old piece of quilt and a roughly
cut strip of factory cotton, A couple
of smalk iron bars, similar to that at-
tached to the outside, were found in the
box," apparently placed there to make
sure that it would sink.

A conveyance was summoned and the
coroner ordered the removal of the
tiny body to the morgue.
