- mLondon, Aug. 7.—The British crui­
ser Amphion was sunk .this morning 
by striking a mine. Paymaster Gedge 
and 130 men were lost, and the cap­
tain and 16 officers and 135 men were 
saved.

A previous report said the German 
mine layer Koenigin Luise had pro­
bably placed some mines before she 
was sunk by the British torpedo boat 
Lance.

The Amphion was a light cruiser 
of 3,400 tons. She was commissioned 
in April, 1913.

The British torpedo boat destroyer 
Lance, w7as the hero of the first naval 
engagement in the present war, sink­
ing the Hamburg-American line steam 
er Koenigin Luisé wrhich had been 
fitted out as a mine layer. _

The Lance fired only four shots, the 
first of which destroyed the bridge of 

: the steamer and thé third and fourth 
tore away the stearn and the Kouigin 
Luise sank within six minutes.

The Lance reseed 28 Germans of 
the crewr, several of them wounded. 
The Koenigin Luise was caught in 
the act of laying mines some sixty 
miles- from Harwich.

A fall from a horse when he was 
only fifteen years old, made of him a 
criminal, a vagrant and finally a 
maniac. The removal of the splinter 
of bone has relieved the pressure on 
the brain that short-circuited the 
nerve currents and preverted the 
lad’s impulses and acts.

Jeff Lee is the son of a wealthy 
Texas planter. He was a healthy, 
normal youth, with a good record in 
his studies and with many friends. 
When he wras fifteen several of his 
boy friends dared him to ride an un­
ruly horse. He accepted the chal­
lenge and apparently conquered the 
beast after a shaip struggle. Then 
he invited one of his girl friends to 
accompany him a ride. They rode 
off together, and wiiile they laughed 
and chatted, the horse, seeing an op­
portunity, suddenly reared and threw 
the youth. He was dashed violently 
to the ground, sustaining a fractur­
ed skull. He wras taken home and 
recovered, so far as liis physical 
health was concerned.-

But from that time he grew* mor­
ose and. sullen in striking contrast to 
his former unvarying good nature. 
Then he began to seek the company 
of the roughs of the neighborhood 
and to practice evil ways. Finally, 
he wTas arrested and convicted on a 
charge of horse stealing. He went to 
the Texas penitentiary, and there, 
with hardened criminals as his evil 
tutors, he soon became versed in 
crime.

When he was released from the 
Texas pjison he came to Colorado 
and soon became intimate with a 
criminal element. In a fewr months 
he was arrested on a charge of burg­
lary. Lee wras sentenced to from twro 
to five years in the state prison. His 
second commitment seems to have 
preyed on his mind. He showed 
signs of incipient insanity almost 
from the day of his entry, and with­
in a few’ months was sent to the 
ward for the insane, having apparent­
ly become a maniac, with spells of 
violence. -

The surgeon of the penitentiary be­
came interested in the case, and be­
lieving that an operation would re­
store his reason, and possibly elim­
inate his criminal tendencies, effort 
wa^ made to locate his relatives, so 
that their permission might be ob­
tained. The prisoner, however, had 
concealed his true name, and for p 
time efforts wrere fruitless.

Then one day a lucid interval 
came. Lee, recognizing his plight, 
gave the names of his parents and 
begged that the operation be per­
formed. “I would rather die this 
minute than go on living as a crook,” 
he said. The parents gave their con­
sent. Four months after, the opera­
tion was performed. When Lee re­
covered from the anaesthetic he was 
sane.

Today he stands upward with the 
straighforward gaze of the honest 
man. In a few months, when his 
minimum sentence expires, he will 
be released. * • ,

6. The privilege^., accorded by Ar­
ticles 3 and 4 are not to extend to 
cable ships or to sea-going ships de­
signed to carry oil fuel, or to ships 
whose tonnage exceeds 5,000 tons 
gross, or whose speed is 14 knots or 
over, regarding which the ’entries in 
Lloyd’s Register shall be conclusive 
for the purposes of this Article. Such 
vessels will remain liable on adjudica 
tion by the Prize Court to detention 
during the period of the war, or to re­
quisition, in accordance, in either 
case, with the Convention aforesaid. 
The said privileges will also not ex­
tend to merchant ships which show 
by their build that they are intended 
for conversion into warships, as such 
vessels are outside the scope of the 
said Convention, and are liable on 
adjudication by the Prize Court to 
condemnation as prize.
