Detroit Fort St. Station
Was Gutted by Fire
Last Night.

[By Special Wire to The Courier}

DETROIT, Mich., May 28—Forty
seven persons, including firemen, po-
licemen and immigrants were over-
come by smoke from a fire which
broke out last night in the basement
of the Fort street union station. The
condition of some of these was said
to be dangerous.

Dense smoke rolling from the base-
ment made the work of the firemen
unusually hazardous. For a time they
succeeded in confining the flames to
the basement, but five hours after the
fire started, the blaze ate its way in-
o the ticket ' offices and waiting
rooms on the street level.

A dozen foreigners, locked in a
basement room, had a narrow escape
from suffocation. Half an hour after
the fire started, their cries for help
were heard by the firemen who had
to break down a door to effect a res-
cue.

Facilities are to be
provided for every form of farm
work for both summer and winter.

The dietary is prescribed with the
object of providing plain, wholesome
nourishing ‘food, suitable for persons
employed in the open air. Vegetables
grown on the farm are to be provid-
ed in abundance, but the nitrogencus
foods, such as meats, are limited in
quantity.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS

NY PERSON whno is tne sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a ‘quarter section of avail-
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskat-
chewan or Alberta. The applicant must
appear in person at the Dominion Land
Agency or Sub-Agency for the District.
Entry by proxy ‘may be made at any
agency on certgin conditions, by father,
motler, son, datghter, brother or sister of
intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land In each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu-
pied by him or by his father, mother, son,
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader im
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section along side his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon

. the homestead or pre-emption six months

in each of six years from date of home-
stead entry (including the time required
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate
50 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right, and cannot obtain a pre-
emption, may enter for a purchased home-
stead in certain districts, price $3.00 per
acre. Dutles—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect'a rouse worth $300.00.

Tt certainly cannot be very. pleasant
for men, especially” those with grow-
ing families to have to pack up bag
and baggage every~thirty-six months
or so, and break pastoral and friend-
ship ties, and have the wife nd
children also affected in like manner.
Other churches regard the itineracy
system as inadvisable for a good many
reasons, and when a pastor doesn’t
suit them there is more than one way
to let him know that fact. Those
‘who do stit remain, tnless called to
bigger spheres and there is thus more
of a continuity, both with regard to
associations and service, It may not
be an ideal method but it seems to
have worked quite well.

HAMILTON HAS A HOUSE-
CLEANING.

In the Ambitidus City there has
been a committee of investigation
with regard to the civic works deparl-
ment and evidently none too soon.
It is reported that in connection with
time sheets available thcre have been
discrepancies of as high as $50Q while
other sheets representing ak outlay
of $90,000 or more have mysteriously
disappeared. No doubt they saw
what was coming. The following is
an extract #from the report;

“The committee recommends that
the auditors be instructed to check up
the - 1914 time sheets with the pay-
rolls, and that in future the foremen’s
time sheet shall be extended and bal-
anced with the treasurer’s pay-roll.

“Steps should be taken to prevent
time sheets being destroyed, as the
loss of these sheets effectually pre-
wents the discovery of errors which
might exist, but of which all trace 1s
now completely lost.

“The time sheets for the year 1910
and 1911 have, with a few exceptions,
been lost or destroyed. The commit-
tee hopes to collect the foremen’s time
books for this period in order tocon-
tinue the investigation.

“In searching for information from
various sources it has been found that
the city is badly in need of a proper
place for filing all books, agreements,
cbntracts and records which should be
preserved and kept in systematic man-

rer. The condition of the records be-i

longing to the Board of Works moulq
disgrage a cointry village, not to mgn-
tion a city of 100,000 inhabitants.
“Your committee redommends im-
mediate attention to the system of
paying employees, accounting for labor
and material sold and the proper filing
of important and valuable records.”

THE IPSWICH ELECTION.

It was decidedly significant that at
the period of the passing of the Home
Rule Bill, the Asquith Government
should have received such a black eye
in connection with the above contest.
Not only was the seat lost, but in
addition Hon. Mr, Masterman, a re-
cent appointment to the Cabinet, re-
ceived his second rejection within a
few months’in his effort to get pop-
ular endorserpent. Contrary to his
usual course with regard to bye-elec-
tion fights, Lloyd George went into
the fray with his coat off and declared
in his public speeches that the strug-
ole was the “most critical in the his-
tory of the country,” and Mr B,
O’Connor, M.P. Home Ruler and
noted ]ournahst said the same thing
in the cabled fetter which he sends
across the' Atlantic with re‘ference to
British affairs.

