value, but incapable of amalgamating

the proper sense of the term. No
doubt there.are certain social gener-
alities to which Shaw has held with
comparative fidelity, such, for exam-
ple, as liberty. Similarly Irish loyal-
ists are devoted to the abstraction of
patriotism, ‘and ‘frown upon ‘rebel-
tion,””" Unfortunately any of their
practical deduetions from theoretical-
ly. acceptable premises do not cor-
respond: to the aspirations of those
for whom they are intended. Thus,
as ' Mr. McCabe has pointed out,
Shaw’'s disciples never accept his
teaching as a whole. Eugenists agree
with him so long as he agrees with
them; antivivisectionists, within
their special limitations, call him
master; socialists subseribe to cer-
tain portions of his program, but all
have more points of difference than
of agreement with him.

EN. FERDINAND FOCH, ‘who
has been ' appointed to
supreme - command. of the
allied armies, is of Basque
dbrigin. He was born at Tarbee in
1851, but was raised @at Metz.
Rather than become a Gefman after
ilve annexation of Lorraine, Foch pre-
lerred to return to France and help
10 prepare France for the struggle
with Germany which he believed ulti-
mately would take place,

He entered the Polytechnie School
with the number 72. He left it the
45th of his class—a rank that was
oot considered as justifying hopes of
e great future, He never dazzled by
bis.:brilliance,- but - he “showed that
wonders could be accomplished: by
application.” He never ceased study-
ing, except to teach.

Foch began by mastering the
strategy of the “war of 1870 in its
minutest details. Knowing the men-
tality of the Germans, he counted up-
on-their repeating in future conflicts
the manoeuvres that had succeeded.
He also expected them to make some
of the old mistakes. In his teachings
at the Superior War School and in
his writings he held always to the
idea of an inevitable aggression by
Germany, sprung with lightning-like "

rapidity, “mfter ' long premeditation;

and most mifute preparations — the"
