THE PLAQUE IN ERIN.

I It Is Only Moderately Contagious and the 
Reports Were Exaggerated.

Erin, Sept. 29.—The report circulated 
concerning the outbreak of diphtheria here 
was exaggerated. This is to be regretted, 
as the reports have been hurtful to the 
business interests in the village, 
troth is that the epidemic is a mild one in­
asmuch as .it is moderately contagious, 
and the proportion of deaths to the num­
ber of genuine easel very low. The im­
pression that the germs of diphtheria are 
liable to attach themselves to people 
ing to town on ordinary business is foolish 
in the extreme.

The disease is now confined to a few 
hon-es, and inmates of these bouses do 
not even go beyond their own gates, so 
that people coming in cannot possibly 

in contact with infected persona 
In cities and towns where they are seldom 
altogether free from the disease they do 
not get so alarmed, but in Erin where we 
rarely have anything of a contagions char­
acter, the people seem to be unduly afraid 
of it. In fact the placard houses are not 
so dangerous ns the pasteboards would in­
sinuate, and the number ot these tacked 
up are apt to magnify the real state of af­
fairs in the 
acquainted 
things.

the 19th Century.
Professor Hermann Ludwig Ferdinand 

von Helmholtz, the celebrated physiolo­
gist and physician died on the 8th Septem­
ber, 1894, from the effects of a stroke of 
paralyses. He was born in Potsdam. 
August 81, 1821.

Professor von Helmholtz was one of the 
giants of modern science. Like his 
illustrions colleague, Professor Rudolph 
Virchow. he enjoyed a reputation 
which extended into all the coun­
tries of the civilized world aud which drew 
students to the University of Berlin from 
the four corners of the globe. His long 
life—he was born jnst seventy-three years 
ago—has been one of strict devotion to 
science. He took little interest in other 
matters, seldom appe .red on the platform, 
except to spe ik on scientific subjects, and 
rarely wrote unless to proclaim a new 
theory, defend an old one, or reply to a 
personal attack. Last year, accompanied 
by his wife, a brilliant, entertaining wo­
man, he visited the World’s Fair as Ger­
man representative, and was honorary 
president of the International Congress of 
Eleotrioi:ui|.

The Professor was born at Potsdam, 
win re hie father was a professor in the 
"gymnasium," or public school. He 
studied medicine, and in 1848 was ap­
pointed professor of anatomy in the Aca­
demy of Fine Arts nt Berlin. Later he 
filled professional chairs at Konigsbt-rg and 
Heidelberg, and then, in 1871, he was

They will be dragged 
from their homes to be concubines and 
slaves. As their beauty wanes they will 
be handed from one high official to a lower 
until they descend .to the bottom dregs of 
the government'service. They will have 
no rights that anybody will be bound to 
respect, and their only chance of happiness 
will be in death.'

All sorts of crimes are terribly punished 
in Corea. The truth about such matters 
is kept as far as possible from the foreign­
ers, and yon will find little information 
about prisons and punishments in any of 
the books on Corea. There is, in fact, lit­
tle published on the country, and the in­
formation which I give you was only ac­
cessible to me on account of the letters 
of introduction which I carried and the 
risks which I took in going right in among 
the people and persisting in my questions 
and investigations, notwithstanding the 
objections of the officials.

Corean thieves are decapitated for their 
crimes. They are only cut into two pieces, 
however, and the law provides that their 
bodies need not lie on the execution grounds 
longer than two days before their relatives 
can take them away and bury them.

Strangling is done in a curious way. 
There is a hole in the door of the cell just 
large enough for a piece of rope about the 
size of a clothesline ^-qfâés through. A 
noose is made at the end of the rope, and 
this noose is placed around the criminal’s 
neck. The other end of the rope is put 
through the hole in the door of the wall, 
and the police pnll at the rope nntil they 
bring the man’s chest and neck above and 
below the hole and until the neck breaks 
and the man is dead.

