Won: Farther Fame as an Agricultural
and Mining Country st the-Frans-
Mississippi Exposition.

Ottawa, Deo. 13.—Canada’s triumphs
at the World’s Fair, which enhanced her
fame as & productiye and progressive
country, have been repeated on a modi-
fied scale at she Trans-Mississippl Exposi-
tion, recently brought to a closs at
Omaha. Canada’s display of agricultural
and mineral products was conceded by
visitors to be one of the real features of
the exhibition, and gave an impressive
object lesson of the possibilities of this
country. Favorable public opinion as to
its merits was conflrmed by the judges,
who bestowed upon it the gold medal.
But vhis was not the only honor won by
Canada. A bronze medal was awarded
for the British ColumLia exhibit of gold,
silver and copper ores, while gold medals
were given for the general exhibits of
grains and grasses from Alberta, Assini-
boia and Manitoba. These honors were
won in competition with all the western
States, so that the achievement is no
empty one. From the immigration point
of view the exhibit was a success, and
will doubtless have a marked influence
in acpelerating the movement Canada-
ward-from the United States.

Ottawa Man’s Story of Last Time He Saw
the Cornwall Man.

Mr. *Collison says & man answering
Snell’s description was seen next morn-
ing walking without a coat. A squaw is
said to have seen Snell during the next
day. Mr. Collison offers no solution. for
the dlsappearance, but says ho is eertain
that the last he saw of Snell was when
the latter reeled toward the bridge across
the channel.

in the discharge ot the honor of con-
trolling the movements of the gung
in camp and in the woods. His
cognomen will be simply ‘“Doc,” by
which name he was nsually addressed
by other members of the Club.

Edward A. Geiger, Brockville,
gécretary-treasurer, will be known as
«Ed,” for short. His exploits will
figure largely in the annals of the
hunt, and rightly so, for, besides being
a model man at corresponding and
financing for the party, his unerring
aim and keen sportsmanship made him
rank with the best men of the party
in securing the lion’s share of the game
and glory achieved.

Phil. Halladay, Elgin, whose title
of “Mas'er of the Hounds” was no
misnomer in former years, won fresh
laurels on this trip by the sagacious
manner in which he found the lair of
game and managed to get the dogs
started in a very short time after enter-
ing the woods. His old nick-name of
the “Machine Agent” will cling to him
during the many and varied scenes
in which he took an active part.

Marsh Ripley, “The Fisher Boy,”
also from the little inland town of
Elgin, was gcod on the portage, the
runway, or cooking a ‘bannock” as
helpmate to the cook, but be excelled
in always being first to the table at
meal-time 'as well as first to get the
paste-boards aound after supper was
over, and usually the last one to cry
quits when the order came to turn in
for the night.

Len Cossitt, “the Rabbit Hunter”
from the town at the foot of the Thous:
and Islands, was always the last one
down tothe table for meals, and the
last one to leave it, but he had a happy
faculty of making ull within reach of
him assist in furnishing him with his
quota of venison or fried cake He,
however, always impressed his compan-
jons with his good bringing-up, as he
would always add to his request, “now,
if you don’t mind, please pass the cake
or sugar bowl.” .

Billy, the cook, was a necessary fix-
ture of Reporter camp life, neat and
clean in all his movements, asa chef
be won unstinted praise for the excell
cot cuisine he daily provided for a lot
of the biggest eaters that ever graced
a Muskoka hunting party.

The Scribe of the Reporter, from the
clagsic little village of Athens, started
for the hunting grounds with many
misgivings as to his ability to keep up
his end of the laborious work of tramp-
ing, portaging, and lubber lifting, ab-
solutely requisite in successfully per-
forming his alloted share in the success
of the hunt. But the boys were kind
and cousiderate of his ill health and
grey hairs, and freely bore many of the
burdens that should have of right
fallen on his shoulders.

Byvon W. Loverin, “the Ploughboy,”
who had been an active member of the
Club for six or seyen years, was pre-
vented by the work on his farm from
going this year, and the Rev. G. 8.
Reynolds of Mallorytown, whose ex-
ploits under the caption of the “Dom-
ine” on former hunts bad done much
to enliven the recital of trips to the
woods, was prevented by sickness from
taking part with the Club in the ancu-
al outing.

