ROCKEFELLER’S ECONONY.

Shown in the Canning Works of the
Standard Oil Company.

Nowhere does tite policy of economy
which Mr. Rockefeller has worked out
show better than in ome of the
Standard canning works. Several
months ago the writer visited the
largest of the Standard can factories,
the Devoe, on the East River, Long
Island City. It has a capacity of 70,-
000 five-gallon cans a day, and is
probably the largast can factory in
the world.

The five-gallon can turned out at
the Devoe I8 a marvel of evolution.
The present methods of manufacture
are almost entirely the work of Mr.
Herbert Miller, known in Standard
circles as the “father of the five-gal-
lon can.” The machinery for making
the can has been so developed that
while, in 1865, when Mr. Miller be-
gan his work, one man and a boy
soldered 850 cans in a day, in 1880
three men made 8,000, and since 1893
three men have made 24,000. It is an
actual fact that a tin can is made
by Miller in just the same time it
takes to walk from the point in the
factory where the sheets of tin are
unloaded to the point where the fin-
ished article iag filled with oil.

And here i® a nice point in combi-
nation. Not far away from the can-
ning works, on Newtown Creek, is an
oil refinery. This oil runs to the can-
ning works, and, as the new-made
cans come down by a chute from
the works above, where they have
just been [finighed, they are filled,
12 at a time, with the oil made a
few miles away. The cans are placed
at once in wooden boxes standing
ready, and, after a 24-hour wait
for discovering leaks, are nalied up
and carried to a nearby door. This
door opens on the:river, and there
at anchor by the eide of the factory
i@ a vesgsel chartered for South Am-
erica or China or where not—walit-
ing to receive the cans which a little
more than 24 hours before were tin
sheets lying in flat boxes. It i1s a
marvelous example of economy, not
only in materials but in time and]
footsteps.—Ida M. *Tarbell in M:-’
Clure's.

How They Pack Them. E
After figs have been collected they
are dipped in boiling brine and then
dried on trays for from two to four
days, according to tho weather. The
dipping is supposed to bring the sugar
te the surface and hasten the drying.
After being dreied th» figs are placed
in “sweat boxes,” holding 2,0C0
pounds each, where they remaia for
iwo weeks. Then they are washed
in cold salt water to remove all
dirt, and are prcked by women and
girls in half-pound, one-pound and
ten-pound boxes, in layers, being
split primarily with a short-bladed
knife.

on the South African war was issued
yesterday in the form of three blue
books, containing 1,700 pages. Field
Marshal Lord Roberts, Lord Kitch-

eder, Field Marshal Lord Wolseley |

and other generals give various rea~
‘sons for the failures of the war.

Lord Roberts considered the initial
error of strategy was practically ir-
retrievable. He criticized the War

“At
that decisive turning point in his life,
David wisned to kuow the will of the
Lora. He saw that the promise of the
kinguow was Dow jlo b2 fulfilled to
Lim. As he could no longer remain
in the land of the Phifistines, but
must return to bis own country, and
as the northern part of the land was
Pkel2 by the Pbliistines, the return to
the territory of kis owan tribe was
most tural; for there, where he
haé a lohg time found refuge (1.

xxii. 5), ne 1ght cwunt on a large
following, and firm support and pro-
tection against the remains of Saul's
army under Abner.”—Lange.

III. David king over all Israel (v.
1-10). After Abner and Ish-bosbeth
were assassinated, the tribes of
Israel came to David, through their
elders, and urged him to become king
over all Israel. They have good rea-
sons for this: 1. David was one of
their race. 2, He had shown him-
self worthy. 3. He was divinely ap-
pointed. 4. He understood the duties
of a king.

PRACTICAL ‘SURVEY.

