Let them sing the beat 
they can ; do not quarrel with them if 
that it not very good. Singing is a great 
eower in the church. The Methodists 
ware sung the gospel clear round the 
world in a few years. We should get 
the lay element at work and get them to 
«in». Let all join who wish. If they 
do not eing in time let them ting the best 
they can, and get them to ting from the 
heart. With good music the preachers 
would preach better sermons. About 
one out of twenty iu the churches is food 
of fine music, but the other nineteen are 
not Let the one be allowed to look out 
for himeelf, while the churches look after 
the nineteen.

It is folly to talk about the 
minister's being the best person to visit 
the lick. •Those who know what sick­
ness is should do this work, for none 
would know better how to express sym­
pathy and give comfort. And there 
should be a mother's committee. Not 
one minister in one hundred can talk to 
young mothers and give them advice. 
The ministers cannot reir their own 
children.

We want to make these 
young mothers practical. There should 
be a committee of the best and pleasant­
est people in the church to meet strang­
ers when they go to the service, and show 
them the best pews.

text, Proverbe gv, 27,"“He that is greedy 
of gain tmubleth his own house ; but be 
that hateth gifts shall live.” In applying 
the text to the occasion, the preacher 
said that while thanking God for the 
blessings bestowed upon us, the use we 
made of them was matter for serious con­
sideration. The sermon was in the main 
an arraignment of the worship of mam­
mon so prevalent amongst us, and he re 
ferred to Carlyle’s saying in Past and 
Present that it appeared us if to the 
English people success in making money 
was their heaven, and failure in this ob­
ject their hell Greediness of gain with 
its results was to be seen in Canada too. 
A manufacturer's agent, not content with 
a fair share of business had attempted to 
control the whole production of Canada 
in a certain line of manufacture. Across 
the sea a cotton speculator attempted to 
get the whole product ot the world under 
his thumb, and had failed. Greediness 
of gain had the effect of blinding a man 
to what everybody else saw plainly, but 
that was not all It also led hi.n to 
hardness of heart towards hit fellow crea­
tures. When the collapse camp, and 
working people had to be turned out idle 
because there was nothing for them to 
do, what did lie care ? There was na­
tional greed of gain, too, and any policy 
that encouraged it was wrong. Men in 
high position who did what they Honest­
ly believed to be best for their country 
were to be respected, even if they made 
mistakes. But the consequences of mis­
takes woold not be averted, for all that. 
To put it short, the preacher intimated 
pretty plainly that in hie opinion Can­
ada's national policy was a national 
greediness of gain which would defeat 
its own object. Coining to the second 
clause i f his text, he said it should be 
understood as teaching us that the man 
was right who hated the making or re­
ceiving of anything except what ho had 
fairly earned by his own industry and 
skill in work or business benefiicial to 
his fellow men. Making money in spe­
culation was just the opposite to this. 
He that hateth to take to himself money 
made wrongfully shall live, that was the 
meaning. The preacher was especially 
severe on speculators who tried to get 
hold of the food of the people, in order 
toloxact high prices for it.—[Toronto 
World.

It is often said specifically that men of 
affairs, as a class, have lost their inter­
est in the churches, and an attempt was 
lately made to test the truth of this 
assertion. In an e»«tein city, with a 
population of a little loss than fortv 
thousand the president and cashier of 
one of tile national banks were request­
ed to furnish a list of the fifty strongest 
business firms in the city, with the name 
of the head of each firm. The gentle­
men .furnishing the list had no knowl­
edge whatever of the use that was to be 
made of it In classifying fifty-four 
names thus given, it was found that 
there tveru seven whose relation to the 
churches was unknown to the gentleman 
who had obtained the list ; six who were 
not identified with any »f them ; and 
forty one who were all regular attend­
ants upon the churches and generous 
supporters of their work—the great ma­
jority ot them communicants.

