IN CANADA DA INCREASES

Ontario Last Year Pmduced Two-
Fifths of the Lumber in Canada—
Spruce is the Leading Species—
Total Pruductlon in Year Valued
at Sixty-Two Millon Dollars.

Ottawa, Ja}, 30—A total increase
in production of lumber in Canada of
13.9 ‘per cent for the year 1909 over
the previous one is shown by statis-
tics just issned by the forestry de-
partmentt. Among other interesting
faots br&ught to light in the report
are that Ontario alone produces two-
fifths of Canadian lumber, that gpruce
is the leading:Canadian species; that
only six per cent of the wood pro-
duced in ‘Canada is hardwood and
that the production of square timber
for export has declined to such an
extent that only one-twelfth -as ‘much
is praduced as formerly.

The total production was 3,814.912,-
000 board measure, and its total value
$62,819,477. Large as this may ap-
pear it iz a littla less than one-ninth
of the lumber cut in the United States
for 1908 and a little iess than thaf
cut in Washington state in 1907. ©

Of the whole amount, Ontario alone
produced two-fifths, an increase of
17.3 per cent. In spite of this fact,

however, ithe average of the . lumber
in Omntario was $19.80 per thousand,
‘Whereas in Nova Scotia it was only
'$11.96. \

Ottewa, Jan. 31—In the railway
commission this myorning, E. A. Lan-
caster, M.P. for Linceln, withdrew his

bill to amend the railway act by pro-
viding that coroner’s inquests should
be held upon all persons killed by a
tmain.

He took this-action at the request
of the Hon. Geo. Graham, who point-
ed out that the bill as it stood was
an invasion of provincial rights. He
promised, however, o write to the
various provinecial governments call-
ing their attention to the proposal
and asking them to introduce legisla-
tionj to bring it into effect.

Mr. Biggar, K.C., for the Grand
Trunk, accepted the suggestion and
the clause was dropped, whereupon
the rest of the bill was reported.

KING'S ADVISERS.
BEGIN LIBEL SUIF

TO END RUMORS CIRCULA}!‘I_::D
OF ALLEGED MORGANIC AT
MARRIAGE.

London, Jan. 29—The News of the
World says that King George's advis-
ers have instituted eriminal libel ‘pro-
ceedings with the object of ending
the rumors which have been freely
circulated for years that His Majesty,
when Prince of Wales, was Morgan-
atically married to a daughter of an
admiral at Malta.

The defendant in the case is .Ed-
ward Mylius, who is said te be con-
neated with the paper, the Liberator,
published in Paris, which printed the
statements on which the libel charge
is based. Mpylius was arrested seme
weeks ago, committed for trial- and
sent to goal. Subsequently, he was
bailed in the amount of $100,000.

The case will be brought up on
Wedncsday next before Lord ('hlef
-Justice Alverstone and a special jufy.
According to a statement in the Lib-
erator, the defendant intends to pleéad
justification and subpoena the King
as a witness. The constitutional law,
hiowever, makes it impossible for Hiz
Majesty to give evidence in his own
courts.

Practically all the London papers
have stories on the intention of the
King's advisers to carry the cage to
the ccurts on a charge of criminal
libel. It is noteworthy that the Morn-
ing Fost made no reference to the al-
leged Morganic marriage. It Is unt-
derstood; that the proceedings in the
King's Nbel suit are taken undeér &
statute 600 years old.

- The President called
attention to the faet that on the gay
his: message went to Congress when
its influence on the ' market might
haveé been felt, -there was a difference
of only one cent in the price of wheat
at Winnipeg and in Minneapolis. This
was in support of the argument that
rec!pr)ocity would not affect unfavor-
ably the price of articles included in
the agreement in either country. He
declared that he hag not talked with
anyone about the prospects of an ex-
tra gession in case Congress failed to
ratify the agreement. IHe said he had
not and did not intend to hold out
any threats but that he was placing
confidence in the present session.

“Sufficient unto the day is the good
thereof.” is the motto he has adopted
in the case.

POPULAR APPROVAL
“T0 TRADE AGREEMENT

Would Be Effective At Once If Left
To The Y'ublic, Says United Stat:<
Papers—New York Herald  Says
That Seante Wiill Oppose.

Chigago, Jan: 30 —On reciprocity

#ith aCnada, the Record-Herald today

says:
“Already certain mnmbers of con-
gress, including the ‘Progressives,’” are
up in arms against 'a reciprocity
agreement with Canada. Already cer-
tain industries that fear injury from
Canadian competition are declaring
opposition to it. No doubt this s
not wholly uncxpected for reciprocity
has always been honored in the
breach rather than in observance by
many professed, eloquent friends of
the ' -abstract ' proposition. Yet the
situation is really grave and critical
This agreement 'with Canada is funda-
mentally unlike any other. reciprocity
treaty of Canada. 1t is emphatically
a test treaty. If it fails further talk
of reciprocity will be farcical and hy-
pocritical. If it fails many so-call-
ed revisionists will write themselves
down Pickwickian (or Picksniffian)
progressives.

