Man’s Arm Sewn to His luce.
With the skin of his right anil 

sewn to his face and the whole arm 
and head firmly enclosed in, a heavy 
plaster cast, a patient at Guy’s Hos­
pital is now undergoing one of jtho 
most remarkable cures ever attempt­
ed at that institution.

As a result of a slowly developing 
growth on the right cheek most ôf 
the upper jaw and overlying tissues 
had to be removed six years ago. 
After the operation a hollow large 
enough to hold an hen’s egg and de­
void of skin remained. The present 
operation is an attempt ito cause a 
portion of the growing shin tissues of 
the arm to take root over the denuded 
area so as to .provide -a new cheek.

At the operation, which was per­
formed ten days ago, an area of akin 
two inches square was lifted* from 
over the right biceps, so that three 
edges were free, the fourth side be­
ing left attached to the arm. The 
patient’s arm was then raised and 
bent over the head, so that the bend 
of his elbow touched his forehead. 
The free end of the flap was then 
drawn over the sunken part of the 
cheek and stitched to the side of the 
nose and mouth. The whole arm and 
head were then firmly bandaged, and 
a strong plaster cast was applied.

DETERMINED PATIENT.
"The skin flap had to be left at­

tached to the arm,” one of the sur­
geons explained, yesterday, “so that 
it could have some blood supply imt-.l 
new vessels have formed at the point 
where the flap is sewn to the nose. 
In ten days’ time that is three weeks 
after the operation, we shall cut 
away the square of skin from its 
remaining atachment on the arm and 
sew it over the remainder of the gap. 
We can then remove the patient’s 
plaster cast and free him from his un­
comfortable position.”

As a rule these operations fail be­
cause the patient is unable to with­
stand the pain of his cramped posi­
tion and tears the arm away before 
the flap has properly taken root.

“I had awful cramps continually 
the first four or five days,” the patient 
stated, “but they are not so bed now, 
I have stood It for ten days already, 
so I think I can hold out to the 
finish.”—Daily Mail.

At first we were inclined also to 
congratulate the Board on the prompt­
ness of its decisions in the cases n, 
the seven disputed applications. Wo 
find ourselves unable to do so. Wo 
are inclined to wonder whether or not 
the Board took sufficient time to con­
sider the merits of the applications 
and the objections raised in every one 
of the seven cases.

The Board would have acted more 
astutely if it had given its decisions 
without adding reasons for the course 
it pursued. These reasons are not 
Immune from attack even in the case» 
where the decisions were, as we be­
lieve, sound.

We recognize, however, that the 
Board acted in a spirit of good faith, 
with the utmost frankness, with a'de­
sire to take the public into their con­
fidence, and with an earnest intent to 
do/the right thing. v

The Board also desired to be prompt 
and business like, but this virtue it­
self has hurried ■ i( into setting 
forth reasons incoherent with one an­
other and conflicting with the law.

We concur unhesitatingly with the 
decision to re-grant licenses in the 
cases of Rankin, Collins and O’Reilly. 
We believe the decisions are fully in 
accordance with the spirit and letter 
of/the Licensing Act, 1906.

Launch of the White Star Line’s Trl- 
ple-Serew 8.

The gigantic Measurements of this 

vessel are best appreciated when it 
is known that in length the ‘Olympic " 
overtops the height of the Metropoii 
tan Tower in New York by 782 feet, 
is twice as long as the height of the 
dome of St. Peter's -at Rome, and 
equals in length the total drop of the 
famous Bridal Veil Fall in the Yose- 
mite Valley. Indeed, If the “Olympic” 
and her sister-vessel “Titanic” (soon 
to launched) were placed end to end 
under the Brooklyn Bridge, they 
would completely block the East 
River, and extend over the shore one 
hundred feet on each side. It is also 
interesting to note that the length of 
each of these ships is four times the 
height of Bunker Hill Monument.

In each ship three million rivets, 
weighing in all 1,200 tons, have been 
employed to bind the maShive steel 
plates, insuring the greatest stability, 
and the rudder of each vessel weighs 
100 tons, yet will be moved by electri­
city as lightly as a feather.

In the olden 
times charitable men went a round in 
sackcloth and helped the poor an.l 
needy.

