It was
this: “We not
only try to fur­
nish with taste, 
but we try to fit 
the room to the 
person who is to 
occupy it, and 

make it a characteristic and desirable 
setting for the personality of the
owner." . ,

How many rooms one enters, in 
which it is evident that no such effort 
to embody the individuality of the 
occupant in the furnishings of the 
room, has been made.

Little after touches, such as the 
presence of magazines or music. • the 
lavish distribution of embroideries, the 
nature of the rows of books on the 
book-shelves, may suggest and depict 
to us, the character of The persons who 
inhabit the room, but in the actual 
furnishings themselves, there is fre­
quently no relation to those persons. 
Mission was in style when this room 
was furnished, and so the room con­
sists of so many set pieces of mis­
sion.

Everyone, I believe, has 
a color which peculiarly belongs to 
him.

Again, wfe can choose the style of 
furnishings just as carefully. Don't 
Subscribe to mission, Just because mis­
sion is the rage. Mission is Just as 
unbecoming to certain people as tail­
ored shirtwaists and stiff collars. 
Don’t get mahogany just because ma­
hogany is expensive. The exquisite 
graining and coloring of golden oak 
might be thought more beautiful than 
mahogany, if it had chanced to be 
more costly. Don't buy an oblong 
table and a davenport, just because 
these are the style, if in your heart 
you really like a round table and a 
couch better. Remember, that styles 
will come and styles will go during 
the years you will probably live with 
that furniture.

Don’t stock up with old fashioned 
furniture, just because you know that 
is considered artistic. There are peo­
ple to whom old fashioned furniture 
naturally belongs, and people to whom 
it does not, just as there are girls who 
look charming in quaint flowered mus­
lins and fichus and other old time 
sty les, and other girls on whom such 
styles look incongruous and irrelevant.

Don't try to get everything at once 
and lower your standard of quality in 
order to encompass quantity. Have 
the essentials just as you want them, 
and be willing to wait for the fill-ins. 
Far better that your home should be 
a bit bare at first, than that it- should 
be well stocked with cheap and 
meaningless furniture.

Don't try to furnish a home in a 
week, a month, or a year. Home 
building—I don’t mean house build­
ing—should be the dream and labor of 
a lifetime. I wish our girls might be 
taught the technique of home furnish- 

1 ing in the public schools, and from 
then on might each plan and dream 

! about her home until the time to 
\ make the dream a reality should come. 
! Some of the homes, of course, would 
; never materialize. But think of the 
: benefit accruing to those which really 
j die come true. And surely no beau- 
; tiful dreaming can ever he a loss even 
, if the reality never follows the 
! dream.

Household Notes.
Turnips are liked better by many 

persons if they are parboiled and 
drained before the final cooking. A 
little potato added to mashed turnips 
is a pleasing variety.

When a fabric loses its color - In 
washing, it may frequently be re­
stored by sponging the material with 
ammonia and frater.• If this fafls. 
vinegar may be effectual.

A rich puff paste baked in strips 
about an inch wide and two or three 
inches long, is very good in sand­
wiches. Guava jelly and whipped 
cream are used for filling.

Paint stains may be removed from 
woolen fabrics by rubbing with tur­
pentine. If the stains are old and do

Canned Air.
Nearly everything is successfully 

canned now—or “tinned," as they say 
in England. Canned air is the newest 
thing to be added to the many varie­
ties. The jaden Londoner pitting for 
a breath of really fresh air no long­
er need rush off to the seaside for 
his ozone. Every station of the Cen­
tral London Railway will soon have 
its own apparatus for mixing electri­
cally produced ozone with the atmos­
phere at the platform level and in the 
adjoining “tube," so that its patrons 
can enjoy the health-giving elements 
while travelling to and from their of­
fices.

At the Bank Station, recently equip­
ped with the patent ozone mixing 
system of ventilation, six thousand to 
seven thousand cubic feet of ozonized 
àir arc pumped into the station and 
its adjoining "tube” every minute 
from seven in the morning until one 
o’clock at night. As a result the 
acrid, dampish odor so noticeable in 
some of the earlier-built “tube" sys­
tems has utterly disappeared.

