( omit of the accident which gave rise 
to the report that she had been killed 
by an avalanche. She says:—

“We were crossing Bilapho Pass at 
; bout an 18,000-foot height when an 
Italian porter, named Chenoz, who was 
carrying the rope, strode ahead. I 
was about three paces behind when 
suddenly without a word or a cry he 
disappeared, carrying the rope, which 
was the only means of extrication. 
Having only one extra rope remaining,
; he head guide called down the cre­
vasse and a faint reply showed that 
Chenoz, who was far below was still 
■live. Six started after the head guide, 
who was back in an hour and a half 
when Chenoz was extricated from an 
80-foot depth. He was still conscious 
and was carried to camp. Everything 
possible was done for him, but he died 
the same night from shock."

The letter describes the work of the 
expedition on the Siachen, or Rose 
Glacier, which is the largest and long- 
\st in Asia. During nine days in July 
Dr. and Mrs. Workman and three Ital­
ian guides made theVfirst ascents of 
four important snow passes at two 
sources of this glacier, the heigths 
varying from 19,500 to 21,000 feet, 
which -constitutes a record> for glacial 
exploration.

For six weeks all the camps were 
above 17,000 feet and the cold was oft­
en intense. Grant Peterkin, a Lon­
don surveyor, was enabled, owing to 
favourable weather, to map the entire 
Rose Glacier. Mrs. Workmans expedi­
tions of 1911 and 1912 make the hither­
to unexplored Siachen the most 
thoroughly explored of any of the 
Himalayan glaciers.

Special Evening Telegram.
POGORiTZA To-day.

The Montenegrians have capturée. 
Detchitch Mountain. The Turkish 
comander. and offrers and many sol­
diers have surrendered. For thirty 
hours the battle between the Montene­
grin forces, under direct command 
of King Nicholas, and the Turkish 
troops strongly entrenched in the 
h'lls. has been in progress. Strongly- 
fortified positions were occupied by 
the Turks on Dirchitch mountain, 
which the road to Scutari. Reinforce­
ments were brought up which resulted 
in a general engagement which ex­
tended along the line for several miles. 
King Nicholas remained at his head­
quarters. Podgoritza while the Crown 
Prince directed operations at tfa- 
front. The Montenegrins resumed the 
bombardment of Dirchitch at dawn 
and a heavy cannonading was kept up 
until 11 o'clock yesterday - morning, 
when the Turkish batteries on til 
mountain were silenced. Meantime a 
great battle was proceeding near the 
Tu: kish town. Tushi. about fifteen 
miles south of Podgoritza. At four 
yesterday afternoon the Turkish com­
mander of Deirchitch with his officers 
and a majority of bis troops surren­
dered. The Montenegrins captured 
four guns. There were heavy tosses 
on both sides, but the Montengriu 
camp gave itself over to rejoicings on 
the first victory of the war. A divi­
sion of Montengrins commanded by 
General Yukotuc-h. crossed the frontier 
early this morning near Berana.

TO-MORROW'S MATCH. — The
football match between H.M.S. Corn­
wall and the City takes place on St. 
George's Field to-morrow afternoon. 
The contest, no doubt, will prove o: 
more than ordinary interest. The 
city team had not been selected up to 
noon to-day. as Saturday is such a 
busy day that some of the best play­
ers will not be able to get off from 
work.

Working For
The People.

The Philanthropic Tvrkis — -Edward 
and Donald.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—When a great national 

enterprise was inaugurated in New 
South Wales, ou Friday, September 
13th. King George cabled congratula­
tions “to my people” of the Common­
wealth. We have every loyalty and 
respect for the King and expect him 
to cable “to his people” of the Empire 
when occasion arises.

But what contempt should we have 
for a man like E. P. Morris whom we 
know all about from his boyhood up, 
apeing the King, and referring to us 
—to you and me and all of us—as 
“my people.” 1 will tell “my peo­
ple,” etc., etc., he says in New York.

Will anyone who knew E. P. Morris 
when he lived in Poor House Lane, 
and later, when he began to harangue 
the people in St. John’s West, allow 
him to call you “my people.” Nothing 
hut presumption, kept alive by gall, 
brass, jaw, could induce a man to re­
fer to us in that way. Is he living 
on presumptions because he said he 
would accept no salary?

