Dealing with the sugges­
tion that the franchise should be ex- 
tènded to all soldiers and munition 
workers, Mr. Asquith said that these 
were the gravest difficulties in the 
way; and that there were serious ob­
jections from the military vièwpoint 
Of holding a general election among 
troops in the field. He added general 
enfranchisement had been brought 
face to face with another problem. 
What are we going to do with the 
women? He was bound to say, the 
Premier went on, that representatives 
of women had presented him with a 
perfectly unanswerable case. They 
wore content to abibe by the present 
franchise, but would urge . their 
claims if qualifications for the ( fran­
chise altered.

We make no apology for 
once more referring to 
the Austrian situation, 
which seems almost every 

affected by fresh develop-day to
ments. It is there that the agencies 
which are at work everywhere in our 
behalf are showing . positive results 
patent to everyone ; it is there that our 
Allies are as rapidly as possible win­
ning the war. The same thing is be­
ing done at Verdun and on the Somme, 
but that fact is not so obvious : there 
the results, though tremendous, are 
beneath the surface. But it is plain 
that France and Britain have Germany 
fast in a stranglq-hold, while Russia 
and Italy in concert are pounding her 
weak and unsupported Ally to pieces.

The latest news from the East is 
of the very first importance. We 
have several times drawn attention to 
the rather obvious peril of Von Both- 
mer’s advanced position in Galicia, 
with Sakharoff and Letchitsky eating 
away the defences on his flanks. Now 
at last we learn that he is in retreat 
from the lines which he has occupied 
fcr nearly a year, and this not because 
of the menace from behind but as the 
result of an overwhelming frontal at­
tack. His retreat will be watched 
closely by every military observer. He 
will no doubt have little difficulty in 
retiring upon Lemberg and linking up 
with its defenders, of whose numbers 
and disposition we have no clear idea; 
but the size and power -of the three­
fold Russian thrust foredoom that 
city. It is all a question of time and, 
what is more important, of the extent 
of the Austrian losses.

The sweeping nature and effect of

the Italian victory on the Isonzo is 
scarcely hinted at in the meagre dis­
patches that have reached us. Even 
the full .and vivid accounts of cor­
respondents that are' beginning to 
come in assert that it will take some 
time to calculate what the Austrian 
losses have been. Some put them at 
50,000 at least. The encouraging as­
pect of the victory is the fact that it 
was by no means due to lack of men 
or of spirit on the part of the Aus­
trians, but rather to the brilliance and 
power of the Italian operations. The 
possession of the Gorizia bridgehead 
was quite essential to them. The 
Isonzo is a deep and very swift river, 
most difficult to ford and almost im­
possible to span with the usual mili­
tary pontoon bridge. The Italians had 
forced a crossing before near Monfal- 
cone, lower down, but the position was 
useless without support. They have 
this support with a vengeance now. 
Elated by their success and fired with 
the hope of redeeming the lost pro­
vinces, Cadorna’s troops will press on 
with a fierce energy. The great tri­
angular stronghold of Trieste,' Fiume 
and Pola will be their object. Whether 
they take it or any part of it does not 
matter for the moment. Austria, if 
she is to retain any prestige at all, 
must defend it to the last, and to de-': 
fend it will need many men. That is 
what does matter, and that is why we 
see in the fall of Gorizia the furthest 
step yet made towards an Austrian 
collapse.

As time elapses and the Russian 
successes continue to grow, the Bal­
kan question gains in importance. 
Austrian opinion regarding Roumania 
seems to be based upon the “fact" that 
the Russian invasion has been check­
ed. If this is her only deterrent, Rou­
mania should lose no more time in 
coming in. No doubt her actions will 
be closely correlated with those of the 
powerful Salonika garrison at the 
right moment. An article which we 
printed yesterday stated the num­
ber of that garrison to be 68,000—an 
obvious mistake for 680,000. Its ad­
vance when it does take place, will

Blackguard Beats
His Father

And is Sent to the “Cooler” for Two 
Months.

For badly beating and addressing 
his father in the vilest and most vil­
lainous terms, Stephen Rogers, a 
ne'er-do-well, was escorted to the 
Penitentiary to-day by police officer 
Stamp and there will spend the next 
two months.

The Athos on Dock.
The s.s. Athos went on dock early

An entire new bow 
will have to be constructed as the 
present one is bulged in on an aver­
age of three feet from the keel to 
about two feet above the loading line.

