Over a curving front of more than 
twenty miles, the British and French 
troops are continuing to sweep buck 
the Germans across the plains of 
Picardy from the region north of the 
Somme, east of Morlancourt to east­
ern bank of the Avre, northwest of 
Mont Didier.

through by the British Government in 
cooperation with the wool dealers, 
cloth manufacturers and clothing 
makers, by which 675,000 worth of 
clothing for men, boys and youths is 
to be put on the market at low prices.
