This is a claim for damages arising !
,out of a shortage in a shipment of |
goods from New York, consigned to'
the Plaintiff, St. John'’s and carried on
the Defendant’s ship “Florizel” in
February 1918. {

The Plaintiff commenced his actiou|
by Writ of Summons against the De-'
fendents, a foreign corporation. On
hearing, the Defendants
by their council Mr. J. J.

McGrath, B.L., entered a conditional
appearance and moved that the sum-
'mons be dismissed on the grounds

that the service of the Writ was on

one Frederick Cornick, a clerk in the
office of Harvey & Company who act
as Agents for the Defendant’s line of
steamers. The offices of Harvey and
Company are used for the conduct cf
the firm’s business;*that there is no
office or other partvof the premises
used exclusively for the purpose of
the Defendant’s business: no rent for
offices or servants’ wages are paid by

Defendant's to Harvey & Company;
the service of the Writ on Frederick
'Cornick was not a service on Defend-
jants or on Defendant’s agents.

In support of his position he cited
the case of “The Princess Clemen-
;isne," Law Reports, P.D., 1897, page

Mr. Gibbs, K.C.,, Counsel for the
Plaintiff, contended that although the
Defendants are a foreign corporation,
they have been doing business in this
country for many years at a fixed
place in St. John's; their Bill of Lad-
ing advertised Harvey & Company as
their agents in Newfoundland; that
Harvey and Company issued tickets
and made contracts for the carrying
of passengers and booked freight for
goods to be carried in Defendants’
steamships. It is well known to ship-
pers that Frederick Cornick in a spec-
ial office on Harvey & Company’s
premises, conducts the Defendants’
business in St. John’s, and the ser-
vice of the writ on Cornick was a
good service.

He cited the case of “Thames and
Mersey Marine Irsurance Company,”
reported in Law Times Reports, Vol.
111, Sept. 1914, page 97.

Under the general rules made for
regulating the practice and procedure
of the Central District Court, I find
on the question of service of Civil pro-
cess rule 8 seets fotrh: “WHere a de-
“fendant or defendants reside out of

“the Colony, but have a place of busi-
“ness or resident partner or agent
“therein, service of a summons shall
“be effected upon the resident part-
“ner or agent, or person in charge of
“the place of business of such defend-
“”ant."

The Defendants in this action are a
foreign corporation residing out of
the Colony but doing business in
Newfoundland through their agents,
Harvey & Company, St. John’s. Fred-
erick Cornick is a clerk in the em-
ploy of Harvey & Company, and as
such, does not represent the Defend-
ants, nor is he a person in charge of
the place of business of the Defend-
ants.

I hold that the service of the writ
of Summons on Frederick Cornick is
not a service on the Defendant or
their agents. I therefore accede to
the motion of Defendants’ Counsel and
set aside the service,

A
few nights later we returned the com-
pliment and caught Mr. Hun napping,
consequently the enemy Red Cross
trains were on the move the following
morning.

We had a week at Elverdinghe, a lit-
tle village a few kilometres from the
city, and we worked mighty hard mix-
ing concrete for the defenses in the re-
gerve line. This land for ,miles all
round had suffered quite as much as
Ypres, except the Chateau, once the
residence of an Austrian General:
their guns spared this but not the
grounds around it.

It is very hard to give a clear pen
picture of eyerything I saw and heard
in Belgium. The things should be
seen to be realised. You can see a
small particle of the price of War and
it looks like a. cheque for the cost;
drawn, signed and éndorsed. Folk
‘way back here, two thousand miles
from the bark of the guns have no
idea what Belgium suffered. 'They
gave their contributions however
.large, however small, and said “that
will help.” But little they know that
morey or anything earthly will ever
remake those who could not fly be-
fore the sweep of the Hun. Things
have happened that gold is unable to
rédeem and forever will a Teuton
read it in the eyes of a Belgian.

