LONDON, June 30.

A despatch to the Times from
Dublin 2.30 o’clock this morning says
the Free Staters _attacking Four
Courts are commanded and being
personally led by Brigadier General
Daly. After a brisk artillery and
machine gun fire, General Daly led
his men from the south side of the
Liffey, across Grafton St., and brid-
ges. Gun fire had broken down the
gate and so briskly did the Free State
soldiers make their ascent they did
not suffer any serious casualties. As
they crossed the courtyard rifle bul-
lets and arms brought down the in-
ner doors and as they fell the de-
fenders poured a withering fire upon
the attacking forces. Two rebel sol-
diers were killed outright by gun
fire and ten others wounded in the
hand-to-hand fighting which follow-
ed. Twenty-two Irregulars threw up
their hands and surrendered, while
Rory O’Connor, with Brigadier Gen-
eral Trayner and 150 men retreated
to the far corner of the Court. Quick-
ly throwing up a barricade they are
now holding the Free Staters at bay.
The despatch to the Times adds that
O’Connor had been given an oppor-
tunity {o surrender but declared his
intentions to fight to the death. The