Ipswich is a workingman’s constit-
uency and has been steadily Liberal,
Rev Silvester Horne, recehtly deceas-
ed, having carried it for that side last
time by a majority of 344. Saturday’s
conflict was a three-cornered one and
the Unionist beat Masterman by 622,
and' the Liberal and Socialist com-
bined by 227.

The outcome constitutes one more

evidence that the present administra-
tion is out of touch with the people, yet
notwithstanding this, the indications
are that Asquith will hang on until he
has completed Home Rule and car-
ried the Welsh Disestablishment bill.

So Declared Bishop of Nia-
gara in His Address to
Synod Yesterday.

The Bishop * of Niagara, at the
opening of the - Synod meeting in
Hamilton yesterday delivered a strik-
ing address, in which he touched up-
on many leading questions of the
day.

Dealing with the subject of intem-
perance, the bishop, in his address,
said:

Though all are agreed upon
the evils of jintemperance in the
use jof alcholoic beverages and are
anxious to remedy them, opinions of
honest men differ as to the best me-
thods to be adopted to that end. The
difficulties besetting the question are
indeed great. In remedying the evils
in one direction we must be careful
lest we create othess probably as
great in another. Stringent laws of-
ten defeat their purposes and cannot
be enforced unless they are supported
by the hearty co-operation of all
classes.

Personally T am decidedly in favor
of the closing of all drinking saloons
but I do not deem it expedient, even
if it were possibe, to do so until pub-
lic opinion is more strongly on the
side of temperance and until we are
prepared|to offer a wholesome substi-
tute. It is not the matter of stimu-
lants merely which often turns a
man’s steps to the saloon. It is bar-
room detorations and comforts and
companionship and cheerful surround
ings. The saloon keepets in such mat-
ters are wise in their generation. They
know that|good cheer means all sorts
of pleasant surroundings as well as
stimulants, and they minister to this
craying. It is just here that the total
abstinence movement has been seri-
ously lacking and is almost certain
to prove a failure in our cities. The
closing of the bar creates a void
which nothing else suplies. Life in a
big city creates an awful void, which
must be filled up in one way or an-
other,

We must go on educating the peo-
ple, particularly the young, upon the
benefits of temperance, and to strive
to change the social customs which
encourage what is termed the “treat-
ing system.” This habit has become
deeply rooted in our social life. I
believe there is nothing more injuri-
ous to men, and especial'y to young
men. This practice ought to be
fought vigorously both in the pulpit

{ and in private and business life. I be-

liieve that many men who are not
themselves total abstainers would
gladly join with others in destroying
this system. I would suggest that in
every parish efforts should be made
to enroll such men in a society in
which they would be pledged not to
“treat,” and to discourage the prac-
tice in others. I would also suggest
that wherever advisable, efforts should
be made by the prominent members
of all religious bodies to establish
coffee-houses or temperanec clubs to
take the places of the present saloons
as licences are withdrawn.

In regard to the licensing of '‘new
saloons and the facilities afforded for
drunkennes, there is no reason for
and delay in legislation. State and
city authorities have done much to
lesen the evil, but there is vast
room for further improvement. On
certain streets in our larger cities are
many saloons within a stone’s throw
of one another, which are quite un-
necessary for any purposes of legiti-

‘mate traffic. The number of these

places of temptation is too great for
many men of weak will.

The present system, too, of licens-
ing saloons and pool rooms in defi-

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ance-of the wishes of the respectable
people of the neighborhood, and un-
der influences that dare not be avow-
ed, is a distinct hindrance to social
progress.

Unfortunately, this whole question
is now a political one—a fact which
is by no means in the interest of tem-
perance. It is pre-eminently a moral
question and though the aid of legis-
lation must be obtained whenever pub
lic opinion is ripe for it, we should
avoid making it a purely political is-
sue.

There are other social eyils which
threaten alike the well-being of both
Ghurch and state.

Moral Conditions.

“Impurity,” said his lordship, “is
worse than intemperance; its evils are
even more widespread, It is more
loathsome in its character, and more
deviish in lits consequences, What
the doctors tell us is enough to make
us tremble. It is something we must
fight. It is an enemy that is destroying
souls by the thousands, and we must
wake up to the fact and fight it.

Burke always held to the idea that
society is corrupted from above and
not from below.