CRAIG PROFESSOR HERMANN VON HELMHOLTZ, 

called to the professorship of physiology 
at Berlin. It would be difficult to describe 
within reasonable limits all the Professor’s 
contributions to the advancement of scien­
tific learning. Hie W'-rks, which are well 
known throughout Europe, have reference 
principally to the physiological conditions 
of the impressions on the s uses. IIis 
first great production was n treat iso on 
“The Conservation of Forcef” which 
was published in 1847, and ett forth, 
clearly and indisputably, for the first 
time, the interchangeability and indestruct­
ibility of all the manifestations of force in 
nature,such as light.heat,electricity,chemi­
cal and animal vitality. While pursuing 
his investigations on this sul.jvct he dem­
onstrated for the first time a difference in 
chemical composition between the active 
and quiescent muscles, and proved, by 
means of ingenious devices, that thought 
is not instantaneous.

The readiness and ability shown by 
Helmholtz to present to the public at large, 
in intelligible language, the resnlts of his 
researches, which have often been of the 
most abstruse character, contrihnted large­
ly to his fame. Thirty years ago lie began 
his successful career as a popular lecturer 
on scientific subjects by an exposition of 
ilie theory of the conseivaiion and corre­
lation of forets, which attracted almost as 
much attention as his great work on that 
subject. Ten years ago an English trans­
lation of some of his popularrocicntific 
lectures was published, aud it. h-.s been 
widely read. In 1870 ho was admitted to 
foreign membership in the French Acade­
my of Scienc s, a prominent member 
of which body, «-n the occasion of his elec­
tion, characteriz' d him as “tho for--most 
and greatest naturalist of ilv a g ,’’ and 
added that "nothing is wanting, to Ids 
glory, but he is wanting iirnurs." In 1883 
the German Eiup tor issued a decree by 
which the <1 s ingnished savant was raised 
to the si at ih of n-...il;ty.

Price Bargain Shoe House The piece of road on Sarah sh. where 
it forms a junction with Mill st., at the 
foot of the big lyll, is very dangerous. 
It has alarmed many and badly fright­
ened a few who have had narrow es­
capes. The accident at this place on 
Thursday last last ought to be a moni- 
ter strong enough to arrest the atten­
tion of the road commissioners, 
road turns a short curve on the edge of 
a very deep, unprotected ditch on the 
right ; across the narrow grade of the 
other road is another deep unprotected 
ditch.

Another method of execution is by suf­
focation. and this, strange to say, is done 
with paper. The man is laid flat upon 
hie back, and a sheet of Corean paper is 
spread over his face. This haa been 
soaked in water, and fits over the man’s 
face, being pressed down so that it makes 
a veritable death mask, shutting out every 
bit of air, and the man dies. Anyone 
who has seen the paper of Corea will ap­
preciate how easily this form of execution 
could be carried out, It is made by hand. 
It is as thick as a sheet of blotting paper 
ami almost as strong as leather. When 
moisture is applied to it it becomes exceed­
ingly soft, but does not lose its strength, 
and it would make an excellent molding 
material.

Among the most terrible of Corean 
crimes are those againsC yonr parents or 
ancestors. There is a prison in Seoul that 
is devoted entirely to prisoners who com­
mit crimes against their parents. If a rich 
son refuses to support his father he can be 
sent to jail, and the boy W’ho strikes his 
father can be whipped to death. The par­
ricide is burned to death, and it is in Corea 
much the same as in China, where the 
killing of one’s parents subjects the child 
to be sliced into thirty-odd pieces or carv­
ed up by inches.