With this introddction of the
personnel of the Club for 1898, we
will proceed by saying that all things
being in readiness, the camp equipage,
dogs and party embarked on the Grand
Trunk railway at the Brockville
station on the midnight train of Oct.
27th. The run to Port Hope was
made in° good time, without incident
worthy of note. Here a stop-over for
four long hours was made in order  to
connect with the train for Burk’s Falls.
Another halt was made st Barrie,
where the party stopped for dinner,
with the exception of the Scribe, who
went on to Gravenhurst to visit with
one of his old foremen, who now lives
in that natty little town. The run
on to Burk’s Falls was made in good
time and that place was reached about
eight o'clock thut evening. Here the
usual clamor for the honor of entertain-
ing the party was made by runners of
the different hotels in the place, but
the party concluded, after getting
prices from all the leading hotels, to

patronize the Clifton House, being the
same place that the party patronized
on the visit of a year hefore.

STORY OF THE HUNT

IN MUSKOKA’S WILDS

BY THE

Reporter Hunt Club

As told by The Scribe of The Athens Reporter

fines of the famous Muskoka district,
and a short account is wove in here
by way of information to those un-
familiar with the tract of country ex-
tending from Severn River on the
south to Lake Nipissing on the north
and Parry Sound and the Georgian
Bay on the west to the confines of the
Algonquin Park on the east. These
boundaries include the Parry Sound
and Nipisssing - districts as well, but to
the hunter or seeker of recreation and
pleasure, they areall associated with
the familiar name of Muskoka. The
pame Muskoka is supposed by the
best authorities to be derived from the
Indian “Mus-quo-tah,” signifying “red
ground” ; others claim its derivation
from an Indian word meaning “Clear-
Sky-Land,” and others again give the
credit to the famous Chief, “Mes-quo-
okee, who often repaired to this dis-
trict with his band to engage in the
fall hunt. Even the poetic instinct
of the untutored savage appreciated the
beauty of the Muskoka region. It i3
about a day’s journey from Brockville
on the east, or Toronto or Harilton,
on the west, to the centre of the Mus-
koka district. The excellent facilitie
afforded Ly the Grand Trunk railway
to reach this famovs pleasure resort
and hunting region is unsurpassed. Tt
has been the privilege of the Reporter
Hunting Club to travel over this line
for the greater part of the eizhteen
trips that they have made to the hunt-
ing grounds, and they neyer yet had
to complain of any lack of accommuda-
tion or attention on the part of the
officials of this popular road. For the
last two seasons, especially, the officials
at the stations and on the trains did
everything possible to make the trip
a pleasant and enjoyable one.

With this digression from the reg-
ular thread of our narrative, we pro-
ceed by saying that on arrival at
Burk’s Falls, the party learned that
the steamer in which they were to em
bark for the trip down the Magneta-
wan river was-a-smaller one than the
“Wenonah” on which they made the
trip last season, and they feared that
there might be an over.crowding it
their luggage was not put aboard
that night ; 8o, as soon as supper was
partaken of, a team was procured and
part of the gang went back about a
mile to the station and got the whole
outfit transferred to the steamer. It
was nearly ten o'clock that night when
ull was securely placed on board the
trim little “Wanita,” preparatory to
a start at daylight the next morning.

During the night about three inches
of snow fell and the face of Nature's
handiwork ‘was clothed in a mantle
that showed the landscape down the
river to good advantage. Every tree,
twig and hill was covered with a coat-
ing of “the beutiful,” hiding in many
places the patches of bare rock that
would otherwise have helped to throw
a contwast that might add or detract
from the appearance of the landscape.
The air was too cold and bracing
for the passengers to avail them-
selves of the advantages of sightsee-
ing from the promenade deck, ‘but
the Scribe was invited to a seat in the
wheel - house and bad the points of
interest pointed out by the obliging
wheel-man. The run of- twenty eight
wiles was made in a little over three
hours and the party landed at Magnet
awan village. At the dock they were
met by their Dutch friend of the year
before, who had a good strong team