David preparation. The stepp
from a shepherd's calling to king-
chip is by no means a short one, and
in the case of David there were
years of preparation made up of
hardship and disappointment “ before
the crown was reached. Caring for
the sheep was his occupation when
Samuel came with the horn of oil to
anoint him King, as Moses' was car-
ing for the herds in the desert of
' Midian when God appeared to him in
, the burning bush when he was about
to appoint him leader of Israel from
Egypt to Canaan. Busy with his
father's sheep, practising with his
eling, acquiring the skill with which
he was to vanquish Israel’s boasting
foe, training his hand and volce to
soothe the malady of h mad king,
he had no thought that within a few
years he was destined to be a king
of God's own peonle. At Saul’s death
o crisis would occur, and a man of
unusual power and experience must
be ready to take the throne. God
had a ycuth in preparation for this
work. Now he was defending his
father’'s flocks by slaying the lion
and the bear, but it would not be
long until he should be called to
defend God’s people against the as-
saults of the Philistines.

The long delay—There i no evi-
! dence to show that David was impa-
tient to enter upon his royal olfice.
He proved himself so great a de-
i liverer to Israel that the song,
| “Saul hath slain his theusands and
' David his ten thousands,” was sung
by the women of Israel, and Saul's
| jealousy was so completely aroused
! that henceforth Davids life was by
! no means safe in the hands of the
king. S8aul i® in turn kind and gra-
| cious, then fierce and vengeful. Da-

vid i9 engaged in fighting off the
, Philistines on the one hand and in
evading the king on the other. Pur-
sued almost to despair he finds
| himsell among the enemies of Israel.
| 'Ope thing, however, cheers him dur-

ing these peven or eight years of
waiting—he has a warm friend in
Jonathan, S8aul’s son. But the same
battle that accompilshed Saul's death
brought about that of his friend.
There was real mourning for Saul
as well asg for Jonathan.
. The second anointing—The [first
was at hisg home in Bethlehem, the
,second at Hebron. God’s purpose
i had at last ripened, and David's ex-
' perience had pipened as well, and
upon his inguiring of the Lord he
was told to go to Hebron. There he
found a people ready to accept him
as® king, and they anointed him as
such. However, the way was not
clear to the exercise of his office
over all Israel.

The tribes united—There was a
great loss to Ish-boshath’s kingdomr
when Abner, his father's servant,
wag slain, and he was soon to fol-
low his servant. Ishbosheth had two
captains, Baanah and Rechab, who
conspired against him and slew him.
These men were execyted at David's
command, because they had = glain
their moster without caase.  This
opened the way, for the uniting of
the tribes, and he was for the third
time anointed,—this time as _king
over all Israel. By the taking of
the Jebusites the seat of govern-
nient, which had been at Hebron for
seven and one-hall years, was re-
moved to Jernsalem. At last the
purpose mnde known. fifteen years
previous was accomplished and David
was Isracl’s king. The testing times
had ‘been savere, the losses had been
great, the burdens had been heavy,
but he had endured and was crowned.
There are in this lessons of patience,
reverence, submission and trust.
Weak souls faint, strong souls en-
dure and wia the God-ordained prize.

The practice of having regularly
the services of a manicure injures
the nalls eventually unless the oper-
ators are skiliful and careful. Il they
try to produce with strong acids the
¢ffects that should be obtained by
slow and deliberate work, the nalls
will ultimately be spoiled.

.ing as well as he could want them,”
said a chiropodist who looks upon
a manicure ns an entirely unneces-
sary evih “By owning a few pieces
of emery paper, an ivery nail cleaner,
a piece of pumice stone, and above
all else a stiff pail brush Le can

" e nail brush is the most im-
portant implement. Hard rubbing of
the nails with a stiff brush wiil do
more ‘for them than anything else
in the world.

It keeps the nails naturally white,
and gives the effect that manicures
try to produce with acids. The stiff
brush also tends to prevent hang
nails, as the bits of flesh that cause
these are removed when they are
very small and before they develop
into a serious abrasion.

« The small emery papers that are
to be had for less than a cent apiece
keep the nails short and enable any-
body who uees them to shape the
nail.

Many reasons may easily he ad-

No roots, except
Itnlmls of aquatic plaants, will grow

ground water, 80 that the roots
are able to penetrate to . their
normal:depth, and furnishes con-
ditioas favorable to the greatest
growth an \glargest 'yleld of crops.