In » Western city of little more than 
sixty thousand inhabitants, a similar list 
of fifty-two names was obtained in the 
same way ; and the analysis showed 
three whose ecclesiastical standing was 
unknown ; one Jew ; six not connected 
with churches ; and forty-two regular 
church-goers, of whom thirty-one were 
communicants. These lists wore both 
made up by well-informed and sagacious 
business wen ; the cities represented by 
them are not conspicuously religious 
communities ; and the composition of 
them gives small col ir to the notion that 
the business men of our cities are estrang­
ed from the churches. It is astonishinv 
that such a nation should over have 
gained currency, in the face of the palpa­
ble fact that so much money is contribut­
ed every year for the support of the 
churches and the prosecution of their 
charitable and miastonary enterprises.

The nomination for the representation 
of West Huron in the Legislature, made 
vacant by the acceptance of the Provin­
cial Treasurer’s portfolio by Col. A. M 
Ross, M. PP., was held on Saturday in 
the Town Hall by the returning-»«ffieer, 
Sheriff Gibbons, at 1 o’clock p tu. It 
was known that the Conservative party 
had decided not to bring oqt a c mdidate, 
and as a consequence, few of th it politi­
cal stripe attended the nomination. The 
number of Reformers from all parta of 
the riding was targe, however, and clear­
ly proved that the Liberals throughout 
the constituency were united to a man 
in support of the new Provincial Treas­
urer and Commissioner of Agriculture. 
The utmost enthusiasm was manifested 
throughout the entire proceedings.

After the reading of the writ and pro­
clamation, the returning-officer intimated 
that he was willing to at once receive the 
names of candidates for the representa­
tion of the riding.

Mayor Horton, ex-M.P., said : Mr.

posing the Hon. A. M. Ross to-day for 
re-election for West Huron,it affords mo,

But it would 
bo equally impracticable to keep all these 
representative men sitting the whole 
year to attend to all the details of the 
public business, and therefore a select 
committee of the representative men 
are chosen to manage and direct all the 
d tails of the different departments in 
which public business is divided.

The po­
sition of Provincial Treasurer and Minis­
ter of Agriculture had been offered to 
him ; he had accepted it,{and he had, 
therefore, to come back to them (the 
electors) to ask their approval of the 
course he had taken. He had accepted 
the position with great reluctance and at 
considerable personal sacrifice. Finan­
cially, it would be no gain. He would 
have to resign the positions he now 
held as manager of the bank and as trea­
surer of the county, and when they took 
into account the extra expenses entailed 
upon him In connection with his new 
position,they would understand that, in a 
monetary pointof view,‘it would be a loss 
rather than a gain. Many friends had 
urged that it would not be necessary to 
give up the county treasurership, that 
there was no legal objection to his hold­
ing both, and that the duties of tho one 
would not clash with those of the other ;