“There is now an honest test of pro-
tection that militates against a most
liberal reciprocity with the Dominion,
President Taft says gently what James
J. Hill and others have said bluntly,
namely, that from the viewpoint of
honest and fair protection no tariff
harrier between Canada and the Unit-
ed States is necessary. If we demand
protection to equalize cost of produc-
tion, there - are no differences to
equalize in this direction.

“There ought to be, as James J. Hill
has repeatedly urged, and amid great
applause, complete freedom of trade
hetween the two countries. The pre-
sent treaty is a modest step in that
direction.”

The Tribune says: “If the real in-
terests of the American people and the
wishes 'of the majority of them con-
trolled Congress, legislation to make
effective the agreement with Canada,
which the President has transmitted
to it, would be enacted in a few
days."”

New York, Jan. 30—The Herald has
received the following despatch from
its Washington correspondent:—

“On Canadian reciproeity, the sen-
ate stands about yeas 42, nays 48.
This is shown by a ° hasty canvass
made by the Herald reporters. It
cannot pass at this session unless sen-
timent sirongly develops among Re-
publican members or unless it gets
the solid Democratic vote.

“Apparently it is opposed by 39 Re-
publicans and favored by 28 Demo-
crats, which shows the smashing of
party lires that has followed the pub-
lication of the agreement. The pre-
gent plan is to dedge a vote during
the present session and hold the mea-
sure in the senate committee on fin-
ance.

»Gentlemen,—1. have much pleasure
in moving the adoption of the report
for the year 19710: !

‘for aid in the inauguration of sub-
‘stantial industries and -the enlarge-
ment of general business, The fesult
is. that our -banking institutions have
become in. p material sense the mov-

ing powe: in all nationa] works as !
well as the necessary ad unct of pri-
vate enterprise. A wide fleld is thus
opencd up with satistactory resuits.
Securities are improving in character
and. value, inveitments are found to
be_ -ampiyv protecic! lavme nEs /e
being mmore promptly met th-m form- |
erly.

Add to these

facts the rapid strides which our rich

north. and western Canada jg making

and the prospercus condition of the

older Provinces, and it is reasomnably

safe to say that with careful manage-

ment and prulent investmen's, banks

occupy a stronger position today than

they have ever done.

The fact that the failurc of one or |
two smaller banks has not afiected

the standing of the existing institu-

tions shows that our banks are on a
solid basis. With anything like care-

ful *and  conservative management,

failure eannot happen. 1f the interests

of the ~ ghareholders and depositors
are safeguarded by watchfulness and

business methods on the part of the
management and directors, the assets
of a bank must always be greater
than its liabilities, and whilst thig is
the state of affairs, the public are
safe. Your Directors have always ad-

hered to this principle ,and have spar-
cd ‘neither time nor consideration in
watching all the outgoings of vour
money. . The. securities have been
closely scrutinized. Investments in the
siightest degree of a speculative
character have been avoided. As a
result, we believe that our present re-
¢ord will appeal to the shareholders in
a convincing manner, and afford them
g0od ground for the confidence they
have in the management. It should be
remembered that this bank has only
been in existence about half the life-
time of others of about the same val-
ume ‘of ‘business. Ag a reward to the
management and all concerned in the
welfare of the Traders Bank, it is
pleasing to nhote that our ' deposits
have increased over last year by six
millions, a c¢ondition which could not
have been ereated except by thor-
oughly good management on the part
of the -Bank officlals .and the confid-
ence which such management always
brings about.

There have been  eleven new
branches .opened during the year.

The

commercial, lustrial and prospec-

tively continuous development’ of our

sreat and widely distributed and di-

versitied resources will tend fo create

an active demand anq profitable em-

ployment of capital. In this regard

the Traders Bank is well equippeag to

have its share; jts assets, very con-

siderably increased . during the past

year, are strong, while a very import-

ant increase of deposits evidences the

rrowing confidence and favor of the

public—two of the prime elements in

justifying anticipation of a progres-

sively improving and profitablé busi-

ness. We can, I feel sure, regard the

future with confidence. If the next
decade shows the splendid ratio of
advance of the past tem years, with

their five-fold increase in assets, their
six-fold growth in deposits, and their
thirty-three fold increase in reserve,
we who may live to see 1921 wil] be
very agreeably astonished. The gen-
erally satisfactory character of the
statement js gratifying. not only on

account of the creditable &ccom-

plishment shown, but it is further to
be regarded as the result of shrewd,
carefu] and aggressive management, a
circumstance not only of imporiance
to the Shareholders, but to the r “He
as well as additionally conduci®z to
that confidenge both, in skill apd ef-
flelency © of, ‘administration, © and in
stability, which is the-foundation of
finanecial success. If there-is an indi-
cation of necessity in these regards in
respect of the banking business gen-
erally, for an improvement in assur-
ance in the returns suggestive of am-
endment . of . the ‘Banking Act, -there
will  be  little ground. to objet-
tion. "As  far as the.Bank is con-
cerned, there js no . ohjection - to
the closest '  scrutiny of its . se-
curities, ‘investment ~and. meéthods.