That's the doctrine of charfi^ that we 
learned in our young days, tint these 
days were slow and there wasn’t as 
much talk about the mighty, dollar 
as we have now. Newfoundland and 
Newfoundlanders have been the step­
ping stone that placed many an out­
sider before the gaze of charitably 
disposed people in the outside world. 
Now, I think we have a sufficient crop 
and should cry halt. Enough ‘mar­
tyrs’ have bled for our country, and 
they have been frostbitten often 
enough to please any one. The north­
easters ought to feel satisfied, for 
they have been blown off the coast 
often enough the past four or five 
summers, and have subsisted on cap­
lin and weeds long enough to suit the 
ardent lovers' of fiction. We are try­
ing to do our best to get ourselves 
thought something of by the outside 
world, and surely we don’t want our 
progress impeded by echoes of starv­
ation in Newfoundland. Our papers 
have kicked at Dr. Grenfell’s treat­
ment of us; but watch and you’ll see 
that nothing of a serious nature will 
be attempted to stop the ‘shooting off,' 
and in a few weeks' time we will come 
In for another roasting. Then we’ll 
whine again, and like the kicked dog 
we’ll growl ourselves asleep, dream 
pleasant dreams, wake up and forget 
it all. Watch!”

Marshall and Spitzberg, medical ex­
perts, who examined the human parts 
unearthed the evidence which they 
had given in the Lower Court. This 
was in confirmation of the testimony 
given yesterday by professor Pepper 
the pathologist, who swore that the 
flesh was human, but that he could 
not determine by anatomy the sex of 
the victim.

BOARD S DECISION AND REASONS

find the decision of the Licensing 
Board in relation to certain applica­
tions for licenses, to the granting of 
which objections had been filed.

The Board considers that a license, 
or the right, (whatever the nature of 
that right may be), to expect a furth­
er grant of same from year to year, 
which Is to be gathered from the Act, 
does not expire with the death of the 
Licensee.

It does not necessarily follow that 
such licenses will, in all cares, be 
continued,but it appears to the Board 
that, ordinarily, the circumstances 
will be such that they will. It appears 
to the Board that, generally, persons 
unconnected with the deceased rhould 
be refused.

Nos. 2 and 3 of above cases fall 
within those cases in which ordinarily 
the licenses should be continued, and 
In Noil the circumstances are. in the 
opinion of the Board, such as to take 
it out of the general rule, and to war­
rant the Board granting or continuing 
the license to the applicants. The li­
cense in the latter case will, however, 
be granted to John J. Mulcahy, as he 
is sole owner of the premises, and A.
D. Rankin & Co. ir only his firm name.

The objectors depended solely on 
the argument that the Board had no 
power to grant or continue such Hr 
censes. No objection was made to the 
applicants personally.

MARY J. FLYNN.
The circumstances of this case are 

very peculiar. Applicant’s former 
husband (one Feeban) held a license 
for the premises now occupied by her. 
Upon bis death, some years ago, be- 
fo-e the Adt of 1906, his widow (the 
present applicant) continued the buri- 
ncss, the license being granted to her. 
After she married her present hus­
band (one Flynn) the license was 
granted In his name In pursuance of 
a policy followed by the police and 
the then Licenring Magistrate, of hav­

ing all licenses held by men. The 
license was so continued for some 
years. Now Flynn neglects or re­
fuses (as it is put) to apply for a li­
cense and the applicant applies in her 
own name. She has been and con­
tinues to be the owner of the prem­
ises and stock in trade.

Under these circumstances, the 
Board considers that the license 
should be granted to applicant. To 
hold otherwise would be to permit an 
Act of Parliament and the Licens­
ing Board created thereunder to be 
made lnrtruments to victimize the ap­
plicant. It does not follow that the 
Board would exercise its discretion in 
favour of any other applicant. Gen­
erally, and apart from the attendant 
circumstances of this particular case, 
It is conceived that It would not. No 
objection is made to applicant per­
sonally.

JOHN KELLY.
The Board is of opinion that the 

“premises” of this applicant Is a 
“premises" that was licensed before 
the passing of the Act of 1910, and is, 
therefore, not rubjact to the provis­
ions of that Act. The Board is of 
opinion that, having regard to the 
site and the nature and extent of the 
alterations, additions and deductions, 
the premises are now substantially 
the same as the premises licensed be­
fore the passing of the above Act. 
No objection is raised to the applicant 
personally. The application is, there­
fore, allowed.