What look li,ke two large wooden 
packing boxes, perched on the roof of 
the booking office, contain all the ap­
paratus necessary for the revivifica­
tion of the “tube's” atmosphere. A 
couple of square yards of cocoanut 
matting, kept wet by a constant 
stream of water trickling over it, acts 
as a filter through which air is sucked 
into one of these large wooden boxes 
by a vacuum pump. This screens 
from the air all the contained dust, 
soot and microbes. The purified air is 
then carried to a main ventilating 
shaft, where it is mixed with the 
ozone.

The ozone is produced in the sec­
ond box, where by another suction 
pump a continuous stream of air is 
drawn across a space through which 
a high-tension electric current is 
passing. In the process ozone is 
formed, apd this, mixed with the fil­
tered fresh air, is pumped down to 
the platform level, where it is dis­
tributed through a dozen ventilators. 
Â portion of the ozone-laden air is 
also carried along in a large galvan­
ized iron pipe to empty into the tun­
nel forty feet from its entrance.—The 
Boston Transcript.

Another
Shooting

Accident.

Trouble Between 
the Council 

Officials.
We learn on good authority of some 

trouble which arose on account of a 
conflict of testimony between officials 
of the City Council.

It appears that the Mayor noticing 
the delay in the bills not being out in 
time caused an enquiry to be held and 
summoned the collectors before Fin­
ance Committee, comprised of the May­
or and Councillors Channing and Mul- 
laly. The collectors were put to a 
severe examination regarding the de­
lay. Both these officials gave their 
opinions in a straightforward manner 
regarding their work in connection 
therein and positively stated that in 
their opinion the shortage in the col­
lection as compared with the same 
date last year was caused by the bills 
not being ready to deliver until 
month later than usual—the reason 
for Which they failed to understand 
During the investigation the Mayor 
and Committee were given by the col 
lectors to understand that they had 
always assisted in the making out of 
the bills previous to assorting them 
for deltverey. but for reasons best 
known to the Secretary this was not 
doue this season.

Mr. Slattery and Mr. Mahoney were 
then called to the meeting to explain 
the delay. The latter denied the tes­
timony of the collectors. The col­
lectors weer then informed by the 
Committee that in their opinion they 
were guilty of prevarication.

It appears that when Messrs. Grace 
and Larkin learned that they were 
branded as untruthful they wrote the 
Mayor asking him to call a meeting 
so that they might be given a clianee 
to vindicate themselves of the un­
pleasant stain on their characters.

A meeting was then held and the 
collectors produced documentary evi­
dence by handing,to the Mayor water 
bills which contained the figures in 
the writing of the collectors. This 
settled the controversy- in favor of the 
collectors. By a unanimous vote the 
Committee fully exonerated the col­
lectors front ell blame and ordered the 
whole proceedings to be recorded in 
the minutes for future reference. This 
being a public matter and an import­
ant one. we will anxiously await the 
action of the Mayor and Council 
this connection.

The Adventure
Returns.

Tin- s.s. Adventure, Capt. Couch, 
arrived here at 3 p.m.'yesterday from 
Philadelphia laden with hard coal for 
A. J. Harvey & Co. The ship left 
here on Saturday, the 13th ult., and 
was badly buffeted,’as she met a suc­
cession of gales from the W. and N.W. 
The ship was light in ballast and 
when 4 days out her coal supply began 
to run short, and she ran to Halifax to 
obtain a supply. She arrived there 
on Thursday, the 18th, and resumed 
her voyage next day, after taking 150 
tons of coal for her bunkers. She had 
fair weather after this and in going 
up the Delaware River met heavy 
ice. which put some ships ashore and 
damaged others, but which the Ad­
venture easily forced through. The 
ship left Philadelphia on Thursday, 
the 25th. and had it finp till Sunday 
last. when in the latitude of Halifax 
a severe storm was encountered and 
she was hove to |or seven hours. It 
was intensely frosty, the ship became 
badly iced up, the decks being cover­
ed. and the ship too.k a heavy list 
to port. The crew worked assidu­
ously in beating the ict off the rails, 
decks and running gear, and began to 
run again when the weather became 
more civil. Monday morning another 
storm broke on her and she hove to 
again for six hours about 180 miles 
W. by N. of Cape Pine. Between 
Scatterie and Canso she steamed 
through 30 miles of heavy slob icèy. 
The ship sustained no damage in the 
stormy weather passed through.