Working for Nothing.
From E. P. Morris’s experience in 

life, and his sentiments expressed at 
elections times, one would expect him 
to be a real demagogue, «forking for 
the people. Whereas the People's/ 
Party to-day has well earned the 
popular title “The Picnic Party.” No 
one who does not want a reaT good 
picnic need apply for membership in 
that party. But the farmers, fisher­
men. labourers and all who work for 
a living, the voters who helped to 
elect that party, need not apply for 
any^picnic.

But is E. P. Morris as a politician a 
real live demagogue—a people's man. 
working for the people? Which of us 
—earning no salary in politics—would 
refuse a trip or several trips around 
this Island and to England and to 
Europe at the Government expense? 
Which of us would have the “gall.” to 
tell “my people" that we are working 
for no salary, leaving it to he inferred 
"Services Free.” And which of us 
have brass enough to charge $7.000 or 
more for going to the Hague Arbitra­
tion and there listen to our ablest law­
yer the late Sir J. S. Winter argue 
our case? E. P. Morris who is work­
ing without salary in polities—so he 
said (working overtime now) and 
Donald Morison, the timber philan­
thropist, each got that much more or 
less out of the Hague Arbitration ac­
count. If they did work, it’s time we 
knew what they did. And both of 
them flourish banners with the 
strange device: “The People’s Party.” 
Is that Morison's idea of a “business 
government?” This is the same E. P. 
Morris who said he was working with­
out salary and who thinks he has still 
got St. John’s West in l$s pocket. 
And this is the same Donald Morison 
who thinks he created Bonavista Bay 
and wrote the letter to Strong about 
cutting timber on- Crown Lands, be­
sides getting his share of nearly 14.- 
000 square miles of timber land.

Perfectly Ridiculous.
There is a period, however, in E. P. 

Morris's political life that ought not 
to be forgotten—lditto llorison’sI 
which period impels us to think that 
Sir E. P. Morris as a politician gen­
erally stood out for Reid contracts, 
though Morison. his Attorney General, 
stood in for timber limits. We are 
not now referring to the time when 
E. P. Morris said it would be “perfectly 
ridiculous” for Donald Morison to 
have remembered the law when he 
wrote that letter to Strong. We re­
fer to that period commencing in 
1898, when the Reid 1898 contract was 
before the House of Assembly, when 
Sir R. Bond and Sir E. P. Morris were 
sitting on the Opposition side of the 
House, when it was believed that the 
Winter Government was in line with 
the 1898 Contract and that Bond and 
E. P. Morris were opposed to the 
Winter Government and the Reid Con­
tract. What happened? Ned Morris 
took the floor in the Assembly before 
Sir R. Bond had spoken, and gave an 
hour’s speech applauding the Reids 
and the i'Smous 1898 Contract and 
voted for it. Then what happened? 
In the next Election of 1900 E. P. Mor­
ris went wdth Bond and the Liberal 
Party, pledged to reform the Reid 1898 
Contract, which he had voted for. He 
didn’t mind. In the Bond Government 
which followed he assisted Bond in 
passing the 1901 Contract, reforming 
the famous 1898 Contract, and taking 
back the Telegraphs and the reversion, 
etc., which he had voted to give to 
the Reids. He didn’t mind. E. P. 
Morris, being Attorney General in 
Bond’s Government, acted as lawyer 
for Ihe Government in the Telegraph 
Arbitration which followed between 
the Reids and the Government, and 
the Reids got one million five hundred 
thousand dollars. Did E. P. Morris 
mind? But his spokesman. P. T. Mc­
Grath and the Chronicle, now wants 
to blame Bond for it all? Should he? 
Will Sir E. P. Morris come out and 
justify his own political conduct on 
these two contracts. It’s no use ask­
ing McGrath to do it for him. for he 
seldom or never answers the pith of 
an argument but goes all round it 
and seldom disdains to be scurril­
ous. However, Morris stood .in with 
Bond’s Government until he left in 
1907. From 1898 to 1907 is the period 
we speak of. and if anyone wants to 
know E. P. Morris as a politician he 
ought to give some attention to this 
period of his politics as well as to 
the rest.

After that, whilst in Opposition in 
the House, he was not very outspoken. 
He continued to sit in Opposition till 
1908 with his mouth more or less 
open, but he had nothing to say. But 
he didn’t mind.