The Statist 
says a coterie of English speculators 
have made the situation worse by en­
gineering a local corner in the British 
wheat market. The newspaper, how­
ever, expresses the hope that wheat 
supplies now envoûte' here will reach 
Britain in time to bring to naught the 
machinations of English gamblers.

A Vast Organization Was Prepared
by the General Staff—Worked Like
a Charm.
On The British Southern Front, 

July 31 (Correspondence of the Asso­
ciated Press)—One of the most strik­
ing features of the great British drive 
north of the Somme was the extraor­
dinary thorough preparation before 
the offensive was begun.

Long before the attack was launch­
ed the British staff was busy build­
ing up a vast organization which 
should be complete to the most min­
ute degree military experts declare 
that the degree of preparednss achiev­
ed was unprecedented. Seemingly 
nothing that could be done was left 
undone, and when a representative of 
the Associated Press visited this sec­
tion of the British front to see the 
captured territory and watch the as­
sault proceed the various activities 
were being conducted with such co­
ordination that they appeared to be 
done by clock work.

The collection of huge stores of am­
munition, the assembling of artillery 
and the concentration of troops were 
but one phase of the preparation. 
Bases for various supplies were pre­
pared where they would be most easily 
accessible when the advance began. 
Emergency hospitals were constructed 
a fid enclosures were built for the re­
ception of prisoners. Great numbers 
of extra motor lorries were provided 
for transport work over roads which 
were continually being improved by 
myriads of workmen and Red Cross 
motor ambulances were made ready 
for the speedy handling of large num­
bers of wounded, both British and 
German. But it was not only for 
work in the British occupied territory 
that plans were laid. Provisicjn must 
be made for the troops when once they 
had forced their way into German 
ground. The royal engineers worked 
out an elaborate scheme whereby 
water for the use of the men should 
follow them into the German trenches 
along the lines.

It is not permitted to say how thfe 
was accomplished but it is stated that 
it has been done successfully. Gun 
emplacements back of the German 
front lines were worked out in ad­
vance and routes of least resistance 
for reaching these points were de­
cided upon. Plans for the consolida­
tion of captured territory were elab­
orately considered and provision was 
made for the immediate clearing away, 
of the great quantity of debris of ev­
ery description that always strew a 
battle ground.

In fact every scheme possible was 
applied in order that there should be 
no loss of time or energy when once 
the offensive had begun.

Now that the attack is under way 
there is intense but methodical ac­
tivity for miles behind this part of 
the front. Motor lorries flow in 
steady streams back and forth along 
the roads, bringing supplies to the 
front. The wounded are being moved 
swiftly but with great care to the base 
hospitals many miles away, after re­
treatment in the emergency stations.

And all along the line scores of 
thousands of soldiers are busy hand­
ling supplies, making provision for 
calls from the extreme front and 
clearing and consolidating the ground 
taken.

Up to August 11th, Austro-Hungari­
an naval aeroplane squadrons bombed 
extensively the arsenal, railroad sta­
tion, outer. Works, and, outer forts' of 
Venice, says an official statement is­
sued a't Vienna: Good successes were 
obtained despite thunder storms and 
rain. Fires were. seen at the arsenal 
and railway station. A despatch from 
Rome under date August 12th, said 
the historic church of Saint Marie 
Formosa, in Venice, had been destroy­
ed during the Austrian raid over the 
city on the night of August 10.

beyond the Austrian lines, 
triins thus being caught between two 
fires, was the determining factor in 
their success.

A Swiss correspondent on the Aus­
trian side says:

“I saw on Podgora, on Sabotino and 
on Monte Santi, lines upon lines of 
Austrian corpses, exposed as if for a 
review of the dead. The work.of the 
Italian artillery was systematic. Ev­
ery inch of the Austrian trenches and 
secret lairs was mapped out, and each 
battery had its work assigned. The 
Italian infantry accomplished the re­
mainder by a series of brilliant as­
saults. They approached the Austri­
ans from one quarter through sub­
terranean galleries to within forty 
yards, and in another forded and swam 
the Isonzo into the face of a hail of 
shells and rifle fire.

“At a third point the engineers 
threw bridges across the stream to 
reinforcements. Detachments of the 
Sassale and Pavia brigades received 
orders to cross. Into the river the 
troops plunged wading waist deep, 
holding their rifles high, while others 
carried hand grenades high in the 
air. All crossed within half, an hour 
and entered the town.”