War is no less terrible to a British-
er who fights in No-Man’s Land than
to those who, unable to help them-
selves, had to meet the tide' of brute
invasion.

I often helped
te dig trenches in the front lines of
Ypres near the Menin dlsl‘:_xjct. and
overy foot of earth we dug showed the
resting-place of some lad from the
land of the Maple Leaf. And Canada
is grateful that her boys will be hon-
cured and the soil of their martyrdom
| kept sacred for all time. During the
first year of the war when her sons
| were holding this death line they ad-
| vertised their knowledge of the place
:by putting a notice-board on the road
pointing to the trenches readings—
“To Hell,” and another pointing south
imarked “To Blighty.”

The Newfoundland Regiment didn’t
| see the Ypres front as it actually was
in the previous days of Canadian accu-
pation. The great Dbattle of the
Somme had. drawn Germany's men
and guns from this area and the fight-
ing slowed ‘down, but mnot from the
British side, because every night the
whole front of artillery would blaze

St. Thomas’s Church was filled on
Sunday night, when Rev. Dr. Jones
spoke especially to the sailors and
soldiers, taking his text from the
Book of Ecclekiastes. “There is no
discharge in this war.” The preacher
first of all stated that his subject had
been suggested by a soldier’s mother
and that he wished to speak pointedly
to the sailors and soldiers.

in France, and had their resting place
marked by the wooden crosses.
These wooden crosses suggest three
things, by their pointing upwards,
downwards, and outwards. These
suggestions give us certain thoughts,
which, if acted upon, mould the char-
acter. The cross pointing upward
speaks of duty, which is the highest
expression of human ' character, and
which brings its own reward. ' Adopt-
ing a personal note, he continued,
telling the*young men that they were
often told that their discharge from
the army meant that their duty was
done, but he _declaregithat the spirit-
ual warfare was nofgover, and that
the duties of citiz hip were as
strenuous as those ofgsoldiering. As
far as the reward was concerned, he
advised them to avoid ‘all \Government
jobs, as the later often tended to de-
stroy the independence of the men, in
voting on possibly vital questions of
the country’s welfare. He further
warned them not to be ptessimists or
revolutionists, as the life of Jesus, in
His three years of preaching, during
which time he spoke not a word
against the Roman power, was a liv-
ing example of the force of personal
social service. He told them (hat
money, legislation and organization
were only subsidiary things, and that
the real moralising force was person-
al service of the individual man, and
emphasized the need of high ideals,
and loyalty to the same, asserting

' that from such would spring a regen-
| erated
' from the base of the cross as pointing

people. Taking the lesson
downwards, he declared that man-
hood was at its best on the battlefield,
as character was shown among the
soldiers. He quoted the words of Mr.
Moody, “character is what a man is
in the dark.” To develop this char-
acter two axioms were to be kept in
view, “aim high,” and “fight hard.”
Men were to live up to the high stan-
dard set, and to stand and fight to-
gether, They were to battle against
three evils (1) drunkenness, and to
make the prohibition law more effect-
ive, (2) gambling, and to counter-
effect the evil and demoralizing influ-
ences of this habit, (3) impurity. In
the last named he made a plea for
ignorance and hatred of sin, and gave
the words of Sir Gallahad:

“My strength is as the strength of

ten,

Because my. heart is pure.”

He pleaded for ignorance and hatred
of evil, and also for loyalty to truth,
that the passions of evil might be
kept down, and character strengthen-
ed. The- cross pointing upward be-
tokened the meed of God. God was
not optional. He was the inspiration
of duty, and the foundation of moral-
ity. Finally, the preacher commended
them to God, declaring that it was
no little thing to become a Christian,
but that it required heroism to fight
against the foes of righteousness.
«“We have no time to sport away the
hours,” quoted the preacher, and as a
shining example, worthy of following,
he instanced General Gordon, the no-
ble Christian and - soldier, who so
lived ‘and died that men spoke of him
as one-who gave “his heart to God.”