Tho torturing of prisoners to make them 
confess is common in Corea, and it is won­
derful what inventions of torture are some­
times in use. Think of tying a man’s bare 
feet to a stake in the ground and burning 
his toes with powder. Think of all sorts 
of flogging and pinching and cutting, and 
you can get some idea of the powers of a 
Corean magistrate. In the prisons yon 
will find iron chains, stocks and all sorts 
of manacles. These Coreans know how to 
whip so that the flesh is raveled off of the 
b.mes, and I have a photograph of a man 
tied in a chair, with his knees bare, and a 
jailer whipping hia bare shins. In one of 
the prisons which I visited I saw three 
men fastened in stocks. The stocks con­
sisted of a log of wood about fifteen feet 
long and at least a foot in diameter. 
This had been split in two, and holes hud 
been bored through it jnst large enough to 
hold the bare ankle of a man. The three 
criminals each had one foot fastened in 
this log, and the jailers, when I appeared 
with my soldiers and photographer, tried 
to move them out into the sun so that I 
might get a good photograph of them. As 
they pulled them along I heard one of

WHIPPING THE SHINS.

Xonly this nmn himself was killed, but hie 
whole family and all of his relatives have 
been terribly punished. His father did 
a’.l he could to prevent his boy from rising 
against the king ten years ago, and after 
his rebellion he went into retirement. He 
was old and blind, but after Kim’s death 
he was dragged out and his head was ent 
off. The men of the family, even of the 
third and fourth generation, were execut­
ed, and thé women, including Kim's 17- 
yenrold daughter, were given over to be 
the slaves' or concubines of the officials. 
After this rebellion the mothers, the wives 
and the daughters of all who have taken 
up arms against the king will become the 
common property of the government and 
of the magistrates of the provinces in 
which they live. -They will be dragged 
from their homes to be concubines and 
slaves. As their beauty wanes they will 
be handed from one high official to a lower 
until they descend.to the bottom dregs of 
the government‘service. They will have 
no rights that anybody will be 1 ound to 
respect, and their only chance of happiness 
will be in death.

A*ll sorts of crimes are terribly punished 
in Corea. The truth about.such matters 
is kept as far as possible from the foreign­
ers, and you will find little information 
about prisons and punishments in any of 
the books on Corea. There is, in fact, lit­
tle published on the country, and the in­
formation which I give you was only ac­
cessible to me on account of the letters 
of introduction which I carried and the 
risks which 1 took in going right in among 
the people and persisting in my questions 
and investigations, notwithstanding the 
objections of the officials.

Corean thieves are decapitated for their 
crimes. They are only cut into two pieces, 
however, and the law provides that their 
bodies need not lie on the oxectition grounds 
longer than two days before their relatives 
can take them away and bury them.

Strangling is done in a curious way. 
There is a hole in' the door of the cell just 
large enough for a piece of rope about the 
size of a clothesline to pass through. A 
mibsu is made at the end of the rope, and 
this noose is placed around the criminal's 
neck. The other end of the rope is put 
through the hole in the door of the wall, 
and the police pull at the rope until they 
bring the man’s chest and neck above and 
below the hole and until the neck breaks 
and the man is dead.

Another method of execution is by suf­
focation. and this, strange to say, is done 
with paper. The man is laid flat up< 
his back, and a sheet of Corean paper* is 
spread over his face, 
soaked in water, and fits over the man’s 
face, being pressed down so that -it makes 
a veritable death mask, shutting out every 
bit of air, and the man " dies. Anyone 
who has seen the paper of Corea will ap­
preciate how easily this form of execution 
could ho carried out, It is made by hand. 
It. is as thick as a sheet of blotting paper 
and almost as strong as leather. When 
moisture is applied to it it becomes exceed­
ingly soft, but docs not lose its strength, 
and it would make an excellent molding 
material.

Among the most terrible of Corean 
crimes are those against your parents or 
ancestors. There is a prison in Seoul that 
is di-votcd entirely to prisoners who cpai- 
m.t crimes against their parents. If a rich 
son refuses to support his fattier he can bo 
sent to jail, and the boy who strikes his 
failn-r, cun be whipped to death. The par 
rn-id- is burned to ijcatft, and it. is in Core- 
much the same- as in China, where the 
killing of one’s parents subjects the child 
to he sliced into thirty-odd nieces or carv­
ed up hv incites.