(and wagon with a hay-rack, on which

the boxes, bags and a light skiff were
placéd, and a start made for camp.
The boys deciding to walk out the
eight miles to the home of the teamster,
some of them started on ahead, while
the President and Scribe clung to the
wagon, occupying a precarious seat
on the side of the wagon-rack. The
teamster was anxious to get and impart
information, and was busily engaged
answering Charlie’s questions as to the
prospects for the hunt, and his vigilance
in handling the lines relaxed for the
moment, with the result that the
horses swerved to one side and a
wheel 'coming in contact with a
large boulder, the rack gave way and
threatened to make a spill of the goods.
Here was a dilemma that had not
been provided for. The boys were
quite a distance in advance and their
assistance was absolutely necessary to
fix up the wagon. The Scribe volun-
teered to trot on and overtake the
party in advance and send them back
to help fix up the wagon, fit to con-
tinue the journey. He started off on
a lively walk expecting to overtake
them in a few minutes. The farther he
went the faster he walked until finaily
he brokedinto a run. He kept this up
for fully three-quarters of a mile, let-
ting a vigorous halloo, every few rods,
as well a8 giving a blast of his hunting
whistle. He finally had the satisfaction
of hearing an answering shout and
made them understand the trouble.
They went back and with the camp
axes cut down a small birch and
repaired the break so that at abeut
three o'clock in the afternoon the
settler’s house was sighted, and a
welcome sight it was to the tired and
hungry party. A substantial meal
was partaken of and then all hands set
to work to get the boats and camp
outfit (left with the settler lastfall)
packed and taken down to the shore
of the lake ready for a start on the
morrow, During the summer the
settler had constructed g good wagon
road across his fields gnd through
swamps, and over hills tp the shore of
a small creek leading into the lake.
This road was about a mile and a half
long and had taken a lot of hard laber
to build.

Now, north und south of the string
will appear dotted on the map of Neva-
da the gold camps of Grant, Freiburg,
Reveille, Kawich Valley, San Antonio,
Gold Peak, Hot Springs, Belleville,
Candelara and numerous others. Al-
most under the string, in Californa, we
find Bodie, and to the north of it Mar-
kleville and other points—all on the
eastern slope of the Sierra Nevada
mountains. On the western slope of the
great sierras the string will - be almost
on the Utica mine, which is located be-
tween San Andreas and Sonora. North
and south of the Utica mine are hun-
drods of rich gold mines in profitable
operation.

Life Said to Remain Long Aftes *a
Head Is Severed. o

“‘The executions in Paris during fe»

| cent years have revived the old question

whether death instantaneously follows
upon the severance of the head from
the body,’’ says the Massachusetts Med-
ical Journal. ‘Dr. Cinel asserts that
decapitation does not immediately affeot
the Lrain. He says that the blood which
flows after decapitation comes from the
largo vessels of the neck, and there i
hardly any call upon the circulation of
the cranium. The brain remains intact,

| nourishing itself with the blood retained

by the pressure of the air.
“When the blood remaining in the

| head at the moment of separation is ex-

hauosted, there commences a state, not

| of déath, but of inertia, which lasts up

to the moment when the organ, mo
lougur feod, ceases to- exist. Dr. Oinel
ostimates that the brain finds nourish-
ment in the residuary blood for abouf
an hour after decapitation. The period
of inertia would last for about tweo
hours, ho thinks,- and absolute death
would nct ensue till after the space of
three hours altogether.

“‘If, he adds, a bodiless head indicates
by no movement the horrors of its situ-
ation, it is becaunse it is physically im-
possible that it should do so, all the
nerves—which serve for the transmis-
sion of orders from the brain to the trunk
being severed; but there remains the
nerves of hearing, of smell and sight,
and he concludes that the guillotine does
not cause instant death. If thisbe true,
oould any other form of death be more
werciless?’’ . ... . .. ..

1If it should fall out before the expiratiom
of 20 years, Bel-ahiddina (and the two
others) shall pay to Bel-nadinshumu an
indemnity of ten mana of silver.’