The dran, by taking away the free
water that occupies' the pores of the
soil, allows air to pass through the
soll. The sofl may be said to breathe
through the drain, for there is a con-
tinuous movement of air to and fro,
up and down, caused by vibrstions
in the gemumre of the atmosphere.
When t soil is comparatively dry
there is. o great deal of air in its
pores. Then, when a rain comes, it
fills the upper end these pores,
and if there is no outlet for the air

iag a backward pressure on the
water above, prevents it from enter-
ing the soil more than an inch or
two. It may happen, therefore, that
in an undrained soil a heavy sum-
mer shower is forced to run eff the
surface, wiile the land below the
fifst inch is as dry as ever. This is

Solls that are ¢l x5 wet, so that
large amounts 0. wi..¢: cvaporate
from thelr surfaces, never boome
warm: The sun has great powe: 'o
warm'cry solls, or svils which permit
of a free circulation of air, but it has
little‘ effect on .o .satufated - soll.
Warmth js essential to the germina-
ticn of seeds and the proper growth
of plants. Farmers who are ‘cultivats
ing what is'kiown as a ‘‘cold” soil
will be the first to concede the im-
portance of this fact. ’

Other advantages of under-dralme
ing may be mentioned, such as the
lofiger season of ¢rop growth conse-
quemt on the earlier seeiing of drain-
ed land ; the comparative freedom of
fall wheat and clover from freezmng
out or-winter killing ; the absence of
opeu drains, which are &  decded
nuisance in the cultivation of (Lhe
land and the harvesting of the crop;.
and, last of all, tho removal from the
soil of thoge soluble salts formed by
the decay Of rock and organic mat-
ter, which cannot bo used by plante
and the presence of which |2 the soil
causes the condition knowa as “al-
kali land.” g .

DO FISHES HEAR?

The Wise Men Think That Most of
Them Only Sonund.

“Hearing and Alliled Scnses iIn
Fishes” is the title of the latest
bulletin issued by the United States
Fish Commigsion, which is the work
of Prof. G. H. Parker, professor of
zoology in Harvard University. The
bulletin is & result of investizations
carried out by the 'doctor at the
Government  laboratory at Wood's
Halil, Mase, which prosel of such 1n-
terest that the Fish Commission de-
cided to issue a bulletin on the
subject for the benefit of personsin-
terasted in ichthyo.ogy and plscicul-
ture. The most striking feature of
this paper is that in it Dr. Parker
has revived the old qustion as to
whether fish “hear” or *ieel” sound,
o cuestion that has lain dormant
ever since 1895, and only lately
revived through certain investiga-
tions made by the learned Harvard
ichthyologist.

Dr. Parker first reviews the work
of Kreidl, who, a’s he states, car-
riel out a eeries of experiments
with the view of testing the pow-
ens of hearing in the gold fish in
1895. This species was chosen be-
cause “of the ease with which it
could be kept in the labouratory,
and, further, because it is one of
those fishes that have long been re-
puted to come at tie sound of a
bell. After an extended series of ex-
periments, Kreidl (1895) concluded
that normal gold fish never re-
sponded to sounds produced -either
in the air or in the water, though
they do react to the shock of a
sudden blow given to the cover or
the aquarium. Individuals rendered
abnormally eengitive by strychrine

gave no responge to the sound of a
tuning fork or a vibrating rod, even
when these were in contact wit!i the
water, though the fishes respond-d
at once to such light. ghocks as tap-
ping the acuarium, ete., or even cla)

ping the hands vigorously in the air.

To test whether these responses
wers dependent upon the auditory
nerves Kreidl removed thepe nerves
and the attached ear sacs from a
number of individuals, "and after
poisoning them with stryehnine, sub-
Jected them to stimulation by sound.
In all cases they were found to re-
epond precigely as the poisoned anle
mals with ears did. Kreidl therciore
concluded that gold fishes do not
hear by the so-called ear, but that
they react to sound waves by means
ol 'an especially developed cutane-
ouy semse, or, to put It in other
words, the gold figh feels sound but
doesi not hear it.

Reviewing his experiments in grea*
detail, Dr. Parker concludes finally
that the mackere!, manhaden and
& number of other (fish are not
only posgessed of auditory facul-
tles and organg, but they are ablg
to hear and not to feel sounds, al-
though in the majority of fishes he
admits that Kreidl is right in as-
suming that they “feel” rather than
hear sounds.—Washington Post,