He wou’d but 
briefly say this, that the financial record 
of the Mnwat Administrition was one or 
which any Government might lie promt, 
and the Province of Ontario atool to-day 
in a better financial position than any 
other member of our Confederation. 
We had now been sixteen years in Con­
federation ; for twelve of those the Pr o 
vince had been governed by a purely Re­
form Administration, for the other four 
by a coalition Government, partly Re­
form and Conservative, but strictly con­
trolled oy its Reform head. While 
other Provinces, governed solely by 
Conservatives, have piled up a debt of 
many millions, and are involved in giave 
financial embarrassment, the Province 
of Ontario, under Reform management, 
has no debt and is to-day possessed of a 
surplus of nearly 85,1*03,000. (Cheers.) 
It is true,our Conservative friends some 
times dispute the amount of this surplus 
because some $2,800,000 of it is held b 1 
the Dominion Government, but they 
hold it in trust for this Province,and |iay 
us five per cent, interest upon it. It is 
clearly an asset of the Province, and we 
could realize upon it if our uocessities 
require! it. Wj had oa the -31st of 
December last, exclusive of these trust 
funds, over twy millions "til cash and 
saleable securities in the Provincial ex­
chequer, and this after liberally meeting 
the public wants. Mr. Mowat’s poli ly 
has not lieen a policy of hoarding, but a 
policy of wisely spending for tho people’s 
benefit the people’s money that has 
been entrusted to him. It is said 
lie has increased the expenditure since 
Mr. Sandticld Macdonald’s time. That 
is true, but all the increase has been in 
relieving the people of local hardens and 
lessening their municipal taxation. They 
have distributed directly to the muni­
cipalities in aid of local improvements 
upwards of $3,000,000,and in aid of rail­
ways over $4,000,000. They have' in­
creased the grants to our public schools, 
our mechanics’ institutes, and agricul­
tural societies ; they have assumed a 
larger expenditure in the care and cus­
tody of tho deaf and dumb, tho blind 
and the insane, relieving the people and 
tho municipalities of tile burden of the 
s ipport of these unfortunates,and assum 
o l for the Province, to the relief of the 
municipalities, a larger share of the cost 
of the administration of justice. If the 
Government have, out of the surplus 
revenues of the Province, been enabled 
to relieve tho people, in this way, of 
local taxation, although nominally in­
creasing the Provincial expenditure, has 
it not been s wise disposition of the 
people’s money Î (Hear, hear.) It was a 
policy that he trusted would be continu­
ed, and he only hoped that at the close 
of his administration of the finances of 
the Province lie would be able to leave 
as good a record of wise expenditure, and 
the Provincial Treasury in as healthy a 
state as it is to-day. There was only 
one other subject that he would touch 
upon before closing, but that subject 
was the one above all others that was of 
most vital importance to the people of 
this Province. It was impossible to 
have all men think alike ou matters ol 
public policy. Ditferencea would exist, 
and it was natural that men of similar 
views would act together, and thus 
parties were formed ; but it was a recog­
nized evil that in Canada party spirit 
was becoming too bitter sud carrying 
many men to openly uphold that which 
they really at heart condemn, to sacrifice 
the permanent and vital interests of their 
country for the temporary and uniiti 
portant advantages of their party. The 
subject he wis now about to refer to, 
viz, Oar territorial rights in the north 
west of our Province, was one he thought 
the people of Ontario ought to have been 
united upon as one man ; and he had 
fondly hoped at -one lime that such was 
to be the attitude of all her citizens. 
In 1880, after the award was made which 
unanimously adjudged to us the territory 
that of right belonged to us, when there 
appeared some hesitation at Ottawa ill 
confirming the decision of the arbitra­
tors, and when Mr. Mowat introduced 
resolutions in the House expressing re­
gret that the Dominion Government had 
taken no steps to recognize the award, 
and pledging the House to support the 
Government in firmly maintaining it, 
the attitude of the people of this Pro­
vince ns expressed by tlieir represonta- 
tiresAiti'ered all that a patriot could de­
sire. Mr>Meredith and all his followers 
voted for the resolution, and thereby 
assured Mr. J Mowat that they would 
support hiiu/n assorting and maintain­
ing the rights of the Province, as deter­
mined My the award. That was as it 
should be. That position the whole 
house again took in the following year, 
when similar resolutions were again pro­
posed and again adopted. That is tho 
position that the win de people of this 
Province ought «till to occupy, if party 
spirit had not carried away her repre­
sentatives to betray her interests. Of 
wlnit comparative insignificance is it to 
the future interests of this Province 
whether it is Mr. Mowat or Mr. Mere­
dith whojeads the Government at To­
ronto, or Sir John A. Macdonald or Mr. 
lilake at Ottawa ? These are but men, 
who in the course of a few years will 
pass away and tlieir places bo filled by 
others, and tho business of the country go 
on as if they had never been. Rut it for 
paltry party “ends Ontario’s represen­
tatives prove traitors' to her interests, 
and tiiis territory is thereby lost to us| 
it canwiever bo regained, and a perma­
nent injury is inflicted on the Province,for 
the personal considerations of selfish indu 
in whom the great mass of tho people of 
this Province can have no permatnent 
interest. Much evil lias already been 
done through this spirit. Had Mr. 
Meredith and his followers continued to 
give Mr. Mowat that energetic support 
which they promised him by those reso­
lutions, we would to day have been in 
peaceable and undisturbed possession of 
that territory, and the people of Ontario 
would not have been disgraced and 
humiliated by Manitoba bayonets bein'* 
imported to intimidate Ontario electors 
at the polls. (Cheers.) In conclusion, 
lie thanked them again most cordially for 
this renewed expression of their con­
fidence. For the past two Parliaments 
he had served them to the best of his 
ability. As a private member he had 
given to Mowat’s Government a cordial 
support, because their course had been 
such as he could honestly approve of.