In this connection, I agree with the
remarks of the’ Président, in regard to
any mspectian that may be considered
desirable to' verify the several essen-
tial items of the annual statement and
monthly returns of Canadian banks.

The one now before us would not be
affected either as to its correctness, or
favorable showing, by the . rigorous
gcrutiny of securities and -the most
thorough independent audit; it must
be satigfactory—as it is a credit—to
the management, to the Shareholders,

to the Bank’s clientele, and I have
great pleasure in seconding the motion
for the adoption of the Report.

Tae motion for the adoption of the
report was carried unanimously.

Jt was moved by E. F. B. Johnston,
K.C., Director, seconded by Rev. J, 8.
Willamson, Shareholder, and resoly-
ed:

That the Shareholders and Directors
i of the Traders RNank of Canada place
on record their hearty approval of
any legislation of the Dominion Par-
liament whereby an independent ex-
amination and audit under the direc-
tion ©f the Government of all Can-
adian banks shall be made from time
to time:

Resolved alsn, that whilst the sys-
tem of auditings should be determin-
ed by the Government, it is hoped
that in the publi¢ interest thée method
to* be devised will be thérough and
efficient, and -of a practical character,
as the Tesult of a defective system
would-create injustice and tend to in-
jure those who miight be induced to
rely on reports having the sahetion
of a ‘Government-or other official
auditor.

That a obpy of this resolution be
forwarded to the Honorable the Min-
ister of Finance.

In speaking to the motion, Mr. E.
F. B. Johnston, K.C: strongly advo-
cated the principle of independent in-
spection and audit. He pointed out
the great beénefit which the Directors
recelve” from our present system of
auditing in' this Bank, and, although
not claiming it to ‘be perfect, he
pointed out-that it was a long step
in the right direction. The Traders
Bank is ‘undoubtedly the pioneer In
seeking to work out some method
whereby the Directors and Sharehold-
ers may receive information and de-
tajls apart from the general man-
agement. Under the proposed legisla-
tion the duties of Directors are
found to be much more onerous than
heretcfore, and the penalties attached
to want of care or lack of thorough-
ness will be severe. It is, therefore,
most important that the Directors
who are endeavoring to be honest
and watchful in their management,
should he protected, as well as the
public, by some practical method of
auditing. He emphasized the fact that

vould have to be efficient, otherwise
thera might be a tendency .to do

»ve ‘harm than good. The greatest
are will have to be taken in devis-
in? a scheme which will ensure safrety
to the publiec, on the one hand, and
avoid danger, on the other hand, from
too much recliance upon the results
obtained from any official examining
the affaivre of a bank. He read the
resolution appointing the present
Auditor to the Board, and showed
how very wide and .comprehensive are
his duties, as defined by the resolu-
tion; and how satisfactorily they are

. carried” into actual practice. This
; official is cutside ‘the general man-

agement, and responsible to the Board
only. His duties involve continuous
work, and there is perhaps no officer
who works harder than he does. A
more  extended and comprehensive
system, applicable to all Banks, would
protect Shareholders and Directors
alike, and would be of the greatest
value to the public.

Mr. Williamson, in seconding, en-
tirely agreed with these remarks.

It was moved by Mr. Geo. Watson
and seconded by Mr. C. D. McLeod

{ that the thanks of the Shareholders

CALGARY 1S TO GET
A PUBLICITY AGENT

Some Suggeést Thag $20,000 or $23,-
000 ‘Should Be Expended This Year
but That Sum is Ultimately Cnt
Down by Committee to $15.000.

Calgary, Jan. 31—The . conference
between the publicity .committee of
the bodrd of tradé "and the special
committee appointed’ by the council,
vesterday afternoon, resulted in g re-
commendation -being made that  the
city give $15,000 towards'a publicity
office dyring 1911, if it can.

In additicn it recommended a gen-
eral scheme.of: publicity embodying
the following ideas, all of which have
been suggested by the board of trade.
A permanéent exhibition in the rooms
on the top floor of the city hall; the
engagement of an experienced man as
publicity commissioner; the placing of
exhibits from Calgary ang district at
fairs and important centres in Can-
ada, the States and Europe; the dis-
semination of literature, by means of
an up-to-date method, about Calgary
and Calgary district, in all centres
from which settlers are coming to
Western Canada; the inauguration of

live news service, weekly or dalily,
if possible, regarding the commercial
and agricultura] features of Calgary
and district; and the dissemination of
literature regarding Calgary as a
manufacturing and distributing cen-
tre.