ELLIS & CO.
The Board Is asked to do In this 

case what practically amounts to a 
revision of Its former decision, on the 
assumption that the former decision 
is erroneous. The consequences otj 
the Board accepting the principle lp-j 
volved In thin proposition is so far- 
reaching and serious, and is so con­
trary to the principle generally follow­
ed, that the Board cannot accede to It. 
It is consequently unnecessary to .pur­
sue the Inquiry as to whether the 
Board was right 6r wrong In itc form­
er decision. If revision Is desired, 
some Court of Appeal from the Board’s 
decisions must be provided.

In the written objections, the charge 
tr made that some concealment or 
suppression of facts from,the Board 
by the applicant was made on his 
former application. If that had been 
shown to .the Board to be true, the 
Board would have had no hesitation 
whatever in re-opening the whole mat­
ter. At the hearing, however, ob­

jectors’ Counsel stated that he did 
not propose to show that the applic­
ant had concealed or suppressed any­
thing from the Board. No objection 
is raised to applicant personally. The 
application is, therefore, allowed.

T. J. ALLAN.
Upon inquiry, the Board finds that 

applicant has been convicted on three 
different occasions of offences against 
the License Acts. These Acts provide 
several penalties,and in certain cases 
forfeiture of license for such offences. 
The applicant has suffered the pen­
alties Imposed by the magistrate, but 
he has not incurred the penalty of 
forfeiture.

Generally, the Board believes it 
should not refuse to continue licenses 
In such cases, and thu^ practically 
supersede the authority of the Courts 
of Law, but should act In conformity 
therewith. It does not follow, how­
ever, that the Board will refrain from 
acting where it is known to it that 
although an offender has not actually 
legally forfeited his license, he is a 
notoriously unfit and improper person 
to have one. After such inquiry as 
the Board has found practicable in thir 
case, it is not prepared to refuse this 
application; and it is therefore al­
lowed .

Second Annual Dinner
Of the Newfoundland Society of New 

York.
The second annual dinner of the 

Newfoundland Society of New York 
took place in the parlors of the Im­
perial Hotel, Brooklyn, on the eve of 
Columbus Day, the 11th inst.

In the absence of President How­
ell, Capt. John W. McGrath, the 1st 
Vice-President of the Society, presid­
ed, who in his opening address dwelt 
at length upon the aims and objects 
of the Society, exhorting all New­
foundlanders to enroll in its member­
ship.

Letters regretting their inability to 
be present were read from Sir Ed­
ward Morris and Capt. Robert A. 
Bartlett.

Before proceeding with the usual 
after-dinner programme, the assem­
blage stood and drank a silent toast 
to the memory of Charles Trippe, late 
Chairman of the Board of Governors 
and one of the founders of the So­
ciety, who died on June 16th last.

The Secretary’s report lor the past 
year was then read, _after which the 
Secretary-elect, Mr. E. St. John How- 
ley, made a brilliant speech, outlin­
ing the scope and policy of the So­
ciety in the future and convincing 
his hearers that Newfoundlanders in 
New York need, and must have, an 
organization on a plane somewhat 
higher than that of a mere social club.

In responding to the loajst to the 
President of the United States, Dr. 
Thomas B. Gregory said in part, that 
after some years of intimacy with 
Newfoundlanders he felt protid, as an 
American, to say that no other nation 
contributed a more intelligent 
straightforward and progressive citi­
zen than the remnant of the good old 
Anglo-Saxon race coming from New­
foundland.

Counsellor Edwin B. Woods re­
sponded to the toast to Sir Edward 
Morris, Premier of Newfoundland, in 
a brief and eloquent manner, which 
elicited the enthusiastic applause of 
the audience.

Mr. W. J. S. Ryall in a masterly 
speech appealed to the patriotism of 
Newfoundlanders, pointing out the 
great necessity for the upbuilding of 
our Society as a medium through 
which the interests of our native land 
may be promoted and by which we 
may be brought, as a people, into 
closer communion with the citizens of 
this country.

Mr. L. F. Saunders, a well known 
industrial promoter, who has spent 
much of his time in Newfoundland,