In a second article descriptive of 
the Durbar ceremonial, T. H. Preston, 
of Brantford, who represented the 
Canadian Press Association thus tells 
of a much-talked-of incident:

“Rather an unpleasant incident 
arose out of the act of homaging to 
the insubordination of the Gaekwar 
of Baroda. This individual poses as 
the most progressive ruler in India, 
any as having introduced in his state 
such advanced measures as technical 
education and compulsory school at­
tendance. He is notorious for seek­
ing the limelight, and is not so civil­
ized as to be above making sport for 
himself and his guests by setting 
elephants or bullocks drunk and then 
inciting them, to fight. In addition the 
Ranee, his wife, who, like himself, 
has travelled considerably, is said to 

-be the most pronounced seditiouist in 
India.

A NERVY REQUEST.
“Before the cerembnv he asked his 

British resident (each native ruler 
has a representative of Great Britain 
associated with him) to write the 
King and ask that lie (the King) 
should receive him standing—in other 
words, as an equal. He was advised 
to take time to reflect before sending 
such a message but after doing so 
persisted in the request and endeav­
ored to induce the other native rulers 
to take the same course.

“Needless to sa?-, his request was 
not granted, with the result that he 
appeared at the Durbar in an Orien­
tal costume of ordinary white linen 
and made his bow in a manner which 
seemed to indicate disrespect rather 
than respect. and attracted the atten­
tion of all present.

"The outcome is that he has been 
obliged to make a public apology."

THE POLITICAL CHANGES.
The great surprise of the Durbar, 

the announcement concerning the 
political changes, came when the 
ceremonial appeared to have ended. 
“Consternation reigned in the camp of 
the Lieutenant-Governor of Bengal, 
not merely because Calcutta was be­
ing deprived of capital honors, but al­
so because the most important ad­
ministrative changes has been deter­
mined upon without warning, and 
without consultation with the people 
most directly affected. The official 
correspondence shows that the chang­
es had been determined upon as far 
back us August last.”

“Let it be said.” writes Mr. Pres­
ton, “that the King is the fortunat- 
possessor of a voice of wonderful 
carrying power and that the messages 
which he had to deliver were dislinc*- 
I?- hea’d by thousands."

Silk From Wood.

A Swiss scientist, -Dr. Haab, Direc­
tor of the Zurich Eye Clinic, has de­
signed what is said to be the most 
powerful and efficient electromagnet, 
for the use of occulists, in existence 
so far. Dr, Hash’s electromagnet is 
for the purpose of extracting foreign 
substances such as steel from the 
eye. Two of the special advantages 
of this particular magnet are its high 
power, and the fact that the power 
can be turned off at any time by the 
foot of the operator, so that the mag­
net need not be moved in order to 
stop its action. The magnet is mount­
ed on a castiron pillar in such a man­
ner that it can easily be turned in 
any direction.

While specially designed for the 
use of occulists, it is said to be well 
adapted for the extraction of iron 
filings, etc., from wounds in any part 
of the body, thus saving tedious and 
painful operations with pincers or 
other surgical operations. This won­
derful instrument is described and il- 
ulstrated in the Scientific American.

“ Nine-to-One”
Exchange.