The Picnic Party.
His spokesman to-day is P. T. Mc­

Grath (of the Chronicle) who has in 
his time called him everything that a 
miserable minded man could call an­
other. You know P. T. McGrath has 
in turn supported almost every prom­
inent poltician in Newfoundland, and 
in turn abused and vilified the same. 
Why is this? Because P. T. McGrath 
is not a likely man to be or become 
a paragon, or an apostle, or an arbiter 
of fashion, morals or polities.

However, E. P. Morris collaborated 
with tffe same P. T. McGrath and 
coined the title “The People's Party” 1

and with the help of a few (now dis­
satisfied) voters became Premier. The 
Party is now well known as the PIC­
NIC PARTY.

One of the first acts of Sir. E. P. 
Morris as Premier was to give a large 
contract to the Reids to build more 
railways. He didn't mind. He said 
they could he done for four millions. 
Up to now he has borrowed six mil­
lions and will probably borrow mil­
lions more. Does he mind? If you re­
proach Sir E. P. Morris for spending 
so much money he would say with 
Morison “FORGET IT.”

Reconcile, if you can, E. P. Mor­
ris’s different political attitudes all 
through towards the Reid contracts, 
and then take a look at his attitude 
towards Morison before and after he 
became a Tory.

A lot of things are yet to be filled in 
the above story. One is the Daily 
News comment about Morris “where 
capitalists are concerned.” Another 
is the comments, epithets, had names 
and rank atmosphere which P. T. Mc­
Grath has in his time applied lo and 
surrounded E. P. Morris with in his 
writings.

And yet this same E. P. Morris, now 
being boosted up by this P. T. Mc­
Grath and the same Daily News, pre­
sumes to refer to us. to you and me 
and all of us, as "my people.” And 
he puts on the long funeral face and 
------winks.

People who work for a living and 
who are paying the big revenue which 
the Picnic Party are spending so lav­
ish will put the Tory Gang out at the 
next Election so that some of them, 
too. will work for a living—until that 
Labrador timber limit is sold.

Berry Industry

'tur.dreds of others along the North 
Shore awaiting shipment here.

The price for picking the berries this 
season is higher than ever before and 
the people were given 20 cents per 
gallon for gathering them. Whole 
families all along the shore have been 
■ngaged at the industry since the ber­
ries became ripe, and individuals have 
made from $1.50 to $2.50 per day for 
weeks thereby liberally supplementing 
the earnings of fathers and sons at 
their natural avocation—the codfish- 
ery. Next year these people will con­
duct the work on a far more extensive 
scale.

and reformers have stood aghast at
the decay in the physical and moral 
fibre of the nation, due to the disease­
breeding condition of the tenement 
and slums. London. Liverpool. Glas­
gow, Sheffield, all the large cities of ; 
Great Britain, have vainly struggled 
with the housing problem. They 
have built municipal dwellings, have 
tried to control private tenements, but 
the inrush of people swamped their 
most ambitious efforts. ,

The garden communities of Letch- 
worth. Hampstead. Bournville, and 
Port Sunlight have demonstrated that 
clean, wholesome, comfortable cot­
tages are possible for everybody and 
at the very low rent of from five dol­
lars a month upward. They .have 
demonstrated too that life is length­
ened, the death and infant Mortality 
rate is reduced, and labor is more 
efficient in these open-air communi­
ties than in the cities, and that work­
ing people gladly follow their em­
ployers to these more attractive sur­
roundings.

In the building of garden villages 
three things are recognized as fun- 

| damental: one. the purchase of a large 
area of low-priced agricultural land 
in advance of any development; two. 
the permanent control of the whole 
area, as well as of streets, open 
spaces, and building regulations by 
the corporation or the city; and 
three, the reservation by the com­
munity, through the private corpor­
ation promoting the enterprise, of the 
increasing land values which the 
building of the community creates. 
The garden city is in effect its own 
ground landlord. Indirectly it is a 
house-builder and a house-owner. It 
operates through a private corpor­
ation which owns the land, pledged 
by its charter to limit its dividends 
to five per cent, on the capital ac­
tually invested, and to use the sepecu- ] 
lalive increase of land values for the 
community.

These are the physical foundations 
of the garden city. To these are ad­
ded, where necessary, the adjustment 
of transit to nearby cities so that 
rapid communication will be possible, 
as, well as the ownership or a close 
working arrangement with the water, 
gas and electricity supply. These 
form the plumbing of the city. They 
are essential to the life, comfort, and