The Falklands Islands.
* tr ;---------
Great Brltalns’ Possession on the 

Edge of Civilized World
The Falkland Island’s, where Sir 

Ernest Shacleton recently found a 
haven after the hardships of a peril­
ous Antarctic expedition, have fig­
ured seldom in world news since 
1833, when the British flag was firm­
ly planted over the land which, to­
gether with South Georgia, consti­
tutes the Empire’s “farthest south’’ 
peninsular possessions. The Falk­
land group is described in a bulletin 
issued by the National Geographic So­
ciety, which says::

“Except when some unfortunate 
skipper is compelled to cast anchor in 
the harbor of Port Stanley, where the 
-Z '.mage wrought by the fierce storms 
of Cape Horn can be expensively re­
paired, the Falkland Islands are sel­
dom visited, save by the monthly 
mailboat from England. It must have 
been a sensational news event, there­
fore, when the 900 Port Stanley in­
habitants and the 1,100 other peo­

ple heard that the intrepid explorer 
Sir Ernest Shackleton, had arrived 
with five companions, after having 
lost his ship, the Endurance, in the 
Antarctic ice last October.

“Not since the thrilling naval en 
gagement off the Falklands in De­
cember, 1914, when a British squad­
ron under Vice-Admiral Sturdee sank 
the German cruisers, Scharnhorst, 
Gneisenau and Leipsic, and, captured 
two colliers have these islands figur­
ed so prominently in the news of the 
day as now.

“The Falklands are among Great 
Britain’s colonial possessions which 
cling to the very fringe of civiliza­
tion. They comprise an area some­
what larger than the Bahama group 
and lie 250 miles east of mainland of 
South America and more than 1,200 
miles south of Buenos Ayres. Only 
two of the islands are of considerable 
size—East Falkland, which is about 
five-sixths as large as Peurto Rieo, 
and West Falkland, with an area 
somewhat less than that of the State 
of Delaware.

“While the climate of the Falkland

group is comparatively mild, the 
rigors of Its winters in no degree 
approaching the cold of the southeast 
coast of Labrador, which lies in the 
corresponding parallels of latitude in 
the northern hemisphere, yet the is­
lands are not an agreeable place in 
which to live, as a penetrating,-driz­
zling rain is experienced here during 
250 days of the year.

“Except for the palm-resembling 
tussock-grass, which furnishes excel­
lent forage for the herds of cattle, 
flocks of sheep, and droves of wild 
horses on the islands, there is little 
vegetation. The commerce, which 
does not reach a million dollars a 
year, consists chiefly of the exporta­
tion of wool, hides, tallQW, and froz­
en mutton. Extensive peat bogs sup­
ply the Scotch shepherds with a sat­
isfactory fuel.

“During the last quarter of the 
eighteenth century Spain laid claim to 
the islands, and for a time threat­
ened to go to war with England over 
their control. The territory belong­
ed to the British Empire by right of 
discovery, however, for Just 100 years 
after Columbus reached American 
shores John Davis, one of the Eliza­
bethan era, sighted this land while on 
his return voyage from the Straits of 
Magellan, where his superior, Thom­
as Cavendish, had met with disaster. 
This is the Davis who is reputed to 
have been in command of the Black 
Dog during the memorable overthrow 
of the Spanish Armada, and who 
ranks with Baffin and Hudson as the 
great triumvirate of early Arctic ex­
plorers.

“Nearly a century and three- 
quarters after Davis’ discovery the ex­
plorer De Bougainville raised the 
standard of France over .these islands, 
and the latter Government ceded the 
territory to Spain in 1767. It was up­
on this cession that Spain based her 
claims, which she seemed ready to 
enforce with arms until 1771. The re­
assertion of British rights in 1833 
marked the withdrawal of the Colonial 
claims of the people of Buenos Ayres.’’

Your Boys and Girls
Since the condition of the health de­

pends so largely upon the condition of 
the teeth, the rule of constant care 
should be rigidly enforced, and the 
time to begin this enforcement is 
when the children are young, so that 
the habit will become instinctive.

It is never too early to take child 
ren to the dentist for inspection and 
cleaning of teeth. Small boys some­
times get the idea the mother is 
“fussy" when she tries to persuade 
them to give attention to their teeth.

But when a dentist talks to them 
outlining the troubles that neglect 
will cause, and giving good reasons 
for the necessity of constant care, 
the boys are impressed.

Another habit of the small boy is to 
use his teeth for a nut cracker, and 
to enter into competition to see 
whether he can crack the toughest 
nuts. Little girls bite off threads and 
tear bits of cloth instead of using 
the scissors. They must be taught 
that the price- of teeth which will last 
through life is constant and respectful 
attention.