The torturing ot prisoners to make them 
confess is common in Corea, and it is won­
derful what inventions of torture arosome-

KIDNEY-LIVER
HELMHOLTZ.

On* of the Greatest Scientific Lights of 
the 19th Century.

Professor Hermann Ludwig Ferdinand 
von Helmholtz, the celebrated physiolo­
gist and physician died on the 8th Septem­
ber, 1894, from the effects of a stroke of 
paralysis. He was born in Potsdam, 
August 81, 1821.

Professor von Helmholtz was one of the 
giants of modern science. Like his 
illustrions colleague, Professor Rudolph 
Virchow. he enjoyed a reputation 
which extended into all the coun­
tries of the civilized world and which drew 
students to the University of Berlin from 
the four corners of the globe. Hie long 
life—he was born just seventy-three years 
ago—has been one of strict devotion to 
science. He took little interest in other 
matters, seldom appe red on the platform, 
except to spe ik on scientific subjects, and 
rarely wrote unless to proclaim a new 
theory, defend an old one, or reply to a 
personal attack. Last year, accompanied 
by his wife, a brilliant, entertaining wo­
man, he visited the World’s Fair as Ger­
man representative, and was honorary 
president of the International Congress of 
Eleotrici.iii|.

The Professor was born at Potsdam, 
where his father was a professor in the 
••gymnasium,” or public school. He 
studied medicine, and in 1848 was ap­
pointed professor of anatomy in the Aca­
demy of Fine Arts at Berlin. Later he 
filled professional chairs at Konigsberg and 
Heidelberg, and then, in 1871, he was

only this man himself was killed, but his 
whole family and all of hie relatives have 
been terribly punished. His father did 
all he could to prevent his boy from rising 
against the king ten years ago, and after 
his rebellion he went into retirement He 
was old and blind, but after Kim’s death 
he was dragged out and his head was cut 
off. The men of the family, even of the 
third and fourth generation, were execut­
ed, and the women, Including Kim’s 17- 
year-old daughter, were given over to be 
the slaves or concubines of the officials. 
After this rebellion the mothers, the wives 
and the daughters of all who have taken 
up arms against the king will become the 
common property of the government and 
of the magistrates of the provinces in 
which they live. They will be dragged 
from their homes to be concubines and 
slaves. As their beauty wanes they will 
be handed from one high official to a lower 
until they desoend.to the bottom dregs of 
the government’service. They will have 
no rights that anybody will be bound to 
respect, and their only chance of happiness 
will be in death.

A*U sorts of crimes are terribly punished 
in Corea. The truth about such matters 
is kept as far as possible from the foreign­
ers, and you will find little Information 
about prisons and punishments ill any of 
the books on Corea. There is, in fact, lit­
tle published on the country, and the in­
formation which I give you was only ac­
cessible to me on account of the letters 
of introduction which I carried and the 
risks which I took in going right in among 
the people and persisting in my questions 
and Investigations, notwithstanding the 
objections of the officials.

Corean thieves are decapitated for their 
crimes. They are only cut into two pieces, 
however, and the law provides that their 
bodies need not lie on the execution grounds 
longer than two days before their relatives 
ban take them away and bury them.

Strangling is done in a curions way. 
There is a hole in the door of the cell just 
large enough for a piece of rope about the 
size of a clothesline to pass through. A 
noose is made at the end of the rope, and 
this noose is placed around the criminal's 
neck. The otlifer end of the rope is put 
through the hole in the door of the wall, 
and the police pull at the rope until they 
bring the man's chest and neck above and 
below the hole and until the neck breaks 
and the man is dead.

Another method of execution is by suf­
focation. and this, strange to say, is done 
with paper. The man is laid flat upon 
hie back, and a sheet of Corean paper is 
spread over his face. This has been 
soaked in water, and fits over the man's 
face, being pressed down so that it makes 
a veritable death mask, shutting out every 
bit of air, and the man dies. Anyone 
who has seen the paper of Corea will ap­
preciate how easily this form of execution 
could be carried out, It is made by hand. 
It is as thick as a sheet of blotting paper 
and almost as strong as leather. When 
moisture is applied to it it becomes exceed­
ingly soft, but does not lose its strength, 
and it would make an excellent molding 
material.