As told by The Scrihe of The Athens Reporter

fines of the famous Muskoka district,
and a short account is wove in here
by way of information to those un-
familiar with the tract of country ex-
tending from Severn River on the
south to Lake Nipissing on the north
and Parry Sound and the Georgian
Bay on the west to the confines of the
Algonquin Park on the east. These
boundaries include the Parry Sound
and Nipisssing districts as well, but to
the hunter or seeker of recreation and
pleasure, they areall associated with
the familiar name of Muskoka. The
pame Muskoka is supposed by the
best authorities to be derived from the
Indian “Mus-quo-tah,” signifying “red
ground” ; others claim its derivation
from an Indian word meaning “Clear-
Sky-Land,” and others again give the
credit to the famous Chief, “Mes-quo-
okee, who often repaired to this dis-
trict with his band to engage in the
fall hunt. Even the poetic instinct
of the untutored savage appreciated the
beauty of the Muskoka region. It is
about a day’s journey from Brockville
on the east, or Toronto or Hamilton,
on the west, to the centre of the Mus-
koka district. The excellent facilitie
afforded by the Grand Trunk railway
to reach this famous pleasure resort
and hunting region is unsurpassed. Tt
has been the privilege of the Reporter
Hunting Club to travel over this line
for the greater part of the eizhteen
trips that they have made to the hunt.
ing grounds, and they neyer yet had
to complain of any lack of accommoda-
tion or attention on the part of the
officials of this popular road. For the
last two seasons, especially, the officials
at the stations and on the trains did
everything possible to make the trip
a pleasant and enjoyable one.

With this digression from the reg-
ular thread of our narrative, we pro-
ceed by saying that on arrival at
Burk’s Falls, the party learned that
the steamer in which they were to em
bark for the trip down the Magneta-
wan river-was s smaller—one-than—the
«“Wenonah” on which they made the
trip last season, and they feared that
there might be an over-crowding it
their luggage was not put aboard
that night ; so, as soon as supper was
partaken of, a team was procured and
part of the gang went back about a
mile to the station and got the whole
outfit transferred to the steamer. It
was nearly $cn o'clock that night when
ull was securely placed on board the
trim little “Wanita,” preparatory to
a start at daylight the next morning.

During the night about three inches
of snow, fell and the face of Nature's
handiwork was clothed in a mantle
that showed the landscape down the
river to good advantage.

wheel-man. The run of twenty eight
wiles was made in a little over three
hours and the party landed at Magnet
awan village. At the dock they were
met by their Dutch friend of the year
before, who had a good strong team
and wagon with a hay-rack, on which
the bhoxes, bags and a light skiff were
placed, and a start made for camp.
The boys deciding to walk out the
eight miles to the home of the teamster,
gsome of them started on ahead, while
the President and Scribe clung to the
wagon, occupying a precarious seat
on the side of the wagon-rack. The
teamster was anxious to get and impart
information, and was busily - engaged
answering Charlie’s questions as to the
prospects for the hunt, and his vigilance
in handling the lines relaxed for the
moment, with the result that the
borses swerved -to one side and a
wheel 'coming in contact with a
large boulder, the rack gave way and
threhtened to make a spill of the goods.
Here was a dilemma that had not
been provided for. .The boys were
quite a distance in advance and their
assistance was absolutely necessary to
fix up the wagon. The Scribe volun-
teered to trot on and overtake the
party in advance and send them back
to help fix up the wagon, fit to con-
tinue the journey. He started off on
a lively walk expecting to overtake
them in.a few minutes. The farther he
went the faster he walked until finally
he broke into a run. He kept this up
for fully threequarters of a mile, let-
ting a vigorous halloo, every few rods,
as well as giving a blast of his hunting
whistle. He finally had the satisfaction
of hearing an answering shout and
made them understand the trouble.
They went back and with the camp
axes cut down a small birch and
repaired the break so that at abeut
three o'clock in the afternoon the
settler’s house was sighted, and a
welcome sight it was to the tired and
hungry party. A substantial meal
was partaken of and then all hands set
to work to get the boats and camp
outfit (left with the settler last'full)
packed and taken down to the shore
of the lake ready for a start on the
morrow. During the summer the
settler had constructed a good wagon
road across his fields and through
gwamps. and over hills to the shore of
a small creek leading into the lake.
This road was about a mile and a half
long and had taken a lot of hard laber
to build,

Restaurant Men Who Cater to Them
Soon Become Rich.