16, m‘ f,

Household Hints.
Do not tick your bedroom cirpet» 

down, but take up and shake often.
Scatter fresh-cut grass instead of tea- 

leaves on the carpet before skeeping.
When threading a needle, hold it over 

something white, it will help the sight.
Put short quills at the corners of pil­

lows and feather beds ; it gives good cir 
. culation.

Scrub Honrs with an old broom and 
strong lye, little at a time, then mop 
with warm water.

One teaspoonful of chloride of lime in 
three quarts of water will take stains 
from white goods.

To extinguish a fire in the chimney, 
put some powdered brimstone in the tire 
and shut the stove all up.

To clean willow furniture, use salt and 
water ; apply with a brush and wipe very 
dry.

Hiccough can immediately ho reliev­
ed by administering a lump of sugar wet 
with vinegar.

The yelk of an egg mixed with a little 
molasses makes a rich brown glaze for 
the tops of rusks and buns.

The best way to sweep your beet car 
pet is to sprinkle it first with dampened 
cornmenl. It lays the dust and bright­
ens the colors.

Hard boiled eggs pressed with chicken 
or veal add to the relish and the appear­
ance also of these dishes when cut in 
slices. Pains must be taken not to press 
the eggs out of shape.

This is said to be a very good remedy 
for hoarsoness Beat tile white of an 
egg to a stiff froth, add two tablespoon- 
fuis of sugar, tile juice of one lemon and 
and a glass of warm water.

Scrap Basket.—Using for a guide 
some vase that is larger at the centre 
than at the top and bottom ; cut a paper 
pattern that shall be at least two feet 
high and of good proportion. Cut from 
stout pasteboard five sections like pat­
tern ; cover thorn on one side with grey 
cretonne and on the other with turkey 
red, overbuilding the edges neatly. Seli­
the five sections together overhand, and 
you have a handsome Japanese vase for 
scraps. Cotton satine and blue silesia 
may be used in place of cretonne and 
turkey red.

Whisk-Broom Holder.—With seine 
twine, crotchet or tie a band of macramé 
laco eight inches long and two inches 
wide ; line it with a strip of blue satine 
ribbon. Take a white wood plaque th it 
measure that measures eight inches 
across. Fasten the band across the cen­
tre of the plaque (make small holes quite 
near the edge and sew through), put a 
handsome satin bow at each end of the 
band ; also a ribbon and bow to suspend 
it by.

A Pin Cushion.—Which is very hand­
some and delicate is of blue satin with a 
bunch of sweet peas painted on it ; 
aro und the edge of the cushion is a pleat­
ing of heavy blue satin ribbon. It is 
plated in double box pleats very close to­
gether, then araund the cushion white 
lace is laid with the plain ed ;o tucked 
down between the pleating an I the cush­
ion.

Floating Island,—Beat yolks of 
three eggs until very light ; sweeten and 
flavor to taste; stir into a quait of boil­
ing milk, cool till it thickens ; when 
cool, pour into a glass dish ; whip the 
whites of the eggs to a stiff froth, sweet­
en, and set over a dish of boiling water 
to cook. Take a tablespoon and dmp 
the whites on top of the cream, far 
enough apart so that the “little whit 
islands” will not touch each other.