There was a little wrestle over the
amount which it was reckoned the
eity should give for a start. W. A.
Georgeson, one of the members of the
board of trade, said the money was
wasted unless a good start was
made, and he thougnt $20,000 or
$25,000 should be forthcoming.

On the other hand, Commissioner
Clarke, +while anxious, that the city
should be well adveriised, desired to
keep down the mill rate with the high
assessment, and thought that the city
could only afford $10,000.

The other board of trade delegates,
Messrsn J. A. Valiquette and O. G.
Davenish, suggested.as a compromise
hat $15,000 was & reasonable amount
to ask for, for the initial year, until
it was seen definitely how the scheme
worked out.

The committee agreed to this, as a
whole—that is if it could be legally
obtained.

It was because of this. rush, and
the ensuing hunt for gold that Pro-
fessor Saville was enabled to obtain
his antiques- without even the trouble
of exéavating for them in old tombs.
It was in the neighborhood of Angel,
in the province of Carchil, many miles
intand .from Ecuador's coast, that the
«old rush took place. In digging an
irrigation trench, labhorers hit uponan
ancient tomb containing some rare
spécimens of pottery, beads and other
things usually buried with the bodies
of old-time inhabitants of that coun-
try, but .many gold ornaments  as
well.

Shortly the .gold rush was on and
the billsid2s of Angel were soo0h lined
with excavators. At least 3,000 tombs
were opened and several hundred
thousand dollars in gold, silver and
preciopus stones marketed.  All  the
crnanients of gold and silver went
into the melting pots but other relics
found in the tombs were of no mar-
ket vilue, and thousands of them
were taken by the Saville party. The
collection probably will go to the Am-
erican Museum of Natural History.

. Was 'Densely Populated.

The-data secured by the party show
that the district explored was dense-
ly populated by a highly civilized|
people at a time prior to the begin-
ning of the fifteenth century. The na-
tives were proficient in utilizing met-
als and gems which were found. The
explorers came across the remains of
stone forts commanding the summits

IS DETERMINED

BELIEVES WHAT HE HAS RECOM-
MENDED FOR RECIPROCITY
AGREEMEN:I‘ IS RIGHT.

Washington, Jan. 29—Embarassed
Is a mild word to define the predica-
ment in which the ‘Republican man-
agers of Congreéss have found thém-
sSelves since President Taft subBmitted
his programme for a tommerecial trea-
ty with Canada. High protectionists
corifident of sympathy of the executive

have not hesitated to go to the White
' House with predictions that the party

will be disrupted if the programme is
insisted on. . Insurgents, - many ~ of
whom have become unaccustomed to

visit the White House at all, have been

pursuing the policy of silence.. While
some of them are ready to admit that
the nreposad agreemeént is in line with
their tariff arguments in the past they
fear to adopt it lest they bring upon
their heads the wrath of the agricul-
turists.

President Taft appears to be about
the c¢nly one ‘who is showing no con-
cern about the situation. He is said
to have met all argumeénts against the
agreement’ with .a determination to
disregard mere political objéctions,
whether they come from stand-pattérs
or: insurgents. He believes what he
has recommended to be right. He

tinues so to lbelieve he cannot be dis-

suaded from using eyery force at his

command that advance Yegislation to

put the-agreement into operation.
Faft Realized Arguments.

That President Taft realized fully
what argumients would be advanced
by protectionists against freedom of
trade relations with Canada is proved
by the fact that not a single member
of the ways and means committee of
the' House or the financial committée
of the Senate was appraised in ad-
vance as to what articles would be
affected by-the ireaty. His consulta-
tions were held exclusively with the
Government “trade experts and. only
such of those who were believed to
be outside of. political influence.

Progressive Republicans are deriv-
ing scme comfort from the fact that
Senatcr Aldrich and Speaker Cannon
and numerous others of the “old
guards” apparently were as much in
the dark a4 any one abouf the Pres-
ident’s plans. The Progressives ad-«
mit- that the situation is mystifying.
They knew they had not been called in
duric; the negotiations with Canada’s
commercial representatives and now
they learn that the stand-patters were
equaily neglected.

The question which has arisen na-
turally 'is “How ean President Taft
expect to bring about favorable action
on the agreement without 'the support
of some faction of his party in Con-
gress?”

Believe Taft Has Won.

London, Jan. 29-—British experts in
internationals politics believe that in
the outcome of Washington-Ottawa re-
cipreocity negotiations, Mr. Taft has
won not. only a distinct triumph but
also a larger advantage in the general
relaticns  between the United States
and her northern neighbor.