London’s Newest Telephone Device.
A recçrd in telephone construction 

has been achieved with the new “Nine- 
to-One” Avenue Exchange in the City 
of London. The full equipment, cap­
able of dealing with 10,000 subscrib­
ers, was completely installed in six 
months. No other exchange of a 
similar size has been made ready in 
less than a year. As it stands at 
present the “Nine-to-One” Exchange 
is worth approximately £ 160,000.

The exchange has been christened 
the “Nine-to-One" because, by a novel 
system, a call from a subscriber 
lights lamps in front of nine oper­
ators, so that the chances are nine to 
one that an operator will be disen­
gaged and able to answer the call in­
stantaneously. At present the new 
Avenue is the only exchange in this 
country where this calling method is 
installed, although a much smaller 
exchange at Ilford is being construct­
ed on the same principle.

The transfer of the old Avenue Ex­
change subscribers to the new build­
ing has been postponed from to-day— 
the date originally fixed, until next 
Saturday, in order that every single 
line may have its effectiveness test­
ed by experts. No fewer than twenty- 
eight underground cables, containing 
15,200 pairs of wires, connect th< 
“Nine-to-Ono” with its subscribers 
and the other exchanges of London

In the new exchange every sub­
scriber’s line is connected with the 
operating board at three different 
points, and when the subscriber calie 
a tiny electric lamp glows at each of 
the three points, which come within 
a set ion worked by nine operators. 
Diret .y one of the operators attende 
to the call all three lights go out. 
Three hundred girls will be employed 
at tl-u exchange.—Daily Mail.

Buys a Haunted 
House.

It Is known he 
Fritwell and is located near Banbury 
Sir John paid $36,500 for the estate 
The spooky reputation of the house 
arose from three tragedies.

Two brothers of the family were 
in love with the same lady, and the 
story runs that the younger impris 
oned the elder in what was known as 
“a human dog kennel” in the attic fo 
fourteen years. The elder brother’s 
death was attributed to starvation 
Sir Baldwin Wake, who bought the 
place shortly after the Longueville’s 
tenancy expired, was suspected' of 
having killed his son in a quarrel 
over a card game. According to the 
tradition the body was concealed by 
Sir Baldwin and another son in the 
"dog kennel.” T^n years ago the 
house was renovated and the “dog 
kennel” removed. Entrance to the 
“kennel” was obtained through e 
sliding door in the rear of a cup­
board.

Lord Muncaster celebrated bis 77th 
birthday on Christmas Day. Hia 
lordship served with the 90th Light 
Infantry in the Crimea, and for twen­
ty years he had a peat at Intervals In 
the ’tiouse of Commons.

It was at Muncaster that Henry VI 
was sheltered after the battle of Tow- 
ton in 1641 by Sir John Pennington 
to whom the monarch, so the legend 
goes, gave a glass cup, since known 
as the "Luck of Muncaster.” Attach­
ed to it there is a tradition that “at 
long as the ‘Luck of Muncaster’ re­
mains unsmashed there will never be 
a male heir wanting for Muncaster 
Castle.”

Chamberlain 
and Home Rule

LONDON, Jan. 31.

At the Unionist rally last night, 
Austen Chamberlain congratulated 
Carson, Londonderry and Ulster Un­
ionists on their stand, They had 
made it clear, they said, that con­
spiracy to break up the constitution, 
emasculate the House of Lords, and 
pass Home Rule without the direct 
mandate of the people, could never 
be carried without civil war in Ire 
land. The Government forgot to rec­
kon with the courage and patriotism 
of Ulster. Home Rule, he believed 
still-born. If the claims of Irish Na­
tionalists for Home Rule were good, 
the claims of Ulster for separate 
treatment were equally good. Ac­
count must be taken of the differences 
of history between the two sections of 
the Irish people. The Bill, he said, 
was useless, and the history of the 
Irish parliament was an inglorious 
one. It gave people no peace or pros­
perity. There was no practical griev­
ance which they could point to to 
justify their demand for breaking 
partnership with the United Parlia­
ment.

A terrible panic among officials at 
Tien Tsin caused many of them to 
seek shelter to-day in the foreign con­
cessions.