Among the most terrible of Corean 
crimes are those againsfyour parents or 
ancestors. There is a prison in Seoul that 
is devoted entirely to prisoners who com­
mit crimes against their parents. If a rich 
son refuses to support hie father he can be 
sent to jail, and the boy who strikes hie 
father call he whipped to death. The par­
ricide is burned to death, and It is lit Corea 
much the same as in China, where the 
killing of .one’s parents subjects the child 
to bo sliced into thirty-odd pieces or carv­
ed up by inches.

The torturing of prisoners to make them 
confess is common in Corea, and it is won­
derful what inventions of torture are some- 
times in use. Think of tying a man’s bare 
feet to a stake in the ground and burning 
liis toes with powder. Think of all sotte 
of flogging and pinching and cutting, and 
you can get some idea of the powers of a 
Corean magistrate. In the prisons you 
will find iron chains, stocks and all sorts 
of manacles. These Coreans know how to 
whip so that the flesh is raveled off of the 
b ines, and I have a photograph of a man 
tied in a chair, with his knees bare, and a 
jailer whipping his bare shins. In one of 
the prisons' which I visited I saw three 
men fastened in stocks. The stocks con­
sisted of a log of wood about fifteen feet 
long and at least a foot in diameter. 
This had been split in two, and holes hud 
been bored through it just large enough to 
hold the bake ankle of a man. The three 
criminals ekeh had one foot fastened in 
this log, and the jailers, when I appeared 
with my soldiers and photographer, tried 
to move them out into the sun so that I 
might get a good photograph of them. As 
they pulled them along I heard one of

CRAIG iPROFESSOR HERMANN VON HELMHOLTZ, 

sailed to the professorship of physiology 
at Berlin. It would be difficult to describe 
within reasonable limits all the Professor's 
contributions to the advancement of scien­
tific learning. His w<>rks, which are well 
known throughout Europe, have reference 
principally to the physiological conditions 
of the impressions on the senses. Ilia 
first, great production was a treatise on 
“The Conservation of Force,*” which 
was published in 1847, and ett forth, 
clearly and indisputably, for the first 
time, the interchangeability and Indestruct­
ibility of all the manifestations of force in 
nature,such as light, heat,electricity,chemi­
cal and animal vitality. While pursuing 
his investigations on this subject he dem­
onstrated for the first time a difference in 
chemiod composition between the active 
and quiescent muscles, and proved, by 
means of ingenious devices, that thought 
is not instantaneous.

The readiness and ability shown by 
Helmholtz to present to the public at large, 
in intelligible language, the results of his 
researches, which have often been of the 
most abstruse character, contributed large­
ly to his fame. Thirty yearn ago lie began 
hie successful career as a popular lecturer 
on scientific subjects by an exposiiion of 
the theory of the consci vaiiou and corre­
lation of forces, which attracted almost as 
much attention as his great work on that 
subject. Ten years ago an English trans­
lation of some of his popular scientific 
lectures was published, aud it h .s been 
widely read. In 1870 ho was admitted to 
foreign membership in the French Acade­
my of Science, a prominent member 
of which body, mi the occasion of his elec­
tion, characterized him as “the for most 
and greatest naturalist of ill" ng ," and 
added that “nothing is wanting to tils 
glory, but he is xvai.tingiirmirs/" In 1883 
the German lv'ij> i >r issued a decree hÿ 
which the <1 s in.M.i died savant was raised 
to the siiiMM of n->. ilitÿ.

HELMHOLTZ.
One of the Greatest Scientific Light* of 

the 19th Century.
Professor Hermann Ludwig Ferdinand 

von Helmholtz, the celebrated physiolo­
gist and physician died on the 8th Septem­
ber, 1894, from the effects of a stroke of 
paralysis. He was born in Potsdam, 
August 31, 1821.