That the restaurant business in Berlin
is a paying one, if ‘the location chosen
be a good one, the restanrant of the zoo-
logical gardens here shows. Fora num-
ber of years it was leased by a man who
understood about as much of the busi-
pess as the man in the moon. Yet he
became wealthy within a few years and
retired for good to live on the interest [
of his money. There were days in sum-
meor when he sold 1,000 kegs'of beer,
besides some 20,000 cups of ooffee and
50,000 sandwiches, and as prices are
high there he must have made thousands
of dollars in a single day.

TONS AND-TONS-OF GOLD.

Twelve Hundred Miles of Enormous-

map, and another at Stockton,. Qal.,
and a string be draw2 from one to the
other, an air line will be marked pass-
ing through the henart of a wonderful
gold territory.

100 miles south of the string, and the
wonderfully rich gold territory of the
Monkey Wrench distriot lies southwest
of Pioche.

Now, north und south of the string
will appear dotted on the map of Neva-
da the gold camps of Grant, Freiburg,
Reveille, Kawich Valley, San Antonio,
Gold Peak, Hot Springs, Belleville,
Candelara and numerous others. Al-
most under the string, in Oaliforna, we
find Bodie, and to the north of it Mar-
kleville and other points—all on the
eastern slope of the Sierra Nevada
mountains.

FLOGGING IN SIBERIA

FEARFUL TORTURE TO WHICH CON-
VICTS ARE LIABLE.

The Story of the Mercilessly Brutal

geon—The Worst Criminals Chosen
to Wield the Lash.

Passing along a gloomy passage of the
Alexander prison, whose walls are cover-
od with black moldiness and reek with
the strong scent of pine cones strewing on
the floor, we find at the end of the corri-
dor ohairs and tables for the authorities
who witness the infliction-of the punish-
ments, Among the officials are a lawyer,
the chief of the prison and the surgeon,
and a little way off is placed the *‘blook”
of threatening aspect, behind which stands
the wielder of the knout, who awaits his
victims with a curious look. His garb is
apparently intended to make the situation
all the more impressive. He wears a tall
white head covering, soft felt shoes, a
blood red shirt with its sleeves turned up,
and he carries the knout in his hand.
Along the one wall stands a row of con-
victs with smoothly shaved heads, and
facing them is a long line of warders arm
od with loaded revolvers in the hand. The
stillness, as of the grave, which stamps
all present, 18 broken from time to time
by the rattling of- the handouffs and the
leg fotters and by a furtive cough or the
rustling of the papers upom the table of
the prison governor.

“Who will be the next?’’ is the question
that is all too clearly to be read upon the
deathlike features of the “‘arrestants.’

“Sidorov’’ is called out by the governor
in a quiet, restrained voice. Sidorov steps
unsteadily and with an inoreasing totter
and rattling of his chains out of the line
of gray, long felt coats. I note his lips
growing pale and the fear in his widely
opened eyes, as though he were a hunted
wild beast.

*Lie down I’ 1s the command. Bastily
making the sign of the crosson his breast, |
Sidorov lies down at length on the bench |
and throws each arm around it. He is
then bound by leather thongs to the
benoh, and his hands are tied together be- |
neath it

‘How many?’"’ asks the warder charged
with counting the strokes.

*Sixty.’’ is the quiet answer of the gov-
ernor

“ Look out,” or **Pull yourself togeth-
er,” forms the general remark of the
«nous wielder, and the next moment the
blows are raining in fearful thuds upon
the bare back of Storov, who utters heart
piercing shrieks. One, two,
warder oalls aloud the tale of the stripes,
every one of which hisses and leaves its
mark on the culprit. The ory that at first
followed every stroke has gradually be-
come an unbroken howl and roar, and
readers must have strong nervea if they
can picture further all the hideousness of
this diabolical form of punishment.

‘I'his soct of castigation is inflicted upon
conviots whenever it is ordained by the
law or by the police and local authorities.

CASTING OUT DEVILB.‘

fahuman Methods That Are Used Im
Superstitious Russia.

Superstition 1s very rife throughout
Russia and the east. In some parts of
Russia the people belleve that devils can
enter into the organism of human beings,
whose actions they thereafter guide, and
there are sorcerers who profess to be able
to cast out the spirits. These men are ut-
terly without scruple, and the sufferings
which they cause their victims to undergo
may be easily imagined. Very few cases
ever come before the law courts. The peo-
ple look upon the wizard asa powerfual
personage, who work ®2em much evil,
and therefore not lightly to be provoked.
Hence complaints are rarely laid before
the tribunals.