Professor von Helmholtz was one of the 
giants of modern science. Like his 
illustrious colleague, Professor Rudolph 
Virchow. he enjoyed a reputation 
which extended into all the conn- 
tri» e of the civilized world and which drew 
students to the University of Berlin from 
the four corners of the globe. His long 
life—he was born just seventy-three years 
ago—has. been one of strict devotion to 
science. He took little interest in other 
matters, seldom uppe .red oil the platform, 
except to spe <k on scientific subjects, and 
rarely wrote unless to proclaim a new 
theory, defend an old one, or reply to a 
personal attack.

only this man himself was killed, but hie 
whole family and all of his relatives have 
been terribly punished. His father did 
all he could to prevent his boy from rising 
against the king ten years ago, and after 
his rebellion he went into retirement. He 
was old and blind, but after Kim’s death 
he was dragged out and his head was cut 
off. The men of the family, even of the 
third and fourth generation, were execut­
ed, and the women, including Kim’s 17- 
year-old daughter, were given over to be 
the slaves or concubines of the officials. 
After this rebellion the mothers, the wives 
%ud the daughters of all who have taken 
up arms against the king will become the 
common property of the government and 
of the magistrates of the provinces in 
which they live. They will be dragged 
from their homes to be concubines and 
slaves. As their beauty wanes they will 
be handed from one high official to a lower 
until they descend.to the bottom dregs of 
the government‘service. They will have 
no rights that anybody will be 1 ound to 
respect, and their only chance of happiness 
will be in death.

A*ll sorts of crimes are terribly punished 
in Corea. The truth about such matters 
is kept as far as possible from, the foreign­
ers, and you will find little information 
about prisons and punishments in any of 
the books on Corea. There is, in fact, lit­
tle published on the country, and the in­
formation which I give you was only ac­
cessible to me on account of the letters 
of-introdu'etion" which I carried and the 
risks which I took in going right in among 
the people and persisting in my questions 
and investigations, notwithstanding the 
objections of the officials.

Corean thieves are decapitated for their 
crimes. They are only cut into two pieces, 
however, and the law provides that their 
bodies need not lie on the oxecution grounds 
longer than two days before their relatives 
can take them away and bury them.

Strangling is done' in a curious way. 
There is a hole in the door of the cell just 
large enough for a piece of rope about the 
size of a clothesline to pass through. A 
noose is made at the end of the rope, and 
this noose is placed around the criminal's 
neck. .The other end of the rope is put 
through the hole in the door of the wall, 
and the police pull at the rope until they 
bring the man’s chest and neck above and 
below the hole and until the neck breaks 
and the man is dead.

Another method of execution is by suf­
focation, and this, strange to say, is done 
with paper. The man is laid flat upon 
his hack, and a sheet of Corean paper is 
spread over his face, 
soaked in water, and fits over the man’s 
face,' being pressed down so "that it makes 
a veritable dentji.mask, shutting out every 
bit of air, and the man dies. Anyone 
who has seen the pajior of Corea will ap­
preciate how easily this form of execution 
coiiid ho carried out, It is made by hand. 
It is ns thick as a sheet of blotting paper 
and almost as strong ns leather. When 
•moisture is applied- to it it becomes exceed­
ingly soft, but docs not lose Ue strength, 
aniUijg-tvvuld make an excellent molding 
material.

Among the most terrible of Corean 
crimes are those against your parents or 
ancestors. There is a prison in Seoul that 
is devoted entirely to prisoners'who coax- 
mil crimes against their parents. If a rich 
son refuses to support his father lie can bo 
sent to jail, and the hoy who strikes his 
father can be"whipped to death. The par- 
rii-iil-- is burned to death, and it. is in Cur- 
much ilie same as in China, where the 
killing of oWs parents subjects the child 
to he sliced into thirty-odd pieces or carv­
ed up by inches.