A typical story of the sort, however, ré-
ocently came before the court of Vladicau-
case. A Mohammedan mollah, or priest,
named Ahmed Ramasanoff, was charged
with torturing a peasant woman named
Kotcheretova, his object being to drive
devils out of her. Kotoheretova, who was
only 20, fell 111, her malady being accom-
panied by epileptic fits. The villagers and
her husband, a man named Aslan-Bek,
oame to the comvlusion that she was affliot-
ed by evil spirits, and the husband called
upon the mollah Ramasanoff to cast them
out. The priest came $o the house and
began his treatment.

First of all they made up a big wood
fire, and when there were plenty of hot
ashes they stripped the young woman and
tled her hands and feet. Seeing these
ominous preparations, Kotcheretova be-
gan to ory out, and begged them to desist.
“Cut off my arms, put out my eyes; do
what ‘you like, but do not burn mel”
They paid no to her pleadi
and, picking her up, placed her on the
fire. She then .became insensible. She
was covered with burns, which the dootor
who examined her declared to be of a very
severe character.

When brought before the oourd, the
priest explained shat the woman’s hus-
band had sought his advice. He coun-
seled Aslan-Bek to force his wife to name
the spooks, and he (the priest) would be
able to restore her to health. He had put
her on the fire until she gave the names
of the evil spirits, which he then wrote
upon a - plece of paper.and threw it Thto
the flames, after which he was quite sure
that the devils would leave her. He added
that when she cried before being put om
the hearth it was not she that wept, buby
the dovils. v T

The inquiry showed that the woman
had been kept on hot ashes for oigh$
hours. The head man of the village de~
posed that such methods of treatmen® 7
were often employed and were always suo-
| cessful. The court found the priest guilty
| and sentenced him to deprivation of all

his civil rights and toune year's imprison-

I'o these inhuman creatures the courts of
| ussia intrust human life. It is in their
power to inflict only light punishmens
upon the condemned, to make him a crip-
ple for the rest of his days or to send him
to his grave on the spot, and yet the offi-
olals never deem it necessary to put any
restraint on these floggers. The experi-
enced floggers are really skilled at their
work. If they wish to show any meroy to
the delinquent, they rain blows on his
body with the middle part of the whip,
while the cruel tips of it fall beyond the
prisoner and on the bench, but if no
meroy 18 to be given, then the knout is
made to do ite fell purpose. In the hands
of a skilled flogger the motions of the
knout are so quick that they can scarcely
be rightly followed by an inexperienced
observer. In either case the prisoner nat-
urally howls, but the difference in the re-
sult is very marked. 'The lightened form
of punishment can be bought, and woe te
him who 18 not able to propitiate the
flogger.

I'he courts generally condemn to flog-
ging confirmed criminals, fugitives from
Siberia and vagabonds, many of whom
have received altogether from 500 to 600
blows. An old Siberlan tramp finished
his curriculum vitae with the following
words, “1 have received all told 1,400
stripes of the birch rud, 600 blows from
the knout and numberless thrashings by
sticks.” Asi8 to be expected, tho statis-
tice of the Siberian prisons show the fu-
tility of these punishments as corroctive
mensures. In proportion as the punish-
ments increase in number and cruelty 8o
the relapses and backslidings into erime
increase  Nostalgia, or intensified home-
sickness, 18 curiously strong in the in-
mates of the Siberian prisons and will not
be repressed by the most oruel system of
whipping

Hitherto we have dealt only with the
knout, which 18 the rarer form of punish-
ment and must be ordered by a court of
law  The usual corporal punichment by
means of rods and sticks is somewhat dif-
teront, for they form the alpha and omega
of the corrective measures in use.in Si-
bertan prisons. This form of punishment
is regarded rather as a bagatelle, and yet
its effects are much worse than those of
the knout, for it is meted out to all in the
same measure. It needs not to be ordain-
ed by a court of law, and the victim un-
dergoes no previous medical examination
as to his fitness to bear the punishment.
Every governor of prisons can give 40 and
every districs governor 100 of these blows
at their sole discretion. It is the naked
truth that even criminals when grievously
